Ottawa, Jan. 8.—Thirty men who 

Left Canada as members of the first 
Canadian contingent are now back in 

x the Dom’ dion under detention as pris- 
oners e war. They were sent back 
from Salisbury camp and placed in the 
various Canadian detention camps for 
safe keeping until the close of the war.

Almost the entire thirty were men 
of German or German-American ori­
gin. A number of them came to Can­
ada from the United States and en­
listed in the tiret force which left this 
country. Before the contingent left 
Canada a number of them had fallen 
under suspicion, and on advice from 
Canada a regular system of observa- 
tion was applied to a considerable 
number of persons in the force.

Behind Wire.
As a result several of them were ar­

rested and are now back in Canada 
behind barbed wire inclosures, or 
clearing land in the north for experi­
mental farms at Hearst or on the 
Nottawan River.

Many applications are being made 
for the release of prisoners of war 
held by Canada, from themselves and 
from their friends. However, there 
are not likely to be many applications 
granted, because none of the men were 
cor ed until after a careful examina- 
tio a each case.

Peculiar Case.
A peculiar case now under consider­

ation is that of Dr. Kohlmann, a Ger­
man, who was living in Toronto when 
the war broke out. The Canadian au­
thorities granted him a permit to leave 
the country and seek employment in 
the United States. He immediately 
bought a ticket for Barcelona, Spain, 
was arrested again on the belief that 
he proposed to go to Germany as an 
officer of the German army. He is en­
titled to special treatment under the 
Hague convention; his case has been 
found a difficult one to deal with.

London, Jan. 8—12:40 p.m.—Aside from

Captured From Enemy
Allies Make Considerable Advances, But Have To Evacuate 

Trench, Because of Water, Without Any Attack

Paris, Jan. 8—2:40 p.m.—The French 

war office gave out an official state­
ment this afternoon as follows:

“The artillery of the enemy showed, 
during all the day of January 7, great 
activity in Belgium and in the vicinity 
of Arras. The French artillery re­
sponded spiritedly and efficaciously.

"Our infantry made some progress 
; near Lombaertzyde. We occupied, at 
a point fifty yards in advance of our

spirited. Our heavy artillery secured 
good results near Blanc Sablon. At this 
point the mine-throwers of the enemy 
inflicted losses on us, but to the after­
noon we checked this fire from the Ger­
mans.

Blew Up Blockhouse,
"In the sector of Rheims, to the west 

of the forest Des Zouaves, we blew up 
a blockhouse and occupied a new trench 
200 yards in advance of our lines.

“The artillery engagement between 
Bethney and Prunay was conducted 
yesterday with great fierceness. The 
Germans left many dead on the field. 
Our losses were not heavy. Between 
Jonchery-Sur-Sulppe and Souain, wo 
time and again reduced to silence the 
artillery of the enemy, demolished his 
trenches and destroyed his breastworks.

One More Effort
A dispatch coming to London from 

Copenhagen declares that Von Hinden- 
burg is expecting heavy reinforcements, 
and that with an army of 1,000,000 men 
he purposes to make the more supreme 
effort to break through to the Polish 
capital. The Russians would appear to 
have had ample time to reinforce them- 
selves and to strengthen their positions 
around Warsaw, and it is the opinion of 
British observers that the trench war­
fare, for which the western theatre of 
tho war has become famous, will be 
waged in the region of the Polish rivere.

May Soon Sweep Hungary.
Austria-Hungary again admits the re­

tirement of her forces in Bukowina, and 
it is from this Russian forward move­
ment before which the Austrians are 
giving way that the most spectacular 
developments of the next fortnight may 
be expected to spring, according to the 
opinion held today by some British ob- 
servers of the war The argument is 
made that once Russia gets good foot- 
holds beyond the mountain passes, some­
thing that may be accomplished in & 

Yortmight if the Russians are not check- 
bed, a big stride toward the overrunning 7 of Hungary would have been made. If 
,this is accomplished it will be the first 

considerable invasion of any territory of 
tho Teutonic allies.

Doubt German Denial.
Both British and French newspapers 

continue today to agitate the alleged ar­
rest by the German authorities in Bel 
glum of Cardinal Mercier. The Ger- 
mans have been quick to deny that the 
cardinal has in any way been detained. 
The London papers, nevertheless, still 
give great prominence to the incident 
and publish the pastoral letter of th» 
cardinal, which was said to have 
offence to the Germans, appending tele 
comments gathered far and wide from 
prominent clergymen and others. They 
also cast doubt on the German denial, 
and declare that it will require a state­
ment from the cardinal himself to clear 
the matter up.

