Irish City Is Shaken by Explosion At Early Hour Today — 

Several Persons Were Sie eping On Premises At Time of 
Blast-Troops Rushed To Belfast in Effort To Restore 
Order in That City.

London. Sept. 28.—Cork was shaken by a great explosion at 
an early hour this morning, one of the large drygoods stores in the 
city being completely demolished. The explosion was followed by 
the sound of rifle and machine-gun tire, says a Cork dispatch to 
the Evening News. Several persons were sleeping on the premises 
at the time the explosion took place, and‘the dispatch declares 
military authorities in Cork allege bombs were placed inside one 
of the large windows of the place. Three men have been slain, in 
cold blood apparently, at Belfast as a sequel of the murder of a 
policeman and the wounding of two others. Dispatches received 
here indicate the assassinations of these three men were deliber­
ately planned.

Serious rioting has occurred in Belfast, and it is said a number 
of wounded persons have been received in hospitals there. Large 
forces of troops, with armored cars, are on duty iu that city.

DERMilan. Italy, Sept. 27.—Instructions 
that metal workers evacuate plants oc­
cupied by them have been given by the 
Metallurgic Union, and the movement 
began today. In the referendum held 
throughout Northern Italy, during the 
last week, relative to acceptance of the 
agreement between employers and 
workmen, the vote showed 132,000 for 
and 45.000 against the agreement.

A few persons were wounded Satur­
day in Naples as a result of conflicts 
between workmen who were evacuating 
factories and Maximaliste, who tried 
tc prevent them from so doing. During 
the trouble revolver and rifle shots were 
exchanged. The police and carabin ers 
separated the combatants.

The men on leaving the plants lowered 
the red flags which had been flying over 
them and replaced them with the 
national flag.

Chicago. Sept. 27.—Search for Am­
brose J. Small, millionaire Canadian 
theatrical magnate, has been started 
here by Chief of Detectives James L. 
Mooney, who said last night he is con­
vinced that Small is being held here 
by kidnapers.

Both Small and his secretary. John 
Doughty, disappeared last December. 
Chief Mooney said he was in possession 
of information which had caused the 
search to be centred here, and while 
he declined tc reveal the source of this 
knowledge, he said he expected to learn 
of Small's whereabouts within 24 hours. 
A reward of $15,000 has been offered 
for the arrest of Doughty, it was learned 
last night. It is understood that he is 
sought in connection with an alleged 
conspiracy to kidnap Mr. Small, and 
with the disappearance of $100.000 in 
Canadian war bonds belonging to Mr. 
Small.

Ben Spoor representative of 
the miners in the British House of 
Commons, told the Rotary Club today. 
He hoped no one would imagine for a 
moment that anything was seriously 
wrong in Great Britain. He had suf­
ficient confidence to believe that they 
would come through these days stronger 
Liban ever. It was true that the British 
labor movement was out for a new 
order, but not true that its aims were 
entirely materialistic. The fight that 
miners were now carrying on was not 
tor 2s a day. but for improved status.

"Why do men work?" he asked. Some 
,said to escape want, but early in the 
nineteenth century trade unions were 
formed to protect them and better 
their conditions. As they became more 
powerful, the old motive ceased to 
have the same power. As a matter of 
fact, the development of trade union­
ism in England was nothing more or 
less than the growth of self-respect 
among the workers. Then came the 
war, which seemed to sweep away long- 
established conditions. The men who 
came back from the conflict had a 
passion for equality surging in their 
hearts, a desire for an improved status. 
That was at the bottom of the whole 
trouble today.

He hoped the 
day would soon dawn when the great 
majority would get the idea of bro­
therhood. Nothing we possess is in­
tended for us alone: it must be passed 
on. he declared. That wants to be 
applied and it can be applied. Put it 
in concentrated form and then expand 
it and vou have brotherhood. Christ- 
ianity is applied through the brother­
hood movement.

"It isn't a new creed, this brother­
hood. it is in the heart of every man," 
he said. "All barriers have finallygot 1 
to disappear. We must learn that the; 
world ‘family’ embraces the whole race.

