Putney, Eng., March 22. - The Cam­
bridge crew to-day fulfilled the ex- 
pectations of the propbeta, and won 
the fifty-ninth boat race with Oxford 
as they liked. At no time throughout 
the race did Oxford in the slightest 
degree flatter the hopes of the sup- 
porters of the dark blue. Any pos- 
sible chance which the Oxonians 
might have had was scattered by the 
result of the toss, giving the light 
blues (Camibridge) all the advantage 
of station. Immense crowds, as usual, 
turned out to view the contest, and 
the weather, though showery, was not 
so inclement as it had been most of 
the previous years. Cambridge was 
the first to take the water. Oxford 
following after a slight delay and 
both crews paddled to the moored 
skiffs at the starting line. The start 
was delayed owing to the force of the 
tide making it difficult to keep the 
boats noses straight. Lieut.-Col. 
Frank Willan, the umpire, however, 
finally got them away in a capital 
start. As was anticipated, the livelier 
stroke of the light blues gave them 
the earliest advantage, and their lead 
was increased at every stroke. By 
the time Craven's steps were reached 
Cambridge bad a clear length to the 
good, and it was patent to every one 
that they bad the race in hand, bar- 
ring accidents. Huntley s somewhat 
sluggish stroke appeared to be too 
slow to suit some of the powerful Ox­
ford men behind him. Their weight 
would have told, at least in the earlier 
part of the race, had they been given 
more chance. As it was, each land­
mark on the river banks found them 
further and further in the rear, and 
at Harrod's stores their troubles were 
increased by tbe wash of their oppon- 
ents’ boat. Off the saccharine work# 
the dark blue stroke made his effort, 
and tbe Oxford crew st ruggled game­
ly. But only for a short distance. Nel- 
son (Cambridge) did not quicken his 
stroke, and tbe gap was reduced to 
about a length as the boats shot un- 
der Hammersmith bridge. The effort 
took all the steam out of the Oxonians, 
their stroke dropped from 37 to 32. 
and the race was practically oyer. 
Cambridge came right away, pulling 
comfortably at an average of 36 
strokes to the minute, and increased 
her lead without the slightest effort. 
Before, reaching Baine's bridge the 
dark blues were in the greatest trou- 
ble, while the light blues, amid hearty 
cheers, paddled past the ship at Mort- 
Lake the easiest winners of the tamest 
university boat race in many years. 
The official time of tbe finish was 
19 minutes and 9 seconds, and tbe 
distance separating the t wo boats was 
officially given out as being five 
lengths, but it was nearly eight 
lengths. The spectators, especially the 
Oxonians, were not slow to show their 
resent ment- at the somewhat rare 
spectacle of a university "eight" ab­
solutely rowed out.

The defeated crew included the 
brothers Milburn, of Buffalo. This 
was the first time on record that two 
Americans, participated in an Oxford- 
Cambridge boat race.

lead, pulling 36 strokes in the first 
minute, Oxford pulling 35 strokes in 
tbe same. time.

12,52 p. m.—At Walden’s Cambridge 
was a length and a quarter ahead.

12.53 p. m.—At Grab Tree Cambridge 
was a length and a quarter ahead.

12.55p. m,— At Harrod’s Stores Cam­
bridge was two lengths in tbe lead.

12.56 p. m —At the saccharine works 
Cambridge was at ill t wo lengths ahead

12.58 p. m.—Cambridge shot under 
Hammersmith bridge (about 1 3-4 
miles from the start) a little over a 
length ahead.

1 p. m.—A< Chiswick Eyot, favored 
by the bend in the river, Cambridge 
increased her length, and led by four 
lengths at Thorneyoroft’s works.

1.03 p. m.—Cambridge at this stage 
of the race was rowing splendidly. 
Oxford was fearfully done up.

1.05 p. m.—Cambridge won by night 
lengths. Time, 19 minutes and 9 sec­
onds. •

Pretoria, March 23.—Aoting Presi- 
dent Schalkburger, F. W. Reitz, ex- 
Secretary of State of the Transvaal, 
and Commandants Lucas Meyer and 
Krogh, with their secretaries and at- 
tendants, arrived here yesterday, 
March 22, at 2.01 p. m. on a special 
train from Balmoral, about fifty 
miles east of here. They came into 
Balmoral under a flag of truce.

