World. That some bonfusion exists
in the public mind regarding the
Gothenburg mathod of dealing with
this thorny question is evident from
the tenor bf the occasional refer-
ences made ko itl It is necessary,
to premise that the Gothenburg sys-
tem is not of universal application
nor does Lt seek tp deal in any gen-
eral manner with the drink traffic.
It means nothing more than a local
and pertigl phenge -in the method
“od object bf licensing and professes
to seek, by the elimination of private
profit, to wemove the inducements
Jvhich that result fosters iy the way

public demand for liquor. But it is
regulative only and in no sense pro-
hibtive, and {t is questiomable if (n
its ultimate fssue it has had any real
or ‘material effect in reducing the
amount of drink consumed. How-
ever, it is only fain to premise that
in - Gothenburg awnd Swedsh towns
generally where the system prevails
it is Qlimited . to lice‘nses, oovering
wines and gpirits. The tirade imbeer
is practioally unfetitered, the idea be-
ing by encouraging the demand for
the lighter stimulant to reduce the
appetite for fhe strionger article.

A VAST CATHEL RAL.

Stately Modern Ediuer Which Will Adern
the Brit.sh Seupat ity uf Liverpowi
~Ita Mugaticext @ repuritvns.

From the first moment of its ex-
istence as a scparave diocese liver-
pool felt and recognized its need of
an adequate and worthy cathedral
¢hurch. Since 1830 the parish church
of St. Peter, which stands betwecn
Cable street and Church sireet, has
done duty for the diocese as cathe-
dral, although in the same year the
question of a new cathedral was
brought forward and discussed. For
reasons which were many and var-
ious, however, nothing definite was
arrived at until about two years and
a hali ago, when a public meeting
of the diocese was held in the Liver-
pool Town Hall, at which a resolu-
tion was passed recommending the
Lord Bishop to adopt the site of St.,
James' Mount for the erection of a
suitable cathedral church, and a re-
presentative committee, with Lord
Derby as chairman, was appointed
to give eflect to the resolution.

As the result of negotiation with
the City Corporation, the whole of
St. James” Mount and gardens and
St. James' Walk—a space 1,020 fect
in length and 248 feet in its great-
est width—was purchased for. the
sum of £11,300, and designs for the
edifice were advertised for. A num-
ber of well-known architects sub-
nitted drawings, and in the end Mr.
Bodley, R. A., and Mr. G. Gilbert
Scott were appointed joint archi-
tects to the scheme.

The ground occupied by the cathe-
dral, with chapter house and mourn-
ing chapel of the cathedral, will be
584 feet long. The nave up to the
‘‘crossing’’  of the transepts, mea-
sured internally, will be 192 feet
long, or up to the entrance of the
choir 240 feet. The width of tho
nave between the centres of the piers
will be 53 feet 6 inches. The towers
will be 65 feet square, rising to 260
feet above tloor level, or 275 feet
above St. James' road. Perhaps the
most remarkable and striking fea-
ture of the cathedral will be the
height of the vaulting of the nave
and choir—measured to the barrel
vaulting, 116 feet, and into the
high transepts, 140 feet—which can-
not fail to produce a very magnifi-
cent effect.

No cathedral in the country ap-
proaches this height. The cathedral
will afford seat room in the portion
to be first completed—the choir and
central space—for about 3,500 per-
sons, and the entire building could,
when finished, accommodate 8,000.
The most striking and original arch-
itectural features of the elevation
are the high transepts, which are
carried up to the full height of the
nave and choir; these break up ' the
length of the building, and impart
to it a massiveness so often absent
in buildings af Gothlc character.

When completed, ' the cathedral,
standing 155 feet above the river.
will form a striking landmark for
all vessels approaching the mouth of
the Mersey, and its two great tow-
ers, by far the highest objects in the
«ity, will rear their lofty heads 415
feet above the level of the sea. Both
by the magnificence of its propor-
tions and the excellence and origi-
mality of the design selected, the sac-
red  edifice will rank amongst the
great cathedrals of England, while
its wast height and lofty cross tran-
septs  will mark it as one of the
most imposing buildings in - Burope.

When Cdndlex ere Used.

In view of the gloomy weather
that has been associated with the
opening of Parliament, says London
Echo, 1t is interesting to note that
on one occasion the royal speech had
to be delivered by candle light., On
this date, 1836, rarliament was op-
ened by Wmmm 1V., and the weath-
°r was unusually gloomy. An im-
perfection in the sight of the King,
and the darkness of the House, ren-
dered it impossible for His Maj;sty
Lo read the royal speech with @ fa-
cility.

Most patiently and good-naturedly
did he struggle with the task, often
hesitating, sometimes mistaking and
at others correcting himself. On one
occasion he stuck altogether, and ai-
ter two or three ineffectual efforts
to make out the word, he was oblig-
ed to give it up; when, turning to
Lord Melbourne, who stood on his
right hand, and looking him most
significantly in the face, he said, in o
tone sufficiently loud to be audible
sn all parts of the House, “Eh,
what is 12"’

Lord Melbourne having whispered
the obstructing word, the King pro-
ceeded to toil through the speech,
but by the time he gov to about
the middle the librarian brought
him” two wax-lights, on which he
stiddenly pauvsed; then raising his
head, and looking at the Lords and
Commons, he addressed them on the
spur - of the moment, in a perfectly
distinct voice, and without the least
vmbarrassment or the mistake of a
single word, in these terms:

‘““My Lords and Gentlemen—I have
hitherto not been able, from want
of light, to read this specch in the
way its importance deserves; but as
lights are now brought me, I will
read it again from the commence-
ment, .and in a way which, I trust.
will command your attention.”’

The King then again, though evi-
dently fatigued by the difficulty of
reading in the first instance, began
at the beginning, and read through
the speech in ‘“a. manner which would
have done credit to any professor of
Ilocu!.lon ik

SIGNS AND SIGNALS.

How the Lomdnn Folice Save Themselves
Fruitless Journeys.

It may be a surprise to many
people, says The Penny Magazine, to
know that a unique system of sig-
nalling exists among policemen, and,
indeed, ohe might be brought daily
into contact with our guardians of
the peace for many years and still
know nothing of it. The reason is
that the signs in use must, in the
very nature of the case, be unobtru-
sive, and not easily dctected by those
not in the know. The signs appear
to be quite ordinary movements of
the arms and Hands, and seem to the
(-asser-by to be of no special signifi-
cance. Sometimes a policeman may
I« seen to fold his arms in a per-
fectly natural manner, but if the ob-
scrver watches closely he may see
that the index finger of one or other
ol his handg is pointing to some
person in the vicinity, This is his
method of indicating to a comrade,
o1 it may be to a plain-clothes de~
tective, that a pickpocket or other
suspected person is near and should
be kept under- observation. This sig-
nal ' is especially uscful when the
constable who gives it is engaged in
controlling a crowd or in lining the
route of a procession, for he can
thus indicate to a detective the pre-
sence of anyone he suspects, and
tause attention to be drawn to him.
When on duty, constables give warn-
ing oi the approach of the ‘‘gover-
nor'” (inspector) or ‘“‘skipper’’ (ser-
geant) in various ways. Touching
the second button of the tunic with
the right hand is a sign that the
inspector is nearing the spot. The
appreach of the sergeant is indicated
by placing a finger on the armlet.
Drawing the hands slightly away
from the side conveys to a constable
us clearly as words, ““I have not seen
the inspector.”” Should a constable
be some distance down a side street
when the sergeant passes along the
end of the thoroughfare, a slap on
the thigh by the constable indicates
‘“All’s well!”” ar3 saves the time of
the sergeant.
