Regina, Sask., Oct. 23.—The contro­
verted election law is not in force.

That is the decision reached in the 
Supreme Court sitting yesterday after­
noon and the ruling of Judge Prender­
gast is therefore sustained.

The appeal was on the decision in 
the petition against Hon. J. H. Lamont 
in Prince Albert.

The court divided before coming to 
a conclusion and when all decisions 
were read it was found that Judges 
Wetmore and Scott were for quashing 
the decision of Judge Prendergast and 
allowing the hearing of election pro­
tests, while Judges Sifton, Newlands 
and Harvey were of opinion that the 
appeal should be quashed.

The last three judges are appointees 
of the Liberal Government, while the 
former two judges, Wetmore and Scott, 
were appointed by the old Conservative 
Government.

Five decision were read out before 
the final result was known and each 
judge made his finding on a different 
ground.

The result of the decision Is that 16 
protests against the return of members 
of Legislative Assembly changed with 
bribery and corruption are held in abey­
ance and cannot be brought to courts 
for a fair hearing.

Feeling was running high in Regina 
last night and on the street there is 
almost as much excitement as when 
the election was held.

Bananas As They Grow.
When you are buying bananas never 

purchase the long thin ones unless 
you want fruit which will pucker your 
mouth. No matter how well ripened 
these thin bananas are, they will al­
ways be found both sour and acrid. 
That is because the bunch containing 
them was picked too soon. The bana­
na grows fastest at first in length. 
When it has reached Its fullest devel­
opment In that direction it suddenly 
begins to swell and in a few days will 
double its girth. It is at the end of 
this time that the banana is ripened 
naturally, and the effort of the banana 
importer is to have the fruit picked at 
the last moment and yet before the 
ripening has progressed even enough 
to tinge the bright green of the fruit 
with yellow. A difference of twenty- 
four hours on the trees at this time 
will make a difference in the weight 
of the fruit, perhaps 25 per cent, and 
all the difference in its final flavor be­
tween a puckery sour and the sweet­
ness and smoothness which are char­
acteristic of the ripe fruit. ....

THUNDERS OF OLD LONDON
It will nevermore 
Scare automobiles. The Most Famous Storm of the Last 

Century Was In 1846.
The most notable thunderstorms on 

record in London have generally oc­
curred In the month of August. That 
which made the greatest Impression on 
contemporary observers during the 
nineteenth century happened on the 
let of the month as long ago as the 
year 1846, and remarkable accounts of 
its ravages may be found In the jour­
nals of the day. A thunderstorm is not 
a good subject tor a picture, but there 
appeared in one of the illustrated pa­
pers a view of “London during the 
storm — from Blackheath,” .which, 
whether a work of pure imagination or 
actually drawn from nature, was ex­
ceedingly realistic and impressive. The 
special feature of the storm was the 
hall with which it was accompanied, 
though the thermometer stood at 93 
degrees In the shade. The panes of 
glass which were broken by the icy 
shower were to be counted by hun­
dreds of millions, and so great was the 
damage inflicted upon the florists and 
nurserymen that a month or two after­
ward a charity fete was held at the 
Old Surrey zoological gardens for their 
relief. It Is impossible, we are told, to 
imagine the aspect which the windows 
in London streets presented before the 
glaziers, whose services were for a 
long time at a premium, had repaired 
the destruction.

He is pro­
ceeding to storm a fort garrisoned by 
cats having no arms but teeth and 
claws, whereas the rats have battle 
axes and bows and arrows.

Hints For the Hair.

NEW LIGHT ON NAPOLEON,
Discovery of Books Read by Napoleon

Reveals Taste In Nineteen Well
Thumbed Volumes.

The subject of Napoleon Bonaparte’s 
literary tastes has been receiving at­
tention recently, and a number of books 
from the Emperor’s private library have 
suddenly come to light, and Britons will 
be not less interested than Frenchmen 
tn the nineteen volumes once owned 
by the first consul that have just been 
discovered in Marseilles.

Heretofore little has been known 
about Napoleon's favorite books. His 
annotated copy of Machiavelli has run 
to more editions in France than the 
plain copy of “The Prince," and the 
marginal notes leave little doubt that 
the book was read and reread by the 
Emperor.

But what else did he read? Some 
biographies mention that he borrowed 
Rousseau's “Confessions” when at Val­
ence, in 1786, and it is also known that 
he liked Moliere and admired Corneille 
so much that he would have made him 
a prince if he had come back to earth.

The finding of these nineteen little 
Cazin editions at Marseilles, however, 
has almost doubled the knowledge 
about what Napoleon read. Among the 
newly found books are two volumes 
of Bacon’s essays, two volumes of Mme. 
de Stael’s "Influence des Passions,” and 
Mercier’s “Visions Philosophiques.” 
These nineteen are all that remain of 
130 which Napoleon deposited at the 
Marseilles library when hurrying back 
to Paris from Egypt. He forgot to re­
claim them, and they remained there 
until 1814, when M. Thibadeau, pre- 
feet of the Vienne, commandeered a 
hundred of them. The remainder lay 
on a top shelf behind some dusty quar­
tos until 1818.

A certain M. Gauffret found them 
then and wrote an article about his dis-; 
covery in a Marseilles review. He
