In erossing the * herring-pond ™ reconcile yonr conscience hy the
Lelief that your voluntary cexpatriation is pure philanthvophy in the
interests of a lot of poor devils who cannot possibly exist without you,
and swmuse yowself by picturing the grand civilizing effects to be
produced by your advent among that handful of barbarians, who will
be lost in wonder and adwiration at the effulgence of your glory.

Scek every opportunity of pointing out to yowr fellow-passengers
what Canada should be, and certainly would be could Providence be
induced to wisely resign the reins of its destinies in your favour;
and should there be on board, us sometines is the ease, any natives
of the Dominion, strive industriously to show them the error of their
way ; and, to prove that you are charitable, inforn them that their
birth was not o mnch a erime as o misfortnne,

On landing, by all weans preserve an impassive counienance. If
things arc just as yon didu’t expeet to find them, don’t acknowledge
it.
