Men of 240,000 Years Ago.
Fyom the Pall Mall Gazette.

If the claims of old descent were a justifiable
source of pride the human race would feel
elated this morning on being assured by the
wise men of the British Association that au-
thentic proof has been discovered in some
‘Welsh caves that men, sufficiently developed
from .the ape to manufacture flint . imple-
ments, exiated om this planet 240,000 years
ago. - Tous it is 3 melancholy reflection thas
he should have taken so prudigious s time to
attain so small a result. - Kven when the dura-
tion of the- race is limited to the 6000 years of
history, the outeome can hardly be considered
as satisfactory, and there 18 something pro-
foundly depressing in the suddén addition of a
series of ancestors  who spent 234,000 years in
marking time, -indeed, but “in making no
other mark in the ‘world. ‘The London
Times gives the following report of the

roceed ings of the association: Dr. H. Hicks,
]l:l R. 8., read a_paper on “Evidenee of Pre-
Glagial Man in North-Wales.” He deseribed
the condition under which some flint imple-
ments had been discovered during researches
carried on by Mr./E. B. Luxmore and himself
in the Lifynnon Benko and. Cae Gwyn Caves
in the \ale of Clwyd, in the yenrs 1884 6.
The caverns were explored by himself and
friends for the first time in 1884, and some of
the results were given by bim in a paper at
the last meeting of ¢be British - Association,
The facts then obtained had led hiwn to the
conclusion that pleocene animals and man
must have occupied the eaverns before the
glacial beds which ocenr in the ares had been
deposited, as it had been found that, although
the caverns are now 400 feet above the lev el
of the sea. the materials within them had
been disturbed by marime action since the

leicesne animals and man had oecupied them
Kloreuver, deposits with foreign pebbles simi-
lar to those in'the glaeial beds were found in
caverns overlying the bones, Last year a
grant, was made by the British Association for
the purpose of carrying on the exploration
chiefly with the object of getting further evi-
dence as to the of the deposits in the
cauerns. The’resﬁfs obtained this year were
highly eonfirmatory of his views, and had an
important beariug on the autxﬁity of man in
Britain, Stet Cave had been blocked up b
a considerable thickness of glacial bedt whic
must have been deposited subsequently to the
occupatxon of the cave the pleiocene niam-
mals. shaft was dug through these
beds in fwnt of the entrance to a depth of
over twenty feet, and in the bone-earth, which
extended outward under the glacial beds. on
the south side of the entrance, a small well-
worked flint flake ‘was- discovered, its position
being about eighteen inches beneath the low-
et bed of sand.
