Arthur J. Freund, chairman of the
criminal law section of the Ameri-
can Bar Association, addressed s
convention of lawyers at Cleveland.
The movies, radio and cartoons do
their best to make crimes and crim-
inals “the chief subject of interest
of the American public from the
cradle to the grave.” Freud said.
They do that because it is profit
able.

“Crime does pay the motion pic-
ture producer, the radio broadcas*
er and the comic strip syndicates.
A vast host of economic interests
are determined that crime shall
continue to pay.

“In the comics—sadism, bestiality,
crude eroticism, torturing, killing,
kidnapping, tales of crime and
criminals. All these, week after
vreek, have become the mental food
of American children,

“The repetition, in word and pic-
ture, of bestial and degenerate scenes
and characters is a serious matter.
Such things make their deep ime
pression upon the plastic minds of
growing children, and bave dangers
for the minds of countless adults.”
Turping to radio programs, Freund
said: “ ‘Crime shows’ and hair-rais-
ing serial ‘thrillers” are psychological
dangers to impressionable youngsters
and stimulants to juvenile delin-
quency.”

In movies, radio and cavtoons,
chidren get “a menu of crime and
criminals, seasoned by sex. Constant
repetition molds immature minds o
