Another useful gimmick is the forcing pass. With a stubborn bodyt wbjcb is ideal for Europe 
partner head shaking, frowning and rapid passes usually arent as wen as North America, 
enough, to be absolutely sure you kick your partner under the 
table as you pass. This, in addition to being forcing also inflicts 
much deserved punishment on your partner and as a form ot reliet 
for your frustrations.

Remember in bridge, winning is the important thing, not how 
you do it. This being the case the old axiom “a peek is \yorth two 
finesses’” should not be forgotten. Unfortunately mostplayers re­
strict their uses of peeking to the play of the hand. This is quite 
obviously a weakness and should be rectified. For instance suppose 
you arc sitting West, North is the dealer. You hold 5 5 4 H 
u 432 D 4 3 2 C 4 3 2 when you notice South gloating over tne 
following hand, S A K Q, H A K Q J, D A K Q J, C A K. Most 
players would feel that fate had been unkind to them and the cause 
was lost. However, the really sharp player will immediately open 2 
Clubs, a forcing bid. North whose hand is completely devoid of 
values will demand a new deal as you have bid out of turn.

Figures for a 12 month period are no less startling. Last aca­

demic year the reading room attendance leaped 58 per cent over 
1960-1961. In the same period the total circulation of books in­
creased by 20.5 per cent and the use of non-circulating material
by 23.5 per cent. . , ...

Dr. Gunn said the total number of volumes in the library 
reached 114,166 by the end of last June. As it must, this figure 
continues to rise. The Bonar Laiw-Bennett Library now sub­
scribes to 980 periodicals and has received 264 more by gift.

There’s no give and take in the cost of books either. Dr. 
/ Gunn pointed out that prices continue their upward climb and of 

necessity for a slow-down in the rate of accession.
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
