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RULES AND REGULATIONS

—OF THE™

Ottawa Auxiliary Bible Society.

1. The Society shall be denominated the ““ OrrAwA AvuxiLiArRy BiBLE So-
C1ETY ;" the object of which shall be to co-operate with the British and Foreign

Bible Society in promoting the distribution of the Holy Scriptures both at home
and abroad.

2. Conformably to the principles of the parent institution, the Bibles and
Testaments circulated by the Society shall be without note or comment.

L)

3. All persons subscribing One Dollar and upwards, per annum, shall be
members of the Society ; or Twenty Dollars at one time, shall be members for life.

4. Thc business of the Society shall be conducted by a President, Vice-
President, Treasurer, two Secretaries, and a Committee of not less than twenty
members, with power to add to their number. Five members of the Committee
shall form a quorum.

5. All resident Protestant Ministers shall be considered ex-officio members
of the Committee.

6. No lay member of the Society shall be eligible as a member of the Com-

mittee, unless he be a life member, or pay an annual subscription of not less than
T'wo Dollars.

7. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as shall
have rendered essential service to the Socicty as Honorary Governors for life.

8. The Committee shall meet once every month, or oftener if necessary, on
some day to be fixed by themselves.

9. The whole of the subscriptions and donations received by the Society,

and not required for its own operations, shall from time to time be remitted to
the Parent Society.

10. For the purpose of giving full effect to the benevolent designs of the
British and Foreign Bible Society, in their grant of the Scriptures for distribution
among the poor, the Committee shall make it their business to enquire what
families or individuals are in want of Bibles or Testaments, and it shall be the

duty of the Committee to furnish them therewith at prime cost, reduced price, or
gratis, according to their circumstances.

11. A general meeting of the subscribers shall be held annually, in the City
of Ottawa, when the Committee’s proceedings, and Treasurer’s accounts for the
previous year shall be reported, and a new Committee be appointed.

12. No alterations shall be made in these laws, except at a general meeting
of the Society, called by special notice, to be advertised in two or three City
newspapers once a month previously.

N.B.—~The Committee shall meet regularly on the second Tuesday of every

month in the Committee Room in the Ladies’ Parlor of the Y. M. C. A., at 4.30
p.m., and oftener if the business require it.

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the servants of God are we indebted for the whole book. When
God revealed to Abraham the covenant of grace, which may be
termed the Constitution of the Bible, He said, In thee shall all
nations of the earth be blessed.”” Accordingly, He afterwards
commanded to declare His glory among the heathen and His won-
ders among all people.

The writing of the New Testament was occassioned by the
Missionary exegincies of the Apostolic Church, and almost every,
if not every page of it was written by Missionaries. That the

ible is a Missionary book i I8 evident because it is so easily trans-
lated. ‘‘Singular to tell’”’ says McCulloch, ‘‘the Bible is the
casiest of all books to translate, and in every tongue into which it
is rendered, the easiest to read ; while it 18 over and above the
fullest of life and vivacity. The beauties and delicate touches of
other books decline to be translated into a foreign tongue, and die
under the process, but the vitality of the Scriptures passes mnmn—
tal like the transmigrating -pmt from one body to another.’
Therefore, the translation and circulation of the Holy Sc riptures
can never be a doubtful work to true Christians. They know it is
the will of God, and they know that Bible circulation 18 like gold
currency compared with paper. The former maintains its value,
as has been thoroughly proven by this century of the free and uni-

versal use of the Scriptures.

The propriety and necessity of a Bible Society in connection
with the Christian Church 18, therefore, most obvious, and, con-
sequently, the wonderful success of the British and Foreign Bible
Society for 94 years throughout the world, may surely be taken as
a convincing token of the divine favor. Never were doors to all
nations more widely open, and the promises of God concerning
His word brighter, than in this year of our Lord. The recent re-
ports of our Parent Society abundantly confirm this statement.
Not to speak of the Protestant countries, the last annual report
shows that the circulation of the Bible was materially increased in
every Roman Catholic country of Europe, as well as in the great
Russian Empire, where 60 years ago there was very little Bible
work to report. The Muhammadan races in africa and Asia are
reported to be less hateful and more liberal towards Christianity.
The prejudices which have so long locked and barred the Moslem
mind seem to be gradually breaking down. In Cairo and Alex-
andria the diffusion of Scriptures has been greater than ever be-
fore. Progress is reported from East, West and Central Africa
and the report of no country so vividly illustrates the progress of
recent years as that of the South African Auxili: ary, with its 200
Branches, covering from Mashonaland to the Cape of Good Hope.
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From the Far East, from Japan, Corea and Maylaysia come re-
ports grave and moderate in tone, yet full of hope. China in-
creased her circulation from 236, 000 to 366,000 copies. India
received over 450,000, and much revision and translation work was
arried on with unabated success. The total circulation for the
most part in foreign countries, was about 4,000,000 copies. Five
new translations were added to t]w list, making a total of 339
translations made by this Society, 335 of which are 1n active use.
The total issuc of the Society in t]uw«(' translations from its com-
mencement in 1804 now exceeds 154,000,000 copies.

