While it is certain that the Ameri-
can steel maker will fn the future have
to reckon with foreign competition, it
should not be forgosten that heavy
buyving movements would inevitably
re-act on prices of European steel as
well ‘as domestic. In the latter part
of 1912 and early 1913 when steel mills
of the entire world .were busy British
and European steel prices were con-
siderably above those prevailing in the
United States and it is obvious that
with the return of activity in the in-
dustry the foreign maker wonld not
dump his products here at sacrifice
prices when he could get much better
prices at home.
