The selection of a youth of nineteen to be 
the pastor of an important city congregation, 
must have been due to more than ordinary po­
pular talent Of much general or theological 
culture Mr. James could not at that time boeet 
He had, however, qualities without which the 
highest culture is worthless. “ With an ardent, 
impetuous, glowing heart—a mind frill of life 
and activity, though as yet altogether undiscip­
lined—with a free command of sonorous if not 
accurate English—with a voice which, for aweet 
nesa, richneee, and pathos, has been rarely equal­
led, never surpassed, and which even then waa 
as absolutely under his control a* in hie later 
years, he emihi easily interest and exrite a popu­
lar audience. Piety, temperament, and voice
combined to make him even then a pulpit ora- , . ,
tor. His Manly intellectual outfit retarded hi. "" ^re c/On spoken of the solemnly

... . ______, __ with which he declared, that if he knew he wassuccess, and it waa not till seven yean of failure 
had driven him to laborious study, that be began 
to emerge before the public aa a vigorous 
commanding preacher. “ He felt his failure 
very keenly. He wrote deeponding letters to 
his friend», who did their best to encourage him, 
knowing that he must ultimately succeed. Dr. 
Bogue tells him in February, 1808, that his 
‘ anxieties and fears about continuing in Bir­
mingham are vain, and should be driven away 
without delay.’ His energy was at last stung 
into activity. His intellectual habits rapidly ac­
quired manly vigor. The mental discipline he 
should hare received at Gosport under the direc­
tion of his tutor, he now acquired by his private 
studies.

The growth of his reputation waa now evinced 
in th» demand for his services on important pub­
lic occasion». In 1819 he was selected to deliver 
the annual sermon before the London Mission­
ary Society. * Forty years ago this sermon was 
the most important and exciting service con­
nected with the missionary anniversaries. There 
was no Exeter Hall meeting, and the ‘ business ’ 
was transacted by three or four hundred persons, 
who met to * bear the Report ’ m one of the city 
chapels, where the oratory was quite subordin­
ate to the narration of facts and the statement 
of accounts. It was in the Wednesday morning 
sermon, in Surry Chapel, that the eloquent ad­
vocates of the Society exerted their strength ; 
and this was the great centre of attraction both 
to those whose missionary seal waa nothing 
more than a morbid hünger for religioua excite­
ment, and to those who feel deeply the grandeur 
of the missionary enterprise.

“ Mr. James's reputation as a preacher attract­
ed an immense congregation ; the place was 
nearly frill two or three hours before the service 
began. The sermon, which occupies fifty pages 
of the Collected Work*, and lasted two hours, 
was not read, but delivered memoriten The 
preacher’s brother sat in the pulpit with the 
manuscript in his hand, prepared, if there was 
a moment's Imitation, to suggest the forgotten 
word ; but from first to last, the .(discourse was 
delivered exactly as H stood on the paper—not 
an epithet or a preposition waa changed. At 
the close of the first hour, the preacher request­
ed permission to pause for a few minutes, end 
the people sung a hymn. Such was the excite­
ment of the congregation, that during the tem­
porary interruption of the discourse, oranges 
were thrown into the pulpit to refresh the ex­
hausted orator. The hymn finished, he rose 
again, and recovering his strength, thundered 
on for another hour, and closed at last with a 
peroration anticipating the homage of all created 
things to God and Christ.” The scene must 
have been a strange one, with a prompter be 
hind the orator, ready to eke out the inspiration, 

by chance it might threaten to fail,
Besides doing full duty as a preacher and 

practical writer, John Angell Janies had the feli­
city of originating the Evangelical Alliance, 
which has recently closed its fourth session in 
the city of Cslvin. Mr. James first proposed 
the scheme of a “ Protestant Evangelical Union,” 
at a meeting of the “ Congregational Union,” in 
1842, following up the proposal then made by 
energetic appeals through the press. A prelim­
inary draft of principles, designed to serve ee • 
bond of concord, wes drawn up by him. Chew­
ing slowly but surely, the Union expended into

iationaof the Reformed and Lutheran Churches 
of the continent of Europe, of cities and coun­
tries most distinguished m history, and honored 
for their ecdsdaatieal annals in their religious 
celebrity. The mountains of Switzerland, the 
valleys of France, the plein» at Germany, sent 
forth their choieeet heralds ; Nmnee, Lyons, 
Moutauhen, Faria, Berlin, Frankfort, Basle, 
Geneva, Lausanne, Halle, Erfurt, Wurtemberg, 
and 1-eipxig, were represented by their honored 
sons and faithful leader». The Rhine and the 
Elbe, the Danube, the Saone, and Seine, poured 
in ea tributaries, with thp Hudson and the Hl 
Lawrence, the Ohio end Mississippi, with Afri­
can and Ariatie stream», to swell the confluent 
well of consecrated affection and wisdom. From 
these, and other localities far apart and seclud­
ed, did the thousand members of the Conference 
travel ; some of them five thousand miles, and 
many of them through difficulties and danger», 
and privation» calculated to try the constancy 
of love and the strength of faith. There, in 
that Conference, were the Tholucks and the 
Monoda, the Buxtooi end the Bairda, the Bunt­
ings and the Beaumont», the Buchanan» and the 
Cunninghams, the Noels and the Bickerateths, 
the Cummings and the M'Leode.the leaders and 
the heads of the people, whether of their tribe» 
or of their hundred», and all «earned united in 
fervent and devout expectation that God would 
bless them, and make them a blessing, and that 
from this day forth He would bless the whole 
bouse of Israel At that conference the meet­
ings were surpassingly intereating. In different 
rooms the praiaeT of God were sung in English, 
German, and French, and tended to remind us 
of the dey of Penteeoat, when every one heard 
in his own tongue the wonderful works of God.” 
What an epoch of joy, of the fruition of holy 
hope, must this have been to John Angell 
James f

