SCPERANNUATION ° FUND,

Rev. Dr. Sanderson then read the
report of the Committee on the Wes-
tern Superannuation Fund. The in-
come of the fund has been from all
sources during the past quadrennium
2128,953. The total expenditure for
these years has been £129,134, Dur-
ing the quadrennium, as during that
which preceded it, the superanuuated
mninisters and widows have received
but two-thirds of their legal claim an-
nually, and in the last year but seven-
twelfths, and there is a painful pros-
- pect of a further diminution of pay-
! ments during the present year. The

diffzrence between the legitimate
claims and those paid amounts to $70,-
000. In harmony with the strongly
i and clearly expressed wishes of the
Annual Conferences the Board very
earnestly hopes that the General Con:
. ference will in its wisdom devise somg
| practical and effective plan by which
the legitimate claims of all the super-
annuated ministers and widows will
| be fully met.

The discussion on the changes in
the constitution of their fund recom-
mended by the Committee occupied
| four sessions of the Conference; but

as our Eastern Conferences have mno
' interest in the fund, we deem it unne-
cessary to publish the debate.

FRATERNAL DELEGATION.

Dr. Rice said that it was the privil-
ege of the Church last year to send
two of their members down to the
sunny sotth and now that Church had
sent the present fraternal delegate,
Bishop McTyeire, up to the north to
visit them. He introduced the Bish-
op to the Conference.

Bishop McTyeire had great pleasure

| South were divided in 1845.  Then
| the Southern Church had 330,000
| white an1 133,000 colored members.
! They labored for fifteen years uuti
" 1861, when the census showed a mem-
bership of 537,000 whites and 280,000
culored people. That is to say for
the first fifteen years of their separate
existence as a Church there was an in-

bership. He passed over five years
of which the memories were painful.
In those years they held few Annual
Conferencés, and no General Confer-
ence was held until 1866 at New Or-
leans. They had passed through dis-

Methodism proved itself equal to the
fiery test imposed on it, and the
Charch was a unit still. When the
roll was called in 1866 it was found
that the membership had sadly de-
creased. There were 420,000 whites
and but 88,000 colored members. One
great man had said that the whole of
Asis kil gone against them, but the

whole of Africa had gone against
them. Considering the condition of
the country and as the negroes had pe-
titioned forit, they were set up into a
Colored Methodist Episcopal Church.
Two bishops were ordained for them
and all their property was turned over
to them. They have done well, and
have had a good degree of pros-
perity. (In 1881 the census showed
that the membership of the M, E.
Church had increased to 844,000, thus
showing a zratifying addition of over
100 per cent. to the membership.
! This would give an idea of the extent
| and nature of the work. Besides
their own Charch they bad many mis-
sions among the Indians and had a
Conference composed of Indians
which numbered over 5000. These
| Indians have given mo trouble and
| have adopted the ways of civilization

Judson wasapprehended,and with
cruel violenco and gross indigni-
ty was cast into the death-prison.
In a few days, through a money
payment, he and other prisoners
were removed from that awful
place to an open shed within the
prison bounds. There they lay
with irons upon their limbs. When
her husband was castinto prison,
one of the first acts of Mrs, Jud-
son was to bury the manuscript
of the New Testament under the
house in the soil, lest it should be
found and destroyed by their per-
secutors. When Mr, Judson was
permitted to receive a visit from
his brave wife, and they could
speuk together a little naturally,
one of his carliest inquiries relat-
ed to tho safety of the work which
had cost him so much time and
toil. Tihe rains bad set in, and
the manuscript would be destroy-
ed it it remained long in the
ground. A plan far the preserva-
tion of this priceless treasure was
soon dovised. Mrs. Judson sew-
ed it up in some cotton stuff,
which sbe further encased with
mutting, thus making a pillow for
her husband, so unsightly and so
hard, that she supposed no one
would care to take it from him.

After about seven months had

sed the prisoners were sudden-
y thrust again into the inner
prison and loaded with extra fet-
ters. The few poor mattrasses
and pillows, which bad scarcely
scemed to ease theiraching bones,
were taken trom them, and among
these the rough bundle on which
Dr. Judson was wont to lay his
head.

