jM Well Over 9,000 Tons Sent 
ers to Smelt Last 

Week.

Details of Production and

Mines.

With a tonnage «lightly over 9500 for 
last week, the record for Rowland mines 
as producers is splendidly maintained. 
The average for the two weeks is in ex- 
cew of anything ever achieved regularly 
in this camp, and is a significant indica­
tion of the camp’s position at the present 
time.

The oatlook for the balance of the 
year is bright, and the 400,000 ton mark 
is now within measurable distance.

During the past week the record of 
the camp was that of continued activ­
ity and steady development at the big 
mines of the city. From the outlying 
districts come reports of promising ex­
ploration Interests of the district gener­
ally.

Marked activity is now being displayed 
at the Le Roi Two company’s Elmore 
concentrator, and it is intimated that 
unless nothing interferes the present 
trial runs and other tests of the plant 
will give way on or about October 4th 
to the first really practical mill run. 
Just now the installation of the second 
Chilian mill is being pushed ahead, to­
gether with the construction of the 19,- 
000 gallon water tank, which will be util­
ized for storage purposes at the mill. 
The Gates crusher has not yet arrived, 
for some inexplicable reason, but as :t 
is en route somewhere between the man­
ufactory and the city, the machine <s 
expected daily. A feature of special 
interest in connection with the work 
is that Frank Elmore, the Inventor and 
patentee of the Elmore process of oii 
concentration, is expected in Rossland 
on or about October 10th, for the purpose 
of inspecting the plant and examining 
the local situation generally.

The Rossland Power company is de­
voting great care to the preparations for 
construction at the Trail mill site. Spurs 
are being built to the site for the con­
veyance of material, and the first move 
on the buildings will be made in a short 
time About twenty men will be engaged 
on construction, and the company is con­
fident that with the celerity they are 
prepared to brine to bear on the works, 
the premises will be roofed in before 
snow flies sufficiently to impede further 
work.

Mr. Goodeve vehemently denied, as 

charged by Mr. Macdonald, that he had 
purchased th'e Rossland light plant and 
turned it over to a private corporation. 
Instead of this he claimed that he left 
the *60,000 intended for that purpose in 
the city treasury and purchased the 
water plant. In hls opinion the light 
plant would not be a profitable invest­
ment He indulged in some rather un­
necessary self praise over his actions 
in the water deal, and declared that 
the price of water had beén cut in 
two since the city acquired the plant 
and that the city was making *1000 
per month on water. Mr. Goodeve also 
took to himself the credit of cutting in 
half the price of electric lights, but did 
not explain why the electric light plant 
was not purchased with the water works.

Mr. Goodeve next took a jocular turn 
and stated that Mr. Curtis had ^iven 
him 19 questions to answer concerning 
proposed legislation, and yet Mr. Curtis 
had been a member of the legislature for 
a considerable period and had not 
passed one of these laws.

Hto 
verbosity does not make up what he 
lacks in direct simplicity, not to say 
stralghtforwardnees. Hto guiding doc­
trine may be the old axiom, “Least said 
is soonest mended,” but it to rather out 
of place when he assumes the role of a 
minister of the crown enunciating a gov­
ernment policy and inviting the confid­
ence and support of the electors. If he 
refuses to give the public a chance to 
repose confidence in him as a prospective 
legislator, he has only himself to blame. 
And it is nothing short of astonishing 
that, with the country clamoring for 
political salvation and that a simple 
matter of “straight-flung words and 
true," Mr. Goodeve with all his adroit­
ness does not rise to the occasion.

In advocating lower Insurance rates 
for Rossland the residents responsible 
tor the agitation, principal among these 
being Mayor Dean, have taken steps to 
prove that their argument is logical and 
that they are prepared to take every ac­
tion possible within reasonable limits 
to merit better treatment at the hands 
of the fire insurance people than is be­
ing meted out to property owners In 
the Golden City from the view point of 
most of this element

During the present year a series of 
in portant improvements have been made 
in the direction of bettering the fire 
protection system in the city. At the 
first of the current tjyelvemonth the 
city found itself with an efficient and 
expensive fire department housed in a 
model fire station centrally located. 
Among the Improvements wrought since 
the year opened the following may he 
enumerated as features:

L Extensive repairs, including a 
thorough re-calking by expert calkers 
brought from the Canadian Pacific 
shipyards at Nelson and Nakusp, at the 
reservoirs north of the city. The effect 
of this was to conserve the entire stor­
age capacity of the tanks for fire fight­
ing by entirely obviating the leakage, 
which had become somewhat serions.

