The Landing of Big Zeppelin Which Caused Great
Excitement in France Was Satisfactorily Explained
and the Airmen Waved Good-Bye to the Populace.

[Canadian Press Despateh]

LUNEVILLE, Fance, April 4.—
German Air Cruiser Zeppelin 1V. af-
ter reinflation, ascended and departed
for Germany Shortly before three
o'clock this afternoon.

The landing of the German mili-
tary airship Zepelin 1V., which creat-
éd a sensation by descending on tluz
parade ground here in the midst ol
a brigade of French riflemen yester-
day, was satisfactorily explained toa
French board of inquiry to-day. The
airship and her crew were afterward
released on payment of §2,000 as
custom duty and the incident was de-
clared by the authroities as closed. |

The crew of the dirigible had been |
kept virtually prisoners throughout
the night, but technically not in the
custody.

The officers and mechanics on
board ‘numbered eleven and they were
all’ requested to remain in Luneville
until he incident had been fully in-|
vestigated, to~ which they readily |
agreed. ‘

The aviators asked if they mightj
be allowed togsleep in the cabin of|
the airship which is about the same|
dimensions of the pullman car. The|
French commandant consented to|
this and they passed the night onl
board surrounded by fifty rench sen-
tinels, posteg ostensibly to prevent
the merely curious from approaching.

General Auguste E. Hirschauer, the
chief of the aviation corps of the
French army, arrived from Paris dur-
ing the night to take charge of the
investigation, which began at an ear-
ly hour this morning.

Opinion in military circles is divi-
ded as to whether the German avia-
tors really lost their way or had un-
dertaken an audacious attempt at es-
pionage.

[t is reported that the Germans will
not be allowed to depart until the
whole matter has been fully cleared
up.
The investigation conducted by Col.
Rirschauer, Brigadier-General Antide
Leon Lescot and the commandant at
Luneville under the presidency of
Prefect Lacogne, concluded with the
following findings:

“The balloon belongs to the Zep-
pelin Company; the German officers
on board were designated to test the
workings of the dirigible before ac-
ceptation by the German ‘Govern-
ment: the - airship landed at Lune-
ville hecause those in charge had lost |
their way and the officers on board
perceived they were near a French
l'_‘,:l]'l'iqnl'l town. .

“Captain Glund, the ranking Germ-
an officer, zave his word of honor that
neither he nor any of his companions
had taken any observations of mili-
tary value upon which the officers
were dismissed and the police com-
accompanied

The sum of $2,000 reached here
from Iriedrichsafen this morning and
was paid over to the customs’ offi-
cers as duty. The airship was there-
fore released and will be able to-take
the air again in a couple of days.

Hero fund commission just issued,
consists of over one hundred and
sixty pages.

Here are some illustrations,

Mark Casto, aged thirty-six, mas-
ter, schooner “Alberta,” with a vol-
unteer cregw of six men, rescued the
passengers and crew of the steamer
“Cherokee,” Atlantic City, N.J, Janu-
ary 14th, 1006. During a fierce gale,
Captain Casto took to the stranded
steamer on the Brigantine shoals his
sixty-foot boat, to which were trans-
ferred fifty-two persons, his two
dories and one from the steamer be-
ing lost in the sea before the trans-
fers were effected. Gold medal and

$6,500; $5,000 for the education of
Capt. Casto’s son, as needed, anl
$1,500 to liquidate a mortgage on
€Casto's ' property,

William Watkins, aged - twenty-
four, coal miner, rescued Brinley R
Davis, aged twenty-two, car tender,
Rees J. Williams, aged nineteen,
driver, and Joseph Winchent, aged
forty-five, coal miner, in a mine,
Kingston, Pa., September 3, 1904.
Watkins successively took the men
from the place of an explosion where
there was imminent danger of the
roof falling, to a position of safety.
Silver medal and $1,200 to liquidate
mortgage on his property.

Therese S. McNally, aged thirteen,
school girl, saved Loretta Merwin,
aged four, from drowning, Wood-
mont, Conn., June 16, 1904. Miss Mc-
Nally made the rescue in Long Is-
land Sound, eighty feet from shore,
in water eight feet deep, after swim-
ming thirty feet. Bronze medal an
$2,000 for educational purposes, as
needed.

Daniel J. Curtin, aged fifteen, water
boy, saved Hulda Johnson and Hilda
Elg, aged ten, from drowning, New
York City, August 21, 1905. Curtinu
swam ten feet to the girls, who were
carried into deep water while bath-
ing in'East River, and after success-
fully overcoming the struggles of the
first girl, returned and assisted the
second one to shore. Bronze medal
and $2,000 for educational purposes,
as needed.

