TOKIO, Aug. 2r—Japan is
quietly preparing for eventualities,
following the expiration next Sun-
day of her ultimatum to Germany,
demanding the withdrawal of Ger-

The strictest prohibition has
been placed on the pubiication of
any information concerning the
movements of Japanese ships and
troops. All correspondence is cen-
sored and the newspapsers are
closely watched.

The . activities at the German
embassy, where personal effects
are being packed for shipment, are
the only indication of what the
answer of Germany will be. Mean
while nothwithstanding the most .
sensational reports of the treat-
ment of Japanese in Germany,
there is no evidence of anti-
German feeling here. On the
contrary, the authorities have
given notice that all Germans re-
maining in Japan must be treated
courteously, German professors
are expected to remain at their
posts unless they are needed for
service at home.

The war and navy departments
are preparing for a move on Kiao
Chow, where, contrary to current
reports, the fortifications are real-
ly formidable. Since the outbreak
of the European war thousands
of Chinesc coolies have been em-
ployed in strengthening these de-
fences. It is believed here that
the taking of Kiao-Chow will not
be an easy task.

The Japanese newspapers and
leading Japanese express surprise
at the tone of the American press
that attributes sinister motives
to Japan in sending an ultimatum
to Germany. They state that this
action was taken only after weeks
of conversations with Great Bri-
tain and was at the request of and

-with the approval of Japan’s ally.

Premier Okuma and Foreign
Minister Kato hase made repeated
and categorical denials that Japan
has designs on Samoa and the
Philippines or any other terri-
tory.

Baron Fiichi Shibusawa, presi-

However,
in consequence of an increase in com-
mercial activity, due to easier money
conditions, a marked improvement be-
came noticeable about the end of
July, as shown by the fact that the
loss of revenue for August, as shown
by the first ten days of the present
month, was at the rate of only $1,-
500,000 for the thirty days, as com-
pared with an average decline of $2,-
700,000 for eachr-of the four preceding
months.

Motor lorries, big transport wagons,
and every other kind of modern con-
veyance, have changed the aspect of
the quiet countryside, and the activity
apparent everywhere is such as has
never'before been displayed at any
military camp in Canada. The pro-
gress made thus far unquestionably
breaks all records.

It is less than ten days ago that
work was started on the preparation
of the camp, and already the bulk is
done.

Four thiles of pipe have been laid
from the camp to connect with the in-
take at the river which' bounds the
camp on its left flank, and the other
four are distributed. White and neat,
hundreds of tents are waiting ready to
receive the incoming volunteers.
Roads, and good roads at that have
been made. Hospital, ordnance stores,
sheds of all descriptions are springing
up like mushrooms in the night.

It will be an ideal camp in many
ways. No rain is likely to bother the
men much as the dry, sandy soil
will drink it in at once.

Of the hundreds of men now in
camp all seem to have benefited by
their brief stay here. Every one has
a good, healthy tan and they seem
happy and contented enough.

Typhoid is spread through
water contaminated by sewage or in
li'd‘l}ids diluted with 'such water, or
eating utensils washed in it, or by hand-
Ting the personal belongings of typhoid
patients. Fles carry many typhoid
bacilli from patients to food in 'mess
halls, and oysters fattened in Hewage
Id#en wiitérs contain ‘typhoid bcill.

All
worms starve the body, and by certain
poisons which they generate redpce the
amount and quantity of the blood. The
hook worm is a serious.offender among
the natives, causing anemia, a' disease
that has killed off great numbers of the
inhabitants, as certain classes eat much
that is not cleanly and liable to contain
the eggs of intestinal worms.

Boil All Water.

“Tternal vigilance is fhe price of
health more surely -in the climate to
which our men may now be exposed, and
they should establish an inviciable rule
fhat water used for drinking purposes
must be filtered and boiled, Boiled
microbes cannot give disease, and boiling
the water is the only sure method of ex-
terminating them. Hands should be
washed before using them to place any-
thing in the mouth, as they are the most
frequent cause of carrying these dis-
eases.

“The lower classes of Mexico are any-
thing but particular in.itheir mode of
living; hence the sauses of these diseases
may be borne around by them, contam-
inating anything with which they come
in contact.
