He spread a large piece of
bread with the delicions looking com-
pound. One bite was all he could
take of it in its natural state. Being
of an economical turn, and not wish-
ing to lose the large slice of bread, he
tempered the flavor of the butter with,
a generous slice of black seed onion,
which he candidly avers was prefer-
able to the butter. Housewives,
please look a little closer after the
cream pails and see that the milk is
thoroughly worked from the butter
before Eringing it to market.
