BIG CHANNEL

Of St. Mary’s River Two Miles Long
and 300 Feet Wide.

Sault Ste. Marie, Oct. 14.—Water
was turned into the new channel of
the St. Mary’s River at the West
Neebish yesterday, marking the com-
pletion of one of the biggest projects
undertaken on the great lakes since
the building of the Poe lock. The
new channel is over two miles in
length, 9,000 feet of which is cut
through solid rock.

The channel is 300 feet in width,
with a depth at minimum stage of
water of twenty-two feet. It is lo-
cated eighteen miles below the Soo
and lies to the west of Neebish Is-
land, the present channel being to the
east of the Island. This old channel
will hereafter be used solely for up-
bound boats, the heavily laden down-
bound craft using the new waterway,
which. has none of the sharp turns
which are embarrassing to the mod-
ern 600 foot freighter. The new chan-
nel will not be formally opened to
navigation until spring.

WHAT WILL IT COST &
TO APPEAL CASE?

Mr. J. L.

Brother of Jake Sunfield Makes Enquiries of

Counsell.

Prisoner Would Like to Have One Good Time
Before He Dies.

A brother of Jake Sunfield, a Chicago
street car conductor, has asked Mr. J. L.
Counsell, solicitor for the man who was
on Friday night sentenced to be hanged
for the murder of Andrew Radzyk, to
inform him as to the cost of carrying the
case to the Court of Appeal, and for
other information as to the case, the
object being to secure a new trial. The
prisoner’s mother, who has been here
for some days, but who did not attend
the trial, is anxious that no stone be left
unturned to save her son from death on
the gallows, but it is stated she has not
means to go to much expense. Although
the trial judge refused to grant a re-
serve case, Mr. Counsell may apply, just
the same, for leave to appeal, and the
request would no doubt be granted.
\\.hether an appeal will be entered or not
will not be known until word is received
from the prisoner’s brother in Chicago. !
Sunfield has not given the officials at |
the jail any trouble since he has been
placed in the cell of condemmed prisoners.
He has been guarded day and night, two
county constables taking turns at watch-
ing, but he has done nothing to alarm
them. He has some hopes that the jury’s
recommendation will be acted upon, and

that he will not be hanged on Nov. 28.
He was in better spirits on Saturday
than he was on Friday night, when taken
back from the court house. When he
arrived at the jail Governor Ogilvie said

“Well, Jake, have you come back1?”

“Yes, I've come back to die; but I
want to have one geod time in the mean-
time,” replied Sunfield.

One of the jurors who tried Sunfield
said most of the ten men who first de-
clared him guilty of the charge did so
on the evidence of the prisoner. The
part of the prisoner’s testimony that im-
pressed them with his guilt was that in
regard to seeing just a little wound in
Radzyk’s head and no blood. They were
under the impression that Sunfield look-
ed at his vietim just after firing the
shot and fled, as the medical testimony
was that an artery was severed, and the
wound would bleed freely, and one wit-
ness swore the room was “like a slaugh-
ter house”—there was a great quantity
of blood around.

When Budimar Protich, the court in-
terpreter, shook hands with Sunfield
after the trial, and waid he was very
sorry for him, Sunfield replied: “Sorry,
eh? If you were really sorry for me you
could have helped me a little in the
evidence.”

FOR RED

The Winter Assizes were contintied
this morning, Chief Justice Falconbridge
presiding.

In the damage action of Mrs. White-
man The Hamilton Steel & Iron
Company, to recover $10,000 the
denth of her husband, who was run over
and killed in the company's yards, Mr.

COAL—Coal mining rights may be leased |
for a period of twenty-one years at an an-
nual rental of $1 per acre. Not more thun
2560 acres shall be leased to one. individual |
or company. A royalty at the rate of nve

| cente per ton shall be collected on the mer-

ohantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age,
or over, having discovered mineral in place,
may locate a clalin 1,500 x 1,680 feet.

