There was a small attendance to. hear
Mr. Leake outline the plan for a sys-
tem of extended technical education,

considered distinctly adaptable teo
conditions in Brantford. The inspec-
tor's recommendsation to the local

school authorities was to build a school
for mechanical work adjoined by a
corner to the Collegiate Institute
building and to have the same heated
by a central plant, and to be organ-
ized under one central head. He fur-
ther recommended the teac hing of a

three yvear course, consisting of the
lnllnwmg subjects Machine  work,
woodwork, plumbing, printing and

electrical wiring, the same as were
propoged in Hamilton. The carrying
yout of such plans would be facilitated
a great deal if the three schoo! boards
of the city were amalgamated into one
Board of Education. In this connee-
tion, Inspector Leake scored the
Brantford authorities severely, stating
| that if any business were conducted
jin the same manner as local school
t interests were, the business would not
| last twenty-four hours. Mr. Leake
furthermoré stated that all the Brant-
ford boards had to do was to unite
on some definite plan as outlined
above, and he was sure the Depart-
ment of Education would make some
liberal grant in the near future. It
{ was made plain, however, that any
| Government grant made would be
strictly for a technical school, and the
citizens would have to build their own
new Collegiate Institute.

Murderse-Male Meoslihger 4 Soldiet
of the King.

Has Seen Much Service— Where He
Comes From.

London, May 13.—Murderer Moir will
be committed for trial following his pre-
liminary - hearing, and will likely come
up to answer perhaps with his life at the
assizes in September.

1t was stated yesterday morning that
the young soldier was subject to epilep-
tio fits, and that it was likely that this
would be made a factor in his defence

Sergeant Gilmore, of Wolseley Bar-
racks, who was one of the party of lo-
cal police who were put on the chase
for the soldier, had an interview with
the prisoner in his cell at the police sta-
tion this morning.-

Moir was struck off the strength of
Wolseley Barracks as a deserter on Sat-
urday, ‘and Gilmore informed Moir of
this, asking bim what part of his ef-
fects he wanted sent to him.

The soldier asked to have all of his
eivilian ontfit brought down to him, to-
gether with his personal effects and his
trunk.

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THE BIBLE AS
~ MAN'S BOOK

Another Fine Address by Dr. Pier-
son Last Night

And Gospel Tabernacle Filled Again
to Hear It.

Discourse on the Jews In Bible
Series To-night.

A. T. Pierson delivered another
address in Gospel Tabernacle last even-
ing before a large audience. His topic
was, “The Bible as Man's Book.” There
are three aspects of man in which this
Book shows its adaptability. The three
paits are, that which enquires for truth,
that which investigates seience aud that
which seeks for salvation. The three
senses which govern these aspects are
of reason—the endowment of a
man with reason to enquire after truth
and to test and distinguish truth; con-

those

science, with which to distinguish right
from wrong. and follow scientific teach-
ings; sensibility, which enables us to
judge the morally attractiveness and re-
pulsiveness of actions and teachings.

If the Bible, as the Word of God, does
not commend itself to these three as-
pects of man he could do nothing less
than reject it, - God, however, invites a
test of His word as regards these points
and all who have made the test are sat-
isfied to accept the Bible. “If the Bible
is opposed to any one of these three as-

pects of man, | don’t see how amy one |
It |

could view it as the word of God.
does not ask for blind confidence in any
part of it, and gives information, instead
of asking for confidence in inferences,”
said the speaker.

No man should accept the Bible, he
said, because his father did before him.
Before accepting it, one should ask him
self, “why do 1 believe in the Bible as

the Word of God,” just as he might ask |

himself why he believed the earth was
round and not square. A man cannot
be expected to believe all the spiritual
and deeper truths of the teachings of
tiod. To do so he would have to be
student, but he should believe them
when the Hely Spirit unveils them to
him. This would be in the truth that
appeals to natural man’s understanding.
The natural man shall start by natural
argument and when he has discovered
that the Bible is something more thana
natural book he shall receive and accept
his teaching and follow God. The natur
al part of the Bible is only the outside
and the natural will be sure to so enam
our the natural man that will go
voluntarily inside. A man who dishe
lieves in the Word of God should never
accept the Bible as such until his reason-
ing is overwhelmed by the weight of
evidence deduced from the Bible itself.
and understood by him. A faith with-
ont reason is a false faith

Scientific discovery does not contra-
dict the Rible, said the speaker, and
the Bible does not contradict science in
any way. This would result in the over
throw of the power of the Bible, The
Bible has been so constructed in regard
to these questions -of future weientific
facts, however, that this can never hap
en. There are no impossibilities in the
Bible, such as the absurdities that under
pin the faith of the Hindoo.

SHOT RIVAL DEAD.

A SHOCKING MURDER IN PRINCE
EDWARD._ 1SLAND.

Alonzo Deherty Fires Three ‘Bullets
Into Joseph D. McMillan’s Body
in Presence of Young Lady Mur-
derer Was in Love With.

Charlottetown, P. E. I, May 12.—One
of the most sensational murders that
have ever agitated this aimost crime-
less Province occurred on Sunday night
at Miscouché, a ‘small village about five
miles from Summerside. Ihe vieuim
was Joseph D, McMillan, aged 2o, a
prominent young farmer, and his slayer,
Alonzo Docherty, aged 21,

On Sunday arterncon MecMilian, ac-
companied by Stella Maecdonald and
her sister, walked from Miscouche to
Summerside. In the evening McMilian
and Stella left on the return to >lis-
couche, walking along the railway
track. When about one and one-half
miles from their destination they met
Docherty coming towards them. 1t was
a bright moonlight night. He had a
revolver in his hand. “Hold en,” he
said. “Is that a revolver you have!”
asked McMillan, *Yes,” replied Doch-
erty, and pulled the trigger. A 32-cali-
bre bullet crashed into MoMillan’s
heart. “I am shot,” he said, and stag-
gered and fell

As he lay on the ground Docherty
fired two more bullets into the head
of his vietim, whose struggles ceased.
The railway track was bordered with
thick busk Docherty dragged the
body into woods, and accompanfed
the horror-stricken girl to her home.
He ‘stayed there several hours, and
at daybreak went with the girl to
’ather Monaghan, the priest, and told
him the whole story, and where to find
the body.

Father Monaghan informed the au-
thorities, and the body was found at the
spot indicated.

Docherty went to the house of his
father, informing him of the terrible
deed. The old man, a respectable far-
mer, fell in a faint when he heard the
awful news, The murderer then drove
to Miscouche, waited the arrival of the
police officer from Summerside and gave
himself up. He is now lodged in Sum-
merside jail.

To the representative of the press he
said: “I did the deed and I know I shall
suffer for it. It means either the gal
lows or penitentiary for life. 1 would
not like the latter, for I would pine
away and die any way. I had no quar-
rel with McMillan: he was one of the
best fellows in Miscouche. My deed was

Wher
Hall came into the hotel he was told
that he was believed to have th& trunk
full of illegally-obtained silver. and the
men went up to scarch. They found al
together 175 pounds of silver, wortk
about six dollars a pound, or about a
thousand dollars altogether.

Besides having the trunk full of ore
he had a small handbag. in which the
ore had been packed ,and the straw caset
used to express beer bottles in had alse
been utilized to hide the silver away. All
the ore is believed to have come from '
the Kerr Lake Mining Company’s shafts,
but. representatives from the various
companies at Cobalt will Lo down to-
day te idemtify it.
