PRANCE.

The Freneh muvicipal elections have concladed,
and so far as the returas have been made known
they areregarded as favorable to the Government.

It is said to be generally understood in Paris that
Prince Napoleon will gradually  retire from publie
lite, not desiring to accept any office, attending
Court ceremonies, or in any way discharge the
duties of an Imperial privce,

The official journals of France speak in high
terms of the reception given to the officers of the
French men-of-war on the occasion of their recent
visit to Plymouth, The hospitality so liberally
shown is declared ‘“ to be an indication of good
feeling between the two uations which surpasses the
ordinary observance of etiquette.”

It is now arranged that at the comicg interview
between the French Emperor and Queen Isabella,
Marshal O'Doonell is to be present, as assuming on
himself the whole responsibility of a step violently
blamed by a large faction.

Prince Metternich’s departure from Paris is de-
layed in consequence of fresh orders from Vienna.
The “Censtitutionnel” pays :—*Private ioforma-
tion reaching us from Vienna describes the state of
affairs with respect to the Duchies in leas sombre
colours than has been represented.” It is asserted
that negociations will be recommenced between
Austria and Prussia, and that all hope of an ar-
rangethent is ot relinguished.

ITALY.

With regard to the negotiations between Rome and
ltaly, 80 abruptly broken off. The Paris correspon-
dent of the “Daily Telegraph” thinks there is no
probabilty of such negotiations being renewed, at
least not before the Italian elections and the opening
of the new Italian Parliament. He also draws at-
tention to the fact that the Court of Rome contin-
ues to preserye the same silence with regard to the
cause of the rupture.

A Rome correspondent of the ‘“Morning HHerald”
asserts that before M. de Sartiges left that city on
three monih’s leave of absence he had an interview
with the Pope, and urged his holiness to effect a re-
conciliation with Italy on any terms, as at the end
of the convention the Frepch Garrison would as-
suredly be withdrawn.
