His
Holiness was not at home, but we were courteously re-
ceived by several priests and a secretary who spoke
Italian. They at once appropriated a room to our use,
entertained us with pipes and coffee in the large audience
room, and then considerately allowed us to withdraw and
change our clothes.

Presently, the arrival of the Metropolitan was announe-
ed, and we found him waiting for us at the foot of the
steps. His age is sixty-three ; he is a little under the
medium hight, but erect and commanding in his appear-
ance, with large, intelligent, benevolent gray eyes, a
strong, straight, Albanian nose, and a majestic silver
beard, which falls to his girdle.

The State Legislature adjourned on
the 26th of April, after passing a number of import-
ant laws, among which was one prohibilins the im-
migration of Chinese and Mongolians into California
after the first day of October next  Any person who
shall land emigrants ot that kind shall be punished
with a fine of $600, or imprisonment not less than
three moanths, nor more than one year, for each
offence, the landing of every emigrant being held as
a distinct offence, and punished accordingly. This
law is opposed by some, and is charged with being
in conflict with the treaties of the United States.
It is sustained, however, by the masses. Robberies
and murders are frequent all over California, and
we find many such recorded in our files of papers.
In some cases the ~fobbers go in armed bands, and
commit their depredations in the Mexican style. It
was announced that the Indians of Plumas county
had banded together to make war on the whites
Indian troubles had also broken out in Oregon.
Anotlier great fillibustering expedition against Sonora
was reported to be afoot, and such was the excite-
meant in that region about it, that a surveyor belong-
ing to the Sonora Surveying Company had to leave.
A guano island, containing nearly a million tons of
guano, has been discovered on the track between the
Sandwich and Ladrone Island, and specimens of the
guano have been received at San Francisco.

Ausnicay Bank Nore Coweany.—Under this title the
various firms of bank note engravers, who have hitherto been
acting independently of each other, have formed a union for
the purpose of placing the bank note currency of the country
upon a basis of greater security. An act of incorporation
has been obtained, so as to secure to the company the benefit
of legal protection, Although the confining the virtual con-
trol of a single business in the hands of a few trustees is un-
questionably creating a monopoly with extensive powers,
still the counterbalancing benefits which are likely to result
1o the community more than compensate for the special
privileges of the charter.

SaLe or Assers.—The assets of John Thompson, a New
York Wall street broker, w ho transferred and assigned his
property during the panic, were sold on Thursday. -The
whole sale realized $ 11,694, on assets valued at $208,355.
This was not considered so bad, as the notes were all pro-
tested, the land warrants defective or cancelled,and the bank
billa broken.—Boston Transcript.

A geantleman at Bolivar, Tenn., last week saw a nonde-
script sort of article floating down the Mississippi, near his
plantation: it resumbled a miniature Noah’s ark, with the
hull knocked off. Curiosity led him to board it, when he
was astonished to find himself in the store of a friend residing
fifty miles up the river. The contents were not greatly
injured. He tied the store to the shore, and started off to let
his trading friend know where he might find his lost place
of business.

The city of New Orleans is at present in the hands of a
Vigilance Committee. The Mayor has resigmed his power
into their hands ; but a severe struggle is nevertheless appre-
hended between the civie authorities and the Committee.
Great confasion reigns in the city. The reason given for
the subversion of the legally appointed ministers of the law,
is the impunity afforded to eriminals of every class, the lax
administration of justice, the failure to protect the rights,
lives, and property of the citizens. These are grave charges ;
bat the remedy is worse. Verily, republicans institutions
are a failure.

Lost Treasure.—An attempt is to be made to re-
cover the million and a haif of dollars that went down
in the steamer Central America last September, al-
though she is sunk in water over five-eighths of a mile
deep, and in a spot that is ninety miles from land.

Exrrovaenr or Narive Caristians.—The magistrate of
Hooghly, Mr. Praut, has carried out a plan, the success of
which may convince Old Indians of the change which has
passed over [odian ideas. He was ordered to create a station
guard of 150 armed men of castes excluded by the regulations
from the army. He accordingly collected abuat thirty caste-
less and caste Hindoos, and 100 Christians, armed them,
had them carefally drilled, paid the catechist or native mis-
sionary 8 a soldier, and sent them to the charch every
morning. They tura out eapital guards, five feet three
inches high, bi?'or than Bengalees, for they eat meat and
are most orderly and obedient. They are faithful for the
simple reason that the Hindoos would murder them, if they
dared, and Hooghly is as well protected as if it had a com-
paoy of Baropeans. The lessson is invaluable. The men
receive bare Sepoy pay without pensions or uniforms, and,
as they eat bread and meat, it is not too much. Their em-
bodiment removes the stigma, that has rested on the Chris-
tians for ever, for in India, as in France, a man with a sword

is respected.

