Wants Improvements Relieved of
Taxation.

Fredericton, March 26 — The
House, in committee, amended
‘ihe Factories Act, muking the
amendad section read that no
child should work in any mechan-
ical or manufacturing establish-
ment during schooi hours, EX-
CEPT IN SPECIAL CASES
AUTHO™IZED BY THE FAC
TORY INSPECTOR. (This re-
mcves all doubt of the right of
companies to empley children un-
der age in school hours, if ‘he
parents of such children need their
support.)

Mr. Upham of Carletoa (Op-
position) said that, in opposition,
the present government had de-
clared that the province was bank-
rupt and face to face with b'ue
ruin and disaste~. If that was
true in 1907 whare was the pro-
vioce today when according to
the auditor general’s report there
was a not debt of $4,608,857* His
hon. friends, who had preached
economy, had been in power foar
years and they had increased the
debt by over a million dollors. He
could speak as a practical lumber-
man and wonld say that the sys-
tem of collecting stnmpage was
the sawe as under the old govern-
ment.

the City of Moncton
