Ten Thousand Reds-Join Ukranian 
It. Peasant iMder-Hm Retaken 

Zhitomir and Proskurov 
With Malty Prisoners.

Vienna, April 22—Forces Com­
manded by Petlura, the Ukranian 
peasant leader, have retaken Zhito­
mir and Proskurov and secured the 
adhesion of 10,000 Bolshevik troops, 
particularly those originating in East 
Ukraine, according to a wireless dis­
patch received here from Tamopol 

It would appear that Petlura’s 
plan, which he forecast sometime ago 
to the Associated Press, of cutting 
behind the Bolsheviki advancing into 
Bessarabia and toward Odessa,. is sne 
ceeding. It is stated that he brought 
about the disaffection of the Bolshe­
vik soldiers, partly by fighting and 
partly by persuasion. This was made 
easier, it is reported, since the Bolshe­
viki executed 600 peasants during 
their brief occupation of Zhitomir.

Petlura is still hoping the Allies 
will realize the advantage of assist­
ing him. He and M. Holubowicz, pre­
mier of West Ukraine, hare been 
heartened by recent visits of Ameri­
can, French and Italian missions at. 
Stanislau.

Petlura has asked the Associated 
Press to state that he would have to 
have help of the American Red Cross, 
in view 6t sanitary conditions, as his 
government is helpless to combat the 
spread of infectious diseases, which 
are now prevalent in Ukraine.

TO KEEP OUT 
ALL POLITICS

Lord Shaughnessy Says as Long as
Ottawa has Control of Railways 

Politicians Will Meddle

Montreal, April 22—It would be 
impossible to k</jp politics out of 
railway administration so long as 
the control was at Ottawa, said Lord 
Shaughnessy, chairman of the board 
'jf directors of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, speaking at a Canadian Club 
'luncheon here yesterday afternoon. 
He said that under the present sys­
tem officials of rail ways owned by 
the Government would ultimately be­
come politicians. He had always been 
bitterly opposed to public ownership. 
The Government was acquiring more 
xnileage with the idea that with the 
independent railways under its» con­
trol there would be better efficiency. 
The Government thought it could keep 
politics out of the administration of 
its railways. This was impossible.

Speaking ironically, Lord Shaugh­
nessy said that Cabinet Ministers 
very soon become efficient railway 
men- He knew of green men from 
the western law offices and the stores 
•of the east who, in three months 
could easily instruct professional 
transportation experts.

The club also heard an edtirtss on 
the experiences of the United States 
Government in railway management 
from Charles K> Mitchell, New?York.

Mitchell contended that the United 
States Government railway policy 
had been a failure.

Paris, April 22__David Lloyd George
the British Prime Minister, has agreed 
to receive former Governor Edward F. 
Dunne of Illinois ; Frank P. Walsh, 
",'ormer Chairman of the National War 
•Labor Board, and Michael J. Ryan, 
of Philadelphia, next week. The Amer­
icans w:ire chose nby the Irish socie­
ties in the United States to appeal to 
the Peace Conference on behalf of Ire­
land.

The arrangement for the meeting 
was made by Col. Edward M. House, 
of the American Peace . delegation at 
a luncheon yesterday at the residence 
of the British Premier, Mr. Lloyd 
Georgfe said he was unable to receive 
the Americans this wefck owing to 
the pressure of business connected with 
the Peace Treaty, and requested them 
to remain ov:|r for a conference until 
next week.

It is expected that the Americans 
will take up with Mr. Lloyd George 
the question of his receiving the del­
egates from Ireland who are coming to 
Paris.

DEADLOCKED
Adriatic Difficulty Still Bothering

Paris, April, 22__Press advisers to
the various peace delegations are pro­
posing to the Council of Four that first 
a 250 word official summary of the 
Peace Treaty bn cabled for simultane­
ous publication in America to be fol­
lowed by, secondly, a 5,000-word offic­
ial summary, and thirdly, the text of 
treaty. This may count 100,000 words 
and can be cabled in four or five hours 
if the cables are cleared for thepurpose. 
Their capacity is 600.000 words daily.

