Roman Intelligence.
Rouz, Oct. 27.
Mgr. Griver, Bishop of Perth, Aus
tralia, who was received on Tuesday

morning by his Holiness, is about to
return to his diocese

The report which has been circulated
in various journals, to the effect that the
Cardinal Secretary of State had addressed
to the Nuncios accredited to the differ-
ent Governments, a dipolomatic note
concerning the recent [talian pilgrimages,
is denied by the Moniteur de Home, which
says no such note has been sent up to
the present time. The same journal also
denies the assertion that the post of Sub
Archiviste of the Holy See has been pro-
vided for.

The address of full adhesion to the
teachings of the Holy See and of ab-
solute devotion to the Sovereign Pontiff,
as it was voted and signed by the Italian
Catholics assembled in Congress at
Naples, was presented to his Holiness
Leo XIII. by the Cavalier Paganuzzi and
Dr. Venturoli, Vice-Presidents of the
Permanent General Committee for Catho-
lic Congresses. The Holy Father re-
ceived with the deepest satisfuction this
testimony of filial attachment of
the Catholics of Italy, and accorded the
Apostolic Benediction to all the signers
of the address.

Special and private audience was
granted on Monday evening by his
Holiness to his Eminence Cardinal Agos-
tini, Patriarch of Venice. On the same
day. the Abbe Tronchau, Vicar-General
and  Archpriest of the Cathedral of
Orleans, and the Abbe Boullet, of the
same diocese, were received in private
audience by his Holiness. On Wednes
day wmorning Prince Francois d'Arem
berg had the honor of being received in
private audience by the Holy Fatber,
afler which the Prince went to pay his
respects to Cardinal Jacobini, Secretary
of State,

The mission of Milanesia and Micron
esia, entrusted to the Missionaries of the
Sacred heart, began under happy aus-
nces. A recent telegram from Sidney,
llu\\\'\'cr, relutes that a terrible fire at

King Humbert says he has re-|
ceived communications from “ all parts
concerning the delay in constructing u!
tomb to Victor Emmanuel, and he begs
the Minister Baccelli to remove, with all

promptitude, the difficulties which have

retarded the realization of hi~x own and

the Minister's most pressing desire.

Now, Baccelli has set to work, and as he
always thought that the tomb of the
*“liberator-King * should be placed in

the centre of the * temple,” where it
will constitute “an altar for Italians,”

and be consecrated to the love of coun-
try, he summoned the sculptor, Monte-
verde, to prepare a design for the monu-
ment. A porphyry urn will contain the
royal romains, and this urn will be sup-
ported by four lions couchant ; and these
again will rest on a base, to which steps
will lead, and on which will be placed
the various laudatory inscriptions which
the fertile genius of of the klinistor will
dictate. Signor Baccelli has not sought
the permission or advice of the Cardinal-
Vicar with respect to the important
change in the arrangement of the Pan

theon, which, since the 6th century, is a
church dedicated to Santa Maria ad
Martyres. Catholies await the Cardinal's
action. Others complain of the proposed
act on msthetic groumds, declaring that
such a monument is entirely out of har-
mony with the character of the Pantheon,
and is sure to render it unsightly, and
however able Monteverde may be, he is
unable to harmonize a modern tomb with
the surroundings it will have on such a
site. Severs| journals refer to the act of
the Emperor Augustus when he refused
to allow Agrippa, the founder of the
temple, to place his (Augustus’) statue
within its walls, and contrast it with
that of Baccelli's intention towards Victor
Emmanuel.
