Joseph Pulitzer Leaves One Million
Dollars to ¥ound a School in
Journalism at Columbia Univer-
sity of Harvard—Other Big Gifts.

New York, Nov. 13.—The terms of
the will of Joseph Pulitzer, which' will
be filed for probate tomorrew, were
made, public tonight. Its conspicu-
ous features are the ratification’ of the
gift of $1,000,000 to Columbia Uni-
versity for the establishment of a
school of journalism and also the
ratification of an additional $1,000,000
for the same purposéy-.subject to cer-
tain conditions, which, if not complied
with by Columbia before the amount
is paid over, will result in the sum go-
ing to Harvard University, one half of
it for a school of journalism and one-
half for many unusual prizes and
scholarships.

The document sets forth a . large
number of interesting bequests hot
previously known. Among these is
$250,000 for a scholarship fund at
Coelumbia University; $500,000 to the
Metropolitan Museum of Art; $500,-
000 to the Philharmonie Society of
New York; $100,000 to Mr. Pulitzer’s
faitful valet, Jabez Dunningham;
$100,000 to be distributed by his exe-
cutors to his secretaries; $50,000 for.

AMAZING DUCHESS -
SENTENCED TO JAIL

Handsome Woman, Who Conducted
Gigantic:: Swindle, and who Was
Prominent in English Society, is
Finally. Rounded Up by the Police.

London, Nov. *10..—The “Amazing
Duchess” toeday began a four months’
term in jail, to which she was sen-
tenced at the London Assizes yester-
day, for obtaining money by false
pretences. “The Amazing Duchess,”
as she only began to be called after
her arrest several weeks ago, figured
prominently in English society \for a
long time as the Duchess' Adelaide
De Villano. She is a handsome wo-
man of about 40.

Although she professed to have
three palaces, she chose to live- at
fashionable hotels, surrounded by ..2
small army of servants and accom-
panied everywhere by a- private
secretary. She went everywhere
and knew every one worth knowing,
both in England and on the contin-
ent.

As’'a matter.of fact, as brought out
at her trial, the Duchess has been a
swindler for years, and was sentenced
in France in June, 1903, to nineteen
months’ imprisonment. Her career
began with her elopement with a rich
young lieutenant from her husband,
an army officer in India. Her. hus-
band divorced her and she was mar-
ried to the lieutenant, who in turn
left her. Later she became the

wife of a young man posing under the
bogus title of Duc De Villano.

Husband No. 3 had. no income, so
the “Duchess” organized a gang of
marriage brokers and advertised, as
a woman of title, for European and
American women ambitious to be in-
troduced into Emnglish society. She
actually did marry a few young wo-
men to impecunious noblemen. Her
downfall came with her privafé sec-
retary’s arrest for paying bills with
bogus cheques. The Duchess’ ar:
rest followed. The secretary was
acquitted.

Kgnsas City, .Nov. 10—Preliminary
plans “for the formation of $5,000,000
cor'poratlon to merge ten of the largest

ﬂourmg mills in Kansas were laid here
today by six men, representmg seven
of the mills. They decided that if the
milling men of Kansds wanted to make
money, they must merge. ' ‘Property
investments of $3,600,000 were reported
at the meeting. Final plans for the
mherger will be ¢ompléted before Janu_
ary; 1912.

George H. Hunter, of Wellington,
who 'is ‘the prime mover in the merger
gays’ the combined Canadian mills and
other mergered mills in the north-west
are making’ the Kansas miller hurry
for the flour kusiness in the territoy
éast of Kansas City.

The larger,'plants, according to Mr.
Hunter, have a great advantage be-
cause under one management, they can
make and sell the same 'grade of flour
to' the +trade, while thé& unorganized
Kansas millers are selling grades that
are not uniform. The result that the
baker is disappointed in Kansas flour.

‘Acéording to Mr. Hunter, the merger
will reduce the cost of flour to the con-
sumer through a saving in cost of pro-
duction.

Strict compliance to the anti-trust
law is° laid dowa by the decision of
the Supreme court, will mark the

NORTHERN RAILWAY
DEVELOPMENT

Assuming that the Provincial legis-
lature would be prepared to devc!.: to
the purpose of railway extension gen-
erally in northern Alberta an amsurt
of Provineial credit equal to -that for-
merly granted for -the construetion ot
‘thi ‘line from Edmonton to Fort, Mc

