Chaos at Home.
The situation In the great cities 

of England may be realized to some 
extent from the items which we re­
publish from the Daily Mail of Fri­
day week, when the strike of trans­
port workers was but partial.

“Mob law reigns in London. The 
strikers are supreme, hi all direct­
ions yes/erday they stopped traffic 
and interrupted supplies.

The capital finds itself in the po­
sition of a blockaded city, within 
which civil war—though fortunately 
of a mild type—is in full swing.

There is a disquieting shortage of 
all manner of supplies. Meat has 
risen greatly in price. Fruit is 
scarce. Ice is becoming unprocur­
able. Petrol is hardly to be obtain­
ed. Ç-

In the docks and the railway sta­
tions vast quantities of produce are 
.accumulating, but they cannot be un­
loaded or distributed. The strikers 
have given the order, and their will 
prevails."

“So grave is the outlook, so ex­
treme the danger to London’s food, 
that troops are being hold ready at 
Aldershot, Hounslow, Shorncliffe, 
Colchester, Dover, and elsewhere; 
160 rounds of ball cartridge per 
man have been issued. Army Ser­
vice wagons are waiting at Houns­
low."

“An order was Issued at Aldershot 
at 10.30 that all the troops were to 
go to bed, but they were to sleep in 
their clothes."

"Mr. Tillett stated yesterday to a 
Daily Mail representative that if the 
strike continues for another week 
there will probably be no newspapers, 
“and you may not be able even to buy 
a notebook." he added

Ten thousand tons of paper are now 
lying at the wharves and in ships be­
tween VVapping and Blackfriars; and 
at Marylebone Station, the point of 
arrival for the Grimsby Mills, paper 
is accummulatlng at the rate of 500 
tons a week.

London’s daily and weekly news­
paper require between 4,500 and 5,- 
000 tons a week. One firm, who bring 
their paper by water to wharves in 
the City, where they receive 2,000 
tons a week, have been endeavouring 
to bring supplies by rail to the Brick­
layers' Arms Station. Their carmen 
were threatened by strikers but suc­
ceeded in getting portions of the con­
signment through.”

“Owing to some 20,000 tons of ice 
being detained at the docks, factor­
ies. and cold storage departments the 
supply in London yesterday was al­
most entirely cut off."

"At Covent Garden 500 or 600 port­
ers were standing idle. There was 
no foreign fruit for sale. It has been 
impossible to remove 50.000 packages 
of French and Spanish goods which 
arrived on Wednesday. Forty-four 
thousand cases of foreign fruit, val­
ued at £14,000. are lying in ships in 
the river rotting. One firm has been 
obliged to drop into the sea about 5,- 
000 bunches of bananas."

Accident at Saw Mill
John Holloway,' of Port Blandford, 

came in by train to-day and was tak­
en to the Hospital by Mr. E. White­
way. He was working yesterday at 
Mr. Stone's saw mill there when in 
an inadvertent moment his hand went 
under the circular saw and was hor­
ribly mangled. No doctor was avail­
able. Blood flowed copiously from 
the wound and it looked as if he 
must bleed to death. Mr. Stone and 
his fellow workmen did not know 
much about first aid but they tore up 
a clean cotton shirt and bound up 
the wound temporarily. He was then 
taken to Mr. Stone’s house where bet­
ter bandages were put on and the flow 
of the vital fluid was stopped. When 
the train came along he- was put on 
board to come to St. John’s. He 
looked very pale when tie landed at 
the station to-day.

LONDON. To-Day.

The pinch of 
want is felt in all the great cities, 
while thousands are stranded through­
out the Kingdom, unable to reach 
their families.

Enrolling Special 
Constables.

LONDON, ToDay.
It is said one of the gravest fea­

tures of the situation in London is the 
threatened strike of the employees of 
the underground railways. Hun­
dreds of thousands use the tubes to ' 
get to and from their business, and | 
their stoppage would greatly increase 
the suffering and the demoralization, 
which is being caused by the strike on 
the railways. Already 500 employees 
are out. The underground strikers 
held a mass meeting and passed a re­
solution not to return to work until 
satisfactory terms have been arrang­
ed through their executive or until 
all other railway men who have struck 
are restored to their positions under 
Government guarantees. Winston 
Churchill, the Home Secretary, asked 
P. T. O’Connor and Col. Kyffln-Tay- 
lor, members for the Scotland Division 
and the Kirkdale Division of Liver­
pool, respectively, to recommend 
what measures the Government should 
take to settle the strike trouble and 
restore good relations between the 
different classes. Mr. Churchill also 
recommended them to consult with 
the Lord Mayor of Liverpool and re­
port to him on the food supply. In 
addition he made an appeal to the 
members of the National reserves. 
The Lord Mayor of London has re­
quested that all citizens who are will­
ing to serve as special constables in 
case of need shall assemble at the 
Guildhall and enroll. Special con­
stables have not been used in London 
since the Trafalgar Square riots by 
the unemployed in 18S7. At that time 
John Burns, now President of the 
Local Government' Board, and who 
was then a labour agitator, was the 
one person arrested for creating dis­
turbances. The Scottish Office also 
issued tnstguction for the enrolment 
of constables when found necessary. 
The first class cruiser, Warrior, ar­
rived at Douglas, Isle of Man. with 
provisions for the hungry- Islanders 
whose regular communication with 
Liverpool has been cut off. Reports 
from Wales say that 30,000 additional 
miners will be idle. Thousands of 
holiday makers are stranded at sea­
side and country resorts, without 
means, and unable to obtain trans­
portation home. The International 
combine of steamship companies has 
no hope of getting away any ships 
from Liverpool this week. The best 
it expects to accomplish to-day is to 
sail the steamer Philadelphia out of 
Southampton and the steamer Mine- 
apolis out of London.

