We presume that it means 
that the “picnic" is official, and that 
the country will have the gratification 
of paying for it, as well as for the new 
railway loan whiîh he will no doubt 
arrange to float whilst he is there.

Titanic
Disaster.

THRILLING EXPERIENCES.
Charles Herbert Lightolder. sec­

ond officer of the Titanic, followed 
Mr. Marconi on the stand. Senator 
Smith asked if the rule requiring life 
saving apparatus to be in each room 
for each passenger was complied with.

“Everything was complete," said the 
witness. “Sixteen lifeboats, of which 
four were collapsible, were on the Ti­
tanic," he said. X

“How thorough are the captains of 
the. Board of Trade in inspecting 
ships?” asked Senator Smith. “Cap­
tain Clark is so thorough that we 
called him a nuisance.” Lightolder 
said he was in the sea with a life 
belt on for one hour and a half.

"What time did you leave the ship?"
“I did not leave it."
“Did it leave you?"
Lightolder declared he stood on the 

top of the officers' quarters and as 
the ship took a dive, he faced for­
ward and took a dive also. “I was 
sucked against a .blower and held 
there,” testified the officer.

“Head above water?"
“No, sir, a terriffic gust came up 

the blower; the boilers must have ex­
ploded, and I was blown clear."

“How far were you blown ?"
"Barely clear ; I wras sucked - down 

again, this time on the "Fidley" grat­
ing.”

“Did any one else have a similar 
experience?”

“Yes, Colonel Gracie."
“How diet you get loose?”
“I don't know; maybe another ex­

plosion. All I know is we came up 
beside a boat.”

Colonel Oracle told how he was 
driven to the topmast deck when the 
ship settled and was the sole surviv­
or after the wave that swept her just 
before her final plunge had passed.

. “I jumped with the wave," said he. 
"When the ship plunged I was swirl­
ed around and around for what seem­
ed to be an Interminable time. Even­
tually I came to the surface to find 
the sea a mass of tangled wreckage."

I’SE OF REVOLVERS.
“When 1 got there," said Miss Hilda 

> Slayter, "I found an indiscriminate

scene. Some of the steerage men pas­
sengers had attempted to seize one of 
the lifeboats and thtre was a brisk 
revolver fight, many men falling un­
der it. The prompt and dramatic 
command of the officers restored or­
der.

Senator Smith wanted to know 
about the shooting on the Titanic 
while she was sinking. Lowe said ht 
had fired three shots into the water 
to scare away some immigrants on 
one of the decks who he feared were 
about to swamp a loaded boat by 
jumping into it.

He was certain the shots struck no 
one. Lowe was then temporarily ex­
cused.

ROWED BACK TO WRECK.
Lowe told of tying five of the life­

boats together, transferring the pas 
tengers from his boat, and then call­
ed for volunteers to row back to the 
wreck.

“Wo rowed back and around the 
wreck," said the witness, "and w< 
picked up foui' men who were sfrug 
gling in the water. Three of then 
survived, but the fourth, a Mr. Hoyt 
of New York, died -shortly after wi 
took him out of the water. I did not 
know the names of the others. Then 
were a number of bodies floating 
around, but I did not see a single fe­
male corpse."

“You said a moment ago that yoi 
had waited before returning to th< 
wreck until things had quieted down, 
said Senator Smith. "What did yot 
mean by 'quieted down?'”

"Until the cries ceased."
"The cries of drowning?"
"Yes. sir. We did not dare go int< 

the struggling mass. It would have 
sunk us. We remained on the edge 
of the scene and would have takei 
every one aboard that eve could, bu 
it would have been suicide to hav 
gone in.”

"Now, how long did it require fo 
things to get quiet?” asked the Sen 
ator. “ I mean for the cries and th 
screams of the drowning people t< 
cease?"

"About an hour and a half."

Reassuring 
Their Friends.

To-day and yesterday the emigrants 
who are on the Mongolian took th< 
occasion of their stop-off at St 
John's to telegraph and write thei, 
friends of their safety. The Angle 
office for a while this morning was 
crowded with people sending tele­
grams, and the Post Office also had i 
crowd sending letters and post cards 
to their friends. Several of those 
who sent messages had telegrams it 
answer and their people in England 
were delighted to find them all right 
Of course the accident to the Titanii 
bad a good deal to do with this ex 
change of news.

CapL J. Lannon, the well-known 

skipper of the schr. Northern Light, 
had a letter to-day from his daughtci 
Annie, who is in Boston, saying that 
her sister, his eldest daughter, died 
on April 20th. Her name was Mrs. 
Banks, and her father is inconsolabls 
over his daughter's death.

The deceased lady leaves one child, 
a boy aged 7 years.

