It is a pity we are 
compelled thus to sur­

the third great episode in the now bril­
liant career of the Newfoundland Re­
giment. From all accounts that we 
have received it must have been some­
where in the neighbourhood of the 
village of Eaucourt l'Abbaye, or Fiers, 
and no doubt we shall know definitely 
very soon. But the matter, small as_ it 
is. suggests strongly a need that lias 
time .and again been felt in the past 
and will continue to be felt more in­
sistently as time goes on. It is that of 
a correspondent or of one who, if he 
does not deserve that title in its full 
sense, may be enabled to follow, on the 
field and at the time, the doings of our 
men, connect and arrange them and 
give to us and to the world a worthy 
record of their great deeds.

For there can be no doubt that their 
deeds have been great, far greater 
than most of us imagine. Out of jus­
tice to themselves and our posterity 
they should be known in all the ful­
ness of détail possible. If is hot 
enough to collect, long afterwards, 
disconnected fragments from surviv­
ors, who have had more to think about 
at • the time than the compilation of 
history. It may perhaps be possible 
to tell the whole story some day of 
the quiet heroism and endurance at 
Gallipoli and the efficient service that 
won for the little remnant of the Regi­
ment the high honor of holding last of 
all the lines at Anzac Cove; but we 
doubt it.

The expedition met with disaster 
straight away. The Albatross, a 
specially-designed minelayer, was sent 
Ahead to lay her deadly eggs across 
the path an interfering Russian squa­
dron might be likely to take, but be­
fore she could reach her objective she 
was caught and sunk.

Since the war commenced Russia 
hac completed four super-Dread- 
noughts—the Petropavlovski, Sevasto­
pol, Gangut and Poltava. Each of these 
ships can steam twenty-four knots 
under forced draught, and mounts 12. 
12-inch guns, capable of being fired 
on either broadside. In addition to 
these she has either finished, or is 
completing, four of the most powerful 
battle-cruisers in the world. They 
were laid down at the end of 1912, and 
while capable of steaming at nearly 
thirty knots per hour, can bring a bat­
tering weight of nine 14-inch guns to 
bear on a foe, besides smaller guns 
for dealing with torpedo attacks.

Destroyers have been added to the 
Russian Navy since the outbreak of 
war, and as these are all new-pattern 
boats, their steaming powers and ar­
mament leave nothing to be desired.

With this brand-new, well-trained 
and determined Navy to face them, the 
Germans will think well before they 
again attack the Russian coast.

All these Russian ships are ready 
for fighting, besides others in the 
Black Sea, where three Dreadnoughts 
have been completed, each carrying 
a dozen 12-inch guns. They have 
proved their mettle against the Turk­
ish ships, and their task has been ren­
dered, all the easier by our com­
mandeering, early in the war, two bat­
tleships being built for Turkey in 
British yards.

The Russian Navy has more than 
surpassed all that could be expected 
of it, and has acquitted itself hand­
somely.—Péarson’s Weekly.

Wilson has carried California 'and 
been re-elected fifty hours after the 
polls closed. Republican Chairman 
Rowell concedes the state to the Presi­
dent. Thus the 13 votes needed to as­
sure the President a majority in the 
electoral college have dropped into the 
Democratic column and apparently 
ended the suspense and anxiety of an 
election which has been unparralleled 
in America political history. Repub­
lican Chairman Wilcox, when inform­
ed that the President had carried Cali­
fornia only replied, "I have nothing to 
say.” Secretary Tumulty at the sum­
mer White House at Shadowlawn sent 
the news by wireless to President Wil­
son on board the yacht Mayflower en 
route to Rhine Cliff, N.Y. The Califor­
nia returns showed with only 48 dis- 
tiicts missing, that the President’s 
pluralty, in the state was 2,970. Barr­
ing some wholly unexpected turnover 
the incomplete states leaning toward 
Wilson or a change on the recount, 
California’s acquisition to the Demo­
cratic column gave the President 269 
electoral votes without New Mexico’s 
three. In New Mexico at midnight the 
President was leading by 2,634 votes 
with 158 districts missing. It was not 
believed that this advantage could be 
overcome by Hughes. Conceding West 
Virginia, New Hampshire and Min­
nesota to Hughes—and he was in the 
lead in all three—only gives him 259 
votes, seven less than required. With 
272 votes in sight President Wilson 
had six to spare for a possible split in 
the electors of California or a sudden 
reversal in New Mexico. At the Re­
publican National Headquarters it is 
admitted in conferences between Geo. 
Wickersham, former- Attorney-General 
of the United States, Evert Colby, New 
Jersey, Hughes’s Chairman Wilcox 
and George W. Perkins, New York 
that preparations were being made to 
begin legal proceedings for a recount 
in the states where the results were 
close. Chairman Wilcox included 
California, New Mexico, North Dakota, 
New Hampshire, Minnesota in his list 
of the states where recounts undoubt­
edly would be demanded. Democratic 
headquarters are not behind the Re­
publicans in the legal developments. 
It was evident the election was to be 
taken into the courts. The legal giants 
of both parties are being marshaled 
for suqh a battle royal as the States 
have never seen.

