Sultan Has Screen
of Human Skin.

There are many priceless relics in 
the menage of the Sultan of Turkey, 
most of which symbolize brutality and 
vice. But the romance of the famous 
screen in the throne room of the 
Sultan’s palace is worth repeating. 
It is made of human skin, perfectly 
tanned and elaborately tooled and em­
bossed, and it has been in the Royal 
quarters for more than two centuries. 
This remarkable screen is not an 
evidence of cruelty or barbarity on 
the part of Turkey's ruler two hun­
dred years ago, but is a memorial to 
twelve faithful servants of a former 
Sultan. At one time during the 
Sultan’s reign, two hundred years ago, 
a wing of the palace caught fire, and 
during the conflagration a much-be­
loved member of the Sultan’s family 
was rescued by twelve servants. The 
twelve servants perished, some of them 
dying later of their wounds and burns, 
so His Majesty had their skinc remov­
ed by an expert and had them 'pre­
served in this touching, though re­
markable, manner. The screen is 
now looked upon as a part of the 
ruler’s inheritance, and it is said that 
every Sultan cherishes it as a mascot.

A 'Milking* Process.
The Star is desperately anxious to 

make it appear to the public that the 
Reids are running the present Gov­
ernment. Under the head of "Rule of 
the Reids,” the Star said yesterday:

“The Reids illegally increased 
“their freight rates and passenger 
“rates to an enormous extent, and 
“a Minute of Council is passed, 
“making their increases legal under 
“the War Measures Act.”
It is clear that the intention is to 

make the public believe that the Min­
ute of Council referred to has re­
cently been passed by the Cashin Gov­
ernment. That is a falsehood. The 
increase took place during the time 
that Coaker (the ally whom the Star 
is ashamed to admit), was the reign­
ing influence in the Lloyd-Coaker 
Government: and, a Minute referring 
to the matter, if there were any such, 
was passed before the present Gov­
ernment came into power, and no re­
trospective Minute is likely to be 
passed.

As to the complaint of the Star that 
the President of the Reid Newfound­
land Company spends about one 
month out of twelve in Newfound­
land, we might remark that this is 
more’ than the late President of the 
Company spent here; though, during 
his short time in the Colony, he was 
“milked” to got the Star on its feet 
and some of the Star’s friends have 
recently been in very close associa­
tion with the ex-President.

The Electors of Keels
The Advocate, yesterday, contained 

a characteristic telegram from Keels, 
B.B. It wsa evidently written at Port 
Union, and the names appended to it 
may have been signed or may not 
by the people to whom they belong. 
They are made to say. “We have our 
eyes wide open.” That is a rather 
curious phrase to put in the mouths 
of people who have heard only one 
side of the story, and that from very 
unreliable sources. Some of the 
phrases in the telegram are Coaker- 
esque. Mr. Morine is said to "have 
insulted the man that saved his poli­
tical scalp from contumely and con­
tempt.” As Mr. Morine has no scalp, 
apparently it is Conker’s scalp which 
is talked about. Mr. Morine is also 
said to have “tried to pry into the af­
fairs of the Union Trading Company,” 
in the House of Assembly. This is 
Coaker’s way, of course, of saying 
that it was time that the way in 
which Coaker had received and spent 
the money of the fishermen was en­
quired Into, for the purpose of pro­
tecting the fishermen. Do the fisher­
men really object to an enquiry for 
their benefit, or does the objection 
come from Coaker? Why should he 
object? Why should he not rather 
court enquiry? It is rather sad; after 
all, to see the names of a large num­
ber of respectable and intelligent peo­
ple appended to a number of state­
ments about which they really know 
nothing, except upon the report pf 
interested parties, who are striving 
in every way possible to misrepresent 
all that has been said and done. The 
day is coming, indeed it may not be 
far off, when the intelligent electors 
will be very glad to be placed in pos­
session of, all the facts by all the men 
who are capable of throwing any light

cational Campaign.

Enver Pasha, termer Minister Of
War of the Ottoman Empire, one oi 
the principal official* ht the Sultan’s 
Cabinet ae wen ae of the Young Turks' 
Commission of Union and Progress, 
has been discovered among the Tar­
tars of Transcaucasia. Enver Pasha 
is still plotting against the Armenians, 
and is said to have orgaaized raids re­
sulting in massacres and other depre­
dations against those scattered peo­
ple. Enver Pasha is wanted by this 
Allied authorities, now in command 1* 
Constantinople, and, by the Turkish 
Government as it now exists, on var­
ious charges, ranging from theft i* 
wholesale murder. When he fled from 
Constantinople he carried with him a 
large part of the available cash funds 
of the Turkish Bmpiret, It is not 
known officially just how much cash 
he succeeded in getting before his hur­
ried departure following the collapse 
of the Turkish forces in the war, but 
it has been estimated that it approxi­
mated $25,006,000. This is one ac­
count he has to settle with the present 
Turkish Government, for the Sultan's 
Empire, constructed as it now is, and 
with the prospect of still great limi­
tation, is in desperate need of funds. 
Enver Pasha is also credited with hav­
ing directed the wholesale massacre 
of Arabians, Syrians aand Greeks dur­
ing the war, and it is for this that the 
Allied authorities are anxious to 
secure possession of his person.

At nine o’clock the blaze 
had been controlled, the damage done 
being very considerable, as fire, smoke 
and water had contributed toward ths 
Injuries to building and contents. The 
conflagration is said to have, been 
caused by the friction of one of the 
mattress making machines on the top 
flat by which some fillers were ig­
nited and the blaze spread so rapidly 
among the materials in stock that it 
bad gone beyond the control of the 
workmen In a few minutes. The top 
storey was totally gutted out and the 
store occupied by D. P. Pelley on the 
ground flat was also considerably 
damaged, the stock having been in­
jured by water and smoke.
