Dear Sir,—The fishing situation is 

causing serious concern to all inter­
ested and people are alarmed over the 

gloomy outlook which Is becoming 
worse as time passes away. No mer­
chant or shopkeepers will take a 
quintal of fish even in trade and as 
a result several firms doing business 
here will close down after this sea­
son.

The fact that such firms as Monroe 
& Co., Hickman. Co., Limited, Baine 
Johnston & Co., are hampered owing 
to the iniquitous fishery regulatidns Is 
causing distress and will ultimately 
impoverish hundreds of fishermen not 
only here but all over the country. The 
St. John’s firms were enjoying the 
confidence of the people here until I 
the fishery regulations were made law 
and ever since trade has been ham­
pered and business paralyzed.

In the meantime the young men are 
leaving the country never to return 
and valuable fishery premises are be­
ing offered for sale, at Jow prices. A 
feeling of despondency has settled like 
a funeral pall over the land, and 
wherever you go people are talking 
over the serious outlook. Coaker’s 

j w°rk is fast ruining this unfortunate 
country and misery and want will be 

I felt in many homes during the coming 
| winter season. Angry threats are 
heard on all sides and a storm of 
indignation is rising.

The Evening Telegram's editorials 
are eagerly read here and your widely 
circulated paper Is plainly telling the 
truth about the perilous condition in 
which our country is placed to-day 
when the fishery industry, our main­
stay, is being jeopardized by a gov­
ernment of time servers and country 
ruiners. If we are to retain our 
autonomy something will have to be 
done and that very soon. The Prime 
Minister Squires in. an interview with 
a London paper said this was an Is­
land of content. What a bare faced 
falsehood. An Island of discontent 
would have been a more appropriate 
term to apply to this unfortunate Do­
minion.

It is poor consolation to the fisher­
men to be told that Coaker has fixed 
prices at nine and ten dollars for fish 
when the drastic cull will reduce it to 
five or six dollars. What fisherman c&n 
exist and support a family on such a 
price with provisions at such a high 
figure. The firms of Baine Johnston, 
Hickman, Monroe & Co., and others 
have kept fish prices up in this Dis­
trict but now they are tied up and not 
buying here owing to Regulations. The 
season is getting late and it will not 
be an easy task to get fish away as 
we have no safe harbors on this shore 
and schooners are not easy to get to 
freight fish to St. John’s.

When Sir John Crosbie represented 
this district steamers were always 
available to take fish to St. John’s and 
the S.S. “Cabot” made many trips 
here. To our regret we have not Sir 
J. C. Crosbie and Hickman to-day, 
but we have two men who can do no­
thing to help out the fishermen. To­
day the Squires Government is ex­
ecrated here by the very men who 
voted for it in the elections.

What about the prices offered for 
fish several days before polling day 
when messages were sent to nearly 
every place in the district offering $12 
per quintal for fish? However, it is no 
use crying over spilt milk: the fisher­
men made their bed and they will have 
to lie on it, and continue to pay 30 to 
35 cents for sugar, which if it had not 
been for the Government would now 
be selling at 22 cents per pound. How 
much longer will the people tolerate 
such a condition of affairs. Who will 
save us from destruction ? Are we go­
ing to be led like lambs to the slaugh­
ter? Awake men awake! Rise from the 
lethargy, in which you have so long 
been. You are standing on the brink of 
commercial and financial ruin which 
threatens to fling us into the yawning 
abyss of destruction and disaster. You 
have had enough of the cry "Down 
with the merchants.” Do you want to 
see the well known firms of Monroe

The pronouncement of the Confer­
ence upon this subject has been said 
to be the most momentous in its signi­
ficance of any utterance of the Angli­
can Communion since the Reformae 
tion.

The full effects of its proposals 
will take time to mature. There can, 
of necessity, be no immediate action 
resulting in organic union between 
us and our separate brethren until 
the various Provinces or other au­
thorities in various parts of the world 
have had an opportunity to consider 
the steps which should be taken. But 
that an immense impetus has been 
given to the movement towards the 
ultimate re-union of the now scat­
tered flock of Christ cannot be de­
nied; and surely we in this Diocese 
will follow -with earnest sympathy and 
continued prayer whatever the sev­
eral authorities of our Communion 
may undertake towards giving effect 
to the Appeal I have read to-day, and 
the Resolutions which accompany 
that Appeal.

