PRICE ONE PENNY

Prince Edward Island.

Hon Messrs, Haythorne and Laird
had anaudience with His Excellency”
the Governor-Gieneral, at Ottawa, on
Monday, in reference to the Island
of Prince Edward being admitted
into the Union. In a few days some
further light may be thrown on the
question. The 1ssue is purely one o
material business arrangement : the
question upon which the negotiations
were before broken oft will be the
leading one now to be discussed.
The land tenure of the Island is in
an unsatisfactory state, the whole of
the lands being held in large. blocks
by non.residents, who, through their

impracticable policy, make the con-
dition of the holders, and their rela.
tion to the country, in effect not un-
like the state of things created by
the seignorial tenure of Lower Cana-
da. About §800,000, it is estimated,
will be required to extinguish this
objectionable tenure, after legislation
to compel the proprietors to come to
reasonable terms has been passed.
The other point upon which an un-
derstanding must be arrived at is fur-
nished by the public works of the
Island being wholly isolated from the
Dominion, They contend that they
can have no direct bengfit from the
extensive public works of the Do-
minion, to which, as a member of the
Confederacy, they will be called upon
to contribute. As a set off to their
liability for the public works of
the Dominion, they will propose that
the latter should assume their public
works, of which a railway now being
constructed is the principal item.
The total debt which they will pro-
oge .the Dominion should assume
will be about $3,000,000. They do
not object that it should be under-
stood, while they are not suing to be
.'xdmit,ted into the Confederacy, and
while they have no idea of sacraficin
any interests of theirs for the mers
sentiment of union, that they are
anxjous to unite with the Dominion
upon equitable terms. .
