Montreal, Que., April .lS.—A report 
reached the city this aftensoon that a 
landslide had oceured at Kàkûucache 
on the-construction line of the nation­
al transcontinental railway, and that 
twenty-five lives had been lost.

The scene of the disaster Is a hundred 
miles -northwest of Latuque, the only 
communication being by means ofv a 
private telephone line; which was ap­
parently put out of order by the land­
slide, and contractors' trains, but from 
what can be learned a small landslide 
occured yesterday morning., It cover­
ed the track and a gang of men was 
sent out to remove it. It was while 
thus engaged tbat a second slide oc­
cured, burying a large number of men. 
The-report is that twenty-five perished. 
The dead Include two Englishman,’thired 
FVench-Canadians, and twehty Italians.

RIOT AMONG LABOR 
MEN IN PITTSBURG

One Thousand Men Quit Work Without 
Warning—Shota Fired In the 

Trouble. h

Pittsburg, Pa., April 18.—Practically 
without warning one thousand men.
N*NFtly foreigners, employed in the 
erecting department of the Pressed 
Steel Car company, Sohoerivfiie, quit 
work today. Within an hour after the 
inauguration of the strike a workman 
ha> been shot to the left arm and a 
chief of the company's police had been 
severely beaten and.taken to a hoept- 
tal. The trouble .is reported to have 
started over the discharge of four 
workmen last Thursday. The mem are 
said to be member» of a labor organ­
ization known a» tiie Industrial Work­
ers of the World.

Early today a committee from the 
tabor organization notified the car 
company officials that they would re­
fuse to work unless the four discharged 
employes were at once reinstated. The 
officials refused to accede to this.

When the whistles blew for the 
opening of the plant today,, the work­
men, true to their threat, refused to 
go to work. They gathered at the 
gates of the stockade surrounding the

Clarke and Mr. Minty would bé ready 
and anxious to get on the stand *and 
set matters in what they regard as 
their proper light.

If the conduct of . the 
government will stand all the light 
Messrs.' Clarke and /Minty can throw 
upon -it, then why should these gentle­
men hesitate to turn on the light?

That these gentlemen are absent 
must be taken to mean that the gov­
ernment has not tried to get them to

The 
commission, was appointed at the sug^ 
gestion of the government atid for the 
declared purpose of proving that the 
conduct of the government had been 
proper. It is plain that unless Mr. 
Clarke and Mr. Minty appear, it cannot 
be shown whether or not that" conduct 
was proper. In not causing them to 
appear therefore the government 
stand? condemned of blocking the 
pathway of the commision.

Unpleasant as, it may be, it is hone 
the less true that the failure to pro­
duce these witnesses is a direct viola­
tion of the ..word of the premier, given 
to the legislature.

The. percentage of the products Of 
the farm in 1910 which was of mer­
chantable quality ranks high for all the 
crops in all the provinces, the only ex­
ception being potatoes in the Mari­
time provinces, where correspondents 
report heavy losses to this crop 
through rotting.

The condition of live stock in the 
Dominion at the end of March was 
uniformly high for all classes of farm 
animals, being 93.98 for horses, 91.42 
for milch cows, 89.30 for other cattle, 
92.43 for sheep and 92 77 for swine. In 
1909 the condition of horses was 81.40, 
of milch cows 78.70, of other cattle 
73.79, of sheep ■78.82 and of swine 74.34, 
The high standard condition -of live 
stock is attributed by correspondents 
to the mildness of the winter and to 
the excellent quality of hay end oti*r 
fodder, particularly corn, and to the 
very general abundance of coarse 
grains and roots. The standard for a 
healthy and thrifty conditon of farm 
animals is low.