It is imperative that men of 
backbone and brains should 
handle the work of the health 
department at this juncture. 
Place-hunters and self-seekers 
should be given a wide berth. 
The new board will have to 
adopt an up-to-date policy for 
the department, and it would be 
well that the medical men of 
the city should be consulted as 
to the best program to be laid 
down The combined ability of 
London’s physicians should be 
invited to the task of giving 
London the best health depart­
ment in Ontario. From this 
statement there should be no 
inference that there hag been 
lack of ability on the boards of 
health in th. past. But there is 
the chance of thorough reorgan­
ization and a new start.

Whether to manage the health 
department as an independent 
service or by amalgamation 
with the Institute of Public 
Health, is a problem of first im­
portance. The latter might be 
a good scheme for the city as 
well as for the institute. But 
whatever plan is adopted it is 
essential that only an expert 
sanitarian should be appointed 
medical health officer for this 
city. As conditions at present 

, exit, the first requisite is the 
selection of a capable and Inde­
pendent board of health Even 
more important, however, for a 
mistake here would render Inef­
ficient and futile the entire work 
of the department, is the secur­
ing of a medical health officer of 
such a calibre as will make Lon- 
don a leader and a centre of the 
public health affairs in Western 
Ontario.

LONDON, Jan. 7.—The Marquis of 

Crewe announced in the House of Lords 
today that it was the definite opinion 
of the British Admiralty that the 
battleship Formidable had been sunk by 
two torpedoes discharged by a sub­
marine.

The Earl of Selbourne, former first 
lord of the admiralty, in an address in 
the House of Lords had described the 
dispatch of Sir Christ, pher Cradock's 
squadron to the Pacific as a blunder, 
as the squadron, he said, was wholly 
incompetent for the task assigned to 
it, to destroy the German warships 
there. He then asked for more infor­
mation concerning the loss of the bat­
tleships Formidable and Bulwark, and 
data about other naval operations.

Warned Other Ships.
The Marquis of Crewe said he could 

not add anything to what Winston 
Spencer Churchill, first lord of the ad­
miralty, had said in the House of Com­
mons. Before adjournment, however, 
the Marquis said that in the opinion 
of the admiralty the Formidable had 
been struck by two torpedoes fired by 
a submarine. He added that the cap­
tain of the Formidable had sent signals 
to the other ships not to stand by, 
which was taken to mean that sub­
marines were in the vicinity, and that 
they might suffer the same fate as 
his ship.

There were now only two German 
cruisers and two armed merchantmen 
to carry on commerce raiding, the 
Marquis of Crewe said, and they could 
not long escape the Allies’ ships. The 
manning of new ships, including moni­
tors, he added, had been completely 
provided for.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 7. — Arrange­
ments between Great Britain, Italy and 
The Netherlands have been completed 
Whereby commerce to the latter two 
countries from the United States is ex­
pected to undergo a minimum of moles­
tation. The steps taken by Great 
Britain, and announced In statements 
from both the British embassy and state 
department, remedy some of the com­
plaints made by the United States in 
Its recent note to Great Britain, and 
the plans encouraged administration 
officials in the hope that commerce with 
Scandinavian countries and other neu­
tral nations also would be improved.

The statements Indicate that so far 
as Italy and Holland are concerned, the 
British Government now believes the 
danger of getting contraband articles 
through those countries to Germany and 
Austria has practically been removed., 
Should effective measures be agreed 
upon between the Allies and the neu-| 
trais of Europe, American commerce, it 1 
is thought by British officials, will not 
be subject to delay and interference 
complained of in the American note.| 

Will Not Touch Contraband.
Minister Van Dyke, at The Hague, ; 

cabled during the day that the British, 
French and Russian ministers had given 
formal assurances that merchandise, 
even of a contraband character, would 
not be molested on the high seas if con­
signed to the recently established 
Netherlands monopoly.

Secretary Bryan received a personal 
note from Sir Cecil Spring-Rice, British 
ambassador, stating that inasmuch as 
the re-exportation of rosin and turpen­
tine, known as "naval stores,” would 
probably be prohibited by Italy and 
Holland, arrangements would soon be 
completed whereby these products could 
be shipped without difficulty to those 
countries from the United States.

They have brought their 
trenches to within 30 metres of the 
German trenches, and have held out in 
spite of very fierce attacks. On De­

east of Rheims to the north of Prunay, 
there took place from December 19 to 
22, some fighting which, it is well to! 
refer to, since it brought us some fur- 
ther ground not mentioned in our last 
communication.

“In these four days we advanced from;

They 
attacked at once, but our troops by a 
counter-attack with the bayonet put 
them to fight. Seventy Germans were 
killed. We at once re-organized our 
trenches, which had been upset by the I 
explosion.