Strongest Kind.
Ben Spoor, member of the British 

House of Commons for Labor, who, with 
other noted English speakers, has come 
to America to attend the World’s Con­
vention of the Federation of Men's 
Brotherhood, which is to be held in 
Washington in October, addressed a 
mass meeting of men and women in the 
Allen Theatre on Sunday afternoon, on 
the subject of “Universal Brotherhood.” 
Harry Whitehorn, special correspondent 
to the Westminster Gazette, also spoke, 
making a strong plea for public sup-

. port of the brotherhood movement.
It was Brotherhood Sunday in this 

city, and it marked the close of a week 
of special activities on the part of the 
combined eighteen brootherhood organ­
izations. Although the day was cele­
brated in practically all the local 
churches, with special speakers in the 
pulpits, the mass meeting was the fea­
ture of the day.

Entirely New Angle.
Mr. Spoor dealt with the question of 

universal brotherhood, the aim of the 
movement, from an entirely new angle, 
but with the same : remarkable bril­
liancy which marked his previous ad- 

I dresses in this city. He . preached 
brotherhood as the only solution of the 
social problems of the world, and as the 
only thing which could bring about a 

• new order of civilization.
He said that many were calling the 

movement a beautiful Utopian dream,

I positions and wealth, the differences in 
hearts and minds, and the wide gap

Saner instinct.
It was on this instinct. Mr. Spoor 

said, that a saner instinct is to be 
built. A spirit, he said, could be seen 
moving everywhere in all countries 
which would bring about a new social 
order. The world must, not be allowed 
to slip back into that from which it 
was gradually lifting itself.

"Everywhere," he said. "We can see 
moves for democracy. Democracy . is 
involved in the ethics of Christianity. 
The brotherhood movement is based on 
Christian spiritual democracy."

He compared the world of today as a 
surging ocean which wipes out the sand 
castles and trenches built upon its 
shores. Men were still building castles 
of selfishness, of exploitation for profits 
on the shores of life, but they were 
doomed to be wiped out.

Practical Work.
Harry Whitehorn spoke on the prac­

tical work man and. woman must do 
if they believe in the future of civiliza­
tion. There was much speculation, he 
said, whether this civilization was to 
live or whether it was to fail, as many 
others have in the past. No one, he 
asserted, should worry over the order 
of the universe, but they should feel 
that it was on their shoulders to 
justify their existence by leaving 
something for the next generations.

"Everyone has grown from the past. 
We have inherited good things from 
past generations, so we must con­
tribute towards the present and 
future. The message for the world's 
basic principles has been given by 
Jesus of Nazareth. Christ looked down 
through the ages and gave a doctrine 
for all times.

'The spiritual," he continued, “has 
always transcended the material. The 
judgment of history has been passed 
on the material. All the wealth and 
power of Rome and Greece led to 
failures."

Preaches Optimism.
Mr. Whitehorn preached optimism 

of the strongest kind. He said that 
one must believe that success can be 
reached by the brotherhood, whose aim 
it is to focus all that lies within the 
soul of man for the solutions of all 
the problems. It was much better, he 
claimed, to live in a fool’s paradise of 
believing than to be cynical.

He lauded the labor men of Eng­
land, who, he said, accomplished won­
ders in improving their lot in the face 
of terrible odds. They won out be­
cause they did not know that it could 
not be done. "I want you to cut out 
the idea that the difficulties are too 
great," he added.

"The question is not ‘Is the world 
growing worse? but ‘What are you 
doing to make it better? We are in­
finitely more than spectators in this 
life; we are actors. Take your coats 
off as the labor men in England have 
done. If it is the work of God we 
will succeed If it is not we will fail.

Mr. Whitehorn told of what was 
being accomplished by the brother­
hood in the relief of war-stricken Ser­
bia, Belgium and other countries.

The engineers in reporting upon the 
scheme studied the characteristics of the 
Thames in the most exhaustive manner. 
They found that the normal water level 
maintained above the old dam was 751.1? 
feet above sea level, and that during 
flood periods an elevation of 758,91 was 
reached. This would permit raising the 
normal level of a new dam one foot 
without serious property damage and a 
new site located further down stream 
could provide for a further head of about 
4.4 feet.

Would Get 400 K. W.
The old dam was carried out by un­

dermining. It is proposed that a hollow, 
reinforced concrete dam be built on a 
concrete blanket to lessen the load on 
the soft, bottom material.. It is com­
puted that the maximum1 amount of 
power that could be generated with the 
water available for four hours per day, 
continuously throughout the year, ex­
cepting Saturdays and Sundays is about 
400 K. W. On only a very few days 
would it be impossible to secure 400 K. 
W. for four hours continuously.