Upon arriving here,Mr. Schalkburg- 
er and his party drove immediately 
to Lord Kitchener’s headquarters 
where he had an interview with tbe 
British general. The Boers after­
wards proceeded to the railway sta­
tion and entrained at 5 o’clock for 
Kronstad, where they will go out 
under a safe conduct.

For a wick past Mr. Schalkburger 
and his colleagues have been station­
ed at Rhenoster Kop, north of Bal- 
moral, where they have been closely 
pressed by British columns. De­
spatch riders entered Balmoral Fri- 
day night and notified the British of 
the approach of Mr. Schalkburger and 
bis party. It is reported that the 
Boer position at Rhenoster Kop bad 
become almost hopeless, and that Mr. 
Schalkburger narrowly escaped cap- 
ture.

TO NEGOTIATE PEACE.
London, March 24 —The news that 

the wandering Boer Government bad 
entered the British lines is regarded 
as having but one meaning, namely, 
that another attempt is being made 
to negotiate peace. The fact that the 
censor passed the news of this move- 
ment is accepted as confirmation of 
this opinion. Nothing its actually 
known here of tbe intentions of 
Messrs. Schalkburger, Reitz, Meyer 
and K rogh.

Chicago, March 23. - W m. H. K. Red- 
mond and Jos. Devlin. Irish members 
of parliament, before an audience of 
10,000 persons here to-night, made an 
appeal for tbe rights of Ireland, and 
spoke in praise of the Boers in their 
struggle against the British. At the 
close of the meeting hundreds of per­
sons pledged themselves to support 
the cause by becoming members of 
the United Irish League.

The Daily 
Chronicle, commenting on the absence 
of Botha from the deputation, sug­
gests be is standing aside, owing to 
tbe failure of his overtures a year1 
ago, and considers that, although tbe 
conditions Lord Kitchener then of­
fered to Botha has been annulled, it 
is highly probable that peace may 
still be arranged on similar lines, but 
that the Boers cannot expect more 
lenient terme.

DR. GOLDBERG EEi.
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London, March 12.—Full details of 
Lord Kitchener’s great drive in Or­
ange River Colony have reached. Lon­
don by mail.’ Bennett Burleigh, in a 
weird picture of the might battie,after 
describing the preparations and sur- 
rounding of the Boers continues:

"It was about 8.45 p.m. that the real 
battle of the night commenced.

"The Boers within the girdle real­
ised that was their last chance to 
break through. So when night s eur- 
tain was fairly pegged down, and only 
inky shadows hung in the west, the 
battle began. Our men had been 
bidden to spare no ammunition, but to 
keep the Boers in front. The enemy, 
using the ground to every advantage, 
crept up to where they had seen the 
columns settle down. Then began a 
terrible fusilade from their Mausers to 
try and find or force an opening. Clos- 
ér and closer they crept, the soldiers’ 
Lee-Mefords incessantly pumping 
back lead until the weapons were near­
ly too hot to hold. The blackness of 
night was speckled as with myriads of 
fireflies dancing in dark underbrush. 
Bit by bit the old tactics were em- 
ployed by the enemy. Daring spirits, 
jumping from the spruits, galloped 
their horses up to, and where possible 
through, the lines, for it is hard to 
hit anything in the dark, even with a 
scrap of paper or phosphorus on the 
foresight of your rifle. Cattle were 
again requisitioned to overrun the de­
fenders of our line. By nine o’clock 
the battle was raging from ten miles 
north of Heilbron tor fully thirty 
miles away down the Heilbron-Kroon- 

stad Road. Boers were being kill- 
"ed, wounded, or made prisoners by the 

wire fence, the Heilbron outposts, and 
in the columns' lines. The contest 
swelled, and Maxims, pom-poms, and 
cannon joined in the flare and din.

A MAGNIFICENT SPECTACLE.
‘It became not merely a battle, but a 

pyrotechnic display on the grandest 
scale, infinitely bigger and nosier than 
anything ever seen at the Crystal 
Palace or the Military Tournament. 
The armor-clad trains flashed their 

a electric searchlights and bellowed with 
the best, using rifles, Maxims, and 
quick-firing 12-pounders. So close were 
the mobs of cattle and horses pushed 
up to the columns that more-than half 
a score of times the gunners used case 
to stampede them, turning them back. 
With splendid persistence the Boers 
tried again and again to break 
through, but relatively few succeeded 
—say, forty on Rawlinson’s right, a 
score elsewhere, and a dozen, mayhap, 
to the north, between Heilbron and 
Gottenberg. Some there were who 
got hung up, horse and rider, and were 
killed upon the barbed wire fence. 
Others sought safety and escape by 