( nl|mmm~ visited the Shanties of the Du lLievre, Gatineau, Cou-
longe, Du Moine, Mattawa, Kippewa, Pettawawa, Bonnechere,
Madawaska, Mississippl and those of rivers between North Bay
and Sudbury.

When we consider the class of men who, for the most part,
labor in the woods, that the majority are of Roman Catholie faith,
and that their wages are very low, 1t 1s wonderful that from vyear
to year the circulation among them should be so well maintained
and so often greatly increased. That an incalculable amount of
zood i8 being done cannot for a moment be doubted by those in
possession of the facts.

The Colporteurs continue to report the kindness and generous
hospitality with which they are treated in the Shanties by Roman
Catholics as well as Protestants, and the respectful attention given
the reading of the Scriptures and the worship of God.

The labors of the Colporteurs aggregate 11 months and 12
days. They visited 231 Shanties and Depots, in which were over
8 ()()()nn n ; 684 families were visited. They sold 1057 copies, value,
8.').")7.\() Free distribution, 74 copies, $16.07 ; reduction in price,
$9.25. The shantymen gave subseriptions amounting to $160.41.

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FINANCES.

The bountiful harvest, the advance in prices of produce, the
increased demand for labor and, consequently, the freer circulation
of money, gave hope during the year that receipts would in all
probability be increased ; this hope has been realized as receipts
from all sources of income are in advance of last year. The total
contribution from Branch Societies is the largest in the history of
the Auxihiary.

A bequest of 82,500 was received from the estate of the late
John Bryson, M.P., Fort Coulonge, Que. The value of this legacy
was lessened by $250.00 tax exigible by the Quebee Government.
The Bryson family have been for many years most generous sup-
porters of the Bible Society, and this bequest greatly augments
our contribution this year to the Parent Society.

CONCLUSION.

A thoughtful review of the past year and past history of the
Bible Society will lead to the conclusion that its work is essential
to the most rapid, intelligent and spiritual extension of the king-
dom of God, and, therefore, it is a work that i8 destined to con-

tinue, unless the church should be allowed to lapse into great
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unfaithfulness and ignorance. It is inspiring to be engaged in an
enterprise that is not only useful and needful, but also has in it
the element of permanence. A book that has everywhere and in
every age commanded the admiration of all men, that 18 prized
above all earthly treasure by the people of God, is not likely to
pass into absolute disuse by any nation receiving it in its own lan-
guage, nor can Inlml])]n( hension and Opp! sition preve nt the tllllnl]h]l
of the Bible. It has a history of many battles and as many vic-
tories. It overcame the wicked and desperate opposition of the
Roman Empire, when its New Testament writers were better known
than they can be again. It survived the gross ignorance and
superstition of the dark ages, the corruption of pre-Reformation
times, the infidelity and misrepresentations of the seventeenth and
eighteenth centuries, and it is most surely outliving the ingenious
assaults of our own day. Man cannot invent a substitute for it,
nor can he rival or ruin it. ‘‘The word of the Lord is perfect,
and endureth forever.”’

Sad 18 it to think of the millions that are without its divine
light, and the multitudes that are indifferent to its holy claims ;
vet sadder 18 1t to think of the foolish ones, who conte nd with it.
Ilu\ sorely bruize themselves, but not the Book of God for we
hehold it still.

\BSTRACT OF THE NINETY-THIRD REPORT OF THE
BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY.

GENERAL AND INTRODUCTORY.