In 1853, a co-pastor waa associated with Mr. 
Jamea to relieve him of duties which increasing 
year» made burdensome. He continued to 
preach every Sabbath until hi» death, literally 
ceasing at once to work and live. During the 
summer of 1859 he complained of great feeble­
ness and languor, but though he waa visibly 
wasting away, neither hie friends nor his medi­
cal attendants supposed that the end waa so 
near. On the second Sunday of September he 
preached in the morning at Carr’s Lane, one of 
the annual sermons for the London Missionary 
Society, and the sermon produced such an effect 
upon Ike congregation that immediately after it 
wee over, one of the deaeon» who wes sitting 
behind me begged me to persuade Mr. James 
to publish it. On the following Sunday, (Sep­
tember 18th,) he preached in the evening at 
Carr’s Lane. On Sunday morning, (September 
23th,) he preached st the Congregational Chapel, 
Francis Street, Edgbeaton, on a very favorite 
text, ‘ The common salvation and those who

” Nothing seemed evei to incapacitate him 
, from working on up to aupper-tiroe, or to dissi­
pate his mind. He could breakfast out, and 

I when he returned fall to work as usual When 
he reached home in an afternoon, after travelling 
all day, he had tea as quickly as it could be got, 
and then went to his study, and generally on 
such occasions was later than usual at «upper. 
He never gave up working unieaa physically un­
able to ait up, and made nothing of an headache 
or other ailment which would have laid aside 
most men. TUI the last years of his life he 
wrote standing, and to this he attributed hi» 
health."

Of his personal habits and benevolence we 
have these notice» : '• He was very neat in 
person and dree», and waa very particular not to 
appear in the pulpit with his hair in disorder, 
which coat him some care, aa he always wore it 
combed straight up from his forehead. He liked 
everything about him kept in good order, except 
that the books and papers he had in hand always 
lay about in confusion. He did not seem to have 
order and system, but he must have hid it, for 
he kept going the greet machinery of his church 
and congregation, with ease and comfort to every­
body, and without the need of any painful or 
convulsive efforts.

“ HU almsgiving was very great, when viewed 
in reference either to his income or expenditure. 
No relation or old friend, and scarcely any min­
ister, applied to him in vain, and he gave even 
to bis enemies. To do this he was very economi­
cal, especially in hU personal expenses. But he 
showed it only by not spending money, and not 
when he «pent it j for he waa very easy in every 
transaction, whether he paid or received. He 
lived aa plainly as he could with propriety, and 
he gave away the remainder of hU income. He 
held it a sin for a minuter to board, and at least 
an equal sin for him to indulge in display. I 
never knew him so short with me as when I sug­
gested it would be mercy to put two horses to 
hU carriage, which he kept as a matter of neces­
sity."

There have been in the Christian Church of 
thU century men of greater breadth of intellect 
than John Angell James, but very few of great­
er earnestness or usefulness. To have preached 
with fidelity for fifty years to an ever growing 
congregation, to have written the Anxiowi En­
quirer, to have originated tiie Evangelical Alli­
ance—these will give among all Christian men a ", 
fragrance to the memory of John Angeli Jamea.

preaching for the last time, he could choose no 
subject more in harmony with his own feelings. 
,It was the lest sermon he ever delivered." On 
the following Tuesday he was seriously ill A 
friend who visited him on that day says : “ On 
entering his study that afternoon I found him 
sitting at tlie table with one of his little grand­
daughters on each knee, bending over a book of 
pictures, and talking to them with great cheer­
fulness about the wonderful things at which they 
were looking. The gray head and furrowed but 
happy countenance between those two childish 
eager faces, made a picture that will never be 
effaced from my memory. When the little chil­
dren had kissed him and run away, be began to 
talk solemnly, but not redly, ebout his con 
sciousnesa of increasing weakness. Gradually 
his thoughts moved towards the highest regions 
of saintly contemplation, and I was so impressed 
with the unusual glow and brightness of his frith 
and hope, that I said to him : 'Mr. James, you 
have an extraordinary measure of happiness and 
joy in God to-day ; I remember when I first 
came to college your sermons seemed to indicate 
that you were almost permanently under the 
shadow of religious despondency ; and I cannot 
help thinking of the contrast.* He smiled, and 
said : • Yes ; I used to be clouded sometimes ; 
and now I am afraid that my joy only rises from 
the hope and prospect of release ; I want to slip 
away and he gone.’ ” Before the dose of the 
week he had gently and painlessly passed away. 
It was his desire during life to be buried at the 
foot of his own pulpit In a public address to 
his colleague he once said with deep emotion : 
“ Rich in years, in honor, and in usefulness, may 
you come at some far distant day to your end ; 
and then, after laboring with me in the same 
pulpit, come and lie down with me in the same 
grave, at the foot of it ; eo shall we resemble 
warriors resting on the field where they fought 
and conquered.* And there he does rest like a 
warrior with hi» armor beiide him, on the field 
of his toils and his triumph».

It ia needle*» to say that John Angell James 
was a great worker. He enjoyed incessant ac­
tivity. Says his son : “ He diligently redeem­
ed his time. Meals were dispatched in hi/ 
house in less time than I ever saw them got 
through elsewhere. Though a «tout man, all 
his movements were quick ; he walked and wrote 

and he dressed with unusual rapidity. My 
stepmother wes active as he waa, and never kept 
him waiting for her at a meal, or when going out 
with him, and she remarked with great pleasure 
that Bonaparte gave the same praise to Joseph­
ine. He wee generally In his study soon after 
seven, and I believe spent in devotion the hour 
before breakfast, (which in winter and aumrner 
he took at eight.) He never sat more than half 
an hour after dinner, (at two or half-paat,) and 
not a minute after breakfast or tea. After sup­
per (at nine) he usually read an amusing book, 
and I think he done so also at the end of the 
morning. He wrote his letters generally in an 
afternoon, and grumbled if he had to take up 
his pen after supper. Though he disliked the 
occupation, his letters were generally very full, 
and almost every one that wrote to him on a 
matter of personal religion waa sure of being 
answered at considerable length. Hi» chief re­
laxation was to spend half a day in the country, 
end he could generally make time for that if al­
lowed to fix the day.