The death of the venerable Dr. Pu-
sey, of Oxford, recalls attention every-
where to the Tractarian movement, of
which some thirty or forty years ago
he was the leader, and to which the
world gave his name. Of his sincer-
ity the world has been thoroughly
convinced, even in quarters where no
doubt has been entertained of the er-
roneous character of his opin-
ions. It washis to point men in
a direction in which he neither led
nor followed. As a contemporary re-
marks ; *‘ When this movement began,
about 1830, it had the double charac-
ter of a pietistic revival, which found
expression in Keble’s hymns, and also
of an intellectual awakening in theolo-
gy. The tractarians proved to their
own satisfaction that whoever accept-
ed the Thirty-nine Articles could ac-
cept Romanism. Newman followed
his logic into Rome ; Pusey remained
in the Church of England to be the
head of the High Church party. His
vigorous brain gave the party a strong
position, and it held it until Pusey be-
came old and feeble. Of the other
part of the movement, the pietistic,
Canon Liddon, whom many consider
‘“the greatest of living preachers,” is
one of the few strong representatives.
He combines remarkable High-
Churchism with the evangelical doc-
trine and spirit. But the movement
is slowing down rapidly now, and the
next Oxford ‘ departure’ may be ex-
pected in a few years.”

| They were ot opinion that the church
which they represented would yield
3 the life appointments and separate or-
| dination, but would stand firmly by
| the principle of an Itinerant Superin-
tendency in some form, leavins the
powers and functions of the oftice an
open question. The representatives
{ of the Primitive Methodist and the
Bible Christian Churches while not
advocating superintendency per se, ex-
pressed themselves as willing to ac-
cept the principle in order to pro-
mote a general union, provided that
the other bodies would concede the
principles of lay representation in the
annual Conference in some form. Af-
ter free conversation the following
resolutions were adjusted by the Unit-
ed Committee : 1st. That the princi-
ple of lay representation in all our
Church courts be so recognized as to
admit laymen into one annual Con-
ference to some extent, and in some
form. 2nd. That paragraph 86, page
39, of the Discipline rgfefring tb?tﬁe
election by the General Conference of
its President be so amended as to pro-
vide for an Itinerant General Super-
intendency in some form. In refer-
ence to the former resolution, it was
distinctly understood that the lay re-
presentation in the Annual Confer-
ence was not to affect the composition
of the Stationing Committee or the ex-
amination of ministerial character.

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Continuing, Rev. Dr. Withrow read
the report, of which the following is a
synopsis :—During the quadrennium
there has been an increase all along
the line. Schools have increased from
1,733 to 1,948, officers and teachers
from 15,734 to 16,620, scholars from
122,859 to 131,857. The number of
conversions reported during the last
three years is 16,481. There has
been a marked increase in the number
studying the catechism and in the cir-
culation of all the Sabbath School per-
jodicals. Eleven hundred and ninety
schools are reported as being kept
open during the year. The Sabbath
School missionary subscription has in-
creased from $15,820 in 1880 to $21,-
60 in 1882.

It was decided that
in all the Sabbath Schools of our
Church every effort be made to incul-
cate in the minds of the young people

rinciples of total abstinence from all
intoxicating liquors and injurious
practices, and for this purpose a form
of pledge shall be provided which shall
embrace abstinence from the use of
liquor, tobacco, ‘bad words, and bad
books. The Blake system of raising
missionary money in the schools was
then ordercd to be used ; also that
superintendents of circuits be request-
ed to secure as far as possible the pre-
sence of the Sunday School in a body
at the missionary meetings, and their
participation in its services by singing
missionary hymns and presenting
their missionary offerings. Mr. War-
ring Kennedy, Treasurer, presented
the Treasurer's statement of the Sab-
bath School fund for the past four
years, which gives some interesting
points : Receipts from Toronto Con-
ference, £1,040; London, $1,339;
Moatreal, $201 ; Nova Secotia, $132 ;
New Brunswick, $243; Newfound-
land, $131 ; total receipts, 83,893 ;
including balance of 8592 on hand at
last Couference and subscriptions,
$3,992. The expenses were paid this
term, and leave a balance of 8459.
Of the expenses an amount was in-
curred in sending books to the sever-
al Conferences as follows :—Toronto
Conference, to the value of $377 ;
London, $153; Montreal, 8193 ;
N-va Scotia, $165 ; New Brunswick,’
$421 ; Newfoundland, $326.

The reports were adopted, and Con-
ference adjourned. .

Rev. 8. Bond read the report of the
Committee on Sabbath Observance,
deploring the increasing laxity of pub-
lic opinion on this subject. Trains
and steamboats were now more fre-
quently plying with excursion parties.
They recommend that it be urged up-
on all church courts, and the member-
ship generally. to use the utmost vigi-
lance in enforcing the law of the land
on this subject, and if this was insuf-
ficient then to ask far legislation for
such laws as will secure this end.
That ministers and all who were en-
gaged in the instruction of others,
should foster and create the practice

of an observance of the Sabbath Day,

That ministers should frequently
preach on the subject, and set forth
the Scriptural views. That sound lit-
erature be disseminated as widely as
possible.
The President said he would present
the state of affairs in the North-West.
The hotels were greatly crowded, and
the bars were kept open all day on
the Sabbath, against all law. There
was another point in relation to the
postoffice which he wished to set forth.
The post-oftice was kept open on the
Lord’s Day. He had a son employed
there who had no alternative but to
resign or work on that day. He did
not think this was done in Ontario.
He hoped that something would be
done to $eak with the Government.