2. The installation of a new hydrant 
and telegraph fire alarm box at the 
corner of Washington street and Fifth 
avenue, thus enlarging the usefulness 
of the fire brigade.

3. The purchase of new sets of hydrant 
gates for the fire department, the effect 
oi" which is to materially expedite the 
work of the brigade at a fire.

4. The inauguration of a campaign 
against improperly constructed chimneys, 
including the removal of all stove-pjjja 
chimneys and replacing them with brick 
chimneys. A civic ordinance covers this 
point ,and the chief of the fire depart­
ment was especially assiduous In enforc­
ing the regulations. It was found in 
many instances that the pipes were rot­
ten, so that the measure was protective 
for property owners as a whole. Ob­
servance of the regulations was insist­
ed upon even to the extent of bringing 
some citizens into court

5. A close inspection of all premises 
and insistence upon the observance of 
regulations relating to the removal )f 
debris and rubbish calculated to ’n- 
crease the fire risk. Much has been ac­
complished in this direction.

6. Various improvements in connection 
with the fire department’s equipment 
calculated to increase the efficiency of 
the force.

7. A connection via the 6-inch air 
line between the Le Roi works and the 
city mains on second avenu. This is now 
being superseded by the Kootenay ave­
nue line.

8. The erection and equipment of a 
hose shed at the corner of Washington 
street and Columbia avenue, whereby 
a number of lengths of hose are rend­
ered available tor prompt service in an 
emergency in the business section of the 
city.

9. The construction of a 6-inch pipe 
line on Kootenay avenue now under way, 
which will connect the city water mains 
With the Le Roi system of mains, plac^ 
ing the water of Little Sheep creek at 
the service of the city in an emergency. 
Manufacturers having been unable to 
deliver the pipe tor this purpose prompt­
ly, the city of Nelson courteonsly loaned 
the required material.

10. The laying of 2093 feet of 3-4 to 4 
inch pipe, exclusive of services to houses, 
whereby city water was brought into 
numerous houses, rendering occupants 
able to cope with incipient fires to ex­
cellent advantage.

11. The receipt of assurances from the 
War Eagle-Centre Star and Le Rol min­
ing companies that in event of emergen­
cies the city could count upon their as­
sistance and the use of their modem fire 
fighting apparatus. The combined length 
of standard, efficient hose thns rendered 
available, including the city’s stock, is 
about a mile and jt half, the corporation 
owning 4700 feet ont of the total of 8450 
ft et The city now has 23 hydrants 
available for fire fighting.

It will be seen from the foregoing 
that the corporation has done many 
things to justify the strong appeal for 
reduced rates, and that the fire Insur­
ance companies should In all reason take 
the subject up carefully and thoroughly 
at this Juncture.

THE ELECTION.

Editor Miner:—One aspect of the lo­
cal political campaign Impresses me so 
strongly that I am surprised so few 
electors seem to have noted the fact, 
viz., relative positions or the candidates 
in respect to the electors. At Mft Good- 
eve’s nomination meeting, which was of. 
a semi-public nature, his remarks were 
altogether too general and too replete 
with Inferred "tomorrows" to constitute 
any real definition of his position on the 
vital issues of the day.

He Is trying to en­
list their support without deigning to 
state in a public manner his policy, or 
the policy of the government with which 
be is now identified, on any of the ques­
tions that are really at stake now. My 
own opinion is that the candidate who 
fears to publicly take the voters into his 
confidence on live issues cannot be de­
pended upon to fulfill private pledges, 
for private pledges are notoriously de­
signed to mee the exigencies of the mo­
ment

I believe that in sueb circumstances 
every intelligent voter should positively 
decline to consider the matter of pledg­
ing his support to Mr. Goodeve at least 
until such time as he declares himself 
without equivocation or quibbling and 
in the most public manner. The only 
string which electors have on success­
ful candidates are ante-election pledgee, 
and It is a duty to the community and 
the country to insist that Mr. Goodeve 
gives such pledges openly and above 
board. Otherwise, the interests of the 
country are certain to suffer.