James V. Godman, aged thirty, civil
engineer, died attempting to save
William H. Funk, agea thirty-six,
city marshal, from suffocation, War-
saw, Ind., July 25, 1904. Godman
entered a “lift-well” of the city sewer
system, and was overcome by gas
while endeavoring to remove Funk,
who was already unconscious. Silver
madal and $1,811.54 in trust for three
children,

Andrew J. Hedger, aged forty-five,
county superintendent of schools,
rescued Joseph H. King, aged forty-
sevegn, from a cave-in, Pierceville,
Kan., November 27, 1606. While
working at a well pipe at the bottom
of a hole, thirty-two feet deep and
four feat square, the earth, which was
of sandy nature, caved in and buried
King, hands down, up to his arm
pits, and another man completely.
After remonstrating with the friends
of the men who had gathered, for
their refusal to go by themselves, or
to accompany him, to their assistance
Hedger, a stranger, went down into
thq hole alone and extricated King
and then the other man’s body, being
engaged in the work upwards of two
hours. All this time another cave-in
was imminent, as indicated by a
crack at the surface, and later, the
threatened cave-in occurred. Gold
medal and $3,600; $600 to be applied
to the liquidation of his debts, ani
$3,000 for the education of his child-
ren, as needed.

LD NEW YORK|

Mayor Gaynor’'s Driastic
Orders are Being Carried
Out to Dismay of
-Many

[Canadian Press Despatch]

NEW YORK, April 4—Broadway
restaurants, which have not yet re-
covered from the shock of Mayor
Gaynor’s order prohibiting the selling
of liquor after 1 a.m.; are about to be
attacked on another point. Special
officers from the police department
are now investigating places where
tea-time turkey trotting is regarded
by some as the proper thing.

The plain clothes men have found
that within the hours of 4 and 6 in
the afternoon the ballfooms attachéd
to about twenty restaurants . are
throngéd with girls and men dancing
the turkey trot. .Between dances they
sit ‘at tea tables, and some of them do
not confine their drinks to tea exclu-
sively. Cocktails enter into the list.

Under the present law any public
place that has fifty rooms may claim
to be a hotel and may have dancing
without any special permit from the
city. There are a number of resorts
where dancing is conducted under this
law that the mayor believes to be en-
dangering the morals of the women
who frequent them.

A bill is being prepared by the cor-
poration counsel at Albany which will
give the city control of dancing held
in hotels. There is no desire to re-
strict dancing in the first-class hostel-
ries, but in order to pit a stop to the
viciqus dancjng that has been going
on in certain resorts a general bill
has been drawn. This bill will be
sent to Albany Monday, it is said.

The grand jury to-day indicted four
men, declared to be members of an
organized band of foréigners, that has
for many months been engaged in
committing crimes of a vielent char-
acter.

The police were fighting
against great odds, and rumors that ¢
many of the strikers had gone hack‘
to, the foreign colonies to obtain
weapons caused Chief Bell to send
for:the fire department. Lines of hose
were laid and the strikers were driven
back gradually. They continued in
an ugly mood until Mayor O’Neill
decided to call out the militia. The
riot call was sounded through the
strzets, am! within an hour Captain
Johnston assembled his men at the
state armory. They were ordered to

patrol the emtire eity, while'theé fHays?

The Luck of the Peacock

The ‘idea that  peacock’s feathers
are unlucky is based on superstitu-
tion belonging to the classical ages,
according to E. Grogan. The story
runs that the tail represents the Evii
Eye. Argus was left by Osiris, King
of Egypt, in charge of Isis the Queen
during the King’s absence. Argus
with ‘one hundred spies (eyes) be-
came ' over-powerful and usurped the
crown. Mercury- came to the rescue
and decapitated the monster. Juno
then transformed the headless Areo
intee a peacock, and put matters right
set his eyes in his tail. Condemning
thg peacock as unlucky is quite mo-
dern, Tt would seem that we of the
present day skip right back to myth-
ology for this superstition,

If in the Middle Ages they hatl
been ‘considered evil peacocks woul 1
never have heen’ permitted to appear |
upon the gorgeous robes possessed. by
Church, dignitaries-of the highest or-
der. Pope Paschal early in the ninth
century owned - wonderfully embel-
lished robes, many being covered
with precious stones. The most ex-
ceptional and beautiful of all was au
amber = garment embroidered with
peacocks. Pope T.co IV had a drap-
ery on which was pictured a man
poised upon a peacock. The altar f
Pope Stefano V. was adorned = with
four splendid cloths emblazoned with
these proud birds. Time after time
tliey appear wrought into religious
designs. The feathers themselves
were woven into ‘a ‘mantle sent by
Pope Paul III to King Pepin.

It is.not conggivable that the pea-
cock comld have been of evil omen
when it took the form of a Roy:l
Coronation gift The Queen of Henry
IT1 received from ‘her sister, the
Queen of France, a quaint and valu-
able silver peacock of no mean size,
Its tail was set with many a sap-
phire and precious stones.