The fee for recording a clalm is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on the claim
each year or paid to the mining recorder in
lleu thereof. When $3500 has been expended
the locator may, upon having a
survey made, and upon complying with other
requirements, purchase the land at $1 per
acre.

The patent provides for the payment of a
royalty of 2% per cent. on the sales.

Placer mining clalms generally are 100 feet |
equare; entry fee 35, renewable yearly.

Competition is Good.

(Trade Review.)

Aristotle said that virtue lies jn the mean
between excess and defect, and the golden
mean in this problem Hes in the middle ter-
ritery between unrestricted competition and
the tyranny of unrestricted monopoly. It is
not ‘“practicable to arrive at that golden
mean. We are, in fact, approaching it. The
swing from the ‘‘wastes of competition™ to
the communities of inetrest, the trust and
the organization of. labor, was one advance.

that time to employes through strikes
amounted to $257,803,478. The loss to
workers through lockouts in the same
period was $48,819,745, or a total loss
to employees l:hreug& industrial disturb-
ances of $306,683,223. The number of
establishments involved in strikes was
117,509, making an average loss to em-
ploy in each in which
strikes occurred of $2,194. These strikes
threw out of employment 6,105,694 wage
earners, making an average loss of $42
to each. There were 9,933 lockouts in
the twenty years; the average loss to
each employer, $4,915; the number of
employees dismissed, 504,307, making an
average loss of $97 to each wage earner.
It is estimated that the loss to employ-
ers through strikes in the same time
amounted to $122,731,121, and through
lockouts, $19,927,983, making a total
cost to employers of $142,659,104.

These figures refer to direct losses to
the parties engaged in the actual strife;
the loss to the country at large was
probably as much, if not far more, while
the hindrance to development and pro-
gress can hardly be computed. Worse
than that has been the moral effect on
the community, the cultivating of class
prejudices and habituating of the public
to think class enmity. In every way it
is viewed the consequences have been
deplorable, and if careful, thoughtful
men who have a due appreciation of the
evil wrought, can bring about a method
of adjusting such difficulties with fair-
ness to all, a great benefit will be con-
ferred on mankind. And none will profit
50 much by the relegation of labor wars
to the limbo of things evil and useless as
the man wko lives by his labor.

He Changed Boy's Character by Re-
moving Piece of Bone From His
Skull—Dr.  Hollander Protests
Against Present Methods of Treat-
ing Lunacy.

New York, Oct. 13—The Herald has
reccived the following cable despatch
from London: “Can lnsanity be Cured

Surgical eration?” was the sub-
jhgct of i‘lectﬁz delivered before the In-
corporated British Phrenological So-
ciety by Dr. Bernard Hollander, a well-
known physician for mental diseases,
who early this year caused a sensation
by the publication in The Lancet and
other medical journals of a report of a
successful cure of mental derangement
by trephining.

)Da. pHoll:flder created another sensa-
tion in the course of his lecture by de-
scribing the case of a boy, aged sixteen,
who was a liar and a thief, but who,
after the removal of a strip of bone
from his skull, was restored to a state
of perfect morality.

'll',his boy had lu‘)bc constantly watched
to keep him from destroying _things,
from thrashing his fellow-pupils and
throwing stones. He told falsehoods and
had a tendency to steal; he had no
sense of decency, and grew more danger-
ons the older he got until his deeds
brought him before the Police Court,

Dr. Hollander proposed the removal of
a strip of bone from the centre line of
the head. This was carried out. An in-
cision was made from the top of the
head vertically down to each ear, when
the tissues above the right ear revealed
signs of an old injury. After several tre-
phinings had been made the bone was
cut away on the right side, “-hr.re the
membrane of the brain showed signs of
an old hemorrhage.

After being treated antiseptically the
wound was closed and healed success-
fully. The patient got gradually bett?r
and behaved properly, and not only did
he lose his bad propensities, but showed
high moral feeling. -

Dr. Hollander is convinced by this ex-
perience that many sufferers might be
rescued from living tombs to take their
part again in the world’s work by a sim-
ple surgical operation.