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THE STRUGGLE

This day the nomination of candidates for the
Provincial Parliament of this Island toeck place.
The election that will follow will be one of paramount
importance to the colony. If we are to-judge from
the present state of affairs, a Reform Parliament is
loudly demanded. We cannot hold the present Gov-
ernment responsible for the depression felt through-
out the continent; but we do hold them accountable
for what we consider the unwise and extravagant
expenditure of the funds placed at their dispowal.
And in vain do we look for a display of enterprise
and energy calculated to develop our resources and
increase our revenue. A supine indifference seem-
ingly reigns supreme. Shall we be directed to the
Bill for purchasing Estates? The result is extremely
doubtful. It is by all means desirable to retain the
rents of land within our territory,—but it is no less
desirable to be free from paying interest for land
lying unoccupied for twenty, thirty, or fifty years.
If the whole scheme was intended to serve party
purposes, it deserves the repudiation of the entire
country. Again, what right had the present Gov-
ernment to increase the number of representatives in
the House, without the anterior request of the people?
Instead of being increased to thirty, they should be
reduced to eighteen, — by whom all the business
of the Island would be conducted with more expedi-
tion and success that by twice the number. True, it
would not so well serve the interests of parties;—
hence the country must be burdened to promote per-
sonal objects. The number of paid officials must be
reduced; for it is evident to the most ordinary intel-
lect that that employment which cannot pay its ex-
penses must be abandoned.. If the country can give
us a more economigal, enterprising, and unselfish or
truly patriotic Government than we now have, by all
means let us have it at the earliest moment.

Two parties are in the field, called respectively
Liberals and Conservatives. The distinction of par-
ties must exist. There must be a governing party,
and there should be a vigiliant and vigorous. but not
factious and obstructive opposition. The Proleclor
takes the side of neither party. It exists an inde-
pendent, bold, outspoken journal, resolved to con-
demn error and corruption wherever found, and to
prolect the interests of truth and right in the whole
community; and will never stoop from its high vant-
age ground to become an instrument in advancing
the party shemes of any individuals. If we have
again and again spoken out our disapprobation of the
present Government, it is because we fail to perceive
the necessary ability for conducting our affairs; and
because, to secure the favor of Romanists, they have
denied the just requests of Protestants, who consti-
tute the vast majority of the intelligence, worth, and
wealth of the Island. Was that governing for the
majority, or for selfish purposes? Were the resolu-
tions on the Bible rejected for the moral welfare of
the country, or to please the priests? Shame upon
us! if we should favor a party who, to please the
priests of Rome and retain their offices, would ignore
their conscience, their Bible, and their religion. We
wish frecmen to be our rulers,—not the dupes of
priests. No man that must yield to the demand of a
Romanist Bishop in Rustico is free or independent;
and such we totally disown as our ruler,
Conservatives come into power, and shew any truck-
ling to popery, their conduct would bs as unsparingly
condemned as in the present case,—and deservedly
more so, as they have in the past stood up for Pro-
testant rights. We have neither time nor inclination
to discuss the civil questions separating parties; but
as the Election will turn on a great religious ques-
tion, the Proteclor will send forth no uncertain sound.
We say to the electors—Seek out a man of ability,
independence and integrily, who will pledge himself
to support the Bible in all our public schools and
seminaries, and to give no support to papery in any
form,—and give that man your votes. I he is a lib-
eral by name, he must possess the Protestantism of a
Laird, independent and true, or you send a mere tool
who will meanly follow a_leader in defiance of the
dearest rights of his constituents. The struggle is
between Romanism and Protestantism. It cannot be
denied or evaded. Those who seek Romanist votes
are compelled to keep their Protestantism in the back
ground, if not to procure favor by denouncin‘ the
Prolector and Protestant ministers, Let, then, every
man deserving the name of a Protestant utterly re-
fuse to give his vote to any man that opposed the
Bible in the past, or will do so in the future., Let
Protestants be united, and they have nothing to fear.
Romanists have been united for years;—the present
movement among Protestants cannot make them
more so. They move in the mass on one side, while

Of this structure the common
gannet, or Solan goose, is a.familiar example, and
by their power it attains that complete buoyancy
which enables it to ride fearlessly and unharmed on
the rough waves of a troubled sea.

When the
gannet sees from its lofty height its finny prey, it
proportions the rate of its decent tothe size of the
fish and its depth in the water.

then, must be the force of the water against a body
falling from the enormous height from which the gan-
net punggo,bmo'nny when an initial velocity is im-
parted to it @ that which results from the force
of gravitation. Here the enclosed air comes into
operation, and by acting as a spring, guards the body
of the bird from the direct shock that might otherwise
be felt; it also prevents the bird from sinking too
deeply in the sea, and assists it in regaining the sur-
face. The extraordinary amount o# air which per.
vades the body of a bird, explains the curious l‘::l,
that & singing bird should be able to pour out such
volumes of sound from so small a body, and without
apparent fatigue. A man would'be soon fatigued if
he were provided with a whistie and set to oppose a
canary ora li.hhalo, although the comparative
size of the lungs of bird and the man is so infi-
nitely in favour of the latter.—Rev. J. £. Wood.