RACIAL CLAUSE DEFEAT 
REGARDED AS SNUB BY 

REPRESENTATIVE JAPS

Tokio, April 22—In an editor­
ial commenting on the failure of 
the racial equality clause to se­
cure a place in the covenant of 
the league of nations, the Japan 
Times declares that the national 
disappointment of Japan verges 
upon disaffection and affords op­
portunity for sensationalists to 
stir up anti-white prejudice.

Representative Japanese re­
gard the Paris decision as a 
snub and humiliation, the news­
paper says. /

Berlin, April 22. — The German 
peace delegation is going to Paris 
confidently expecting to wreck the 
allied peace "machine. This is plain­
ly evident from statements in the 
Berlin press, as well as the attitude 
of the foreign office.

The delegation is expected to leave 
for Paris, on Tuesday. Some re­
ports have been circulated that the 

J government may hold a plebiscite 
to decide whether the Allied terms 
will be accepted.

Oddly enough the Germans plan 
to employ the same tactics which 
brought America into the war two 
years ago. The foreign office theory 
is that the Allies will not call Ger­
many’s bluff if the delegates announce 
their determination to refuse to sign 
the terms. 'The diplomatists here 
figure the Allies will not and cannot 
retaliate effectively if the German 
representatives balk, the same as 
Count vbn Bernstorff and other mem­
bers of the foreign office crowd cal­
culated in the spring of 1917.

Old Diplomats In Power.
The new Republic has intrusted 

its destinies to a group of diplomats 
who have not changed in any way 
from those who directed Germany's 
policy during the revolution.

“We believe the terms reported 
from Paris are just entente propagan­
da to prepare the German people for 
the hardest posssible peace so they 
will appreciate the .terms actually of­
fered, which will undoubtedly be 
much easier,” a member of the for­
eign office told the United Press. “It 
is clever peace propaganda, but for­
tunately we see through it.”

Foreign Minister Brockdorff-Rant- 
zau is prepared to interpret President 
Wilson’s H points in an entirely dif­
ferent light from that of the Allies, 
and Wilson's viewpoint regarding 
Alsace-Lorraine, Posen, the German 
colonies and other disputable ques­
tions.

Expect To Frighten Allies.
It has been reported that the Ger­

mans plan to tear up the peace terms 
and refuse to sign them, then make 
counter peace proposals according to 
German ideas, threatening to turn 
Germany over to the Bolsheviki if 
the Allies still stand pat. The for­
eign office is expected to frighten the 
Allies into believing Germany will 
pay no Indemnities if the Bolsheviki 
get control of the country. This is 
purely bluff because the foreign of­
fice has absolutely nothing to do with 
Bolshevism in Germany. Neither 
Can the Allies be blamed for present 
conditions in Germany, since the

Sunday’s discussion of the Italian 
claims was followed on Monday by 
two additional conferences, but as 
yet there apparently has been no 
breach in the deadlock over the de­
mands which the Italians consider ir­
reducible and the compromise offer 
of the other participants in the nego­
tiations—Premier Clemenceau, David 
Lloyd George and President Wilson. 
WILSON MAY MAKE STATEMENT 

As in the case of Sunday’s discus­
sion, President Wilson did not attend 
Monday morning’s session of the 
council of four. He did, however, 
gather with the statesmen for the 
later session in the afternoon and 
was reported to be ready to issue a 
public statement on the situation sur­
rounding the controversy in case an 
agreement was not reached.

That there is no immediate pros­
pect that the difficulty is to be 
breached without further argument 
possibly is indicated by an official an­
nouncement that the convening of 
the Italian parliament which was to 
have taken place on Wednesday and 

["before "which Premier Orlando and 
Foreign Minister Sognlno hoped to 
place the facts accomplished, has 
been postponed for two weeks from 
next Wednesday until May 6th. 

DELAY OF THREE DAYS 
A delay of three days also is in 

prospect for the meeting at Versail­
les between the representatives of the 
allied and associated powers and the 
German Delegates for the delivery to 
the Germians of the allied pea'V 
terms. The German delegation, Mar­
shal Foch has been informed, can 
not reach Versailles until April 28. 
Originally they were invited to be 
there on April 25th.

The three days delay possibly may 
be of benefit to the Allies in comple­
ting the draft of the lengthy peace 
document, which is said to approxi­
mate 106,000 words. Some doubt had 
been expressed that the Allies would 
be able to give the Germans more 
than a summary of their peace con­
ditions at the first meeting at' Ver­
sailles, owing to the length of the 
document.