Mirray, it should be possible to secure
perhaps three—
lines ‘of ‘rajlway, cpening up ‘widely
separated sections of the great nor-a-
land ,and .bringing about a rush f
settlement -and. ‘development such as
this part -of the Province has not yet
seen. In respect' of - the Alberta-
and Great Waterways road the Prov-
irce assumed an annual liability of
$370,000 per year far interest oa
berds. At the rate of guarantee given
for the construction of railways el.e-
where in the province—$13,000 per
mile of 4 per cent bonds—this $370,-
000 would provide for the construc-
ticn cf 711 miles of railway lines.
It is not likely, however, that con-
struction could be secured into all
parts of the north country where cul.-
struction is desirable at the guaraateo
of .$13,000 per mile. In country nct
settled but not unusually difficait of
construction, $15,000 per mile wcu.d
not be an unduly extravagant guaran-
tee, and in country not settled and of
a character to make construction dif-
ficult '$20,000 per mile might have
te: be given—and provided the coun-
trv to be. reached by the line is Ahe
right Kind of country the giving of®
even this extra large guarantee wwvou.d
be entirely justified. - It-is- reasonabic
to suppose that in respect of a r»ad
to the Peace River the guariutee
weould <have to be larger than usual,
fcr a part of the country fo be trase.s-
ed is notoriously difficultf construc-
tion, many large bridges Weing no :es-
sary .and the .country generally heing
wooded and in parts verj rough, Sup-
posing that even twenty ihousand doil-
lars per mile had ter Pe given for the
construction of ‘a’ northiwesterly line
to open up for setlement the rich dis-
tricts along the Peace, the $370 009
pet year liability would provide for the
corstruction of this rcad and still
leave sufficient to build many 11i'es
mere of rallway- at a lower: rate of
guarantee.

Me:lis
‘are Separated .by many miles of-troil
and by a.deep river valley from *heir
nearest railway point.™ The extension
of ‘a railway through this fertile "belt
would be justified and is called fer
br the amount of settlement that has
alieady taken place “there. As the
country is settled, and is not extrz ue-
ly difficult of construction, it wouil
perhaps be found possible to secure a
line in this direction at the usuai
grarantee of $13,000 per mile. If su,
a road could be built'for.one hundred
miles eastward from Edmonton at an
annual interest liability .of $52,040
per year. That is: at the figures 1aken
—which are necessarily only estima:i2g
—three railway lines could be secur-
ed having an aggregate /fength of 550
miles ,and opening up the Peace River
cduntry, the Fert McMurray countcy,
and the St. Paul country at a total in-
terest liability of $372,000 per v=2ar—-
just $2,000 per year more thaa thc
liability which formerly stoed against
the Province in respect of the road
to open up the Fort McMurray dis-
trict alcne. And supposing the :ine
ficm the Landing to Fort McMurriy
could be secured for a guarantes of
instead of $15,009,
the north-easterly road could be e:-
tended * practically .to  the - easterly
boundary of the Province and tte
tetal interest liability for all thrce
lines would be Jjust-#%D, 000 per year
more than the liabillty agreed ty by
the Legislatire for the constructin
of the Fort McMurray line.

Winnipeg  market despatches re-
mark it as strange that despite the
sact that there is little foreign demand
for Canadian wheat just now the
prices have held better than usual n-
der such conditions. There is a com-
ment in this on the ‘“home marxet”
cry we heard so much of during the
recent electicn campaign.. When elece-
ticns are pending the ' protectiorist
doctrinaires are voluble in assuring the
farmer that the home market is the
great thing for him; but when the pol-
ling is over the farmer is told that ne
nced not expect good prices unless
there is a- brisk demand for his pro-
ducts -abread.. The home market s
‘“the big thing for the farmer’’ only
when the farmer’s vote is wanted in
behalf of high protection; at other
times it is an insignificant facto: in
the fixing of the price of whear, and
should the price of wheat remain good
while the foreign demand weakens
thls is held tc be a commercial phe-
womenon. ~Such phenomena, however.
hWave, usually an explanation, to be
found not far from the wheat pit. In
th: present case the damage done the
western wheat crop has been rather
widely advertised. It is just possible
tnat the men who make their money
ou‘ of wheat deals are using thz story
of this injury as a means of discour-
aging the foreign demand for Caaad-
fan wheat, while they fill up their ele-
vators in preparation for an advance
later on. It is doing the gentlemen
orerators of the wheat pit no injustice
tc suggest that they may have a hand
in the fact that the foreign orders are
few; and that if they had not, the
price for wheat would be even better
‘han it is.