And we hereby certify that the un 
fortunate occurrence incident to the 
landing whereby a rowboat with a 
man and boy aboard was run down 
was without fault on your part, sev 
eral of us witnessing the occurrence 
from the upper deck.

After you had slowed down the 
steamer to half speed and were dir­
ecting its course with safe sea room 
for both row boats between which 
you were seeking to pass, the owner 
of one (if the boats suddenly changed 
his course and rowed directly across 
your bow without looking to right or 
left or heeding the "bourse of the 
Prospero and without apparently pay­
ing attention to the loud warning 
calls which were at once given by 

i you and your officers.
| Under the circumstances the acci­
dent was not only inevitable but was 
directly chargeable to the owner of 
the row boat and was without con 
tributary fault on your part.

In this state of affairs we deem it 
but just that you should not be al­
lowed to bear the burden of the cost 
of settlement made with the owner 
of the row boat and we therefore 
ake pleasure in tendering you a 

purse in recompense for the Sum paid 
out by you to which we beg to add 
our high appreciation of your ability 
as a navigator and as a courteous and 
genial host.

DIED LAST NIGHT.
Last night Mr. Bowers, journalist, 

passed suddenly away at his residence 
on Military Road. Yesterday morning 
Mr. Bowers was out on business as 
usual, and to all appearance, in his 
usual state of health. Shortly before 

1 a.m. he began to complain of indis­
position, and returned home. He 
grew so weak that Mrs. Bowers had 
to assist him to his room and to sum­
mon a medical man. During the aft­
ernoon he showed no signs of rally­
ing, and his wife called in Rev. Dr. 
Greene to administer the Sacraments. 
About 7 p.m. his pains increased and 
Df. Campbell was called in. But with­
in half an hour, while talking to his 
wife and the doctor, Mr. Bowers sud­
denly expired.

Mr. Bowers was born at St. John’s, 
and m his childhood taken to Char­
lottetown and educated at a private 
school and at St. Dunstan’s College. 
At an early age he commenced his 
political career, becoming at 18 Sec­
retary of the Liberal Reform Associa 
tion which fought for and won Re­
sponsible Government for Prince Ed­
ward Island. From 1865 to 1866 he 
contributed articles for the editorial 
columns of the Examiner. In 1866 
-he helped to found the Catholic Young 
Men’s Literary Institute, from 1870 to 
1873 he was editor and proprietor of 
this newspaper, and in the latter year 
became Queen’s Printer for Prince Ed­
ward- Island under the Pope-Howlan 
Administration. Three years later his 
party was defeated on the denomina­
tional school question, and he went 
out of office and became editor of the 
New Era, and continued in the edi­
torial,chair for the next nine years. 
Journalism, however, did not occupy 
the whole of his attention. In 1875 he 
was Secretary of the O’Connell Cen- 
tentary Celebration, and in 1878 be­
came Secretary of the Central Coun­
cil of the Catholic Total Abstinence 
Union. In 1879 he married, and in 
1882 contested St. Peter’s Bay against 
the Premier of Prince Edward Island, 
being defeated by a few votes. In 
1886 he came to Newfoundland to 
manage and edit the Colonist. In 
1890 he was sent to Canada on a dele­
gation on the French Shore question.

In I960 he left Newfoundland for 
Sydney, where he edited the Sydney

Post for five years and afterwards 
returned to Newfoundland. For the 
[last six years Mr. Bowers has been 
occupied in correspondence and other 
literary work, and now he has pass­
ed to his rest. His genial smile, ro­
tund voice, and optimistic views will 
be missed among his many friends 
and acquaintances. Hq leaves be­
lt rid a widow and three sisters, to 
whom the Evening Telegram tenders 
sympathy. The funeral will take 
ilace to-morrow at 2.30 p.m.

Deputy Minister Says He lias No Kil- 

dence to Blame Officers.
Ottawa, Aug. 11.— Deputy Minister 

Dcsbarats issued a further statement 
this afternoon in which he character­
ized as false stories said to have 
emanated from Halifax, one to the ef­
fect that Commander McDonald of the 
Niobe had surrendered his sword to 
Admiral Klngsmill, and the .other that 
officers of the Niobe had been to a 
ball in Yarmouth.

“If Commander McDonald left his 
sword behind him it was because he 
found it. inconvenient to carry it,"
said the deputy.

An enquiry into the accident is br­
ing conducted, but pending its out­
come there will be no action against 
anyone. “I have yet to receive evi­
dence that any officers of the Niobe 
were to blame."

Hope, B.C., Aug. 12.—Five men. 
names at present unknown, were 
drowned in the Fraser river at Sad­
dle Rock, the first flag station above 
Yale.