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Ismay Was 
Much Cheered.

Peer Provision For Sailors Detained 
as Witnesses.

Special to Evening Telegram.
' WASHINGTON. April 28.

Ismay was much cheered by to­
day’s testimony. Throughout the 
week he had a troubled look. Dur­
ing the long daily session/\he has 
sat silent, seldom speaking to if is as­
sociates who accompanied him. On 
Saturday, however, he listened eager­
ly to the account of his conduct in 
connection with the lifeboats, told by 
stewards and seamen who came in 
contact with him on the night of the 
disaster. His eyes fairly beamed 
when Steward Crawford told how he 
had called for women to go in the 
beats and said to a woman who told 
him she was a stewardess “You are a 
woman, take your place in the boat." 
Ismay listened intently, too, as Stew­
ard Bright testified he had not left 
the ship until after all the large life­
boats had gone, only one or two col­
lapsible boats being left on deck. 
Bright had seen Imsay working with 
others on the starboard collapsible 
boat and was the last to leave the 
ship from that side. Bright who left 
on the very last boat on the port col­
lapsible boat said he knew Ismay had 
not left the ship until just before the 
pert collapsible boat was lowered in 
to the water and in time to get only a 
hundred yards from the Titanic be­
fore she went down. After the ses­
sion was over the corridor of the Sen­
ate Office Building near the commit­
tee room was crowded with anxious 
sailors of the Titanic who have been 
called to the committee since their 
rescue ship Carpathia brought them 
to New York. They were a nervous 
lot, in fact they were broke. Not be­
ing permitted to leave they faced the 
prospects of Saturday night arid Sun­
day without funds, most of them are 
men with families desirous of sending 
word home. Ismay knew their cir­
cumstances and asked Senator Smith 
if something could not be done for 
them. They are entitled to $4 a day 
witness fees and expenses, but no pre­
paration had been made to pay them 
until released. “If it is too late to 
get money for the sailorraen." Ismay 
declared, “I can see that it is ad­
vanced.” Finally the Assistant Ser- 
geant-at-Arms, Cornelius, found a 
way to cheer the hearts of the sailors. 
They were escorted to the Capitol in 
a body and advanced their money. 
This made them a happy lot.

Battle With 
Auto Bandits.

a cmnpany of engineers. Ten thous­
and spectators viewed the battle front 
points of vantage.

Criticises 
Morris’s Policy.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—The Chronicle of April 

26th contains a report of a meeting 
held by the St. John's Agricultural 
Society. At the meeting, we are in­
formed. various reports were read 
and some able speeches made. I 
have read the speeches, or the gist 
of them, as published, also the re­
ports. One thought strikes me in con­
nection with this Agricultural So­
ciety. and that is, that they have be­
gun at the wrong end. To my mind 
the obtaining of first class seeds and 
blooded stock should not be made the 
basis on which to rear a sound and 
healthy advancement of farming: that 
should follow knowledge, and would 
surely follow it as spring follows win­
ter. Of course it is wise to procure tile 
best seeds, but it does not follow that 
because you have good seeds you are 
going to have a good crop. If I were 
to choose between seeds aud know­

ledge, I should certainly take the lat­
ter. Take an example : two neigh 
hors—one is given poor seed, or jus 
ordinary seed, but he is a man whi 

j knows how to get the best results:
: he understands something of th< 
j chemistry of the farm. The othei 
! knows nothing of the intelligent side 
1 of farming, or puts too much confi- 
I deuce in seeds and the old haphazard 
style that is thought good enough 
The one gets a good crop, the other 
with his cosily seeds, gets a poor one 
The same with live stock. How long 
do you suppose Farmer Slack wil 
keep up the standard? In his can 
the best of stock soon becomes scrub 
So 1 say the advancement of agricul­
ture in this country lias beçun at the 
wrong end.

The spending of money on choice 
seeds and fertilizers and animals is 
to a great extent a waste of money 
Of course the idea of beginning quiet­
ly and advancing surely does not up 
peal to Sir Edward Morris: it would 
not attract so much attention. Just 
as Sir Robert Bond’s sensible though

luiet way of getting at the extern)i- 
îation of consumption did not suit 
he noisy Picnic Party. A great hub­

bub has been created over the farming 
policy, but like “fire on light straw’ 
it will soon die out, for a farming 
policy built on seeds and fancy live 
stock will soon tumble to the ground 

One might naturally expect to fini 
enlightenment among the leaders o 
this great agricultural movement, bu. 
if proof of what I say be required tha:
I hey have taken hold of the wront 
end, one has but to read the report 
pf last week's meeting. Under tlx 
heading of fertilizers we find this 
statement: "Several members wbc 
bought some of Mr. Houston's fish 
fertilizer last year found it of goot 
value," The same was said of fer 
tilizers supplied by Mr. Colin Camp 
bell. There is an instance of rule o 
litumb method. Why are not the an 
ilysis of those fertilizers given si 
that there should be no guessing as 
to their value? Fertilizers should lx 
of definite chemical composition, and 
to make intelligent use of them the 
farmer should know of what elements 
they are composed, and how those 
elements are made to furnish the de­
sired plant food. We notice that the 
“Society is disposed to favor local 
made fertilizer, and there is so much 
limestone, phosphate rock, silica.