FUR NECKLETS, TIES, THROWOVERS, MUFFS, SETTSTO-DAY’S and said the British navy was ready 
and more than ready when the oppor­
tunity was offered it. With regard to 
the Greek situation, Asquith said he 
wished he could speak with as much 
confidence as hope. The Entente Al­
lies went to Salonika as friends both 
of Greece and Serbia. He said their 
sole desire was to protect Greece from 
becoming enmeshed in {he German net 
and to save her from internal strife. 
Whatever apparently drastic measures 
had been taken were directed solely 
by the necessity of preventing Athens 
from becoming the centre of German 
propaganda and intrigue. Declaring 
the Entente Allies were in hearty 
sympathy with Eleutheros Venizelos, 
the former Premier, Asquith asked 
how Greece could possibly stand aloof 
from the war for the emancipation of 
the smaller states. Greece, Asquith 
continued, first lit the torch of liberty 
in Europe and withstood the inrush of 
Eastern barbarism and tyranny. May 
Greece rekindle her lamp and show 
herself worthy of her immortal past. 
Dealing with the general situation, 
Asquith said, let there be no illusion 
about our enemies. They are great or­
ganizers and fine fighters in the field ; 
they are also, if not skilful yet inde­
fatigable workers in the sphere of 
propaganda, where they have the 
double motive to divide the Allies and 
capture neutral opinion. In this con­
nection Asquith characterized the 
German suggestion of a sinister design 
cn the part of the Entente Allies to 
combine against neutral countries and 
build lip an impenetrable - stone wall 
against their trade as a childish fic­
tion which could only mean the Allies 
were bent upon economic suicide. He 
said it ought to be unnecessary to af­
firm when the time comes for peace 
that nothing will be more essential for 
the Entente Allies from a standpoint 
of simple self-interest than to estab­
lish and maintain' the best industrial 
and financial relations with neutrals. 
Alluding to the different methods of 
the propaganda, which, he said, were 
employed in different places with a 
view of dividing the Allies and influ­
encing opinion in favor of a separate 
peace, Asquith said, I desire to declare 
without hesitation or reserve, that the 
Allies were fighting in a common 
cause, and that for the purposes of the 
war their interests were identical and 
that a victory securing those interests 
is in our judgment the only condition 
of a lasting peace. Continuing, As­
quith said he desired to mention that 
hitherto no German propagandist had 
ever suggested that Germany was pre­
pared to concede anything to the de­
mand of the Allies for the reconstruc­
tion and independence of Serbia. Al­
luding to what he termed a propagan­
da conducted in Russia to the effect 
that Britain’s only desire to prolong 
the war and prevent any sert of peace 
was because she is making huge pro­
fits by exploiting the Allies unscru­
pulously, the Premier said it was for 
us to know what liberal sacrifices we 
are paying in pr'ecious lives and in the 
unceasing, pitiless drain upon our re­
servoir of potential promise of vital­
ity. Who have greater reason than 
we to long and pray for peace? Peace, 
yes, but on one condition only—that

Who Was Many Times Wounded and 
Now Has Two Legs Off—Will Soon 
be Home—Went Through Three Big 
Campaigns With “Ours”—A Tribute 
Paid to Him by Sergt. Dewling.
The subjoined letters concerning a 

hero of “Ours” who has certainly 
done his bit, speak for themselves 
and will doubtless be read with in­
terest. Yesterday Mrs. E. Moore,
Duckworth Street, received this let­
ter from Sergt. Herb. J. Dewling, G.
H. Q., 3rd Echelon, B. E. F„ France :—

October 21st, 1916. /
Dear Mrs. Moore,—

Yesterday I went to see your son in 
hospital here. I must first tell you he 
is doing splendidly and I would not 
be surprised to know he will-be home 
In time to have his Christmas dinner 
with you. He has had a very hard time 
indeed. He asked me to write you 
and let you know how he fared. It is 
a most difficult letter for me to write, 
as I am a poor letter writer at any 
time and therefore am not the least 
capable of conveying to you a de­
scription of anything like the wonder­
ful courage your brave son has shown 
in hospital. He had been wounded in 
both legs and the doctors, to save his 
life, found amputation necessary. He 
has the left leg amputated above the 
knee and also the right foot above the 
ankle.

SUBMARINES BREAK THROUGH 

BLOCKADE.
LONDON, To-day.

German submarines have been op­
erating extensively in the English 
Channel and off the Southern coast 
of France. They broke through the 
British blockade and ring of defences 
under cover of the recent raid by Ger­
man warships. This information came 
to-day from reliable sources. The 
raid was carried out by enemy war­
ships in. the shipping route between 
the Thames and Holland on November 
1st.