I w’ould, however, most earnestly 
deprecate hasty judgments on the part1 
of any of us in regard to such of 
these or other Resolutions of the 
Conference which might seem to be 
inconsistent with the traditional prac­
tices of our Church. The fullest 
knowledge is necessary before any 
judgment can be found. The Confer­
ence had to consider the whole ques­
tion from the point of view not of 
England only, nor of the Colonies 
only, nor even of the Empire, but of 
the whole Christian world—East and 
West. North and South. This must 
be borne in mind as we ponder state­
ments which at first sight seem to us 
revolutionary, if not actually of a 
compromising character.

And now I must turn to consider 
the more immediate affairs of our own 
field, and in doing so must pass under 
review some results of my own ob­
servation arising out of the past two 
years’ work.

I had entertained the hope, when 
we last met In Synod, that before 
another biennial period had expired, 
I might have* had the opportunity of 
personally visiting the whole Diocese, 
and thus be in a better position to 
suggest, where it was necessary, some 
more comprehensive policy as regards 
our whole field.

My hope has not been found capable 
of realization, for thus far my visita­
tions have covered only those parts of 
the Diocese which lie between Cape 
John on the north and east coast, to 
Codroy on the West. As a conse­
quence I cannot speak with that au­
thority which can only come by per­
sonal touch with the work, of about 
one third of the scattered flock, (not 
including our Labrador Missions)

The Tragedy of 
the West Coast.

Optimism may be defined as 
the disposition of humanity to 
take the most hopeful view, and 
no one can deny but that a hope­
ful view’ of present conditions is 
one which should commend it­
self, if at all possible : but un­
fortunately the stem facts 
which have to be feed render 
people humanly incapable of be­
ing able to cheerfully look at 
the situation as it is. Hope 
there may be, for when hope 
dies then indeed is the way 
dark, and as “hope springs eter­
nal in the human breast” so 
there are many, perhaps, who 
are waiting for the ray to be 
shed upon the present black­
ness. Yet it is patent that a 
condition of things exist which 
do not arouse any sentiments 
but those of despondency. It" is 
a pity “and pity ’tis ’tis true.” 
Therefore the facts have to be 
taken and presented in all their 
baldness and bareness if only to 
show one part of Newfoundland 
how the other part is living, or 
subsisting to use the correct 
word. Witnessing such condi­
tions and hearing the related 
experience of persons who are 
wondering where to turn or 
what to do, it would be a dere­
liction of duty if the whole 
truth were not told, the full 
picture painted of “man’s inhu­
manity to man,” that inhuman­
ity which makes “countless 
thousands mourn.” The inhu­
manity in the present instance 
is that by which eertain enact­
ments have been made, certain 
restrictions placed upon free 
trade in exports, such restric­
tions interfering with and ham­
pering the operations of men 
who have carried on the fishery 
for years and has practically 
.compelled them to suspend their

LABOR SACRIFICED.
(Editor Trade Review.)

"Dear Sir:—Allow me space in 
your valuable paper to make a few 
remarks with regard to conditions on 
the West Coast at the present time. 
I feel sure that in Newfoundland’s 
history, she has never faced what she 
is facing at present, viz:—Poverty, 
Starvation, and in the end, Bank­
ruptcy. It’s those of us who have 
toiled at the fishing this season and 
now watch the fruits of our labor 
sacrificed for nought, that feel this 
the hardest. We are bound hand and 
foot, and gagged, and dare not open 
our mouths to protect the fruits of 
our labor.

“I doubt if the Control Board is 
aware of the manner in which our 
fish is sacrificed on this coast. We 
have men to inspect our fish who 
know nothing whatever about a cod­
fish only just enough to eat one— 
trying to show our merchants and 
fishermen a No. 1 fish, who were born 
as it were with a fish in their hand.

“The consequence of it all is, that 
winter is approaching us. People 
with their accounts half paid, which 
should be independent if justice bad 
been dealt to them. The feeling on 
the West Coast to-day among the 
fishermen is. that if they were as 
well fixed as some of the merchants, 
they would quickly rid the West 
Coast of these inspectors and cullers 
or die in the attempt. We are in a 
pitiful condition at present: the 
women lamenting because of the 
pests destroying their vegetables, and 
the men, because of Coaker and his 
clique sacrificing their fish.