Correspondents report an early 
opening of spring in all parts of Can­
ada, and in Manitoba, Saskatchewan 
and Alberta as well as in the counties 
of Ontario along Lake Brie and Lake 
Ontario about one half- of the seeding 
was finished at the end of March. A 
very favorable account of the condi­
tion of fall wheat Is given for Ontario 
at the same period, but in Alberta the' 
crop suffered to some extent from 
drought» at the seeding season- and 
later from winter exposure.

ton to Fort MeMtrrray. I have seen 
him personally and discussed the Var­
ious Items, and think the result is 
very fair concerning what we may 
expect the road to cost us. He places 
the right of way et *240.00 and says 
that the right of way Is secured from 
the Dominion government by expro­
priation, and that the government will 
fix a price on the land which we ex­
propriate, and this amount necessarily 
covers the valuations, etc., which have 
to be made on these transactions. The 
cost of grading fixed at *3,000 v\ 
mile Is 12,000 yards, at 26c. In consid­
ering this Mr. Woodman states that 
he can reduce It somewhat by skimp­
ing the grades. That is If we want to 
maintain a grade capable of hauling 
trains handling heavy tonnage, we 
shall have to construct a grade that 
will be uniform for this entire dia- 
ance and eliminate Mil climbing as 
much as possible. Bridges and cul­
verts cannot be put at any less than 
the figure he has given. Ties, at *4,- 
$20 per mile Is a little high, and it 
seems to me that this can be reduced 
as we shall manufacture our own ties 
and telegraph poles atld Maul them 
to the right of way.

Thé next Item of track-keying and 
surfacing to all right, and the cost of 
rails Is rather high at *8,$00, but at 
present the steel market Is very high, 
and he stated to me that the C. P.

Toronto, April 17.—"The mineral In­
dustry of Canada stands Second In 
Order of the industries based on natu­
ral resources. The output of this 
country 1» at the rate of $12.56 pèr 
head ol the population,” said Prof. 
Willett G. Miller et the Empire Chib 
luncheon till» afternoon at the SL 
Charles.

• There Is three times as mueh now 
ae there was ten years ago,” he stated. 
Of the four basic Industries of the 
country, agriculture, forestry, fisher­
ies. end the mineral industry, agricul­
ture stands at -the top. Next comes 
the mineral Industry,, which I» equal, 
said Professor Miller, to forestry and 
fisherle* combined. Then comes for­
estry. and last 6# all, fisheries.

Although Canada has a compara­
tively small population, tile milling 
output is unique in that we lead the 
world In the production of nlckle, co­
balt, asbestos, and several other min­
eral products.

"In the United states the minerais 
and mineral products are responsible 
for *5 pef cent Of the freight carried 
by the railways. The output 4a con­
sidered fo he #25 per head of the pop­
ulation.

“Of the 8,766,066 square miles of 
Canada, about one-third Is valuable 
for no other purpose than the pro­
duction of mineral*. There are rail­
ways now under construction which 
will double, and are doubling, the 
regions which are accessible to the 
prospector and miner.

"If the- proposed railway to Fort 
Nelson on Hudson’s Bay Is construct­
ed, the #normous territory which Is 
tributary to the coast line of the Bay 
will be rendered easily accessible to 
the prospector. From what we know 
already of the rocks surrreundlng this 
region there Is great promise for It 
4M a future mineral field.

“Another great territory which Is 
very promising from a m tirerai point 
of View wHl Be opened up by -tbs road 
which is now under consideration, that 
from Edmonton to Fort MdMurray.

POPE'S PALACE WILL
BECOME A MUSEUM

Paris. April 17.—(Researches, lately 
begun at Avignon, at the palace that 
Originally belonged to the Popes, draw 
attention again to tile common error 
that the Vatican was the only official 
scat Of the papal state. The palace at 
Avignon once was occupied by Ôte­
raient VI., and was erected under the 
feigns of the Popes Benedict XIL and 
Gregory XI. (ie$i4-l$76). It is the most, 
imposing surviving specimen of the 
feudal architecture of mediaeval times 
and le at last to be restored.

During tSe revolution it was con­
verted into a fortress and alt through 
the nineteenth century it wax need 
as a Wrack and much damage Was 
done by the soldiers.