German Ruse Falls,
“On Christmas Day the Germans came 

from their troops shouting, ‘A two days’ | 
truce.’ This was a ruse, which did not 
succeed. A volley from us immediately 
sent them to the ground.

“In the region of Perths-les-Hurlus, 
Mesnil-les-Hurlus and Beauejour, the 
operations met with some new suc-

“On the 28th of December, to the 
north of Massaiges, three battalions of 
Colonial infantry carried a whole line 
of German trenches.

third. On all this front our artillery 
obtained complete mastery over the 
German batteries.

Heavy German Losses.
“Our guns on the 3rd inflicted very 

heavy losses on the masses of German 
infantry concentrated to the north of 
Massiges.

“In the Argonne the results were ess 
important than in the region of Perthes. 
From Verdun to Belfort, in the region 
of Verdun, and on the heights of the 
Meuse. It was especially in the Wood of 
Bouchot that our gains were worth 
noticing—50 metres on the 27th, and the| 
same on the 28th, and again on Jan. 2.!

Advance Will Be Slow.
After referring to the ultimate con­

sequences of repeated small successes 
the British observer adds:

Yet 
every capture by the Allies of a trench 
represents lost ground for which the 
enemy expended much blood and treas­
ure, and is a step forward in the pro­
cess of attrition which eventually will 
bring the war to an end.”

The British observer states that he 
is able to confirm reports that there is 
considerable sickness in the German 
ranks. He says that for some time past 
there has been a good deal of typhoid, 
and that some German units have even 
been withdrawn temporarily on this ac­
count.

"Some actions took place in the re-1 
gion of Lihons, where some trenches 
were lost and then re-taken.

"Our guns destroyed the enemy's 
trenches in the vicinity of Labassee, 
and in addition an observatory and a 
mine thrower. At Beuvraignes our ar­
tillery silenced the German batteries 
on the road from Albert to Perrone.

"In the Aisne Valley there was al­
most nothing but artillery encounters, 
which often turned out to our ad­
vantage.

Smashed Enemy's Entanglements.
"On the 26th, to the north of Soissons, 

we made some large breaches in the 
enemy's wire entanglements. The Ger­
mans endeavored to repair their works. 
We let them start, but then we opened 
Are and all of their workers were kill- 
ed. The same day we smashed a quick- 
firer and a battery in the Forest of 
Ourscamp, and in addition, a mortar 
to the north of Vingre.

"On the 27th, we destroyed some 
quick-firer dugouts on the Plateau of 
Noeuvron, and on the 28th levelled some 
trenches near Crouay.

“On the 22nd of January, we destroyed 
some works on the Plateau of Touvent. 
On the 24th instant, the Germans hav­
ing exploded a mine, our infantry, in 
spite of the surprise, sprang forward and 
occupied the crater in advance of the 
Germans. There they remained despite 
several fierce attacks.

From December 25 
to January 5 the operations, we under­
took in the Vosges, in the region from 
Cernay to Uffholtz, Steinbach and As- 
pach-le-Haut were particularly profit- 
able. On December 31 we were hold­
ing the outskirts of the two Aspach 
villages to the south of Cernay, and, in 
spite of fierce resistance, we occupied| 
the outskirts of the wood near Stein- 
bach.

Ans.—Columns could be written on 
the art of making puff paste, and as 
I can devote but a email space to the 
subject, I would suggest your seeking 
a good cook book at the library or else­
where and studying the subject at 
length. However, these hints may help 
some. Butter Is considered the proper 
shortening for puff paste, but many 
prefer half lard and half buttei. Allow 
1 cup of butter to 3 cups flour, and 
a level teaspoon salt. Mix a quarter 
of the butter into the flour, chopping 
together finely with a knife; add enough 
Ice water to make a stiff paste, dust 
bake-board with flour and turn out 
dough; with a well-floured pin roll the 
dough Into a sheet about a quarter Inch 
thick; then take the remainder of the 
butter and spread over the paste; fold 
paste over, so as to keep the butter 
in the Inside; roll out Into a sheet 
again, double up as before, and repeat 
process several times. The more layers 
there are, the more “flaky” the crust 
should be. For ordinary pie crust, a 
smaller proportion of shortening may 
be used. All Ingredients In puff paste 
should be kept quite cool. Nothing 
but experience will teach you how 
to acquire perfection.

Express dispatch from Amsterdam to 
the Herald says: "I understand from 
a most authoritative source that, in a 
recent conversation with the German 
minister to a neutral country in Europe, 
Herr von Jagow, the German under­
secretary of foreign affairs, made the 
following statement:

" ‘We do not need to worry. Things 
are progressing excellently for Ger­
many.