An examination of the hy Iro-power 
records for the city reveals that for the 
months of October, November. Decem­
ber, January, February, March, and 
probably April, about 800 K. W. could 
be cut off the peak load from Niagara 
by supplying an equivalent amount of 
locally generated power for periods vary­
ing from three to six hours per day. 
During the remaining months of the 
year there are no large "peaks" on the 
city’s consumption of Niagara energy. 
During the months named the river has 
a reasonably large flow of water, and the 
engineers report that "it may reasonably 
be considered feasible to develop 800 K. 
W. for six hours per day for seven 
months of the year.

The volume of storage available above 
the proposed new dam would be approx­
imately 24,000.000 cubic feet.

Provide for Freshets.
The Thames is described as a "flashy" ■ 

and temperamental stream, given to sud­
den freshets. For that reason it is im­
perative to provide ample discharge 
facilities in the event of flood conditions. 
The type of dam proposed would relieve 
the hazard from ice jams, while two 
large sluiceways with steel gates would 
be provided to handle freshets and con­
trol water levels.

It Is added that "In view of the heavy 
spring floods and the coincident occur­
rence of dangerous ice jams, the pro­
gram to he followed during construction 
must be so arranged that the dam shall 
be completed during a single summer, 
in order that all temporary construction 
may he removed and the finished work 

left in a safe condition to withstand the 
strain resulting from the spring break-

Albert Mitchell, of 601 William street, 
has received from his son David the 
following graphic description of what 
happened during the recent disaster 
in Wall street, New York:

"At five minutes of noon I had just 
rung off the phone in my booth on the 
curb, located at 39 Broad street. Busi­
ness 1 ad been very brisk, and I asked 
my cashier if I should come up and 
sign checks, as was my daily habit at 
this hour. He said 1 o’clock would do, 
and this probably saved me from in­
jury, as I started into the middle of 
the crowd to inquire for an execution 
of an order, when a terrific report 
threw us in a heap. The concussion 
was so great—500 pounds of dynamite 
—that we were all stunned. No one 
knew what had happened, and all eyes 
were turned up Broad street in the 
direction cf the «uh-treasurv.

The first shock stunned those in the 
vicinity, and they were laid flat on 
the pavements and jumped up and be­
gan tc run down Broad street.

Firemen Arrive,
"The file apparatus then filled the 

street.
"The mob was so thick—noon hour 

—no progress could be made. Traffic 
policemen on horses wore powerless. 
The sub-treasury, with its billion dol­
lars in currency, and the demolished 
front of the new United States assay 
office needed protection, and word was 
sent to Governor's Island for help. 
They responded quickly. Two big 
truckloads of regulars, bayonets fixed, 
machine guns and marching kits, came 
up Broad street. Such cheering! They 
spread out shoulder to shoulder; with 
guns horizontal they pressed the crowd 
back gradually for two blocks, so they 
would not crush each other.

The wires 
were crowded with news items, and 
deliveries of securities were suspended 
until Monday.

Badly Wrecked.
"Looking from the building next the 

Stock Exchange, wherein I have my 
office, across to Morgan’s office, such 
a sight could only be equaled by an 
earthquake and tornado. All the glass 
was out of his windows. The grillwork 
looked like concrete meshing, badly 
bent, and the thing that caused most 
injuries was the falling of the mas­
sive chandelier and part of the cell­
ing.

"Many times I have looked north on 
Broad street at the towering piles of 
steel and stone, and mused to myself. 
‘Would one of those giants collapsing 
pull down any of the others? The 
Johnstone Building on the right, 20 
odd stories, across the street one of 
80 stories, and so on up until the 
Equitable Building, with its 42 stories. 
Its express elevators first stop at the 
30th floor, and what chance of mere 
man if a heavy earthquake began shak­
ing its stories down onto the streets.

where misted with autumn haze of varying 
depths and hues. Crest upon crest of trees, 
cloaked in blue-grey, reach ever upward over 
the hills to the far horizon, with here and there 
the surprise of crimson clusters of early-tinted 
leaves. From the luxuriant gardens of vege­
tables down on the flats, past the wind-silvered 
willows, wrapped in dreams along the narrow 
ribbon of glistening river, over the baseball park, 
green as in spring’s young days, on up the sweep 
of hills, the eyes revel in pictures of glory all 
the way.