[ climbing trees. Up and down leapt 
the floodtide of battle without inter-

HOW DE WET ESCAPED.
Mr. Burleigh thus describes how De 

Wet broke through the blockhouse 
lines during the drive: -

“De Wet, who had hastened south 
with 400 burghers, or thereabouts, 
having found a weak place at Worn- 
kop, near Kroonstad, approached the 
line of blockhouses, driving cattle and 
horses. Amongst the madly harried 
animals, lying flat on horseback, rode 
De Wet and his followers. The wire 
was brushed aside when the mob 
struck it, and gaily through and away 
rode the Boers, sustaining but a loss 
of three killed for the blockhouse fire 
was neither bitter nor deadly. It, 
however, added a few cattle to the 
blockhouse lardera. The enemy tried 
to pass through between Rawlinson 
and Byng. Commandant Van Colier, 
who succeeded to Van Steenkamp’s 
commando during the night driving 
a big herd of cattle near Heilbron, 
attacked the columns named. The 
rush was preceded by much sniping 
and the dashing forward in the dark- 
ness of groups of burghers trying to 
find an outlet. With the yells of 
Boers and cracks of stock whips and 
sjamboks, the cattle were driven up 
to our lines. Then, in a roar of ex- 
citement, amidst shouts of "Storm, 
burghers, storm!" the enemy broke 
through. Al least the leading sec­
tions, some 250 or more, escaped, los­
ing six killed and half a score 
wounded in the rush. With them 
went Meritze, Mears, Van Steenkamp, 
and others. The 250 who followed lost 
direction, ran up against some of our 
horse and cattle lines, were stopped, 
and had to gallop back. There were 
minor attempts made elsewhere. A 
few Boers scrambled out upon their 
stomachs, leaving their horses behind, 
and going afoot, and there were 
others who discovered breaks in the 
wire fence, or made them, through 
which they stole, scattering in many 
directions. Next morning the 
columns found lying along their front 
many dead and wounded horses and 
cattle, and a number of dead and 
wounded Boers. Our losses were in- 
significant—four killed, and under a 
dozen wounded. During the advance 
that day Byng picked up six unwound­
ed Boer prisoners, who were hiding 
in the long grass, clinging close as 
winged birds. Rawlinson’s column 
found forty unwounded Boers doing 
their best to hide in holes and corners 
like rabbits."

And later on 
in a crucial moment, when 300 had. 
got up to Rimington’s lines, their lead- 
er, Irish Mike, raised: a wilder yell, as 
he called upon hie men to hurl them 
back. They responded most gallantly, 
took up the cheer, which absolutely 
rolled along the entire lines from Got- 
tenburg, Heilbron, almost to Kroon- 
stad, or at any rate to Houts Kop. The 
battle of the night was won, although 
between three and four a.m. there was 
a sputtering of rifles, it was as no­
thing

"With daylight the wounded Boers 
and prisoners were collected. A badly- 
hit Boer, jammed in a tree, was found 
dripping with blood by Rawlinson, who 
discovered six others dead on his front, 
several wounded, and took thirteen 
prisoners. A little later he bagged 
forty more hiding in the grass. There 
were sixty-five dead horses on Rim- 
ington’s immediate front. He took 
that day eighty-nine prisoners, not 
counting dead or wounded, together 
with 200 horses and 1800 cattle. Byng 
found twelve unwounded Boers in the 
morning and captured others later in 
the day. It was so, but in a leaser de­
gree, with General Elliott’s force. 
Shortly after five a.m., Saturday, 8th. 
the final advance began. There was 
a little firing, a few rounds by the 
scouts just before the columns moved 
forward. Thereafter the Boers made 
no resistance, but hastened to turn 
their horses loose, and hide in rocky 
defiles and in the reeds and marshes 
of Rhenoster and the various spruits.