REVIEW 1is necessarily a retrospect ; and the eye explor-
ing the events and the work of the year, is naturally turnad
backward to the point at which its progress began. Inan
ordinary annual survey this retrospective glance need not be car-
ried further. But in one very pleasant and very important re-
spect the year 1806-7 1s an exceptional one. With its close comes

to an end not merely a single twelvemonth, but a period—a secular

term of years—to which the e yes of many great populations are
being directed, and with which the thoughts of : v mighty empire
are being engaged. There 1s being Mll\‘.\ul dllll celcbrated, not
the latest year of the Queen’s genial reign, but the completed term
of sixty years since Her Majesty ascended the throne. Science is
estimating the immense spaces over which her restless feet during
that period have passed : Art is assembling the beautiful ereations
of her genius : Literature, her briliant treasnres : Commerce is
counting her profit in a market which has become as wide as the
world : Political History is marking the sweep of boundaries
which compare so wonderfully with the limits of the earlier realm.
And with examples so suggestive, and with the story of an enter-
prise no less inspiring, as its objects is higher than any of these, it
cannot but be instructive to extend the review be yond the limits of
the Bible Society’s latest year and compare, if only in some of its
outlines, and as the survey proceeds, the position of its affairs
when the Queen’s reign began.

The Report of the Bible Society, which was issued just about
the time when the young Monarch came to the throne, was the
33rd in the series which began in 1805. Already thvbn(lvt.\' had
completed a term of years equal to that of an average generation.
And there is perhaps nothing more \tlllxlll“‘—llntllll]” more justly
remarkable when one examines these earlier records—than the
evident maturity of the Society’s aims, and even, to a certain
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degree, of 1ts accomplishments. It was already, and most evident-
ly, inspired by conceptions much vaster than any which are merely
imln‘l'i:l| 1t was Hll't‘lt‘llillg_f out its benevolent influences to the
limits—and 1t had already touched the limits—of the world. One
1= surprised to find that almost every important country mentioned
In the current Report 1s mentioned algo in the earlier one. Did the
beautiful young Quun In any leisure hour—"‘free from the cares

that cumber state’—in those now distant years, ever glance at the
pages of the Bible Society’s new Report. Did she mliw and
with her prompt Christian sympathies if she had noticed, it could

not be but with pleasure—that the unpretentious book surveyed a
field which included in its operations a kind of Christian empire
far wider than her own. From the little Moravian settlement of
Nain 1in Labrador—whence an Eskimo /Isaiah was being sent for
publication—to Van Dieman’s Land, to which a supply of Serip-
tures for the conviets was despatched : from Brazil to South
America, and from Sierra Leone 1in Africa to China and the Asiatic
Archipelago, to which an Agent had just been appointed : from
fartheast North to South, from East to West, there was no field
for Christian work to which the Society was not looking, and
wonderfully few with which it had not some more or less close
connection. In those days it was an eminently British organis-
ation, for there were some 2,300 auxiliary Societies at home, but
It was fast becoming, and in a way worthy of the name, foreign,
for there were nine agents, and more than 230 Auxiliaries and
Associations, abroad.

But 1f comparable to the later Reports as to mere extent and
outline of operations, that of 1837 is in other respects as strikingly
different. lLike the settler in some new country, it had su.veyed
its possessions, but in many directions it had done little more. It

had touched, and here and there it had occupied, the coast line of

continents : but the vast inland regions—the unexplored hinter-
lands—were yet for many years to remain unpossessed. In these
early record the Colporteur—that patient, indispensable worker—
has hardly done more than made his appearance. The Bible-
woman had not yet found entrance for her gentle ministries to the
still dar \———lm\\ lnlw afterwards were tln'\ to remain dark and
secludec of the Kast. The Society’s editions were
offered for sale to .\'lll)svl‘ilwrs and Auxiliary Societies only. The
cheapest English New Testament cost elevenpence, and, with the
exception of the Psalms, Portions were unknown.

The reports wuich are submitted year by year may often
seem to consist of details and changes of slight significance. The
fluctuations of income and cire u]‘mnn, the gain or loss in workers,
the story of translation and revision, the persistence of hostility,
and the measure of spiritual achievement are familiar and recurrent
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features in the Society’s annals.  But \\'}n n we realise that in the
past sixty years the number of the Society’s versions has inereased
from 135 to 335 and its circulation sevenfold, and that it has
ceased to be a crime in almost every land to love and spread the
Holy Word, we know that a harvest ix come ¢ So is the Kingdom
of God, as if a man should cast seed into the ground, and should
sleep and rise night and day, and the seed should spring and grow
up, he knoweth not how.’