The circumstances connected with the forma­

tion of the Naval and Military Bible Society are 
both inter*ting and instruotqidraefi, if ao&eor- 
roborated by undeniable tesdmony, would be

Boat incredible. Indeed, they psaassW to the
mind an illustration of that adage which asserts 
that truth is sometime stranger than fiction.

It is nearly eighty years since one of those 
persona represented by the noble President as 
“ pious and philanthropic," determined upon a 
course of action, and set about transferring from 
his brains' to paper the modiis opera**di of his 
scheme, which presented to his enamoured view 
so promising an aspect that he at once decided 
upon a second transfer. This latter took the 
form of a public advertisement, in which a de­
tail of the plan was set forth, and a public meet­
ing called in the largest assembly room to be had 
then in London, giving place, date, and time. 
This individual was of a most sanguine tempe­
rature of mind, and therefore concluded that the 
place of meeting would not contain half the 
people who would seek admittance on the ap 
pointed day. Independent of the excellence 
and clearness of his plans, as they appeared to 
him, he considered that interest in the army- 
alone would he a sufficient inducement to call 
concourse of people together, in an age, too, 
when a public meeting was a very rare event 
So at the appointed time he waa found wending 
his way in high spirits, and without anticipating 
anything but complete success, to the place of 
meeting, where in due course of time he arrived. 
He did not, however, as he expected, see a large 
crowd outside the door, and standing on the 
staircase which led to the essembly room, he was 
not a little amused to find an. utterly deserted 
and empty place. He examined his watch and 
found the hour quite correct, and in a disap­
pointed and downcast state of mind he approach­
ed the platform and sat down to ruminate.

While thus engaged he heard the echo of a 
solitary footfall on the lonely staircase, which, 
with a sober and solemn pace, became gradually 
more distinct to, at that moment, his not very- 
clear apprehension. Presently, however, all 
doubt was removed upon the appearance at the 
door of a stately and intelligent individual, who 
in a quiet manner and clear voice, thus addressed- 
the occupier of the platform :—

“ I came here, sir, in answer to an advertise­
ment convening a meeting for the purpose of 
considering certain plans and proposals of which 
I highly approve, and am anxious to promote ;

Those, then, who tell us that 
the opening of secular exhibitions on the Lord's 
day would improve our national morals, deal in 
assertions, not in facts i for, in whatever way it 
ia accounted for, there remains the truth, that 
the countries who follow secular rahibitions on 
the Lord’s day are warning» rather than exam­
ples ; while at least we can point to the fact, 
that the criminals of our country do not spring 
from those who observe the Lord’s day to keep 
it holy, but from thoae who devote it to business 
or amusement. The connexion, indeed, is in­
evitable. For, in proportion as the Sunday is 
ignored, religion ia put out of sight ; the influ­
ente of religion is thus lo«L—From ,i timely 
and tjtirited pam/iUct, just midi rnted to the Di­
rector* of the London ami Hrightno Hudmay, hy 
the Ret, //.

The Aborigine* of Australia.

The Queen iu the Highlands.
ll is à singular and cheering sight, in these 

modern days, to see Queen X ietoria treading 
the heather, and wandering among the moun-

rn masse to resist that dynasty of which alie .ia so 
illustrious an ornament. With highland chief 
and lowland laird she is still as popular as she ia 
revered ; and were her throne endangered the 
shattered remains of once powerfti! dans would 
melt into one to crush those that would touch 
her croam with a rode, a hostile, or impious 
hand. Thoee white cottages that send the «un- 
ray» across the Dee front their bright walls are 
the creations of the Queen. What is more, she 
personally visita her tenants, takes a lively in­
terest in their comfort and well-being, ami thus 
find» time to be a model laird's wife as well as 
s mod#! British sovereign. On Sundsv she ap­
pears, wet day and dry day, in the little parish 
church in the midst of her highland tenantry 
and subjects, and joins in the simple services of 
the sanctuary as devoutly as if it had been the 
accustomed worahip of her childhood. The 
minister of the pariah of Crathie is not the very 
choicest or most gifted of the clergy of the 
Church of Scotland, but he has the good sense 
to let others more able than himself occupy his 
pulpit during Her Majesty’s residence. The ar­
rangement that now prevails is a very simple 
one. Mr. Anderson selects half a dosen from 
among his clerical friends, whose names lie sends 
up to the Secretary of State for i pproval. If 
no objection lie made, as is never done, the* 
clergymen occupy the pulpit every second Sun­
day. This was not the former arrangement, but 
it ia the least liable to misapprehension, though 
it gives the parish minister the power of selec­
tion—a power, however, which he has exercised 
with great wisdom and discretion for several 
years—London Reticle.

How Bomb-Shells are made.
The manufacture of liomlx-slwlle ia very in|ec- 

esting. The shell is first tiled with old-fashioned 
round leaden bullets ; melted sulphur is then 
poured in to 611 up the interstices and bind tile 
bullets in one solid mss» ; the shell is thee put 
into a kind of lathe, and a cylindrical hole of 
the exact aise of the orifice of the «hell ia bored 
through the bullet» and sulphur ; this cavity ie 
filled with powder sewn with the interior edge at 
the orifice, a six-inch aboil of the kind beta des­
cribed holding about half a pound. The foie 
fitted into the orihoe ia a recent Belgian inven­
tion, made at peagar, imUz—Whfafotip •*■*" 
cap used for the patent fruit can». An vxeasi- 
natiou ,.f this pewter cap shows, however, that 
it ia ma.fe of two hollow disc* of metal screwed 
together, and filled with meal powder. A 
number of line I loirs are drilled in the lower 
disc, while the outer disc is entire and asnrked 
with figures in a circle, 1, 2, 3,4. In this state 
the shell ia waterproof. When taken for aw, 
the gunner, by means of a small steel instru­
ment, scoope out a portion of the outer asetal 
surface, and lay» here tiwcharge of composition 
powder below it If the shell is desired lo ex­
plode in one second after Raving the- gun the 
scooping is made on the figure I i if iff two ae- 
conds, on the figure 2, and so on ; the Met being 
that the shells of this description shpll (bat strike 
the object aimed at and do execution Ipgboll, 
and then explode, «ending the bullets forward 
m if from another cannon located at the point 
where the fight of the shell is greeted. Imige 
shells of eight or ten inches are filled with powder 
only, and, bursting, do execution by mean» of 
a fuse of meal powder, extending through • 
brass plug screwed into the mouth of the ahelL 
in both cases the fu* is fired by the ignition of 
the charges in the gun.