Rev. W. Galbraith moved that a
standing committee be appointed for
the purpose of enforcing the law on
the subject.
Mr. John Macdonald said he was
one of a deputation to wait on the
Premier of the Dominion Government
in 1878 upon this subject. The Com-
mittee came prepared with very sweep-
ing requests, such as the stopping of
all trains, closing of all canals, all

offices, and matters ot that kind.

ey doubtless supposed that all these
things were practicable, and this Con.
ference would doubtless think it pos-
sible. The Premier explained that
all post offices in Ontario were closed
already, but in Quebec it was abso-
lutely necessary that they should be
open, as a large number of farmers and
others could only come into town for
their letters on Sunday. Just at that
particular moment one of the deputa-
tion asked the members of Parliament
who did not take out their letters on
Sunday to hold up their hand, and the
Premier was the oan one of the mem-
bers present whodid so.: The Premier
distinctly stated that there were a
number of things clearly impossible
to avoid doing on the Sabbath.

Third, the new hymns. Over three
bundred bymns not found in the old
collection are published in the one
before us. This se2ams a large num-
ber, more in fact than the whole
number of hymns in some of our wmo-
dern bywnals. Yet the book might
bave been made much richer by a
more liberal drawing on modern
hymnology—ani ancient too—even
if several more bymns of Wesley and
Watts were omitted.. No one recog-
nizes more readily than 1 the pre-
eminent place of Charles Wesley as
a hymnist. Watts cannot touch bim,
nor can Montgomery, nor Cowper,
nor Steele. But in a book contain-
ing selections from thehymn-writers
of the Christian ages from Clement
of Alexandriasto Ray Palmer, it is
not probable that more than balf
would, by a fair and natural selec-
tion, be drawn from cne writer alone.
God does not dispense genjus.te men
in that proportion. There waust be
some basis of selection other than
that of merit or adaptation to tbe
worship of God. In this case people
would suggest denominational pride.
And this 18 not unreasonable. . Ex-
cept where it goes so far as to exciude
much finer hymns in order to pay the
greater tribute to our favorite, it is

raiseworcby. Bat to make up 935

ymns, no one oughtin justice to
himself, to the Christian world, and
to the interests of Sacred Soug—to
be levied to furnish 529, and the lat-
ter is the number attributed to Chas,
Wesley in our late book. Another
balf century will reduce it to two or
threec bundred at most. A century
will bring it down to one bhundred,
and yet when all this sard it is still
remainsthat Charies Wesley bas writ-
ten more and better hymns than any
other man. Bat they do not appre-
ciate Chbarles Wesley’s genius who
say that that genius was displayed
werely in bymns. That poetical soul
was not so limited.

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FAITH CURES.

At the Old Orchard camp-meeting
which was beld in Aogust, under the
direction of Dr. Cullis, considerable
prominence was gives t0 the subject
of faith healing, and it is said that
many were cured, “ and amoag them
scveral marked cases.”” This some-
what remarkable movement bas elic-
ited considerable discussien in the
Awerican papers. The secular pa-
pers gencrally are disposed %o pelieve
that the cares which have been un-
doubtedly effected, are the result of
faith; while many of the rel.gious

pers, are 1nclined to treat the sub-
Ject with unmerited disdain. The
Congregationalist nsists that “1itis
a pivus presumption, if not pestilent
fanaticism.” The Christian at Work
sayse, “ the 80 called faith care is un-
tenable, groundless, and usterly de-
lusive.” But the New York Twmes
bas somte sensible remarksand treats
the sabject with mmch candor. If
faith cures are all the effect of the
imagination, we musat copceive that
the 1magination works marvels. TFhe
sceptic gains very little by this view
of the matter. It is aseasy to believe
that the cripple can be cured in ans-
wer to prayer as it is t> believe that
be can instantly cure himself by an
exercise of the imagination ; 1and the
article eoncludes, ** weé are shut up
to a belief in one or the other of these
propositions, and a believer in a re-
| ligion, miraculous in its origin, ought
' to bave little difficuity in deciding
| which une be will acceps.”

! The Sept-mber number of the Ad-
vocate of Holiness has three articles
on this subjec: which contain some
| wise snggestions. The cases of heal-
ing are too numerous, and too well
attested, to be successfully denied.
| We have never doubted the fact, but