It is time for the Conservative can­
didate to drop the bushwhacking method 
of canvassing, to come fairly and square­
ly before the electors in a manly and 
candid manner with his pledges to the 
electorate. He has failed utterly to do 
this np to the present time, and the fact 
la so significant that it cannot and must 
not be overlooked.

The 
average French farmer has his old 
stocking with its little store of gold 
coins that has become proverbial in 
connection with the class.

The areas of arable land along the 
interior lakes of the Kootenays and 
Boundary have great possibilities for 
this class of farmer. The market for 
his mixed farm products is constant­
ly growing and insatiable in its de­
mand for the delicacies that could be 
produced on the lands in question. 
Especially there is the possibility of 
the valley and bench lands proving 
suited to viticulture, which the 
French peasant from the wine prov­
inces understands from the prepara­
tion of the land for the vine to the 
preparation of the typical wines pro­
duced. Mr. Wlallard gathered Infor­
mation on these points. He will have 
tests of the soil made at the depart­
ment of agriculture’s Ottawa labora­
tory and a schedule of temperatures 
taken, all of which information will 
be of value to settlers who might be 
induced to attempt thlie line of work 
in British Columbia.

ir. the new ouilding will be on Sunday 
night. This is no false alarm. It is un­
derstood that peremptory instructions 
arrived from Ottawa to the effect that 
the office must be moved before the 
end of September, but in any event 
Postmaster Wadds is now completing 
his arrangements to move, and will shift 
hie department bag and baggage on Sat­
urday evening after the night mail is 
distributed.

The customs and inland revenue offi­
ces will move on Saturday or Sunday 
also, and Monday morning will see them 
both doing business in the new stand.

Inasmuch as it is expected that the 
excellent facilities for conducting the 
business of the postoffice in the new 
federal building will make an important 
improvement in the local service, citi­
zens generally will welcome the change 
which has come after so mahy long 
months of waiting.

The" new postoffice has already been 
described in The Miner so far as Its 
interior furnishings are concerned. The 
fittings and furniture are of the best 
material, quartered oak predominating. 
It is likely also that a substantial re­
duction will be made in the box rentals. 
In the old building the boxes were own­
ed by the postmaster and rented to the 
public by him, while in the new office 
the boxes, about 700 in number, are 
government property and rent for less 
money. The present rate for ordinary 
boxes is 81.50 for each quarter, with a 
reduction when rates are paid annually 
in advance, while drawers rent at 813 
per annum. In the new office the rentals 
will probably be 81 per quarter tor 
boxes and 86 per annum for drawers. 
Explicit instructions on this point have 
not come to hand as yet, but Postmaster 
Wadds will have the regulations before 
Sunday.

The customs and revenue offices on 
the second floor are handsomely furnish­
ed, and the facilities for conducting 
the business of the various departments 
are admirable.

CLAIM A CAPTUREIt is hardly necessary for me to as­
sure you that I am in the closest sym- 
pathy with the Provincial Mining asso­
ciation and its objects. I will therefore 
proceed to deal with the questions seri­
atim:

1. I am in favor of the substitution of 
a tax on net profits for the two per cent 
tax. If i were consulting my own in­
clination in the matter, I should go so 
far as to say that there should be no 
royalty at all exacted until the mining 
industry is on a more promising footing, 
but I fear the country is not willing to 
go that far, and therefore a fair compro­
mise, such as above suggested, I think 
would best meet the case.

2. This does not go far enough. In 
addition to protection against forfeiture 
by reason of lapse of free miners’ cer­
tificate, there should be some protection 
in .the case of failure inadvertently to 
do or record the assessment within the 
year.

3. I quite agree with this proposed 
amendment to the law.

4. I also agree that the fee for crown 
grants should be reduced from 825 to 810.

5. With regard to the Boiler Inspec­
tion Act, I think there is imperative 
need for enquiry as to its operation and 
believe that without increasing the risk 
in the slightest degree to those working 
about steam boilers, the act can be made 
to bear very much less harshly upon the 
owners.

He A 
was followed: by Mr. Parr, who defined 
his position at length, read his resolu­
tions of endorsation by Ymir and Nel­
son miners’ unions, and declared himself 
as a Liberal who would devote his at­
tention in the legislature, if elected, par­
ticularly to the interests of the working­
man.