He  thinks that newly arrived and
cuhable cases being brought into an at-
mosphere that is already saturated with
lunacy become aggravated instead of
cured,

Fifty years ago, Le says, there was
doubt as to the possibility of localiza-
tion, but to-day it is an accopted doe-
trine, that there is a plurality of cen-
tres in the brain with definite functions,
and that injury or disease of a circum-
seribed portion of the brain can cause
derangement of the mental power which
is located there. Of course, when in-
sanity is due to some toxic instance,

some poison that has got into the sys- |

tem, then the whole brain may suffer
and all the mental powers may become
deranged.

“Careful observation of all recorded
ceses,” 'says Dr. Hollander, “has shown
me that whenever an injury affects the
same locality the same mental power
suffers, and in this manner I have ar-
rived at the localization theory.

“There is no case more common than
f a faculty to be developed, in
e of a wound, to a degree
never manifested in health. Thus blows
on the temple have caused kleptomania;
blows on parietal eminence, melan-
choly;
ligious insanity. and so 'qn, and if the
source of visitation is removed the ex-
cited faculty is reduced to its normal
activity.

“There are a great many cases on re-

It is a regular thing
to find one set of rooms where the ten-
ant has a policy and every one of six to
twelve boarders has also a policy, in
amount from $100 to $500. The total in-
surance will amount to several thousand
dollars, while the real value of all the
property is not more than a few hun-
dred dollars,

This invitation to make fires for pro-
fit is also extended to small shopkeepers,
who, for instance, can get $2,000 worth
of insurance on g stock that is valued
at $500.

Young isaacs was finally caught by a
fire marshal in peculiar circumstances. A |
marriage had been contracted for young |
Isaacs, and his father was to furnish a |
wedding dowry. He did this by setting
ip the young couple in business with a |
ek of shoes. A few weeks after the |
tore was opened the firemen were call- l
ed one Sunday afternoon and caught the
fire before the evidences of preparedness
was destroyed. The fire marshal proved
that young Isaacs was in the place a
short time before the fire. He produced
a new kerosene oil can, which Mrs.
Isaacs had bought two days before the
fire, and an examination of the stock
showed that the new shoes had been re-
moved and old styles and shapes not
manufactured for years substituted in
their place.  After the conviction of
young lIsaacs the fire marshal located
the storage place where old Isaacs kept
the_shoes he used for crooked fires, and
these were confiscated.

Another operation of this organized
incendiarism was worked by a public ad-
juster and the “mechanic.” The adjuster
would arrange with a merchant for
burning his premises, and the “me-
chanic” would set the fire, getting paid
a fixed sum, as low as $25, while the
adjuster got his commision for settling
the loss as well as the amount he
charged the merchant for arranging the
fire.

This scheme proved so profitable that
the “‘operators,” as the adjusters were
called, had agents who solicited busi-
ness, and in case a merchant was in
doubt about their ability to do the job,
they would take him to a place that had
been burned out and say: “See that
fire! Isn’t that a good job? I did it.”
So complete was the organization at one
time, “operators” had in league with
them a fire marshal in Brooklyn and bis
assistant, one of the assistant fire mar-
shals in New York and the policemen de-
tailed to the fire marshal’s offices.

The adjusters in the game were Max
A. Grauer, Joseph L. Harris. Samuel
Milch, and other men named Lewis, Rice,
YVaughan and Holt. The “mechanies” in-
cluded Shire Rosenbaum, Mark Schoen-
holz, Adolph Hirschkopf, Max Glickman,
Louis Rothman and Sarah Sibermeister.

Rosenbaum was one of the most act-
ive firemakers and in one night he set
four fires in Brooklyn. The fire marshal

He next appeared in court
in New York, with his head, neck and
hands swathed in bandages to testify
against Max Grauer, the public adjust-
er, on trial for arranging a fire in Wein-
berg’s store, Canal street. The fire mar
shal had been warned of this fire, and,
with a detective sergeant, watched the
place from Tuesday to Sunday after-

| noon, when the place was to be burned.