This committee 
has been organized for nearly two years 
and has been doing splendid work.

At ST. JOHN there is also a com­
mittee representing all the organizations 
interested. This committee, although 
more recently formed, is giving excellent 
service. The National Y.W.C.A. has as­
signed two secretaries for work at this port.

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GRAIN MIXTURE VALUES
Oats 34 Lbs., Barley 48 Lbs, the 

Best Cofflbiiretten.

By Opening Surface to Rains. Many 
Dollars May Be Made by In­
creased Crops — Full Direction* 
Given Regarding Starting Early 
Celery.

 LARGE amount of experi­

mental work has been con­
ducted at the Ontario Agrt- 

. cultural College ih ' testing 
grains both singly and In combination 

for the production of grain. Th- 
results of experiments Indicate that 
there is practically r.o advantage in 
growing in combination two or more 
varieties of grain of the same class. 
Quite decided advantages, however, 
have been obtained from certain 
combinations of grain of different 
classes.

In an experiment which extended 
over a period of five years in which 
oats, barley, spring wheat and peas 
were grown separately and all the 
different combination which could be 
obtained- hy havitB two, three and 
four grains iti each mixture, it was 
found that -in, aboiK oinety per cent, 
of the experiments the mixed grains 
gavé a greater .yitid per acre than 
the same grains *when g?own separ­
ately. Of the dffferfent combinations, 
oats and barley came at, Che head 
of the list, giving slightly over two 
hundred pounds of grain per acre 
more than when either one was 
grown alone.

It is important to use in combin­
ation varieties which will grow satis­
factorily together and which will ma­
ture at the same time. Such varieties 
as the O.A.C. No. 21 barley and the 
Daubeney, Alaska or O.A.C. No. 3 
oats give very good results.

Of twenty-five tifferent mixtures 
with different proportions of oats and 
barley used for five years in experi­
mental work it was found that the 
gieatest returns were obtained by us­
ing one bushel, by weight, of each 
or a mixture of 84 pounds (34 pounds 
of oats and 48 pounds of barley). 
—Dr. C. A. Zavitz, O. A. College, 
Guelph.

Open Your Surface Drains. 
Drainage—either surface or under­

ground—is essential if farming is to 
be profitable. With the dearth cf 
ditching machinery, the depleted 
labour market and the increased cost 
of underdrainihg, progress is re­
tarded somewhat. Everything, how­
ever, has been done which prevailing 
conditions permit. Yet forty per 
cent (40%) of Ontario is in urgent 
need of drainage. The underdrainage 
of so n>uch cannot be accomplished 
In a short period of time, hence that 
which renders timely service, even 
though only of temporary duration,' 

; must be taken advantage of.
Surface draining must be resorted 

to. Several lines will be necessary. 
Indeed, if the majority of farmers 
would leave all “finishing” furrows 
open in the ploughed ground and 
connect them by opening up cross 
channels through the lower-lying 
parts of the field—cleaning out all 
the furrows thus traversed—a system 
would be formed whereby the water 
could be carried to outlets quickly, 
efficiently and satisfactorily in the 
early spring.

Not alone to level fields or farms 
does this apply. Large areas of Oit 
tarlo are quite rolling, hence natur­
ally drained. Yet, a small open 
ditch or deep furrow will pay for the 
trouble necessary to make a channel 
by the greater ease with which water 
can escape, thus permitting quicker 
disposal of the same, hence hastening 
the drying of the land.

These surface drains should be 
opened at least once per year. The 
best time to do so is in the late 
autumn after the fall work Is done. 
Labour can be obtained then with 
less difficulty and at less cost. The 
work may be done by hand or by the 
use of a team If water does not 
prevent.

Surface draining, however, is not 
recommended to take the place of 
tiling.—Thos.

Starting Early Celery.
The starting of early celery should 

be done immediately as the seed Is 
slow in geymlnatlon; requiring about 
four weeks before ready for the first 
transplanting. The seed should be 
sown in flats in a soil very sandy in 
nature. This soil is pressed down 
about % an inch in the box and then 
the celery is sown broadcast over it. 
The box is then watered through bur­
lap and is left covered with burlap 
or brown paper until the seed germi­
nates. When the plants are showing 
two or three leaves they are trans­
planted into flats, 2 inches each way 
in soil «that is sandy in nature but 
well-filled with good manure and 
commercial fertilizer, such of a ni­
trogen eens nature. Good fertilizer is 
necessary at this stage so that the 
plants will not receive any check. 
The plants should be thoroughly 
sprayer with Bordeaux Mixture when 
they first break into third or true 
leaf, so that they will be kept free 
from blight, and every week after 
being set in the field.

Another method in use among 
growers is that of sowing in hot beds. 
The seed is planted in rows about 4 
inches apart; in making these rows 
they take a piece of wood about an 
inch wide and press it down on the 
soil making a furrow about % of an 
Inch deep in which the seed,is sown. 
It is then covered with burlap or 
paper as stated before.

Celery to germinate properly 
should be kept at a temperature of 
70 degrees until the young plants 
are growing in good shape, when it 
is well to lower it to 66 or 60 degrees. 
—A. H. MacLean an, Ontario Vege­
table Specialist.

CO-OPERATIVE
EXPERIMENTS

How to Obtain the Most Practical 
Kind of Information.

Kindness and Cleanliness Two Chief 
Points to Observe In Caring for 
Dairy Stock — Cow and Young 
Calf Should Be Separated In Not 
Over Three Days.

(Contributed by Ontario Department or 
Agriculture, Toronto.).

C
O-OPERATIVE experiments
have been conducted in agri­
culture throughout Ontario 
annually since 1886. Previous 

to the war the number of farmers 
conducting these experiments reach­
ed over 5,000, and in 1918 (the last 
year of the war) the number was 
slightly over 3,600. Some of the 
leading varieties of crops now grown 
In general cultivation throughout 
Ontario were introduced through the 
medium of the co-operative work, 
such, for instance, as the 0-A.C, 
No. 21 barley, Marquis spring wheat, 
O.A.C. No. 72 oats, O.A.C. No. 3 
oats, Dawson’s Golden Chaff wlntei 
wheat, O.A.C. No. 61 spring rye, 
Canadian Beauty pease, O.A.C. No. 
81 Soy beans. Rye buckwheat. Golden 
Bantam sweet corn, Early Amber su­
gar cane, Dwarf Essex rape, Irish 
Cobbler potatoes. Yellow Leviathan 
mangels, Grimm and Ontario Varie­
gated alfalfa, etc.

The co-operative experiments en­
able practical farmers to obtain in­
formation regarding varieties of field 
crops, mixtures of grain for grain 
and for fodder production, ways in 
Increasing soil fertility, etc., for theft 
own particular farms which they can­
not possibly get in any other way. 
They furnish hundreds and even 
thousands of object lessond annually, 
which form centres of interesting 
study along the lines of progressive 
agriculture. They enable farmers to 
get a supply of pure seed of the 
leading varieties of field crops which 
rapidly increase in quantity and 
which furnish seed for sowing and 
planting in large areas and for sell­
ing at good prices. The whole work 
leads to a substantial increase in 
farm profits and to a steady advance 
in agricultural education throughout 
Ontario.

The plan of the co-operative work 
for 1919 is printed In circular form 
and has already been sent to all the 
successful co-operative experimenters 
of the pijist few years. Other inter­
ested farmers could secure a copy of 
the circular by applying to the Depart­
ment of Field Husbandry, Agricul­
tural College, Guelph, Ontario.—Dr.

Care of Cow and Young Calf. 
Kindness and cleanliness are the 

two chief points to observe In earing 
for dairy stock.

About a week before the young 
calf Ik expected, the cow should be 
placed in a clean, well-bedded, com­
fortable box-stall. The practice of I 
compelling cows to give birth to their 
calves, tied In the row, Is cruelty for 
the cows, dangerous for the calf, and 
bad for the whole held. Privacy and 
quietness should be the rule at this 
time.

The cow should be allowed to lick 
the calf dry, and should be kept tied 
until the after-birth Is removed. The 
two may be left together for one to 1 
three days. Some remove the calf 
at once, but if it is to be reared, it 
should be left with the dam for a 
short time, In erder to give the young 
animal a good start. Leaving cdw 
and calf- together for a day or two 
also tends to remove inflammation 
from the udder of the cow.

If necessary the cow’s udder should 
be bathed with warm water or some 
form of liniment such as camphor­
ated oil, or equal parts of turpentine 
and vinegar and an egg In one quart 
of the mixture.

In case the cow and calf are all 
right, they may be separated in not 
over three days, and the cow be re­
turned to her regular stall. The calf 
may be allowed to remain In the box- 
stall, If not needed for another cow, 
or be placed In the nursery along 
with other calves, as this will cause 
It to forget Its “mammy” more quick­
ly. It should receive Its mother’s 
milk for a week, whole milk for two 
or three weeks, then skim milk and 
other suitable feeds for six months, 
and be kept dry and clean at all 
times.—Prof. H. H. Dean, Ontario 
Agricultural College, Guelph.

Trimming and Staking Tomatoes. 
This method of handling tomatoes 

has come Into very extensive use in 
the past few years among the com­
mercial market gardeners, owing to 
the high price of land and backyard 
gardens. The plants as a rule are set 
two feet apart each way and after 
planting are given one cultivation. 
The sticks are then set; driving 
them down about a foot into the 
ground and leaving from five to five 
and a half above the ground. These 
sticks may be made from mill edg­
ings, saplings or anything else of a 
similar nature about one and a half 
iaches square and strong enough to 
hold the plants when the fruit 
is fully grown. After driving 
the sticks and tying the plants 
to them the ground should be 
covered from four to six inches thick 
with very strawy manure, as a mulch. 
This mulçh will keep the moisture in 
the ground and, at the same time, 
remove any necessity for cqltivation 
and other disturbance of the roots.
In growing tomatoes on the single 
stem, such as is used in this method, 
all side branches which appear 
where leaf'stems join the main stem 
of the plant are removed as quickly 
as possible. If they are allowed to 
grow it will take away very valuable 
plant food from the growing plant. 
The plant should be tied every eight 
>r twelve inches to the stake and 

v hen they have reached the top are 
;ut off.—A. H. MaeLennan, Ontario 
Vegetable Specialist.

To-day is the Anniversary of the 

Afternoon When Highes and 
Breitenstein Turned the 

- v Trick. .

One of the most memorable dates 
in baseball was 21 years ago today, 
when two no-hit gaines were pitched 
In thei National League. Jay Highes 
of Baltimore, then in the National 
League circuit, blanked the Bostons, 
while Theodore Breitenstein, the 
once great twirler, turned the same 
trick on the Pirates on that day. 
Breitenstein at that time worti a Cin­
cinnati uniform. This was the sec­
ond time in their history that the 
Buccaneers had been trounced with­
out getting a hiti^

There have 'been 61 no-hit games 
played in the major league, a little 
over half in the National League, 
while the others are divided between 
the American—not the present or­

ganization of that name, but the old 
major A.A—the old Players’ League. 
J. Lee Richmond was, so far as tfe 
records show, the first major league 
pitcher to turn the no-hit trict 
That was in 188», when Richmond 
was on the pitching staff of the Wor­
cester club, then in the National 

j League. Twenty seven Cleveland 
men faced Richmond in that game 
and were bowled ovesr, Worchester 
winning the game 1 to ». Richmond 
gained the no-hit priority; Lfiowever, 
only by a matter of a few- days, vfor 
less than a week later John; M 
Ward, fired with envy at the -great 
feat of Richmond, did the same 
thing for Providence, with Buffalo 
in the role of the victim. >•

Old Cy Young was the first pit­
cher in the American League to vdn 
a no-hit game in nine innings. That I 
wras in 1904, when Denton, in a Bos­
ton uniform, shut out the Philadel­
phia Athletics. Addie Joss, the fam­
ous Cleveland twirler who died. in 
1913, was the hero of another great’ 
contest in October, 1908, when, 
within nine innings he prevented a 
single man of the Chicago Whit6 Soi 
from reaching the initial bag.

It gives 
the best results when sour. When 
birds are accustomed to it they will 
rot take too much.

Beef scrap and high grade tankage 
are used very extensively on large 
poultry plants where milk is not 
available. These are mixed with 
ground grain, generally in the pro­
portion of fifteen to twenty per cent. 
For the general purpose breeds the 
former amount is sufficient. Breeds 
such as Leghorns will make good use 
of twenty per cent. Of meat scrap in 
1 he ration.

Cooked butchers’ meat, green cut 
bone, cooked beef head, lungs, liver, 
etc., are all very good feeds and may 
be fed in a manner similar to meat 
scrap.

Some people think that because a 
little of meat feeds are good, more 
would be better. Experience has 
shown that such is not the case. Too 
much often causes serious trouble.

Green feeds are essential for 
health and for economy. A hen 
should have all the green feed she 
will consume. A certain amount of 
bulky, succulent green feed she will 
consume. Such feed is usually fairly 
Inexpensive. Where birds are not fed 
any green feed, in the course of time 
they become unthrifty, lay poorly and 
moreover the eggs from such birds 
many times are very low in hatching 
power.

Experience has shown that oats 
when properly sprouted are a most 
excellent feed. The hens are very 
fond of them and the value of the 
oats as a feed is good. That is, the 
sprouted oats reduce the grain feed 
consumption equal to the pounds of 
oats sprouted and one gains the in­
creased portability of the oats, as 
well as the value from the greens.

Thin-leafed greens contain one of 
the very important elements -of 
growth and health. They are called 
nature’s protective feeds; that is 
they assist to maintain the birds’ 
health or normal resistance against 
disease. Health is an essential to 
profit. In winter we find such feed 
in sprouted oats, cabbage, and clover 
leaves.—Prof. R. W. Graham, O. A. 
College, Guelph.'

Which will repair body tissue, build 
new tissue and furnish energy to do 
work. The particular materials in a 
food which have this power are pro­
tein, the flesh-forming substance, 
carbohydrates and fat, the fat and 
energy producers and the mineral 
matter which has a great many func­
tions in the body.

Any feed that carries a high per­
centage of protein and fat and a 
large amount of a digestible form of 
the carbohydrates is called a concen­
trated feed or r concentrate. Thus 
grains, mill feeds and oil oakes are 
concentrates. On the other hand, a 
feed low in these valuable constitu­
ents and high in indigestible carbo­
hydrates, or crude fibre, as, for in­
stance, straw, hay, corn stalks, are 
called roughage or bulky feeds. Roots 
may also be put in this class because 
they contain a very high percentage 
of water and they are for this reason 
bulky.

These bulky feeds have their place 
in the ration, indeed in the case of 
full-frown animals on maintenance 
ration, they may form the whole of 
the food; but it is impossible for a

________ ____ young animal to make rapid growth,

or a horse to work hard on such 
feed. The hard woody fibre of the 
straw and hay are difficult to digest 
and much of the energy that should 
go to production of work or increase 
is used up in digesting the food. 
Consequently when production is de­
sired the amount of roughage feed 
must be reduced and the concen­
trates increased.

Another reason why concentrates 
must be used is that to get the larg­
est production we must have the ani­
mal digest and absorb the maximum 
amount of the various constituents 
which together form a food. A cow 
cannot long continue to furnish a 
large amount of casein in milk unless 
it gets the material front which to 
form it from the food. Neither can 
a steer make rapid growth and fat­
ten on a food that does not furnish 
a large amount of the food constitu­
ent essential for growth. These 
cannot be supplied in the largest and- 
best quantities except by the use of 
the concentrates. The coarser, fded» 
or roughage are necessary to give 
bulk to the ration, but there must 
be an abundance of easily-digestible 
materials it the best results are to1 
be obtained and this is the place of 
concentrates in the ration. We want 
some coarse feeds, even if they are 
poorly digested, but we also want 
some concentrates to supply the ma­
terials for growth and production. 
Furthermore within ’eertain limits 
the more of the concentrates fed the 
greater the production. «— Prof. U.

The dairy film show, .he -ap'd 
progress this Industry has made in 
Alberta during the last few years,

Every operation is give» 
life; milking the cows on the farm, 
d-iiverin; the cream to the cream» 
cry, grading the cream, making the 
butter, packing it, and shipping it 
to the markets in Europe or on the 
Pacific Coast The government grad­
ing station where the butter is test­
ed and given the grades under which 
l: is sold shoT that this new coun­
try is not taking second place to 
any other In the methods employed 
in promoting Its dairy industry.