EDMONTON’S VICTORY.,

While to the Province at large the
judgment of the court in the suit en-
tered by the Province against the Royal
bank is of great importance, its ;m-
portance to Edmontcn is necessarily
greater than to any other city in the
Prcvince., This judgment lays down
that the money derived from the sale
of the bonds is the property of ihe
Prcvince, and disposable as the lL.egis-
lature sees fit. In.the act laying claim
t> the money the Legislature declared
that the maney should be used for
public undertakings of a general
character. - This wipes out the debit of
$270,000 per year standing against the
nerthern country in the railway exten-

sion account, and allows the Le°vs!a-
turc to take .up the questxon of buid:
ings roads into the north country as
a new propositicn. It is fair to irgue
thst the members should, be willing ta
devote to this purvose at least an
amount of Provincial credit equal 19
that which the Legislature was form-
er'y willing to devote to ‘oni¢ northern
railway prcject—an interest liability of
$27C,000 per year. That amount pro-
perly distributed should provide for
raiiway extension into many parts of
the great northern country, and pro-
duce there a development which woanld
be almost unparalleled in the whole of
the western coantry and which must
make Edmcnton realize in the shortest
space of time something of the futurc
which awaits it through the settlemeat
anld progress of its hinterland. 71t is
recognized by everyone familiar at all
with the conditions that the maasure
of development of which the northern
country is capable is largely the mca-
sure of the.future which Edmontcn
may expect to achieve. It follows
that the sooner the opening up of this
northern country is undertaken cnd
the larger the scale on which it iz un-
dertaken, the sooner will the city be-
gin. to feel the benefits and to realize
the destiny which belongs te the mat-
ropelis of the last, best West. If there
can be arranged a series of railway
precjects designed to open up the coun-
try to the north-west and the north-
east of Edmonton, as well as the ccua-
trv directly to the north, the result
must be an inflowing tide of settle-
nment comparable to that which in the
last five years or so» has turned south-
ern Alberta from a wilderness into
a. region*whose name is synonymonus
with Pprogress on the most gigantic
scale and of the most wondarfuliy
rapid character. For such a move-
ment the time is ripe. Alberta looms
befare the world as it never did before,
and in any event the volume of immi-
gration and the rapidity of devalon-
ment throughout the Province genar=
ally is bound to be immense. Buf {o
throw open at'this time the ' great
spuces of the north-land to occupatien
and. use, must be to accelerale the
veloeity with which progress is being
meade everywhere in the Province., To
do this by a liberal provision for rail-
way extension to and through the dis-
tricts hitherto remcte and isolated, is
the policy of timely and far-signted
statesmanship. To not meet it in this
liberal way would be to wilfully barri-
cade the path of progress and f suy
that Alberta should not go ahead as
faat as its resources and the opportun-
ity of the haour entitle it to go.' Under
the leadership of a progressive Liberal
Gcevernment, and with a large meaior-
ity of progressive Liberals in the T.og-
islature, it may be taken that the "p-
portunity will be met in a way wor-
thy the time and place. The result
must be to the welfare of the Province
at large, for the movement of people
thither and the develcpment which
will follow their enterprise must make
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l[or the general good. But to no ¢ity
ir the Province will as large a share «f
the direct benefit fall as to the city
which is so situated as to be ths na-
tural and inevitable centre of activity
for all the country north of the Sas-
katchewan. What the. settlement of
southern Alberta has brought to pass
in Calgary in the past five years is an
indication of what must be brought
about in Edmonton in the five vears
which follow the adoption of ac‘ive
and extensive measures for the provi-
sion cf railway accommodation into
the northern portions of the Proviuc~,
While the. victory .in the court is a
victcry for Alberta, if’ is peculiarly a
victory for Edmonton. It wipes ont
the abnormally large item-charged up
against us in the Province's account
for one northérn railway, and so cpens
the way for larger things, for greater
development—and for quicker growth,

New York, Nov. 11.—Andrew Car-
negie last night announced that he
had given $25,000,000 to the Car-

In bestowing this gift upon the cor-

Denying that they entered into a
nombination with seventy fellow ewm-
ployees to cripple operations at the
Cardiff mine on November 9, whea all
the miners quit work, aecording to
charges of the Alberta Ccal Company.
tha five defendants named in the com-
plaint testified at the hearing hefove
Inspector Worsley at the mouanteu
police barracks yesterday afternoon.
Each gave a different reason for quit-
ting work, not including, however,
any cause for trouble with the owners
cf the coal mine. In fact, they om-
phatically stated that they knewx no-
thing about a strike and were not

new idle on any such grounds.
John Clelland testified that he had
worked for the company the last three
vears, being paid at so much per ton
or yard. On the afternoon cf No=
vember 8, the day before operatims
were suspended, he told the pit Doss
that he wanted to lay off for the pur-
pose of makKing some improvements
on his homestead. Clelland intended
te build a house for the reception of
his mother, who was coming to live
/ with him in the spring. He did not
know that the other miners were go-
ing to quit until that night. The wit-
ness admitted on cross-examination by
George Henwood, ceumsel for the
prcsecution, that he was aware 2f the
appointment of a committee by the
men to take up the question of ‘m-

 crcased wages. -

Wasnted Te Build House.
Thomas Clelland, a brother cf *he
previous witness, but not a co-defend-
ant in the action, corrobcrated his ¢vi-

dence as to needed improvemenis on i

the farm. The witness explained  that
his.reason for net shewing up for
work on November 9 was that ae re-
mained at home to help his brother

c.. He was employed as track man |

in the mine, and when he found ihe
mirers had quit work he thought
there was no use in goingwback and
he didn't.
_ “You didn’t think it was' necessary
~ to say anything to the pit boss about
laying off?” inguired Mr. Henwood.

“No, I had not been in the habit of
doing that,” respanded the witness.

° “Is that your idea of employment”’
counsel for the prosecutigh asked.

“Yes, sir,”” came the reSponse,

Archibald Benson was the next wit-
ness. He had worked for the Atber:a
Coal Mining Company for about threce
years and a half, he said, during
which time he had laid off occasional-
ly. He always spoke to the boss be-
fore doing so. The Witness worked
by the ton or yard ,the same as other
miners. He worked Wednesday, No-
vember 8, the last day the mine was
operated and informed the pit hoss
that he was going tc lay off the mext
day.

Chicken Coop Required Attention.

“I told him,” ceontinued the witness,
“that he might measure up my entry,
just as though it was the 20th >f the
month and I wounld get my pay on the
26th as usual. I had some: constru~-
tion work yet to do cn my chizken
coop and cow barn. As the weather
was getting cold I concluded it was
a good time to finish the work so that
my chickens would not freeze. I
didn’t know that any cof the other men
contemplated quitting work.”

On cross-examination Mr. Benson
saiad he knew all about the troable
at the mine and about the committee
named to see George S. Montgomery,
managing director and secretary-
treasurer of the coal ccmpany. In-
spector Worsley inquired if it was not
quite probable in af comparatively’
sniall community like that at the mine
that everybody living there - would
know what was going on.

“Yes, but I pay attention to my ewn
business,” the witness answered.

Resuming his testimeny, Benson ie-
called that on October 18, word was
received from the minister of iabor
for ‘the miners to appoint a #econi
member of the coneciliation  bosrd
sought 'by the company. A meeting
of the men was held at which it was
decided tc recommend the ‘appuini-
ment of Mr. Powell, of Calgary. They
had written 40 Mf.: Powell requesiing
him to act, but nhever received a re-
ply. The witness said no“other naine
was ever suggested for a place on
fhe board. Mr. Bepson told the in-
spgctor that in the month of October
lasi, his wages amounted to $121t 15,
for 26 day’'s ‘work, :

Expects To Resume Work.

“I have ne kitk coming won my
work,” Benson added. “I have aiwayg
got along all right with the company,
and expect to return to work.”

R. G. Brown, who sgid he had work-
ed for the company about four mon‘hs,
denied that he gmit when operations
were generally & suspended, but
gave as his reason that he wanted ‘o
repair -his house in ‘anticipation  of
winter weather. He had always laid
off when he felt like it. Jis first in-
timation cf a reported strike was when

Didn’t Know of a Strike.

“I don’'t knew it yet, only what 1
heard since I came to Edmonton,” he
prctested.

The witness assigned ill healtn as
the reason for not reporting for work
on Novefnber 9. -

I have laid off a number of (imes
on account of rheumatism and 1've
got it with me right ncw. It is too
damp for to continue working in the
mine, and I simply decided to leave
the ccmpany’s employ. I was going
to draw my pay Saturday and g0
back to the States, but I was served
with a summons to appear here today,
ard changed my plans accordingly.’

“You are the man who had all the
correspondence with the depastment
of labor at Ottawa?” asked Mr. Hcen-
wood with almost startling suddenaess
as the witness was turned over to him
for cross-examination.

‘“Well, there were some letters and
telegrams passed back and forth, but
I haven’t got them now and I don't
know what they contained.”

Subsequent "questioning disclosed
that a miner:named Wilcox had some-
thing to do with the ccrrespondence,
and counsel pressed the witneas for
further information as ‘to hisg identi:y.
In this the'solicitor was not altozather
successful.” Evans did net remember
who wrote certain letters and teie-
grams but admitting having signed
them, doing it, as he /e;(plained at the
reauest of others and because . he
planned te leave soon for the States.

Refused Conciliation \Board.

Local demand is supplement-
ed by calls from British Columbis,
both for beef and pork. Large ship-
ments of the latter, of course, are now
8cing to the Prairie Provinces from
Ontario.

And while the west has tot
a great many cattle to Spare, it will
not require beef from Ontario im-
mediately, at ‘all events.