1 magnesia, potash, etc., the industry 
should prove a profitable one.” Silica 
exists as quartz, quartz-sand, as sili­
cates. etc., but what value silica has 
as a fertilizer I am at a loss to know. 
Fancy a farmer manuring his field 
with sand or broken quartz. Man­
ganese has no value as a fertilizer as 
far as I am aware. As. for potash it 
is not readily available in this coun­
try, it does not exist in the free state, 
but combined with other bases, as in 
feldspars and could not be profitably 
extracted. Limestone and phosphate 
rock have some value, but limestone 
if applied injudicious and without due 
knowledge as to its effects, is bound 
to- work th? ruination of the farm.. 
There is too much talk of limestone 
by the Society. One gentleman, just, 
returned from England, advocates the 
use of ground limstone, instead of 
lime, and says ope half ton of the 
former is worth more than two tons 
of the latter. More rule of thumb, 
for why he considères a half ton of 
limestone as good as two tons of! 
lime I cannot see. Limestone is es­
sentially calcium carbonate, -that Is 
calcium, carbon and oxygen in com­
bination. In burning it gives up its 
carbon and is reduced to calcium ox­
ide or calcium and oxygen. It has

lost nothing but its carbon and a part
of its oxygen. It requires 1.785 as 
much limestone as lime to form lime, 
it loses .785 of its weight in burning. 
What It has lost is carbon dioxide, 
which has no value. Lime is used to 
eject decomposition of the soil and 
that is where it is dangerous to use 
indiscriminately. The proper use of 
lime is to correct acidity in the soil, 
which prevents the development of 
nitrogen. Another use to which lime 
may be put is to loosen up and make 
porous hard clayey soils. Lime adds 
nothing to the soil, it is simply a 
stimulant, just as whiskey is to the 
man, and great care should be taken 
in the use of. it 

I write this in the interest of agri­
culture, for it would be a pity to see 
tire farmers ruined by the 1 idle talk 
of self-imposed teachers of agricul­
ture, for ruined they will be if they 
listen to the agents of Morris and Co. 
It would be much better to go back 
and begin at the beginning. The es­
tablishment of an Experimental Farm 
under a staff of competent agricultur­
ists is what is needed. Educate the 
farmers, make them what they should 
be —scientists, and you will find that 
they will know how to select seeds 
and fertilizers without the aid of any 
self-constituted teachers— who can’t 
teach.

WASHINGTON, April 28.

The failure to give the exact posi­
tion of a great field of floating ice 
that offered a frigid barrier to a ship 
hurrying to the rescue, and the mis­
take of her own captain rushing at 
top speed through the ice-covered sea, 
all those combined sent the Titanic 
and her l,60d victims to watery graves 
in the North Atlantic. This was 
strongly indicated on Saturday by tes­
timony before the Senate Committee. 
Capt. Moore, of the Mount Temple, 
who was hurrying to the Titanic in 
response to wireless calls for help, 
told of a great stretch of field ice 
which held him off. Within his view 
from the bridge he said he discerned 
another steamer, probably a tramp, 
and another schooner, which was 
making her way out of the ice. The 
lights of this schooner, he thought, 
were probably those seen by the anx­
ious survivors of the Titanic, which 
they tried to reach. Capt. Moore de­
nounced as a most unwise action the 
Titanic's commander rushing at 21 
knots through the night when he had 
been advised of the proximity of ice. 
He said he had spent 27 years on the 
North Atlantic, and whenever ice was 
around he doubled his watch and re­
duced speed. If it happened that he 
got caught in the ice-pack, he stop­
ped the engines and drifted until 
clear. Witness also was emphatic in 
his declaration that the position sent 
out by the Titanic was wrong. He 
said the ship was eight miles further 
eastward than the operator reported. 
This, he declared, was proved by ob­
servations taken the first thing on the 
day following the disaster. With 
what was virtually a fleet of steam­
ers within a radius of fifty miles, the 
mista.ke in fixing accurately the posi­
tion of the steamer was a fatal one. 
With icebergs and floating ice cover­
ing the northern seas, a ship even of 
the size of the Titanic might well be 
overlooked with such a variance in 
location.