This report says it was a blind to 
get a half dozen or more U-boats 
through the Channel. That it suc­
ceeded is evidenced by the unusual ac­
tivity of submarines in these waters 
during the last few days. Their toll 
of victims this week has been excep­
tionally high. The British naval au­
thorities have learned of this fact and 
are making strenuous efforts to trap 
some of the raiders.

THE ELECTION.
NEW YORK, To-day.

Wilson was elected President of the 
United States when California swung 
definitely into the Democratic column 
early to-day. The only States where 
the result remained in question to­
day were Minnesota, New Hampshire 
and New Mexico, with 19 electoral 
votes. Unless there is a decided over­
turn in the districts missing, Wilson 
will carry New Mexico, while Hughes, 
is leading in Minnesota; the result 
will not be known in New Hampshire 
until the official count is completed. 
West Virginia, which was classed as 
doubtful until late last night, has gone 
definitely for Hughes.

Unless the vote of California is di­
vided, which now seems possible, 
Wilson is assured of 269 votes in the 
Electoral College, hree more than a 
majority, and Hughes of 243. The 
President could lose three votes from 
California and still have enough to 
elect him. This loss would be offset 
by New Mexico, which it seems certain 
he has carried. If Hughes carried 
both Minnesota with twelve votes and 
New Hampshire with four, he would 
have only 259, seven less than enough 
to elect.

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Given a Big Reception Yesterday on 
Returning on Sick Furlong*.

The cross-cotmtry ex­
press pulled in at the 
railway Ration at four 
o’clock yesterday after­

noon and the rolling of drums, 
the blaring of bugles and the 
vociferous cheering from the vast: 
crowd of citizens who assembled On 
the platform .to welcome Major Mac- 
pherson, the gallant officer who had 
won honor for himself and Newfound­
land. Included in the number were: 
Lady Davidson, the Premier and Lady 
Morris, Sir Joseph and Lady Outer- 
bridge, the Ladies* Reception Commit­
tee of the Patriotic Association, May­
or Gosling, R. G. Rendell, D. M. Baird, 
Dr. Fraser, Major Montgomerie with a 
guard of volunteers and bugle band. 
As Mrs. Macpherson, who accompan­
ied her husband from England, step­
ped from the train, she was presented 
by Lady Davidson with- a magnificent 
bouquet of beautiful flowers consist­
ing chiefly of chrysanthemums and 
lilies. After the usual hand-shakes 
and hearty welcome from their nu­
merous friends, the party proceeded 
to the front of the station, where the 
Premier in extending an official wel­
come to Major Macpherson, said: 
“On behalf of the Ladies’ Reception 
Committee and the country at large 
we assemble here this afternoon to 
welcome you home and also to thank 
you for your services in the great 
war in which we are now engaged. 
Through the medium of the press and 
by private correspondence we were 
from time to time enabled to follow 
your career, and we are glad to know 
your work was appreciated by the 
Army and those in' authority who are 
best fitted to judge. Every person in 
our country should know that a great 
responsibility rests upon us, and 
should we in one moment slacken in 
our duty towards the Empire, it will 
be so much the worse should there 
come a day of reckoning. You have 
done your part and the welcome we 
extend to you to-day is a mark of ap­
preciation of the valuable services you 
have rendered. We are also pleased to 
welcome Mrs. Macpherson who as 
Secretary of the Ladies’ Patriotic As­
sociation, has, like her gallant hus­
band, nobly done her part.” Surgeon- 
Ma4or Macpherson, in a brief speech 
thanked the Premier and the Ladies of 
the Reception Committee from the 
bottom of his heart, but soldier-like 
refrained from telling of bis own ex­
periences. He considered whatever 
services he had rendered the Empire 
was to him a great privilege and joy, 
and after his furlough had expired lie 
hoped to be able to take up his work 
with as much vigor as when he left 
off. The last time he had heard the 
Premier address the boys it was at 
Ple'asantvillë, when the first commis­
sions in the Regiment were given. Sir 
Edward said to him, “I never realized 
till this moment they cannot all come 
back.” In very touching words he 
spoke of the irreparable loss the Re­
giment had suffered in the death of 
Capt. A. O’Brien, who was not only a 
great .favorite with his own soldiers 
but was also held in the highest es­
teem by the officers and men of other 
regiments. He referred to Captain 
Donnelly’s unassuming quiet way,; 
who in speaking of his experiences at 
Caribou Hill referred to it as a school­
boy would speak of a snow-ball match 
between two schools. Lieut. Cecil Clift 
was worshipped by his men, who say 
of him, “if we all had advanced as fast 
and straight as he did, we would not 
be here now to tell the tale.” Of 
Lieut. Sam Ebsary, he said he was the 
organizing man of the regiment and at 
all times took a deep interest in the 
men under -his care.