“Our appeal is that someone may 
come and help us to shake off the 
yoke of bondage once more, and save 
our country from destruction."

A 17 year old boy, charged with the 
larceny of a suit of clothes belonging 
to a seaman, pleaded that he did not 
steal them. The evidence showed that 
the suit was given to the boy to bring 
to a cleaning establishment, and the 
accused afterwards received $5 from 
the owner to pay for the work. $2 was 
paid, the balance was spent and the 
clothes sold to a second hand store for 
$5. The prisoner was fined $50 or 3 
months imprisonment. The receiver 
of the goods will likely get into trouble 
also.

A teamster was charged with as­
sault on a young woman of the West 
End. Giving evidence the plaintiff 
stated that the accused on Friday 
night last at 12.45 while she was stand­
ing on New Gower street came along 
and hit her twice, this he denied and 
said he only put his hand over her 
mouth as she was abusive to him. The 
defendant was fined $25 or 30 days.

A laborer who created a disturbance 
in his home on the higher levels was 
put under bonds, and also fined, but 
went to prison for 10 days instead.

One of the two men who created a 
disturbance in a resturant Saturday 
night was fined $10; the other was 
allowed to go.

A shipwright who figured in an af­
fray at Western Bay some years ago 
when a Government leader was knock­
ed over the wharf was charged with 
assault, and misconduct at his home 
in pleasant Street. The accused was 
put under his own bonds for $100 and 
also paid a fine of $25, which is to go 
to the owner of a coat, whom he at­
tempted to stab.

Pure Bred for
Newfoundland.

Four carloads of pure-bred cattle, 
horses, poultry, etc., are expected here 
to-day from Torontorwhere they were 
purchased by representatives of the 
Newfoundland Government at the big 
exhibition a few days ago. All the ani­
mals are of the very best breed and 
prize winners. They will be placed on 
the government farm in the ancient

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A Voice in the
Wilderness.

TOPICAL SERMON AT ST. MI­
CHAEL'S.

This Is a short account of a sermon 
preached at St. Michael's Church on 
Sunday evening last Sept. 19th, by 
the Rector of Bay St. George, Rev. E. 
A. Butler.

Text—St. Matt, III. 3: “The 
Voice .... crying in the wil­
derness."

At the beginning of the Christian 
era a voice was lifted np, sending 
forth a message to mankind. It was 
man's voice, but the message was 
God’s. John the Baptist’s was the 
voice, and the desert of humanity was 
the wildenress in which he spake. 
Mankind living in selfish contempla­
tions had to be aroused to a life of 
higher, broader and better things, 
and that is what the voice then be­
gan to do, to arouse man from his 
selfish slumbers, to show him the 
need of preparing for the new order 
of events that were about to begin, to 
make preparation for the coming of 
the Lord. AH through the ages 
since then the voice has spoken, the 
voice of man delivering Gçd’s mes­
sage; so the voice has never been si­
lent.

A new order of events is being 
ushered in now,- and man has to be 
taught to prepare for it, and to adapt 
himself to the new conditions. The 
great war, with its effects, and after 
effects, has turned or is turning the 
world upside down, and we Chris­
tians have to take a hand in this evo­
lution. We have to direct the new 
energies that are being developed, 
direct them into channels where they 
will do most good. We have to be 
the voice now, the preachers of to­
day.

But John the Baptist was more 
than a preacher: he was also a pro­
phet, a man of vision, and we have 
to be men or women of visions, to 
look into the future, and as far as we 
can make preparation for the stirring 
events it will bring into our lives. 
Solomon says, "where there is no 
vision the people perisheth." The 
young man starting life with a vis­
ion does not live only for to-day, 
does not live an aimless life. He is 
always looking ahead, and making 
preparation for future claims upon 
his time and talent. That man’s use­
fulness increases with his age, and 
he leaves the world better than he 
found it His vision does not fade, 
even when he fades, for it is further 
visualized through others upon whom 
his spirit may fall. He leaves “foot­
prints on the sands of time" to gnide 
others.

Dr. Facey. the new Principal of 
Queen’s College, is a man of vision. 
He sees the future needs of the 
Church in this Diocese, and wishes to 
make prerr ration for them. Further, 
he is a “voice crying in the wilder­
ness.” Directly or indirectly he has 
been crying out for months, “Pre­
pare! Prepare! !" and we want that 
voice to be lifted up and sound f-r 
and near, the voice of man with its 
message from God. We have a col­
lege, almost the oldest in the mission 
field, and within those aged walls 
most of our clergy were trained. But 
clergy, like buildings, grow old and 
fall into decay, and we find ourselves 
growing older every year, and the 
time is not far distant when some of 
the workers shall cease from their 
labours, with" perhaps no others, or 
very few others, to take their places. 
Here in St. John’s you may not rea­
lize the need of more clergy, as we 
do in the outports. You only see 
things as they are in the city, or your 
knowledge of outport life limited to 
Conception Bay, where fifteen of our 
clergy minister to fifteen thousand 
people along a coast line of about . 100 
miles. But along the South Coast and 
the West Coast, from Placentia Bay 
to Flower's Cove, we have only the 
same number of clergy ministering to 
twenty thousand people along a coast 
line of over a thousand miles. We 
need at least fifteen more men on 
these coasts, and much the same is 
true of other parts. Work could be 
found to-day for thirty more clergy, 
if we had them. And we must have 
them, but first they have to be train­
ed for their work. We do not need 
to go outside of the Diocese for men, 
because Newfoundland’s sons are 
equal to any on earth. They have 
proved it on the battlefields, they 
have proved it in a thousand ways. 
And Dr. Facey can find students for 
Queen’s College; he can bring them 
from the fishing boats, from the 
farms, from the offices of business, 
and we must help these men to come 
and prepare for the great call to the 
Master’s service. This is a duty which 
rests on all our people. We cannot 
expect all our young men to become 
clergy, for the majority of them 
turn aside from living the simple 
life of the John the Baptist’s in this

Diocese to-day. But those who can­
not or will not answer the call for 
service should be ready to assist 
those who can. They should be 
ready to do something to make the 
work easier and the burdens lighter. 
They can and they must, if our 
church is to have its proper Influence 
in building up the lives and charac­
ters of our people.

Therefore besides men we need 
money—seventy thousand dollars for 
Queen's—that is the minimum sum 
we can do with. Twenty thousand 
of this from St. John’s, that is when 
the church people of this city are 
asked to pay. “A large sum!” do 
you say? Nay, it is a small sum—the 
cost of only three or four motor cars.

The voice has spoken, the message 
has been delivered. It is God’s mes­
sage spoken to you, and through you 
to others. God needs your assistance, 
the church must have your help. Will 
you put your shoulder to the wheel, 
and help? Not your hand merely, 
nor your foot, but your shoulder. 
Yes, yes, I think you will. Because 
you are men and women with living 
souls, I know you will. May God 
grant it on your part, and all others.

The Feast of

During * period of eight days, be­

ginning on the eve of the twenty-sixth 
day of September and ending on Octo­
ber the fifth, the Jews will celebrate 
the Feast of Tabernacles.

Once a year Israel revives its love 
of the soil, and makes public avowal 
of the fact that even an industrial 
civilization, such as ours, depends 
primarily upon the elements of nature. 
This restatement of love for and con­
fidence in Mother Earth is indeed a 
fact of Jewish religiousness. We know 
and we reassure ourselves that God is 
at the centre of life through all the 
seasons and that the prosperity and 
the satisfaction we seek come or do 
not come according to His Law.

Judaism is a religion in the very 
midst of the passions, aspirations and 
complications of life. Nowhere are 
these more insistent than in the econo­
mic interests of men. Here religion has 
a duty as well as an opportunity. 
Judaism endeavors not merely to for­
tify men in their difficulties as to their 
daily bread, but also to keep them mo­
ral, large-hearted, and just.

The Sukkoth Festival is meant not 
as a season of self-congratulation on 
having garnered in the product of the 
farm or the gains of business, but as 
time for thought on the larger-scoped 
social interests of men in the national 
and international life. The Jews are 
the first to have recognized political 
economy as the field where religion 
and morality must operate for the 
good of men.

In its modern form the suggestive­
ness of this truth of the Sukkoth Fes­
tival is made more effective by the 
fact that it occurs at the beginning of 
the Autumn, coincident with the in­
creased activities of the economic 
agencies. It is, as it were, a timely 
lesson for each one to interpret his 
life as of larger scope, related to the 
national life and made possible in ful­
ness only within it.

The “dwelling in booths" as charac­
teristic of the Biblical phase of the 
Festival and observed as an archaic 
symbolism nowadays is a suggestive 
domestic ritual which re-affirms the 
lessons of “the simple life" and the 
democracy of the Jewish household. 
The five symbolic plants hint that, as 
the gifts of God in nature vary and in 
their totality make human life sweet 
and satisfactory, so the difference 
among men, as to service and charac­
ter, may serve to make "society" an 
organization in which each one of us 
has a place and can make a helpful 
contribution. Some more effective, 
some less; some noble, and some com­
monplace ; some <or the day and some 
for all time, according to what they do 
and what they are.

The Sukkoth Festival is the cul­
minating lesson of the series of holi­
days of the month. It addresses itself 
to the facts of life which we might, 
otherwise, leave sordid. It widens the 
horizon of our individual interests. It 
approves our vocations and labors not 
when they bring private satisfactions 
but when they vitalize our common 
humanity and make us more efficient 
in the work upon which depend the 
weal, the peace and the Joy of the com­
munity.

Meanwhile, It is intimated, that the 
Government is developing the coal 
deposits at Couth Branch, and, as far 
as can be ascertained, expects to be 
getting ont coal about the middle of 
October, and has assured the Gas 
Company of supplies from this source. 
It appears that the Gas Company 
finds it essential to float a bond issue 
to the amount of $100.000 to meet its 
liabalities and to provide for the car­
rying on of the business, and has 
asked the Government to guarantee 
such bond issue to ensure its success­
ful flotation. The ability of the Com­
pany to meet re-payment of bonds 
and interest, depends on plenty of 
good coal being available as required, 
and, in this regard the Government 
has apparently guaranteed such coal 
supplies, and therefore would assume 
no risk by giving such guarantee.

But, as the Government (which 
means the public) would he the 
means of keeping the Gas Company 
on its feei as a going concern, all the 
earnings of the Company should be 
set aside for the payment of the bond 
interest, and the re-payment of the 
bonds on maturity.

The local coal is also most suit­
able for domestic use. and the bun­
kering of steamers. The coal burns 
to a whit» ash, does not clinker, and 
would eliminate almost entirely the 
burning out of furnace bars which is 
such a drawback with Sydney coal. 
It is stated that very promising indi­
cations of excellent coal have been 
found at Grand Làke, only % of a 
mile from the railway, so that it 
would apnear that there is no shadow 
of a doubt of our local coal resour­
ces-.

The Government should come to an 
immediate agreement .with the St. 
George’s Coal Company, and carry 
out forthwith the original program 
as to the development of this coal 
area. The question of ownership 
should not be allowed to stand in the 
way, and an agreement is surely pos­
sible between the parties concerned. 
In the meantime the press and the 
general public should see to it that 
the necessary steps be taken to con­
tinue the gas service to the city. and. 
the Government will gain much pres­
tige by taking prompt action with 
this desirable end in view.—Com.

* Mr. Kingsley Jacks who js here on 
the behalf of the Maritime Motion Pic­
ture Co., hopes to screen a 6000 ft. 
film depicting the Empire's "Oldest 
Colony and Youngest Dominion." This 
film will be composed of scenes con­
nected with our beauty spots, our in­
dustrial development and in fact of 
anything pertaining to Newfoundland 
which would be of interest to the out­
side world. This picture will be shown 
throughout Canada; indeed if our 
generous Government will encourage 
them it will be shown throughout the 
Empire. As an advertising medium the 
screen is recognised as a big factor, 
and the advantage that this film will 
be to our island will be—to say the 
least of it—of immense value, so it is 
a project well worthy of any support 
which the Government may give.

“Lanterns of the Dead.”

(From the London Times.)
Our Paris correspondent describes 

a monument to the Allied dead to be 
erected at Notre Dame de Lorette, in 
Artois. Even before the war. a little 
sanctuary on the hill was visited by 
pilgrims from the district; it will now 
bring pilgrims from the ends of the ! 
earth, for the dead of all the Allies 
will lie there, near where they fell. 
The cost is being undertaken by pub­
lic subscription, to be collected in 
the Allied countries, and the gener­
ous response should be prompt and 
generous. The plans have been de­
signed by M. Cordonnier, a member of 
the Institut de France, and a son of 
Artois. Fortunately there is to be no 
attempt at symbolism—that danger­
ous lure of the monumental archi­
tect. The main building is to be a 
domed and columned basilica, a 
stately hall depending on proportion 
for its beauty, historically apt for 
sacred or secular use. Like the 
Pantheon at Rome, it is to be flanked 
by two wings ending in corner tow­
ers, and in these the remains of the 
Allied dead will rest. The brief ac­
count already published refers to a 
“lantern of the dead” on a belfry 
tower surmounting the dome. Doubt­
less fuller details will clear this part j 
of the description, in which there ] 
seems to be some verbal or archi- j 
tectural confusion. A belfry tower 
would be an unexpected feature on 
the dome of q basilica. Sometimes ! 
a campanile was placed alongside a j 
basilica, and this might either con- j 
tain a belfry or be itself a lanterne

Impressive Ceremony.
LAYING OF CORNEB STONE.

Yesterday afternoon His Grace the 
Archbishop, accompanied by Monsig- 
nor McDermott, went to Topsail for 
the purpose of laying the corner 
stone of the new church about to be 
erected there. On arrival at the vil­
lage the Archbishop was met by the 

, Pastor, Rev. Father Kelly, and a large 
| gathering of the parishioner^. After 
the ceremony His Grace addressed 
the people at some length.

He prefaced his remarks by saying 
that it afforded him very much plea­
sure to be present amongst them for 
the purpose of performing this cere­
mony and that for a twofold reason. 
In the firtst place he was always 
pleased to lay the corner stone of a 
new church, because every new 
church meant a further extension of 
the Kingdom of God; and secondly 
in the present instance for a personal 
reason, because of his long associa­
tion with the Parish. He remarked 
that this was the first mission to 

! which he had been appointed after his 
ordination, and that by a singular 
coincidence on the very same day, the 
26th of September, he officiated for 
the first time in the old church 
which had been taken down a few 
days ago. He referred to the re­
moval of the old church as being the 
passing of an historic landmark, as 

| the old church, built by Father 
j O'Connor, and extended by Father 
1 Morris, was one of the oldest in the 
1 country. He had hoped to be able to 
undertake the building of the nev 
church at an earlier date, but owing 
to the destruction by fire some years 
ago of the church and school at 
Kelligrews and the necessity of re­
placing these buildings, it was only 
now that their pastor. Father Kelly, 
felt himself in a position to begin the 
work.

The Archbishop then announced 
that the new church would be dedi­
cated to St. Thomas of Villa Nova, in 
order to perpetuate the memory of 
Father O’Connor, who had built the 
old church nearly three quarters of 
a century ago. and secondly to keep 
alive in their hearts the memory of 
another zealous priest of the past, 
Rev. Father Norris, whose work in 
connection with the Orphanage at 
Villa Nova was so well known 
amongst them. His Grace went on 
to say that there was at present

BEEF —The Beef situation is prac­
tically unchanged from last weeks’
Strong position beyond slight flucta­
tions cabled from day to day.

It is expected by the Trade that 
to-day’s prices will rule throughout

if not lower, as foreign grown can 
now be imported and sold at this 
price.

HAY.—The prevailing price of hay 
in St. John's is $54.00. Consignments 
to arrive in a few days will, however, 
sell at $52.00 per ton. It is believed 
by the trade that after the early part 
of October, the price will cease 
fluctuating and keep a strong upward 
movement, owing to the higher 
freight rates and difficulty of getting 
cargo space for this commodity.

COAL.—The imports of soft coal 
for the past iveek to St. John’s 
amounted to 5,833 tons; five schoon­
ers and two steamer loads from Syd­
ney. This gives a total for St. John’s 
of 81,552 as compared with 65,000 at 
this date last season. The S.S. “Bo- 
russia,” with a capacity of about 
3,600 it is said, will continue bring­
ing coal here all the fall. There will 
also be several schooner loads. The 
price continues at $19.50 per ton.