Only the promise of further loveliness lures 
down the path to the foot of Central avenue. 
Climbing the steps, one looks over a high open 
fence into tangled woods-growth, which is the 
undisturbed charm of Comfort Place. A glance 
above as one climbs is apparently a promise of 
stepping right into waiting maple boughs, but 
the fancy is brief, for at the top of the ascent is 
Central avenue.

One wonders idly why the city has not pro­
vided benches at this beauty spot, where there 
is the wonderment of nature on all sides, and 
a fine, uninterrupted view of sunsets. To the 
right is the long white curve of the break- 
water, along which way there is no more beauti­
ful walk in all London. It has the lure of a 
winding path and a well-paved walk, edged all 
the way with tall poplars, and the view of fine 
old estates on the opposite high river banks, at 
the foot of which are groups of immense wil­
lows. But from the crest of the hill at Comfort 
Place there are pictures for every passing hour.

In the sunshine is the play of the varied 
summer greens of the continually conferring 
leaves of the willows and maples that overhang 
the steps and cluster on the bank. Just 
now the river is a mere stream that follows 
its gypsy way over large stones, and these curve 
its waters into tiny cascades, making flutelike 
music like soft laughter. Between the trees are 
glimpses of the distant hills, faintly etched in 
the misted September sunshine, and to the 
north the Oxford street bridge, its outlines soft­
ened by the distance, adds to the picture against 
a background of sky of opal-tinted blue.

Very much of the wonder of this place of 
pictures broods over it in the quiet of night. At 
the foot of the steps a great arc-light throws 
its golden haze up into the overhanging trees. 
In the west, small trailings of dark clouds that 
had been multi-colored by sunset emphasize the 
wonder of the stars. Far up the breakwater, 
electric lights throw their pale gold paths out 
over the river, and where the water falls in music 
there is only darkness and the listening trees 
to add glamor to its loveliness and mystery.

GRASS LOSING ITS PEP.

That is a serious statement made by Professor 
Dean of the Ontario Agricultural College that grass 
is not so good as it used to be. that the cows might 
eat as much as they did twenty years ago, but they 
would not give as much milk. The reason is that 
the soil has been used for so long that some of the 
minerals necessary to produce milk in large quanti­
ties have been exhausted. Scientists, however, say 
that by giving finely-ground hones and wood 
ashes in the cow’s feed the flow of milk can be 
greatly increased.

Here is apparently another proof of the. Hon. Dr. 
Tolmie’s warning to farmers that they have been 
taking everything out of the soil by constant crop­
ping and putting nothing back which would keep up 
its fertility. He has given figures to prove that 
though the area under cultivation has increased 
during the past ten years, the relative yield has 
shown a regular decrease. Stock-raising is one 
means of righting matters, and this would pay in 
many other ways.

FOOD PROSPECTS.
The overflowing harvests of North America 

give the public a sense of relief. Apple crops 
seemed to have gone in for regular failure since 
the war began. Wheat since 1915 was ever 
lessening in Canada. But this year gives us 
bounty with both hands full.

Professor J. R. Smith of Columbia University 
i has published a book on “The World's Food Re­

sources” which deals broadly with the whole 
question of present and future food supplies. 

He disagrees with the gloomy prophecy of an 
early failure of the bread supply made by Sir 
William Crookes in 1898. "When we consider 
the wide variety of climates and soils, and of 
plants yielding carbohydrates—bread and bread 
substitutes — the fear that we shall lack bread 
seems unnecessary." Professor Smith wrote ex­
pecting a serious temporary shortage of wheat 
for the year 1920-21, but even this partial pes­
simism has been largely falsified by the grand 
output of American fields this year.

The learned author bases his general optim- 
ism on the still unused agricultural resources of 
the world and the part that science will play in 
developing them. Very little of the soil of 
North American is as yet intensively cultivated 
and the same is true of most of Europe. Double 
cropping could be applied to corn, cotton, etc., 

Iin the United States, Egypt and India. In the 
I United States alone, 100,000 square miles of 
I swamp land are undrained and untouched. Can- 
Iada slowly broadens northward. Irrigation will 

restore Mesopotamia, Palestine and parts of

THE LAST OF THE SLAVE MART.