BEATING OUT THE ENEMA.
“The task was how to beat them 

out, and how to search the ground- 
no easy task for tired men and jaded 
horses. There were places we passed 
that were most inadequately explored 
and beaten. Boers were pulled ont 
from under the rocks and out of ant 
bearholes. One man had got into a 
hollow tree and was given away by 
his lanky knees and leather-patched 
trousers. Another actually ventured 
to lie down in the water of a sluggish 
pool, hiding his body beneath the sur- 
face, and breathing through a reed. 
He was accidently discovered and 
hauled out of the bulrushes, a man- 
grown, bearded Moses Boer. And so 
on with many variants ere five p.m., 
and the hunt was finished, and 300 
Boers for certain were bagged, to­
gether with over 5,000 cattle and 1,800 
horses. The majority of the prison­
ers were dirty, ragged, their hair and 
beers matted. Without undue harsh- 
ness they would be classed as men

The request of the British Colum­
bia Board of Trade that the Domin­
ion Government should appoint E. 
P. Davis, K.C., of Victoria Chief 
Justice of that province in succes- 
sion to the late Chief Justice Mc­

Davis’ case been rapidly fulfilled. 
From 1878 to 1882 he was the most 
prominent undergraduate at the Un­
iversity of Toronto, not only taking 
more courses than any other sthdent, 
and with few exceptions excelling in 
them all, but also as a leader of 
men.

The four sons of the late Charles 
Darwin have all made a mark as 
scientists. Professor George Darwin, 
F its LL.D., D.Sc., was senior 
wrai gler in 1868, is one of the fore­
most mathematical physicists of the 
age and has for eighteen years been 
Plumian professor of astronomy end 
experimental philosophy at Cam­
bridge.

His brother. Horace Darwin, also 
at Cambridge, has been associated 
with him in investigations of terres- 
rial physics. The philosopher of Down 
could not even have read the papers 
of his son, for mathematics were to 
him a sealed book.,

Major Leonard Darwin, R.E., late 
Liberal Unionist M.P. for Lichfield, 
is honorary secretary of the Royal 
Geographical Society Before retiring 
from the army in 1890 he was an in­
structor in military engineering at 
Chatham, and for the last five years 
of his service was on the staff of the 
Intelligence Department of the War 
Office. In 1874 and in 1882 he was 
sent to observe the transit of Venus, 
and has also served on other scienti­
fic expeditions.

Francis Darwin. F.R.S., is a dis­
tinguished botanist. For many years 
he assisted his father, and he has in­
herited his tastes. It was character­
istic of the famous naturalist to be 
often regretting that he was not a 
botanist, the fact being that many 
an expert would have been glad to 
possess halt his knowledge of plants.

Butter by the Yard.
In Cambridge, England, butter is 

sold by the yard. For generations 
it has been the practice of Cam­
bridge folks to roll their butter in­
to lengths, each length measuring 
a yard and weighing a pound. Deftly 
wrapped in strips of clean, white 
cloth, the cylindrical rolls are pack- 
ed' in long, narrow baskets made for 
the purpose, and conveyed to mare 
ket. The butter women who, in 
white linen aprons and sleeves, pre­
side over the stalls in the market 
have no need of weights or scales for 
dispensing their wares. Constant 
practice and experienced eye enable 
them with a stroke of the knife to 
divide a yard of butter into halves 
or quarters with almost methemati- 
cal exactness The university peo­
ple are the chief buyers of the curi­
ously shaped article. In addition 
to being famed for its purity and 
sweetness Cambridge “yard butter" 
is eminently adapted for serving out 
to the university students in the 
daily commons. Cut in convenient­
ly sized pieces, and accompanied by 
a loaf of the best wheaten bread, a 
stated portion is sent around every 
morning to the rooms of the under­
graduates for use at the daily break- 
fast and tea.

River at Windsor by two 

Children.

', Windsor, March 24.—Wrapped in a 
shirt waist, which it is altogether 
probable belonged to its guilty moth­
er, the body of a young infant was 
found floating in the waters of the 
Detroit river on the Canadian side 
yesterday. The body gave the appear­
ance of the child having been alive 
at birth, and it is believed by some 
that foul play was used in crushing its 
young life out, although there were 
no marks of violence on the body. It 
was the body of a girl baby and bad 
nothing on except the old print shirt 
waist, which was used as its winding 
sheet.

Two little children of Geo. Deneau 
were playing on the beach below the 
dock of the wrecker Saginaw, when 
the boy noticed a bundle of clothing 
floating in the water about six feet 
from shore. With a long pole he 
brought the bundle ashore. When he 
turned it over he was very much 
frightened to discover the feet of a 
baby protruding from the folds of the 
clothing. He and his little sister ran 
crying up the hill and told some men 
of their discovery.

The latter examined the bundled 
and notified Or F. F. Bell, coroner. 
The latter made an examination of the 
body, and gave as his opinion that it 
had been alive at birth, but could not 
say whether it had died a natural 
death or bad been drowned.