And yet the past yvear i1z not without its fruits and flowers of
promise. The Society has thriven amid opposition and calumny
in Roman Catholic and Muhammadan lands, holding in both a
unique position. The Roman now reads more than ever the
record of what the Lord said and the apostles wrote, and the
Muslim often respects the sacred page even when he reviles the
preacher. Both East and West Africa receive the Bible with
avidity. South Africa announces a record for circulations in the
year of the jubilee of its Auxiliary, I)m«}. and English co-operating
In a work dear to both. The China Agency has inereased its work
during the year at least by half, and South America holds out its
hand for help in a forward missionary movement for which it has
wailted long.

I.—FINANCE.

At one time during the year it seemed as if e xpenditure might
exceed receipts, o large had been the falling off in legacies during
the first nine months. In the last month that fear was removed,
and the income proved more than sufficient to meet the cost of
recent developments.

The New Income of 1876-97 was £128,504 9s. 11d., or £2,131
18s. more than that of 1895-96. There has been a welcome
increase of £3,470 Os. 11d. in Free Contributions. A part of this,
however, 1s in lagacies ; the rest is in special donations,

Hu*vipﬂ from Sales amount to £87,654 4s. Hd., as against
£87,590 2s. 1d. last year. They include an increase of nearly
£1,000 on Sales in the Socie ty’s Foreign Agencies,

The sum of the two. or the Gene ml Fund, that is, the total
receipts for the year apart from Special Funds, amounts to £216,-
158 14s. 4d., giving an increase of £2 196 Os. 4d. over the total of
last year.

Payments for Subseriptions;, Depots, and Colportage, show
under each head a considerable increase. Payments from the
General Fund have come to £202.681 13s. 1d., as against Ll‘h.
756 19s. The increase of £5.924 14s. 1d. is a welcome sign of

grvutvr :l(‘ti\'il.\' abroad.

The rvcvipts for Hpvciul Funds have been £834 15s. Trl., and
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the payments £1,011 12s. 1d. The excess of payments has been
met by the balance in hand on this account from last year.

[].—ISSUES.

The following issues have now to be reported : from the
Depot in London, for the year ending March 31st, 1897, 1,780,993 ;
from De Pots abroad, for 189, 7-96, 1,995,140 ; making an aggregate
of 3,776,133 copies in Bibles, Testaments and Portions.  The total
issues of the \'m-ivt\' from 1ts commencement 1 1804 now amounts
to 101,132,802 copies. The decrease of 194,306 copies in the new
issues 18 to be explained by the fact that the returns from all the
Foreign Agencies and Auxiliaries are not complete in time to
allow Hf“lt'il‘t'lnlunlilllmll In the lllmll 1ssued for the year of
work. The present returns contains the figures for the Foreign
Depots for 1895-96, the year |'l'in|‘ to that now described in the
Report.  When the figures for the year just expired are completed
they will confirm the encouraging reports which many of the
Agents have submitted.

II]—TRANSLATION AND REVISION.

The work of translation and revision has been pressed on
incessantly during the year ; but full details cannot be given here.
[t will be found, however, that the mass of editorial work done
surpasses that of any previous year. The Bible for Uganda has
been completed, and is now in the hands of the people. With
this version are associated the names of Mackay, and Ashe, and
Gordon, and Pilkington, and other scholars of Europe and Africa,
whose names will live in the coming days.

The New Testament in Kien-Ning, on the publication of
which the late Rev. R. W. Stewart had set his heart, and with
regard to which he wrote one nf his last letters, has been carried
through the press under the care of Miss B. Newcombe of the
Church of England Zenana \ll--1()11 ary Soclety. Miss Newcombe
has returned to China with this message of peace In permanent
form to avenge the martyrdom of her lmln;,r sisters, and that of
the strong but gentle missionary on whom they all leant.

The Bible in Tukudh is in process of completion, under the
care of the Ven. Archdeacon MecDonald, for 2,000 Indians occupy-
ing 100,000 square miles of a desolate region on the confines of 1l|n
Arctic Circle ; and the Rev. E. J. Peck, of Cumberland Sound,
carrying through the press an edition of the Four (Gospels in a new
form inl the ‘,.\]\lnm scattered over 2,000 miles of frozen coast.

The 1mportant versions of India and China are unde Tgoing
revision at the hands of men of exceptional qualifications, and the
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publication of the New Testament for the degraded Ainu of Japan
18 approaching completion under the care of the Rev. J. Batchelor,
the translator.

In the distant Isles new translations are progressing, and the
Rev. F. Langham, who has spent thirty-seven years in Fiji, is
devoting his closing years, and his mature and ripe scholarsghip, to
the perfecting ot the Fi 171 Bible.

The work expands and deepens in all lands, and we can say
with thankfulness (boasting 18 excluded) that the Committee have
thus far taken up with gl: W alac rity every item of translation and
revision work that has been brought before them with sufficient
evidence and missionary usefulness.

places far in advance of their share, considering their number in
relation to the population. And such is also the fact  But most of
those higher positions are attained by public competition where
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chances are equal for all competitors ; the first places are in con-
sequence won by merit and not by favour.

* At present 1t 18 the question of Madagascar that has stirred
this hornets’ nest ; all the rage of the Jesuit party has been roused.
That on French so1l Roman Catholics should be a small minority
and Protestants many and strong is simply unbearable ; and if in
point of religion 1t 18 1. qpossible to prove the superiority of Roman
Catholicism, then let the Protestants suffer in the public mind by
charging them with not being French. That is the odious calumny
the Thiebauds and others are propagating in their conferences from
village to village, |n'<-;|<-||in;: ‘““ Down with Protestants !’ Now we

-|nll not reply by *‘‘ Down with Roman Catholics !’  but by,
* Make way for the (lu\lu 1, for the good news of salv: llhillllllulv'h
Jesus Christ, to every sinner who re penteth and believeth.”” Such

18 the ery of a few courageous and devoted men such as Pastor
Houter, in the south, and Pastor Delattre in Auvergne. In
theatres, 1In dancing-rooms, in salles, in the mairies, or in school-
rooms, they proclaim to crowds that assemble to hear them that
““Christ Jesus came into the world to save siriners.”” It is the
eternal battle of truth against error, and no doubt is possible for a
Christian as to its final issue ; but until the day of victory we
must accept the fight as a necessity. We have the truth on our
side and in our hands the Word of God ‘‘sharper than any two-
edged sword,”” and it i8 that Word that our colporteurs circulate,
bringing light where the enemy would gladly take advantage of
darkness to accomplish his works of darkness.’

THE FRENCH REFORMATION.

[t 18 & common saying that France will never embrace Pro-
testantism, a form of religion antagonistic to its national genius.
The assertion 18 accepted blindly, when a short examination would
prove its falseness. History and facts together prove that it is not
well founded.  From the very first the French Reformation was
eminently French. The old Parisian Doctor Lefévre d’Etaples,
predecessor of Farel, had found by himself the Evangelical doctrine
at 1ts very source in the Gospel, and he taught it six years before
Luther. 1In 1525 Farel protested against the errors contained in
L.uther’s earlier publications, where he maintained such doctrines
as Purgatory and Invocations of Saints, those doctrines having
been rejected for years by the French Re formers. We find among
the Reformers of the 16th century the greatest French names, the
Bourbons, the Rohans, the Chatillons. Calvin was French, and
Duplessis, Mornay, Conde, Coligny. It 18, however, an exaggera-
tion to say that before the persecutions the half of the kingdom
was Huguenot. From an enrolment made in 1583 by Henri IV.,
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shortly before the publication of the Ediet of Nantes, it appears
that about twelve hundred thousand Protestants were then in the
kingdom, and that number increased by a third after the publica-
tion of the Edict. Whether or not under Louis XIV. there were
twelve hundred thousand or even two millions of Protestants, 1t is
certain that they were reduced to four hundred thousand in 1756.

At the end of the 18th century, after having been decimated
by the persecutions, French Protestants stood first among the true
patriots. It was a Protestant, a pastor, the son of the old pastor of
the Desert., Rabaut St. Etienne, that the Assemblée Nationale chose
for its President. This may suflice to refute the argument that
Protestantism is a foreign importation.

In 1807 Protestants were four hundred and eighty thousand,

COLPORTAGE.

Our colporteur Quintin, aged forty-three years, with thirteen
years of gervice, reports constantly about men, specially sailors,
who purchase the Seriptures, because they have heard of them in
some salle of the McAll Mission in another port. Quintin’s sales
are of about 1000 copies, but of course he does not limit himself
to the city ; sales in the rural districts are much easier now than
they were a few vears back, and this is the unmistakable sign of
the decrease of ]»llwll\ influence.,

I then came to Quimper, where I had a real pleasure in
meeting our colporteur Le Goasduff, a converted sailor. I also
enjoyed much the kind hospitality of Mr. Jenkyn Jones, his cor-
respondent. Le Goasduff—his name betrays sufficiently his origin
--18 thirty-five years old and has been in our service four years, 1n
the course of which he has been making evident progress, both in
spirituality and in the practice of ml|mlt e,  His sales reach now
far beyond 1000 copies, and he estimates that he will sell twice as
many with the price of the Breton Gospels reduced to five centimes.
Married five years ago the v have lost their eldest child and have
only a baby boy. With the opén manners of a sailor he succeeds
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in many places where others would fail ; his happy countenance
and energetic wavs are good to see.

She bought a Testament in
large print that she can read very easily, and we parted, to meet
again 1n our heavenly home.

This month I sold 250 copies among people favourably dis-
posed. ¢ What a good thing,” they said, *to circulate such books !
[t 18 a deplorable fact that even our children believe nothing.
What will become of us it things continue in that way ? We cannot
allow our children to read bad books.’

[ often hear, * We have lost our faith in our religion, but we
still believe aw bon Dien, and we want to read the Gospel.’

Another month 250 copies were again sold, all to Roman
Catholics.  This constitutes an abundant seed for future harvest
in the Lord’s own appointed time.

No account could be more graphie or more succinet than Mr.
Morrisson’s of the work under his care in that great State which
ancestrally 18 so closely associated with the Queen and with her
noble Consort. In the report for the first year of her Majesty’s
reign, Dr. Pinkerton, then the Society’s agent at Frankfort, refers
with evident pain to the spread among the educated classes of
scepticism and infidelity.

*When I was in Geneva last spring,” writes Mr. Morrisson,
*I walked across the French frontier to Ferney and saw the beau-
tiful old house in which Voltaire once lived. There was a forsaken
and desolate air about the place, and I could not help thinking
that the neglected aspect of the philosopher’s house corresponded
In many respects to the neglected position of his philosophy. But
the thought which occupied my mind most as 1 walked through
the quiet woods around the house was the prophecy which Voltaire
once uttered about the Bible. In a hundred years, he said, the
Bible would be an unknown book ; it would be found only in the
collections of antiquaries as a witness to the folly of former gener-
ations.  One hundred years have passed, and the Bible is better
known and better loved than ever. The fifty translations of
Voltaire’s time have swelled to over three hundred, and the great
Book which he mocked at has a circulation of six million copies a
year.’

‘When Strauss wrote his ‘‘ Leben Jesu’ he was preceeded
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and followed I».\' a crowd of German writers whose destructive
criticisms of the text of Seripture caused many a heart-ache among

devout Christians all over the world. Laborious scholarship, pene-
trating 1sight, profound science, were all at work in Germany,
and slowly and surely the Sacred Book was being sapped at its
fnlllnlilt'lnllri. Anxious CYES WErce turned towards those remorseless
German students.  The Much-Afraids, even those in the pulpit,
felt that the Book could not resist the tremendous onslaught.’

MAIN FACTS OF CIRCULATION.

The total issues have reached a far higher fiecure than ever
hetore, numbering 301,209 as ('H||||rll'q-¢| with 158,194 1n the pre-
vious year.t This 1s of course mainly due to the circulation of
112,800 at the Buda Pesth Millennial Exhibition. But it is
peculiarly  satisfactory to note that this extraordinary effort has
not harmiully affected the circulation through the ordinary chan-
nels.  Almost all the depots report augmented sales, some to a
very considerable degree.  If it had not been for the special
hindrances put in the way of colportage in Galicia, to which may
be attributed a falling off in the ecirculation in that province
amounting to nearly four thousand copies, ¢ we should,” says Mr.
Millard, ¢ have had a most satisfactory year.” The sales by the
colporteurs numbered 79,108 or only 1,536 behind the previous
vear.

COLPORTEUR EXPERIENCE.—APPRECIATION OF THE BIBLE AND THE

BIBLE SOCIETY.

A longing desire to possess the Scriptures is often evinced by

the people.  For this we cannot be sufficiently thankful, but no
less so for the fact that frequently a high esteem is shown for the
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Bible Society’s blessed work ; and the rame is often expressed by
customers coming to our Depot premises.  These kind acknowled-
cements are not only made by Christians, but also by Jewish
friends.

“ From the foundation of the Italian Agency in 1860 to the

end of 1896 no less than 2,864,975 copies of the Word of God have
been scattered far and wide, over the whole peninsula, and the
large and small Islands adjacent to it. It would be diflicult to
find a district now in the highest Alps or in the interior of Sardinia
that has not been visited by the colporteur, bearing the precious
Word of God.
The sky of the religious world in Italy has also been overcast,
although the diffused light of the widespread eirculation of God’s
Word has waned, and one ray of bright sunshine has broken
through the gloom in the outburst of a remarkable evangilical
movement in Northern Italy.  But of these matters we will allow
Signor Meille to speak in detail.

and of practical infidelity on the other, which are the characteris-
tics of the Italian nation of our day.

STRIKING RELIGIOUS MOVEMENT IN LOMBARDY.

There occured in Lombardy last year, a most interesting and
promising religious movement, which 1 thought worth my while
to go and study on the spot during one of my tours. The origin-
ator of 1t 18 Don Paolo Miraglia, a Sicilian priest, who was called
in May, 1895, to preach the usual sermons in honour of the Virgin
Mary, i the large and aristocratic church of San Savino, in
Piacenza.  Miraglia 1s a fervent admirer of Savonarola, to whom
he has also a physical likeness—tall, thin, spare, with sparkling
eves, and a power of speech and a rapidity of utterance I have
seldom seen equalled.  Leaving aside the usual idolatrous tn)niw
of the mnnth of Mary,” h  began to preach on the necessity of
moral and religious reformation in the Church and in the St: ltv
quoting largely from Savonarola, and more so from the Bib I( His
sermons created a great sensation, and the church of San Savino
was crowded, day after day, with eager listeners belonging to all
classes of society.  But his brother priests began to take alarm, or
to be jalous of his success, and accused him of infidelity to the
Church, He was reprimanded by the Bishop, and the upshot was
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that he left the Church of Rome, although he remains a priest,
and began to say mass and to |m.u h in a large hall, lent to him
by on 'ni his admirers. His may be called : l)1.-.-¢ nting Catholice
Church, and I am assured that he has 1 l’i:l('l'IIZ;l. and 1n the
neighborhood, several thousand followers. I called on him and had
some conversation with him ; and on the same day was present
(unknown to him), at his service, the usual Sunday morning
eleven o’clock mass. I saw, from my place at the back of the
alter, a very sea of faces, an audience closely packed up to the very
alter steps. I heard him expound, with great force, the Gospel
for the day (Matt. x. 34-42), which could not have been more
appreciate to his situation. Although many of his ideas still
savour of Romanism, he spoke with great force and clearness of
the lll'i'e'sr-'il_\' of war :l;_:‘:lill:~1 Crror, supe retition, and vice, as the
carnest exhortation to his hearers to study the Word of God n
their own tongue, and to stand firm in their resolve to bring Italy
back to the pure Gospel.  He, himself, distributed several hundred
copies of Martin’s New Testament amongst his followers, and he
always welcomes any of our men that go to Piacenza in order
to sell the Scriptures there. During the whole winter he has
preached nearly every evening to crowded audience, that fill, not
only the hall, but ‘ll-ll the neighbouring courtyard.

[t will easily be believed that the clergy have done all in their
power to get rid of this obnoxious reformer.  Threats and bribes
have been offered to him in turn, to obtain his leaving the town,
or, at least, casting off the garb and title of a priest. On two
occasions was his life attempted, so that he had to go about with
a body-guard. Notsucceeding in destroying him, his enemies had
recourse to even more nefarious means to encompass his moral
ruin. A lawsuit, resulting from charges brought against him, 1s
not yet finished, and, meanwhile, the Prefect, most hkely with a
view to ensure for Government the clerical votes in last election,
has ordered his oratory to be closed, and all religious services to be
suspended there. In other days, such an audacious violation of
the most elementary liberty of conscience and of worship would
have created an immence sensation all over the country. But I am
sorry to say that, such is the indifference and apathy which reigns
now in Italy in religious questions, that even the opposition papers
have scarcely noticed it.  We are now waiting with anxiety the
1ssue of the trial before the higher tribunal of Parma, before whom
Miragha himself will defend his case, and his enemies will have to
answer the charge of having attempted his life.

In the meantime Don Miraglia does not remain silent.
Besides continuing the publication of his weekly paper, which he
calls by the honoured name of his master, Savonarola, he preaches
wherever he 1s asked so to do, in evangelical churches., Not that
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