Strawberries—^Where New York 
gets them from.

Last year we got them at first from Chari*- 
ton ; then from Norfolk and Baltimore, and 
gradually from further North. In •' the straw­
berry season," New-Jeriey fumiahed immense 
quantities. They came too from Long Island, 
and a few from Westchester County, and fen* 
Connecticut Later, we had a considerable wp* 
ply from Albany and parte adjacent. TUa year 
we have missed the Southern article, but ye 
have opened a new source of anpply, New York 
City is in the daily receipt of strawberries from 
Pittsburg. Pittsburg, Pennsylvania ! Reader, 
do you know where it ia ? It is " beyond the 
Alleghenies." It is even beyond “ Braddock’s 
Field." It is on the site of " old Fort Du Quesne” 
—that very “ far Weet” of our boyhood. And ’tie 
from this far-off point that we get etrawberriw 
with our tea were growing in the morning in 
a garden at tea-time yesterday . Wonderful
isn’t it ? More wonderful it will sound to some of 
our readers, to hear of the size—not of the bar­
ri*, though they are large—but of the garden 
where they grow. Fifty acres in strawbenw. 
That ia the size of the " patch." It is owned 
by the ltev. Mr. Knox on “ Coal Hill,* «boot 
two mil* from tb» city. The two principal va­
rieties are Wilson’s Albany Seedling, and Tri- 
omp de G and, both of which are of such firm 
texture as to bear traaeportatioc, and are eo pro­
ductive, that 400 bushels an acre is not a large 
estimate of their yield. Mr. Knox wnd. hi. 
fruit to New York, Philadelphia, Harrisburg, 
Cleaveland, and Chicago, and we don’t know 
how many other towns. It comes here in what 
are known * “ Cook’» basket,"" a Connecticut 
notion, piote and quarts, by Adams’ Express, 
eighteen hours on the journey, nod generally 
arrive in good order.—X. P. paper.

Hew Bail way Brake.
Messrs. Du Trombley and Martin have on exhi­
bition at the Pendleton Iron Works near Man- 
cheater, the model of a Pneumatic railway brake, 
of very ingenious construction. The pressure of 
the atmosphere is obtained by means of a cylin­
der of a diameter proportionate to the power re­
quired.

MV. SAMI'Kl. AVERY.
The Ute Rev. Samvel Avert, who baa been 

in recently removed from us by tbe ruthless 
band of death, was the subject of great suffer­
ing during his last illness. He was, however, 
graciously sustained by the presence of God, 
and the consolations of true religion.

He returned to Liverpool, shortly after the 
last Conference, in a very delicate state of health. 
The fatigue of travelling and attending the Con­
ference, with anxiety of mind, were evidently 
more than his already shattered constitution 
could bear. I felt alarmed to perceive the 
change in his appearance, which bad occurred in 
so short a time ; and concluded, ie my own mind, 
that be would soon be removed from earth.— 
This saddening thought has too soon been con­
verted into stem reality.

He had not been many days at the residence 
of his father-in-law, John Campbell, Eaq., when 
symptoms of improvement were apparent. He 
area able to attend tbe morning service in the 
sanctuary of God on the Lord’s day ; and he as­
sisted me on one occasion to administer the 
laird's Supper. This was to him a season of 
great spiritual profit, to which he referred during 
hia sickness ; and it was also the last time he was 
permitted, in this world, to commemorate the 
sufferings and death of his risen and exalted Sa­
viour. Hia strength was such that he visited a 
number of hia friends, and he was enable to 
travel in a carriage to different localities.

Vnder these flattering—though delusive—ap­
pearances, he had an intention of entering into 
some business which might be a temporal bene­
fit to himself and family. He asked my opinion 
on the subject. He stated that he loved the 
work of the Christian ministry, and, were it the 
will of Providence, he should prefer that to any­
thing in the world. He felt that he was inade­
quate to that work, and therefore thought it his 
duty to be usefully occupied in some other way 
should Ma health permit With this object in 
view, he contemplated leaving in the next pack­
et for Boston.

But how mysterious are the ways of our hea­
venly Father ! A few days after the above con­
versation, he was reduced to that bed wMch 
proved to him to lie the bed of death, by an 
alarming attack of hia old complaint, haemor­
rhage of tbe lungs. This was followed by a se­
vere and painful illness during a period of six 
weeks, which was attended with the most intense 
and agonizing suffering, endured by him with 
great fortitude and resignation to the Hi vine 
will.

In the commencement of Ms sickness he had 
a severe struggle with the great deceiver of man­
kind. He was tempted to fear that he was not 
scripturally established upfln tbe rock of eternal 
ages, Christ Jesus the laird ; but that God, who 
had hitherto been hi. support, did not leave Mm 
in tMs trial of hia faith. He who had enlight­
ened his mind and regenerated Ms nature, by 
the agency of the Divine Spirit, enabled him to 
triumph over the prince of darkness.

I hiring the remainder of hia sickness, until 
tbe day of Ma death, he had a strong and un­
shaken confidence in God, as hia reconciled Fa­
ther. He experienced no joyous raptures—be­
fore hit last day upon earth—but a steady and 
decided reliance on the promises of God. He 
wrote on the slate, “ I feel myself to be a great 
sinner ; but Christ has died for me."

“ I the rhief of sinners am ;
But Jesus died for me !”

“ The precious blood of Christ." “ Fray, if it 
be the will of God, that He will soon take me 
to himself.” “ I do not wish to be impatient” 
lly these, and a variety of similar expressions, 
he gave utterance to the feelings of Ms soul, and 
the prospecta he had of that better, and eternal 
inheritance.

He expressed a strong attachment for the 
church of his choice ; and especially his love for 
his brethren in the ministry. He wrote the fol­
lowing on the slate, “ 1 love the brethren. Tell 
them do. There are no men whom I have such 
respect and esteem for as our ministers. Tell 
them I love them.”

On Sabbath after, October 13th, the last, 
though long expected, conflict arrived. The 
symptoms of death were evident and unmistaka­
ble, tokens that the sufferings of our brother were 
on the eve of terminating in eternal glory. He 
had expressed an expectation that God would, 
prior to his death, reveal Himself to him in a 
still more signal manner, and in this he was not 
disappointed. A short time before he became 
speechless, the Lord manifested Mmself to hie 
soul in a manner the most glorious and trium­
phant. His countenance was irradiated with 
delight, and he spake with a distinct and audi­
ble voice, which could lie heard in the different 
rooms : “ Is this death ? 1 have had a first view
of the promised land. I am going home ! going 
home, to die no more ! TMs is everything ! I 
am happy, happy ! Hallelujah ! praise" the Lord ! 
Tbe word of God is sure ! Though 1 walk 
through the valley of the shadow of death, I 
will fear no evil : for Thou art with me ; thy rod 
and thy staff they comfort me." Thus be pass­
ed into the spirit land, leaning upon the arm of 
Jesus : 29 years of age, and in the eighth year 
of his ministry.

His mortal remains were taken, on Thursday 
afternoon, to the Wesleyan Church, and there, 
in the presence of a large, attentive, and deeply 
serious and sympathising congregation, a fu­
neral sermon was delivered by the resident min- 
****** ** *be close of which hia body was con­
signed to the silent grave. The Reva. J. Hart 
and J- Burns, assisted at these solemn services.
I be ministers connected with the Congregational 
and Baptist Churches in the town were pres­
ent ; and the Uue, concluded with prayer.

Christianity and Art
The fact of man’s possessing an aesthetic na­

ture is indisputable. No age has been so dark, 
no people so debased that tMs gift of the Cre­
ator has not displayed itself, however rude and 
partial the development. There are sounds of 
sweetness and sublimity i there are tints of 
lieauty ; there are form, of gracefulness and 
grandeur, the wide world over. The rudest and 
most imbruted races of humanity have their 
gifted bards and their eloquent orators. The 
Standards may he shifting and imperfect, but the 
divinely implanted principle which plays with 
mystic fingers on all the varied chords which 
connect us with the outer world, is in its essential 
nature, always and everywhere the same.—It is 
part of our constitution, and its presence must 
be recognized ; and all systems of education, 
which refuse to do so, are manifestly imperfect. 
Art is the natural outgrowth of this implanted 
principle. Work, of art appeal to it aig} jt is 
easy to see that the generally received catalogue 
of the “ fine arts" il arbitrary and by no means 
exhaustive. Tbe final cause of this provision 
of the Great Former of our souls and bodies i# 
plain. Jn its practical outworking it tends to 
surround men with humanizing and refining in­
fluences, to lift them above the dead level of a 
contented monotony, and to co-operate with the 
vital energies of religion in raising them to the 
sublimer joys of heaven. We need scarcely 
say, however, that the aesthetic and religious 
principles of the human constitution are entirely 
diitinct- Tbe one prompts us to seek intellec­
tual gratification, the other, spiritual peace and 
urges with resistless energy to irortkip.—In their 
unperverted exercise, the one studies to plpsae 
the ear, the eye, the taste ; the other, to secure 
the favor of the Infinite Unknown. The one has 
written tbe Iliad ; prompted the lofty strain, of 
Handel and of Moaart ; carved the Apollo Bel- 
videre and tbe Venue de Medici | the other boast* 
of the grander poem, the sublimer music, the 
more perfect proportions of a life spent In “ the 
fear of God." It is strange that men have ever 
confounded ttonga in their nature so radically 
and unmlstakeably distinct.—The men who write 
clap-trap philosophy and false history f°r the 
infidel periodicals of the day go to the other 
extreme, and assert that tbe triumph of ehriati. 
anitv ia the sure precursor of the decadence of 
art. The reply to tMs is obvious. The progress 
of civilization is to be measured by races and 
generations, not by individuals. It is exceed­
ingly questionable if the whole yqrld to-day can 
present a single intellect as acuta and profound 
as that of Plato, yet in the general diffusion of 
knowledge, how immeasurably superior Is our 
age to the proudest era of the boasted Acade­
mia ? Apply this correct principle, for whose 
statement the world is indebted to the lament­
ed Olin, to the ease in question. A few artists 
of the highest excellence the classic ages can 
indeed justly claim. It is the proud prerogative 
of Christianity to boast that her reign is cha­
racterised by a general diffusion of artistic re­
finement.—To a thoughtful man there are few 
more interesting subjects of study than the his­
tory of Christianity and art in their mutual 
influences and relations. Is there anything in­
consistent in tbe two ? Two forces—here, 
stronger, there, weaker—have been working in 
history since time began. Are they opposing or 
conspiring ?—The Bible, we say, teaches the 
true dignity of art by recognising man's aesthe­
tic nature as Irom God, and by sanctioning its 
use in the solemnities of bis worship. Be it 
ever remembered that while no intellectual gra­
tification can make us better by its simple influ­
ence, it n ty induce a frame of mind in which 
we are peculiarly susceptible of good impres­
sions. This, we believe, is the retiyion of art. 
Look at what are called the “ fine arts." It is 
true, Christianity makes no demand on the sculp­
tor's chisel. Her unseen and infinite author re­
pudiates all effigies " graven by art and man's 
device." “ God is a Spirit" is the sublime and 
decisive declaration of the Divine existence. 
The Christian man needs no chiselled form of 
beauty to remind him of the great object of his 
adoration. The eye needs no attempted repro­
duction of a glory which is purely spiritual and 
of which nature’s sublimest scenes are but tbe 
dim out-shining. The same remark applies sub­
stantially to painting. It is exceedingly doubt­
ful if as applied directly to religious purposes it 
has been productive of benefit, though this of 
course implies no censure on the blessed art 
“ which can immortalize."—Very different, how­
ever, is it with poetry and music and achitacture. 
We need scarcely mention the very wonderful 
manner in which the two former were interwoven 
with the very existence of God's ancient people. 
The soul of the Jew was poetical—hia language 
was the very language of poetry. Hie whole 
nature vibrated to the thrill of music. It was 
only in the extremes! gloom of Ms expatriation 
that he “ hanged his harp upon the willows.” 
The very book which has been “ given by in­
spiration of God ” comes to us with many of 
its loftiest truths and dirinest consolations 
couched in the language and imagery of poetry. 
Let this lie a sufficient refutation of the dry-ae- 
dusta who say that man has no right to expect to 
be pleased, and who object to all truth wMch is 
not expressed with the precision of mathematical 
formulae. God's own book, with its chaste and 
elevated poetry, ita thrilling and out-bursting

of Foreign Missionary enterprise; but in our 
times there is little room for the insinuation con­
tained in such a remark. Charity does not stay 
at home ; she still goes forth on her world-wide 
mission, fleering in her hand the fruit of the 1 ree 
of Life, the leaves of which are for the healing 
of the nations. But charity beyinn at home : She 
traverses the lanes and crowded streets of our 
towns and cities, and her mission is to minister 
to tbe sick, to feed the hungry, to reclaim the 
erring, to raise the fallen, and to save the lost. 
How blessed 1 bow glorious ! bow Christ-like are 
such ministrations as these !

Too often, in this world of ours, we are attrac­
ted by mere display. We look for the highest 
form of greatness in deeds of human selfishness, 
and we insensibly connect it with the trump of 
praise. One man says “ I ran control courts and 
calnnets," another says “ 1 can win blood-stained 
wreaths where the trampled lie and the red-rain 
drop* from many hearts." Another “ 1 can car­
ry the lamp of science to the darkest corners of 
the universe, and grasp from riature.her long-kept 
secrets.” Another “ 1 can write a Book wMch 
the world will not willingly let die.” Another 
*• I can make a discovery for which distant gen­
eration w ill name me as their benefactor." Amid 
so many forms of grgatngs# wp are perplexed. 
We know not to wbotq we ore to erect the tall­
est monument or on whose tomb we are to hang 
our trophies,

But there is another form of greatness at which 
we have not looked. It is true that upon it elo­
quence bath pronounced but few elogiums. But 
we patiently ask : “ What is thy work ? and what 
are thy claims ? “ I have gone into the houses of 
the poor and the destitute and supplied their 
wants ; I have viaited the fatherless and the 
Widows in their affliction ; 1 have dried up tbe 
gushing tear and stanched the flowing wound ; I 
have given a crust of Bread to tbe hungry, a cup 
of po|d water to the thirsty, and a garment to 
screen the shriveling sufferer from the piercing 
cold ; 1 have carried s message of mercy to the 
despairing, and led the friendless to a Friend 
that sticketh closer than a brother, Hera we 
have the highest form of excellence—other great­
ness is human, but this is divine. This glorious 
Charity ia not of earth : it springs not from the 
bosom of men, not from the bosom of angels, it 
is from heayep, jt to,of God.

** How'er it be, it seeni* to itie,
Tis only noble to be good.

Kind hearts are more than coronets.
And simple faith than human blood.”

Such ministrations may involve much self- 
sacrifice. It is not by writing elaborate articles 
on religious philanthropy—by making eloquent 
speeches on the p»stfu; iq once in a year—by oc­
casional attendance at the committee meeting of 
some benevolent society or by generous dona­
tions to charitable institutions that this mission 
to humanity is to be fulfilled. It is only by leav­
ing our own comfortable homes and costly 
churches and mingling with those beneath us— 
in the warm gusMng feeling of a sympathetic 
heart and of gentle word»—in the reciprocation 
of friendly inquiries and of grnesowa admonition, 
that we can be the means of elevating and bles­
sing them. If we are cold or heartless, afraid 
of soiling our fingers, of staining our purity or of 
claiming fraternal relationship, we shall find no 
access to their hearts. Nor need we shrink from 
coming into contact with sorrow and woe in all 
their forms

“ I.arg<* charities do never soil
But only whiten soft white hand-*.”

Such charities as these afford the best illustra­
tion of the blessed principles of our holy religion, 
and i hey will be amply repaid when the Redeem­
er-Judge shall say to those who have fed the 
hungry, or given water to thirsty, or clothed the 
naked, or ministered unto the sick ; " Inasmuch 
as ye did it unto one of the least of these, ye 
did it also unto me.'

Much need is there of such evangelistic effort. 
An ample home-harvest awaits the reaper's 
sickle. The poor we have always with us. Laz­
arus is still at the rich man's gate. The man 
who went down to Jericho, and fell among rob­
bers is still laying all bruised and bleeding bj 
the way, and Priest and Hcribe have been going 
by on the other side.

“ Eyes full of heart-break with as plead.'
And if we love God or love humanity, for the 
lore of God we are called to minister to the sor­
row-stricken ones which surround us.

In connection with the above remarks it may 
be stated that on Thursday evening last, under 
the auspices of the “ Wesleyan Young Men's 
Home Mission Board," a public meeting was 
held in the Centenary Church. Under the direc­
tion of this Board, of which the junior minister 
of the South Circuit is at present the President, 
Mr. David Collins, so well known and so highly 
esteemed for fervency of piety and long-tried 
consistency of character, is employed as City 
Missionary.

The Rev. Mr. McMurray presided over the 
meeting and gave a brief statement of the origin 
and object of the enterprise. A Report of the 
Mission accompanied by incidents illustrative of 
the peculiar character of the work to be done, 
and of its blessed results was given by the Mis­
sionary. Fervent and fluent addresses were de­
livered by three young men connected with the 
Mission.

Mr. George King spoke especially of the ne­
cessity for such an agency—referring to the 
vast numbers who are never found in a place

Wesleyan Methodism on that side of tbe Bay, 
“ A great door and effectual is opened," and we 
have no doubt, if entered into, a rich spiritual 
harvest of precious souls would be gathered.

We left Bone vista September 19th, and re­
turned September 30th—thus spending 12 days, 
as much time as we could spare—Brother Fox 
not having returned from Labrador when we left, 
I hired a boat and two men as a crew—the ex­
penses of which were cheerfully defrayed by tbe 
people we visited. We visited most of the prin­
cipal settlements, vix., Greenspond, Pinchard's 
Island, Beimel's Island, Cobbler's Island, Cape 
Island, Gooseberry Islands, Flat Island, Barrow 
Hal hour. Salvage, and crossing to tbe south side 
of the Bay, we visited Indian Arm, at all these 
places we met with a very kind reception indeed, 
and the proverbial hospitality, especially to Min­
isters, of the people of Newfoundland was fully- 
sustained on these interesting occasions. We 
preached twenty-one times and administered the 
sacrament of Baptism to nine children, our plan 
was to stay one night in each settlement, and 
preach twice, wMch we managed to do except in 
one or two places, and to visit the people in their 
houses, especially any who were sick. In every­
place the word of life was listened to with great 
seriousness and attention, we found some who 
were anxiously inquiriag what they must do to 
be saved, and in a few ease* peace with God had 
been obtained, although, an speount of their po­
sition, many difficulties and discouragements had 
to be passed through.

There are encrai Wesleyan fempiaa and de­
scendants of Wesleyan* residing am the north 
side of this Bey, and who are very j anxious to 
have the regular Wesleyan Ministry among them, 
and promise, should a Minister be appointed to 
reside among them, that they would dp what they 
could for his support, I took the names of sever­
al persons who promised to subscribe, their sub­
scriptions varying from £0 and under a* the an­
nual subscription of each family. There to also 
a desire on the part of many others to attend 
the Wesleyan ministry had they the opportunity.

There if a population on that side of the Bay 
of about 4000 souls, scattered in Coves, Harbors 
and Islands, over a line of shore pi 40 miles 
extent, but there to no Wesleyan place of wor, 
ship, nor any Wesleyan means of graee whatever, 
except tile single annual visit of tbe Wesleyan 
Minister from Bonavtota. Greenspond to the 
largest settlement on that shore and quite a lit­
tle town, and may be called the capital—it to 
about 40 miles direct across the Bay from Bona- 
vista, and from ifg central pqsitioq, t(,e number 
of ita inhabitants and its general importance, 
would be the most proper place for the residence 
of the Minister, who should, if possible, be a 
young and single mail, as he would frequently 
be from home and have a fair share of toil and 
fatigue to endure.

Petitions have been sent on to the Distijct 
Meeting for two or three years last past, from 
the Bonavtota Circuit, requesting tbe appointment 
of a Wesleyan Minister to the north side, with 
which it would seem our Conference has been un­
able to comply, as no one has been appointed— 
this to a matter of serious regret, as it to our opin­
ion that there to no locality in Newfoundland that 
would be more likely to be crowned with abun­
dant spiritual success. Let us •• Pray theraftias 
the Lord of the harvest, that he would send forth 
labourers into Hit harvest."

have known that afterwards, with no small de­
gree of earnestness, and of success among the 
thoughtless, they have spoken very reproachfully 
of the concluding appeal and of the Preacher 
who made it In the meeting of classes too, 
when according to the principles laid down for 
the guidance of our Ministers, they have in the 
most kindly manner brought the subject of the 
Home Mission or of the Supernumeraries’ and 
Minister»' Widows’ Fund before the members of 
Society, we have heard persons strongly object 
to such proceedings, and, ostensibly on the 
ground of the impropriety of an application on 
the Lord’s day, and in connexion with so solemn 
a service, refuse altogether to contribute.

Now it to obvious that both parties cannot be 
right. If the objectors act with reason, then 
are the Ministers wrong. But if their appeals 
are Scriptural, then is it not only ungenerous, 
but unjust and foolish to repulse and condemn 
them. And it to surely a matter of some mo­
ment to decide who is right and who to wrong.

We presume that no professing Christian will 
call in question the propriety of sustaining the 
different departments of the cause of God, by 
monetary offerings. How, and when, and where, 
ought these contributions to be made ? These 
are enquiries which have been answered for us 
in that volume, from whose dictation there is no 
appeal. Satisfactory inferences might be largely 
drawn from tbe records of the Old Testament, 
and most instructive examples of religious libe­
rality might be selected from the history of the 
ancient Church, both in the Patriarchal and the 
Jewish age ; but we prefer a reference to the ex­
plicit directions of the Holy Ghost, aa given in 
the Scriptures of the New Testament, and in­
tended for the guidance of Christian believers in 
all places, and to the end of time.

In 1 Cor. xvL 1, 2, we thus read, “ Now con­
cerning the collection for the saints, as I have 
given order to the churches of Galatia, even ao 
do ye. Upon the first day of the week, let every 
one of you lay by him in store, as God hath 
prospered him, that there be no gatherings when 
I come." We do not intend to expound this 
passage exhaustively ; to do ao would require 
the space of a volume rather than of a brief ar­
ticle. There to, however, a reference here to the 
universal obligation of the duty of religious con­
tribution.

This 
village, aa most of our readers are probably 
aware, is situated on the St. Mary's River, and 
is only about eleven miles distant from Wine 
Harbor.

But the deceased will be long remembered with 
affection, for the kindness and amiability of his 
character. As a citizen it would not tie easy to 
say too much in his praise. In mind, manners, 
and deportment, Martin Gay Black was the ideal 
of a Christian gentleman. Ever one of the fore­
most in every good work, he was especially a 
friend to the poor and needy, to whom his heart, 
his hand, and his purse w ere ever open. Few 
indeed, even among his intimate friends, were 
aware of the number and extent of his benefac­
tions,—for he was emphatically, one of those, 
whose “ left hand knoweth not what his right 
hand doeth.” Alter what may be called in the 
best sense of the term, a successful life, be has 
passed away peacefully to a better world, leaving 
an enviable reputation to hi» bereaved family ana 
the community, to which be was for so many 
years a pattern of every moral excellence.

He gives this mixture to the 
fowl» every day till the danger of gapes is past. 
One ounce of the asafwtida lasts through the sea­
son, and he rates as many early chickens as he 
desires.

Ohio Farmer says there is no one grain so well 
suited as food for hens as barley. Barley, when 
fed with oats and com, will often be gathered 
first by the fowls ; and hens fed with more or 
less liarley are said lo lay more freely. We have 
used barley and peas mixed, and our return of 
eggs is evidence of the suitableness at the food. 
—Ilui'il Sew Yorker.

To I’crift Water.—It is not so generally 
known aa it ought to lie, that (rounded alum pos­
sesses the property of purifying water. A large 
tablespoonful of pulverized alum sprinkled into 
a hogshead of water (the water stirred round at 
the time,) will, after the lapse of a few hours, by 
precipitating to the bottom the impure particles, 
so purify it, that it will be found to possess near­
ly all the freshness and clearness of the finest 
spring water. A pailful, containing four gallon* 
may be purified by a single teaspoonfuL

Influence of Extreme Cold upon Seeds. 
—Some experiments have been made this year 
by Prof. F.lie Wartmann, of Geneva, Switzerland 
on the influence of extreme cold upon the seeds 
of plants. Nine varieties of seeds, some of them 
tropical, were selected. * They were placed in 
hermetically-sealed tubes, and submitted to 
cold as severe as science can produce. Some

To Destroy Flies.—Cold green tea, very- 
strong, and sweetened with sugar when set about 
in saucers, attracts flics and destroys them.

Cbea>( Custard.—Mix a pint of cream with 
one of milk, five beaten eggs, a lablespoonfld of 
flour and three of sugar. Add nutmeg to the 
taste, and bake the custard in cups or pie plates 
in a quick oven.

To Renovate Buck Crape.—Skim milk and 
water, with a little bit of glue in it, made scalding 
hot, will restore old rusty black Italian crape. If 
dapped and pulled dry, like fine muslin, it will 
look as good as new.

Steamed Egos.—Butter a plate and brake the 
eggs upon it, and season with butter, salt and 
pepper. Place them in a steamer, and cook a 
longer or shorter time, according to individual 
taste. This is a good dish for an invalid, if not 
cooked too hard.

Nice Light Buns.—One pound of flour, six 
ounces of butter, two tea-spoonfuls of yeast pow­
der, quarter of a pound of sugar ; beat the yolk of 
an egg separately, half a gill of milk, and a few 
drops of essence of lemon ; balte immediately.

Kitchen Odor».—The unpleasant odors from 
boiling ham, cabbages, etc., is completely cor­
rected by throwing whole red pepper into the 
pot—at the same time the flavor of the food is 
improved. Pieces of charcoal will produce the 
same effect.

Cold Slaw.—Yolks of two egg», a tablespoon­
ful of cream, a small tea-spoonful of mustard, a 
little salt, and two tablespoonfals of vinegar. If 
cream is not used, put in a small lump of butter 
rubbed in a little flour. Cut the cabbage very 
fine, heat the mixture, and pour it on hot

Good Ykast.—Boil one pound of good flour, 
a quarter of a pound of moist sugar, and half an 
ounce of salt, in two gallons of water, for an hour. 
When nearly cold, bottle and cork it closely. 
It will be fit for use in twenty-four hours, and 
one pint will make eighteen pounds of bread.

AriT.r. Tapioca.—Pare, core and quarter eight 
apples, take one half table-spoonful of tapioca, 
which has been soaked all night in water ; put in 
one half tea-cup of white sugar and flour ; put the 
tapioca so mixed in a stewpan, and let it simmer 
ten minutes; then put in the apples, and simmer 
ten minutes more. When cold, there will be a 
jelly round the apples.

To Whiten Linf.n.—Stains occasioned by- 
fruit iron rust, and other similar causes, may lie 
removed by applying to the parts injured a weak 
solution of the chloride of lime—the cloth having 
been previously well washed—or of soda, oxalic 
acid, or salts of lemon, in warm water. The 
parte subjected to this operation should he sub­
sequently well rinsed in soft, clear, warm water, 
with soap, and be immediately dried in tlie sun.

Blackberry Cordial.—To one quart of 
blacklwrry juice add one pound of white sugar, 
one table-spoonful of cloves, one of allspice, one 
of cinnamon, and one of nutmeg. Boil altogether 
fifteen minutes : add a wine-glass of whisky, bran­
dy, or rum. Bottle while hot, cork tight and 
seal. This is almost a specific in diarrhea. We 
have known severe cases of dysentery cured by it; 
and one dose—a wine-glassful for an adult, half 
that quantity for a child—will often cure diarr­
hea. It may be taken three or four times a day 
if the case is severe.

Ventilation of the Apples Barrel.—By 
this we mean the boring of holes in the head or 
staves of the barrels, that will allow the escape 
of the moisture that is constantly passing off from 
the newly-gathered fruit We hazard nothing 
in the statement that one-half the fruit sent to 
this market this season, so far baa been raateri 
ally injured from this cause. The effect of con­
fined vapor upon the apple is not at once appar­
ent The fruit appears uncommonly bright on 
the firstjopening ; but as the surface dries off, the 
apple begins to grow dull looking, aad if a light- 
skinned apple, in a day or two will present the 
appearance of half-baked fruit 

But this steaming from confinement not only 
injures the sale of the fruit, but, to the great 
disappointment of the consumer, hie fruit does 
not keep aa he supposed it would, and as the 
variety of apple he purchased led him to suppose 
it would. Premature decay is sure to follow as