Mr. MacNeill contended that what Brit­
ish Columbia required to insure its fu­
ture prosperity was stable government, 
and that the McBride government ne!4 
forth the prospect of such government, 
while the Liberals were too hopelessly 
divided to afford any prospect of relief 
from the evils of bad government from 
which the province had suffered in the 
past He maintained that the Liberal 
governments had not done the right 
thing by workingmen, instancing the 
failure of the Federal administration to 
enforce the Alien Labor Act in the last 
Rossland strike.

Smith Curtis, ex-M. L. A., wound up 
the meeting in a lengthy and stirring 
speech. He announced that he would 
metaphorically wipe the floor with Mr. 
MacNeill, and proceeded to do so. Re­
ferring to the enforcement of the Alien 
Labor Act In Rossland, Mr. Curtis stat­
ed that the Federal government sent 
Labor Commissioner Mackenzie King to 
Rossland, and that Mr. King offered to 
enforce the law under certain most rea­
sonable conditions. The miners’ union 
declined to accept his offer, and he be­
lieved the reason for their refusal was 
that his friend in the audience, Hon.
C. H. Mackintosh, had held forth the 
hope that he would shortly accede to 
the general management of the Le Rol 
company and that a settlement would 
then be arrived at that would be sat­
isfactory to the union. The speaker had 
no doubt that Governor Mackintosh 
would have fulfilled the undertaking to 
the letter, but his plans didn’t come to 
fruition, and the miners’ union lost their 
opportunity.

At that very juncture, Mr. Curtis con­
tinued, certain prosecutions were under 
way by the attorney general against 
Beamish and Colistro, members of the 
miners’ union, and Mr. Eberts, who was 
a colleague of Mr. McBride at that very 
time, engaged T. Mayne Daly to prose­
cute these workingmen, while flatly re­
fusing to enforce the Alien Labor law. It 
might be said that the Alien Labor law 
was a Dominion statute and that the 
onus of enforcing it was on the Federal 
government—he would like to point out 
that the law under which Beamish and 
Colistro were prosecuted was also a 
Dominion statute, and that Mr. Eberts 
as attorney general was equally respon­
sible for the enforcement of the Alien 
Labor law together with all laws affect­
ing the province, whether passed in the 
house of commons or the legislature.

The balance of Mr. Curtis’ address was 
devoted to criticisms of the McBride 
government’s attitude in respect to East 
Kootenay coal and petroleum lands, the 
necessity for laws that would put an 
end to disastrous strikes or lock-outs, 
the undesirability of Joseph Martin as 
a leader of the Liberal party and the 
pronouncements on this point by numer­
ous Liberal candidates, and a review 
of the legislation favorably affecting 
labor that had been originated and 
passed by Liberals administrations.

In conclusion Mr. Goodeve predicted 
that the McBride government would be 
sustained and would have a majority 
of from 6 to 10, Instead of being defeat­
ed by 12, as prophesied by Mr. Macdon­
ald. For several reasons above outlined 
he would ask for the suffrages of his 
auditors, and declared that he felt sure 
that he would be elected.

Mr. Goodeve forgot for a time bis de­
fensive tactics and became mildly ag­
gressive, for he said that Mr. Macdon­
ald’s attitude on the East Kootenay 
land question had not always been the 
same as it was last night He reiter­
ated the statement which he made at 
the meeting on Saturday night, that 
soon after he was nominated he was ap­
proached by those interested in these 
lands and asked to pledge himself to 
aid them in securing titles to the lands. 
After due consideration he promised to 
do all that he could to secure for them 
the land. Mr. Goodeve further declared 
that the position which he took on this 
matter, and his position was shared by 
Mr. McBride, was that those who had 
statutory rights to them should receive 
them. If elected he pledged himself to 
do all that was in his power toward 
curing the licenses for those who 
legally entitled to them.

In regard to aliens, he said that when 
the province had invited them, in their 
laws, to come here and to take up min­
eral lands, they should be treated justly, 
and as a member of the government he 
would treat them justly; in short, he 
contended that every man who had 
complied with the law, whether Cana­
dian or alien, should be treated justly.

In discussing the finances of the pro­
vince, Mr. Goodeve went over mnch the 
same ground that he covered on Satur­
day evening. The annual revenue of the 
province was from $1,760,000 to $2.000,009, 
and yet there was an annual deficit of 
half a million dollars. That this annual