Sarah Silbermeister first left the store
and was arrested by the assistant fire
marshal, who also called the fire com-
panies. Louis Rothman, the “mechanic,”
who came out a few minutes later, was
seized by the detective, and while the
two were fighting in the gutter the fire
blew out the store front. The fire was
put out in time to save the evidence of
preparedness. Rothman and the Silber-
meister woman were convicted, while 4he
merchant, Weinberg, was induced to tes-
tify that Grauer had made a bargain
with him to burn the store.

Almost the last of the organized fire-
bugs to be caught was Isaac Zuker. Zuk-
er’s specialty was clothing fir and,
with his brother, he set a trail of
crooked fires that was traced back for
ten years and covered New York, Phila-
delphia, Newark and other Eastern cit-
ies. He set one successful fire in New-
ark, moved the burned stock back to
his place in Division street, New York,
and touched = this off, but the “me-
chanic” made a poor job of it, and the
firemen caught the fire. “uker was as-
rested and tried on three separate
charge of arson in the first degree, and
on convietion received a sentence of 36
vears. His conviction was aided by the
testimony of Schoenholz, the fire maker,
who in revenge for Zuker’s not aiding
him, helped the proseeution. Schoen-
holz had been sentenced to forty-eight
vears for setting a fire in East Fourth
street, where a woman was killed. - Of
the other members of the band Hirsch-
kopf received a.life sentence for a fire
in Suffolk street, which resulted in the
death of a girl, but was later pardoned;
Graur’s sentence  was thirty years;
Rothman, who confessed to setting the
fire in Canal street, was let off with 15

288 years for seventeen professional fire-
bugs.—N. Y. Herald.

A Desert Turned Into a Garden by Water 1
| From Underground.
| Two years ago a great, dry and bar-\
| ren plain, larger than the whole Swtf&
| of Massachusetts, lay between the Rio
Grande and the Nueces River. It had 4,
[ 000 white inhabitants, mostly cattle rais-
| ers, and its pasturage was so scant that
| it required ten acres to raise one steer. |

They bored for water and they found |
it— in gushers that poured out a thou-
sand gallons a minute and made lakes
| among the cacti and the mesquite. With-
| in one year B. F. Yoakum, the man they
1call the maker of the southwest, had

shot 189 miles of railroad from his Fris-
o system across the erstwhile desert,
| a score of towns had come into exis-|
| tence and the region had become the win-
itcr vegetable garden of the country.

| To-day at least 60,000 of its acres are
growing lettuce, tomatoes, cauliflower,
| onions and strawberries for the winter
| markets of the north, and the ten acres
| that two years ago would feed but one
| steer will now produce from $3,000 to
$7,000 in crops.

It is this fact that is attracting the
farmers of Iowa, Nebraska and the mid-
dle West and inaugurating a migratory
movement that has caused a cry of al-
arm to be raised from the States that
are being depopulated in the sense that
their increase has been checked. Millions
of acres in this artesian belt remain un-
touched and are still producing nothing
but sunburned cactus and mesquite,

Their first notable
step ahead this year was the granting of
Parliamentary suffrage to the women of
Then Swedish women were
made eligible for municipal office; next

ities, and now the British Parliament

| has just passed the bill making women

eligible as town and county councillors
and aldermen.

In 1888 when the county councils were
instituted in England it was thought
that women were eligible, and three—

| Lady ‘Margaret Sandhurst, Miss Jane

Cobden and Miss Cons—were elected by
the voters of London. Beresford Hope,
who had been defeated by Dady Sand-
hurst, contested the election on the
ground that women were not eligible,
The litigation was prolonged and mean-
while the women were allowed to serve.
One of the duties assigned to Lady Sand-
burst was the supervision of twenty-
three infant asylums. When Mr. Hope
finally succeeded in ousting her one of
the leading London dailies sarcastically
remarked:
