Chicago, Sept. 10.—Emma Goldman,
whose speeches, according to the man
himself, fired the brain of Leon Csol-
gosz, the would-be assassin of Presi-
dent McKinley, was arrested here today-
She is held on a warrant sworn out by
Capt- Colleran, chief of detectives,
charging her with conspiracy te assassin-
ate President McKinley.

Miss ‘Goldman’s manner was defiant as
she was led into the office of Chief of
Police O’Neil, but she disclaimed all
Inowledge of Czolgosz and his crime,
wdmitting only that she met him here on
July 12.

“Do you know that your words are
what Czolgosz says stirred him to shoot
the President?”’ she was asked.

“I do not; I never advoecated violence.
I searcely knew the man. I was leaving
for Rochester, via Buffalo, when Czol-
gosz had a few words with me. He gaid
he had heard me lecture at some memor-
ial hall in Cleveland iasy May, and that
he wanted to know me. I scarcely re-
member anything about him save that his
a.Eplexion was light.,”

‘@'hen how do you know that this man
is 'the one who tried to kill the Presi-
dent?”’

“Oh!” (with a shrug of the shoulders)
“1 ,z’?ess that from what the newspapers
say.” .

“What did you think when you heard
that an attempt to kill the President had
been made?’ the woman was asked.

With a wave of her hand, and another
shrug .of the shoulders, she amswered
disdainfully, “I thought, oh, the fool!”

The prisoner’s mauner was' growing
more and more excited, and she made an
evident effort to contrel herself. In this

she eventually: succeeded, and launched
forth into a discourse on the teachings
of amarchy.

Ieon Czol-
zosz, I am eonvineced, planned the deed
unaided and entirely alone. There is no
anarchist ring which would help him.
There may be anarchists who would
murder, but there also are men in every
walk of life who sometimes feel the im-
pulse to kill. I do not know surely,
but I think ‘Czolgosz was one of those
down-trodden men who see all the misery
which the rich inflict upon the poor, who
think of it, who brood over it, and then
in despair resolve to strike a great
blow, as they think, for the good of their
fellow-men.” ;

“Czolgosz may have been inspired by
me, but if he was, he took the wrong
way of showing it.”

When
Capt. ‘Schuettler and Detective Hertz
discovered her at the home of one Nor-
ris, at 303 Sheffield avenue, she denied
her identity. A

His temperature is 100.6; pulse, 114;

““When the operation was done on
Friday last it was found that the bullet
had carried with it a short distance be-
neath the skin a fragment of the Presi-
dent's coat. This foreign material was
of course removed, but a slight irrita-
tion of tissues was produced, the evi-
dence of which has appeared only to-
night. It has been necessary on account
of this slight disturbance to remove a
few stitches and partially open the skin
wound..
’I"he‘ incident cannot give rise to other
comghca-t:ogs, but it is communicated
to the Qubhc as the surgeons in attend-
ance wish to make their bulletins en-
tirely frank. ' In consequencé of this
separation of the edges of the surface
wound, healing of the same will be
somewhat delayed. The President is
now well enough to begin to take nour-
ishment by the mouth in the form of
pure beef juice.”

MR. ROOSEVELT.

Feels Quite Confident That
United States Presideat
Will Recover.

Buffalo, Sept.. 10.— Vice-President
Roosevelt left the city tonight at 9:30 for
Oyster Bay perfectly confident that the
President will recover. So confident was
he, in ¢act, that when a question of
doubt was put to him he answered it
with a parry. He was asked: “Do you
remember that President Garfield pro-
gressed for ten days, and that then just
when he was ready to get out, he col-
lapsed and finally died?”

Quick as thought, the vice-president
answered: “Ah, but you forget twenty
Yyears of modern surgery, ot progress.
From what I can learn also, the Garfield
wound was much more serious than the
wound of President McKinley. I believe
that the President will recover, and be-
lieve it so thoroughly that I leave here
tonight.”

Questioned as to the mode of pro-
cedure so far as the state was concern-
ed, he said: “I see no reason for the call
of an extraordinary grand jury. 'The
grand jury now in session is composed
of American citizens, and will undoubt-

Probably many a working
man in the U. 8. today has a larger
amount of real estate than Mr. McKin-
ley. . In addition he is kindly disposed,
Oliristian gentleman, and in every great
emergency in which he could act has
been a . friend of the commom people.
Why should he be shot then by an
anarchist.” ; :

The President’s ;)hysmians have been
impressed with his.remarkable recup-
erative powers, and the rapidity of his
improvement. ;

BOWELL RETURNS

Prominent Canadian Back From
a Trip Through the Yukon

Sir Mackenzie Bowell, a former pre-
mier of Canada, and one of the leading
public men of the Dominion, arrived in
the city last night and registered at the
Driard. Sir Mackenzie Bowell has been
on an extended trip through the Yukon
valley. He has visited Dawson and the
Klondike, and after making the ftrip
down the lengthy Yukon to St. Michael
came down to Seattle as a special guest
on the United States transport Hgbert.
Having traveled the full length of the
Yukon river, going through to Dawson
from Skagway, via the White Pass &
Yukon railway to White Horse, and by
one of their steamers to Dawson, says
Sir Mackenzie Bowell, I have seen the
country, and am convinced that this
great morthwest is a wonderful coun-
try, and one where here are great pos-
sibilities. ~Unlike many other people,
I think the time rather distant when
there will be demands made upon it for
agricultural purposes, but there are
marvellous placer mining possibilities
throughout this ertire northwest, and
there will be just as many great' dis-
coveries  made, or so it seems to me,
as any which we have had.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell was at
lieved to have been a passénger on the
Islander when that vessel was wreck-
ed, but when the disaster occurred he
was some thousands of miles away
from the scene of the wreck.

Hardly be More Satis-
factory.

Buffalo, Sept. 9.—Dr. McBurney, the
famous New York surgeon, said to ay
Associated Press reporter after the i
sue of the 3 o’clock bulletin, thdt all the
indications continued favorable.

“No bad symptoms have appeared”
said he. “No one can say vow that the
President is out of danger, and for a
week, still the possibility of complica-
tions may exist. At the end of that
time, if all goes well, we may be able to
say that he is convalescent.”

“But I have known cases,” put in Dr.
Mann, who was with the noted surgeon,
“to go well for ten days and then change
for the worse.”

“That is true, perhaps,” said Dr. Mec-
Burney, somewhat depreciatingly, “but
it is entirely unusual. If the President
continues to improve for a week,” he
continued, ‘““we may safely say that he
is convalescent. It will probably be
three weeks before it will be safe to

move him. We must wait until the out-
er wound is healed and strong. The in-
ner wounds through the stomach proper
will be strong before the exterior
wound is. How long it will be before
he will be able to sit up will depend upon
the rapidity of his improvement, and I
may say to you further that his improve-
ment, if it continues, promises to be
rapid.”

Dr. McBurney was asked to compare
the Garfield wound and its treatment
with that of President McKinley. He
smiled, as he replied, that to do so would
be to give the whole history of the pro-
gress of surgery during the last twen-
ty years. ‘“Besides,” said he, “the
cases are utterly different, Garfield's
wound was an extremely unfortunate
one in eyvery way. It was difficult to
handle. It was impossible to get at the
bullet, while the wound of President
McKinley is in many respects a lucky
one. No comparison is possible.”

Turning to the Associated Press cor-
respondent, Dr. McBurney said: “You
can assure your/clientele that ail go%s
well. The President’s condition could
hardly be more satisfactory. Furthe:-
more, you can impress and emphasize
the fact that the bulleting issued staie
the truth.”

Dr. Mann said that the President was
-not out of danger. He said that some
nourishment had been administered t.-
day through the rectum, and he had tak-
en water in the stomach. It was found
that cold water did not agree with him,
and instead, water as hot as he can bear
it is being administered. The Presi-
dent’s bowels have moved freely today,

Dr, Herrick, of Cleveland, is quoted as
authority for the statement that he has
spoken at intervals of several things
he proposes to do in the rutare.

This morning he asked to be allowed
to move his position, and when permis-
sion was given, before the attendants
could move him, he changed to the po-
sition he desired to assume, without dif-
ficulty or pain. This speaks much for
his general strength aud epirits. Mrs.
McKml_ey saw him again today for a
brief visit and Secretary Cortelyou was
admitted for the first time. No one else
was allowed to see him, though he in-
quired several times who were below
stairs, !

sists of an area three miles long by one
and a half mile wide, following the
course of Boulder creek. Last season

a large hydraulic plant was installed

and considerable work done, so that

the managers felt that they would have
all clear sailing this spring. Abnormal
high water, however, hindered them
greatly in the early part of the season,
and 1t was only in June that they got
fairly to work. Taking advantage of
experience gained during the season of

1900, they made a new catting, which

enables them more quickly to reach bed-

rock, but even here it is necessary to
wash away any thousand yards of
dirt, gravel and boulders before the pay-

streak is reached. From 1,000 to 1,200
yards per day is handled, and of this
about 200 yards is pay dirt, the debris,
boulders and all, being washed down the
sluice boxes and dumped into Surprise
lake, which affords unlimited room for
all the tailings withott encroaching upon
private grounds. This is a great advan-
tage, which will be appreciated by 1}y-
draulic miners, who know the difficulties
and disputes which arise so often over
the question of dumping ground. The
strata of pay dirt lying next to bed-rock
is from 3 to 5 feet in depth, and carries
an average of §5 to the cubic yard.

The company has installed 3,000 feet
of flumes from the intake, up creek, to
the pressure ‘box, which gives a pressure
of 208 feet to the stream, which spouts
from the B5-inch nozzle monitor, and
washes away all before it. The sluice
boxes are 1,300 feet long and big enough
to handle all but the largest boulders,
which have to be disposed of by drilling
and blasting. ;

At present the company has a working
staff of 40 men, 30 of whom are divided
into three shifts of 10, so that work is
carried on continuously, night and day.
The pay-roll amounts to $6,000 a
month, and there are incidental ex-
penses which swell that figure cousider-
ably.

Its largest import is of flour,
which in 1809 was 415,738 barrels.
Canada ‘Supplies: the greater portion of
the imports, Great Britain coming next
and the United States third. Of the
exports Brazil buys the most, the order
of the other principal purchasing coun-
tries being Portugal, Great Britain, the
United States and Canada. Full statis-
tics are .not at hand for 1900, but the
British Board of trade says that Great
Britain imported to the value of £524,-
867 from the colony and exported to it
to the value of £377,607.

There are 638 miles of railway and
1,314 miles of telegraph line on the is-
land. The acreage of cultivated land is
64,494 acres, the products being gen-
erally the same as in the Dominion, ex-
cept wheat which is not grown. Taere
is much timber on the island. although
a great deal of it is small. In the cen-
tre is a large area consisting of lakes

and hills, and it is not of very great
value, except possibly for mineral.

There is an abundance of iron ore, and
a ' great deal of silver-lead ore, also
some gold-bearing quartz. ‘The island
has not, as a whole, been anything l’ke
thoroughly prospected. :

We shall be glad if the confederation
movement NOW in progress proves su:-
cessful.

THE WORKINGMAN.

‘We have all fallen into the habit of
applying the term . “workingman”  to
those who take off their coats when
they go to work for wages. That is
about as good a definition as we can
think of on short notice. This notion 's
a survival of old times, and its adop-
tion by certain men who live by manual
labor as their exclusive  property
is the voluntary retention of a badge of
serfdom. To suggest to some of these
that the lawyer who spends his days
and many of his nights in toil is as
much a workingman as the laborer who
handles a pick or shovel all day would
seem absurd. - Voluntarily they draw a
distinction between themselves and oth-
ers, many of whom labor for longer
hours and at more wearying toil, and
thus they create an antagonism which
would not eotherwise cxist. The man
who sits upon a wagon and smokes his
pipe while his employer’s horses haul a
load of goods, which have been placed on
the wagon by a steam hoist, is a work-

It omly “sees
in part.” The majority of the members
of .trades unions know this as well as
we do, but this article is net intended
so much for them as for the thousands
of other workers, whose +welfare is
bound up:in the prosperity of the whole
community, and who, through no fault
of their own, have not yet seén that the
true principles of trades unionism—we
say. the principles, not the perverted ap-
plication ‘of them—are essentially sound
and must be recognized in working out
our complex system of civilization. Nor
is this blindness as to the real relation of
the labor movement to society confined
to those who do not participate in it. No
man who fails to see the essential unity
of all labor, and all workingmen ecan
properly appreciate the nature of the
problem which he is, doubtless in many

cases unconsciously, g.sisticg to solve
If labor is ever to enjoy the full measure
of its rights, it will only be when this
unity is recogmized, for then the laws
of the country will be so framed as to
give effect to those principles of political
economy which are best ecalculated to

promote the greatest good to the greatest
number,

It is simply
an extension of the rule of parliament
that the Speaker is in vontrol of that
Dbody, but just as the Speaker does not
presume when the house is in session
to direct the government when things
shall be done, and in what order, so it
never was heard until last ‘week that the
Speaker had a right to determine for
himself when an election shall be
brought on. The government, not the
Speaker, is responsible for the conduct
of public aiiairs,

It would not be difficult to suggest
cases in which the exercise of such a
power as ‘is elaimed for him would put
the Speaker in direct hostility to the
government of the day and deprive him
of his non-partizan character. Let it
be supposed that the govérnment de-
sired to make the existence of a vacancy
‘in the House a test of a certain policy.
It might take a month or more to de-
velop that poliey and get it in shape
to present to the people. Will it be
contended that the Speaker would have
the right to thwart the plans of the
government by precipitating the elec-
tion before the government had its
policy prepared? We think not. Under
the Dominion law the Speaker of the
House of Commons is commanded to
issue his writ for a new election when
the existence of a vacancy has been
certified to him. There have been a
large number of vacancies certified to
that officer during the summer, but in
not one of them has he felt called upon
to issue his writ, and not a single Con-
servative paper has complained because
he has not done so. Will any one say
that if this was a just cause of com-
plaint it would not have been made the
most of by the opponents of the Laurier
cabinet? We are very sure that it would,
be. But in federal polities these things
are better understood than with us. No
one has ever pretended except in British
Columbia that the Sueaker can be fore-
ed to issue his writ. Even if he
could be rorced to do so, what good
would that do any one. The issue of a
writ is not everything? 'There must
be a return day in the writ, and all that
the law says on this point is that the
writ shall be made returnable on a day
named in it. Who shall fix the return
day? Doubtless the Speaker has The
power to do so, if he chooses to usurp
the functions of the government, but
no Speaker has ever done 8o, and we
do wpot believe Mr. Speaker Booth will
be the first to take an absolutely un-
precedented course.

“Vancouver Island is five times as large
as Cape Breton. We have no means of
measuring the extent of the coal de-
posits on either, but to all intents and
purposes they are inexhaustible, It is
probable that the quality of the best
Cape Breton coal is better than any yet
discovered on this Island, although this
is only a matter of opinion, and we have
no data upon which to base it, except a
general knowledge of the best coal pro-
duced in the two localities.

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Saucy Lass Retumns, Having
Run Short of Food—Has
704 Skins.

Story of the Finding of Four
Bodies on Alaskan
Island,

Sealing schooner Saucy Lass, Capt.
Brown, the first schooner of the Behring
cea fleet to return to port, arrived home
vesterday, with a cateh of 704 seal skins
to show for her season’s work. She ar-
rived off the Cape six days ago and one
of her boats came in yesterday morn-
ing.  The Saucy Lass  left here on
March 12 with four boats and a stern
boat, and took 185 seals off the_coast,
and as the coast season was nearing an
end, started off to the Copper Islands,
where she took 591 skins. Then pro-
ceeding to the Behring sea at the end of
July she took .28 skins in the Northern
sea, before her provisions ram out, uua
on August 16 she was obliged to come
out and run home because of the short-
age of food. Kfforts were made to se-
cure a supply at Ounalaska, but unapie
to negotiate a draft there—the Victoria
sealers are not “persona grata’’—she was
obliged to return to port, and lose the
balance of the fealing season.

When the Saucy Lass arrived at Oun-
alaska from the Copper Islands, a re-
port was current there of the finding of
the bodies of four men during last sum-
mer on the rocky shores of Akutan is-
land, one of the chain of islands form-
ing the ‘Aleutian archipelago. Accord-
ing to a report which was widely circu-
lated at Dutch harbor and Ounalaska,
the four men whose bodies were found
just above the high water on the shores
of the island, are believed to have been
members of the crew of the leng lost
steamer Pelican, which was lost while
on a voyage from Port Townsend to
Taku with a cargo of lumber,
never heard of, other than in the finding
of a paper in a bottle of Karluk two
years afterwards.

It was said at Duteh Harbor that the
Indians, who found these victims lying
on the lone shore, seemingly where they
had crawled just above the reach of the
sea, after barely reaching the land, only
to die of exhaustion, reported that two
of the dead men had nniforms with but-
tons. This would indicate that the un-
fortunates were officers of a steamer,
whether the Pelican or it is . difficult
to say, for it was not definitely shown
that such was the case.

The Pelican was lost about four years
ago, never . being heard of after she pass-
ed out of the Straits during a stormy
October, until two years afterwards a
message was brought from Karluk,
which had been picked up in the Aleu-
tian archipelago. This message contain-
ed in a ship’s bottle, had been written on
a letter head of the steamer Pelican,
and in what was identified by the
steamship company as the writing of
Chief Officer Patterson. This was the
only word veceived of the lost steamer.

According to advices brought by the
Saucy Lass from some of the schoouners
in the Behring sea, spoken by her, the
indications are good for a fair catch this
year, for each of the schooners had
done better up to the date they were
spoken than they had done last year.
The top liner to August 16, as far as
could be learned, was the schooner
Arietis, Capt. W. Heater, with 185
skins.  The Peuelope had 125 up to the
15th,-and the Annie K. Paint (Capt. Mec-
Kiel); Wiveh Diatasand BEaferprise were
each spoken with between fifty and sixty
each up to the 10th. Capt. Brown re-
ports that. there were mhore seals seen
than last year, but they were restless.
This was probably due to the earliness
of the season. The seals were seemingly
in about the same feeding grounds as
last year.

The seals were also plentiful off the
Copper Islands, and the weather being
good, there were a number of good hunt-
ing days, in which the schooner put
quite a nnmber of skins beneath her
hatches., The weather in the Behring
sea up to the time she left was not good,
but neither was it bad. As Capt. Brown
puts it, ‘it was betwixt and between,”
and not good sealing 'weather. No Vie
toria schooners or Japanese vessels
were seen off the Copper Islands, The

schooner left there on July 15 and pro-|{ 000

ceeded to Ounalaska, where she found a
number of Victoria schooners in port
preparing to go into the Behring sea, and
the U. 8, 8. Thetis was there passing up
to Cape Nome. The Bear was passing
there up to St. Michael, and the U. 8. S.
Manning was there preparing to patrol
the Behring sea, The British sloop-of-
war Condor was also at Ounalaska.

On her way down from the Behring
sea the Sauey Lass sighted the wreck
of a large four-masted schooner painted
white, standing high and dry on the
beach near Scotch Cap in Unimak pass.
She did not appear much injured, but
was high up on the beach. This will in
all probability be the James Sennet, the
crew of which arrived down some days
ago.

The Saucy Lass made a quick run
down ‘from Unimak pass, with a fair
breeze all the way, and never having
to take in her mainsail until arriving
off the-coast.. She reached the Cape
last Thursday and since then has been
endeavoring to enter the Straits. One
of her boats came in ‘with three of her
hunh:rs. and arrived here yesterday
morning.

The news of the Islander disaster was
learned by those on the schooner when
off the Cape, one of the little fishing
schooners spoken off the coast having
tossed a file of papers on board, which
gave news of the loss of the steamer.

ASHNOLA THE
NEW COAL CITY

Exceptional Advantages Pos-
sessed by Embryo (Capital
of 8imilkameen District.

D. R. Young, manager of the Similka-
meen Valley Coal Company, Limited,
who is in the city on business connected
with his company, was seeh at the
Driard hotel yesterday by a representa-
tive of the Colonist. Mr. Young says
that the Similkameen valley, near Cop-
per Mountain, will be a scene of great
activity during. the coming year. “A
city of wonder, progress and prosperity,”
€ -head lines used by the eompany
in advertising the new townsite of Ash- |
nola, and considering that the company
have arranged for the expenditure of
over one half million doliars at that
point, he considers the words “wonder”
and ‘“progress” quite appropriate. . A
full force of men and officials of the
company, will be on the ground by Oec-
tober 1, when the development of the
company’s coal mines wil commeance,
and. be continued during the following
year. )

The company will at the same time
begin the erection of office buildings and
about 25 residences for their employees,
and a force of men will be put to work
grading streets, and laying sidewalks.
This work will be conducted by the
land department of the company.

The installing, of water and lighting
plants, and the construction of a $25,-
hotel, a saw mill and some 50 busi-
ness. buildings, has also been arranged
for, and, last, but not least, the build-
ing of the Ashnola office of the News,
through the columns of which it is pro-
posed to enlighten the people on the
vast and unbounded mineral and other
resources of the Similkameen valley.

“I do mnot think,” said Mr. Young,
“that the pen can describe, nor words
convey, the true position of the resources
of the Simjlkameen valley, in fact one
has to see it in order to believe it. So
far, however, there has not been a great
deal of development done in that por-
tion of the district on account. of the
lack of transportation, in fact I believe
ours ig the first townsite to have a pay
roll.

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Ottawa to Watch Proceedings
at Islander Enquiry.

Instructions From Depart-
ment of Justice.

The department of justice has now
taken a hand in the Islander enquiry,
and BE. V. Bodwell, K. C., has been in-
structed by telegram to attend the sit-
tings of the court on behalf of that de-
partment of the Dominion government,
to wateh the proceedings in the public
interest. Because of this new phase of
the proceedings the anticipated decision
of the commissioner and his two asses-
sors which was expected to have been
made yesterday afternoon, was not
given, and no other witnesses being pre-
seut for examination, an adjournment
was made until September 25 in order
to allow of time for the instructions
from the minister of justice to reach Mr.
E. V. Bodwell.

Mr. Bodwell was present when the
court resumed its sittings yesterday, and
when (Commissioner Capt. Gaudin and
Assessors  Captain ' J. G. QCox and
. . Thomson ‘took their seats,
he said: ‘“Before any witnesses are
called, I wish to state that I
have received instructions to at-
tend the enguiry on behalf of the Do-
minion government. So far I have had
no ooportunity to attend the enquiry,
and having no interest then, I have had
no knowledge of what has taken place.
On receiving my instructions I com-
municated with the department of jus-
tice and asked the minister what course
he desired me to take. In reply to my
communication I have received a tele-
gram from the depaftment of justice
asking me to request an adjournment for
sufficient time to communicate with the
minister by letter, stating the facts
fully. Amticipating such a step, I wrote
on Monday to the department, this let-
ter containing fully what I would have
sent after receiving the relegram from
the department, Thus a day was gain-
ed. It is my intention after the court
had done what business is before it
for today to ask for an adjournment un-
til such time as will permit of my in-
structions being received from Ottawa.”

Cant. Gaudin—*I understand it that
you desire an adjournment before other
witnesses are examined.”

Mr. Bodwell—“Not exactly that, but I
would like to have an adjournment at
the end of today’s proceedings.”

.'H. P. Davis, K. C., who repre-
sents the C. P, N. Co., said that as far
as the company were concerned they
were only too glad to have the govern-
ment intervene and take the conduct of
the case off their shoulders, They had
no objection in the world to have all
the facts that could be learned brought
to light, and if any new evidence was
to be obtained, would welcome new wit-
liesses. :

Dean of McGill University Veter-
inary Faculty on Animal
Tuberculosis,

Dr. Duncan MecEBachern, dean of the
Veterinary Faculty of MeGill University,
and chief veterinary inspector of Can-
ada, who, with Dr. Montizambert, repre-
sented -the Dominion at the great con-
gress on tuberculosis, recently held in
London, in the course of an interview
in the Montreal HeFald, points out
some phases of the work in commection
with tuberculosis which is being done
under his direction..

On being asked what his views were
on Professor Koch’s announcement that
bovine tuberculosis was not communica-
ble to the human family, Dr. McBachern
replied: \ :
“One should not be expected to an-
swer such a question in an off-hand man-
ner; however, I will say that had Dr
Koch been a little more judicious he
would not have assumed. the attitude he
did or caused the excitement which his
ill-advised surprise producéd.
““Considering ' that this great congress
was based very largely on the idea of
the intercommunicability of bovine and
human tuberculosis, that almost every
nation on the earth sent representatives,
that during the past ten years national,
international, sectional and municipal
legislation has been enacted the world
over, no wonder the great body of secien-
tists there assembled, with one voice, in
polite but unmistakeable language, ex-
pressed ‘disbelief in Koch's
ment,

“Had Professor Koch come forward
and stated that his recent experiments
had created a doubt in his mind on the
subject—so strong indeed that he con-
sidered it advisable to specially suggest
tbat the matter should be at once made
the subject of epecial investigation by
national officials and individual scien-
tists—the whole congress would: have
applauded him, but ta come out as he
did to upset the work of the congress
and defeat its objects, which would
have occurred if his statement was ac-
cepted, was not at least judicious.”
A question was put as to his own
views on‘the subject, and Professor Mec-
Eachern replied that for several years
Professor Theobald Smith, of Harvard

On being asked if he thought that this
would lead to any relaxation of the re-
gulations governing the subject of tuber-
culosis in Canada, Dr. McEachern re-
plied that while it had a bearing on the
intercommunicability = of _ tuberculosis

animals to man, it did not in any
manner lessen the responsibility of the
government for the prevention of the ex-
tension of this very contagious disease
in the lower animals. “For, bear in
mind,” he added, “it is not confined to
cattle, but prevails also to a considera-
ble extent ia pigs and in poultry, and
the extremely subtle nature of the dis-
ease makes it all the more dangerous,
and I feel convinced that the agricultur-
ists of Canada as a whole, apart from
a few importers and owners of doubtful
herds, would be very much opposed to
any relaxation of the present quarantine
operations leading towards the eradica-
tion of this disease from our herds, and
a knowledge of the facts that there is no
other large stock-producing country in
the world where the disease exists to
such a limited extent and consequently
no other country in the world in which
the agriculturist can look forward with
such hope to its complete extermination.”

HIGH GRADE ORE.

Probably the highest grade shipment of
copper ore ever made in the province con-
sisted of a carload from the Iron Mask
mine at Kamloops, recently treated at
the Granby smelter af Grand Forks. It
gave a smelter return of 15 per cent.
copper. It seems a long way to ship
copper ore from Kamloops to Grand
Forks, and it would certainly require
high grade ore to stand, although in this
instance a very satisfactory freight and
treatment rate was arranged with the
C. P. R. and the smelter, Such high
grade ore would never pay to smelt lo-
cally, unless with a supply of low grade
ore to mix with-it. It is of such great
value to copper smelters in bringing up
the copper content of their matte that
they are willing to pay a substantial
premium for it. .

SLOCAN LAKE SHIPMENTS.

Practically all the ore that is shipped
from Slocan lake points for the remain-
ing four months of the year will be that
much in excess of the total shipments of
last year, says the Silvertonian. The
record for 1899 was passed some time
ago. This year 4,86 tons have been
shipped, compared with 4,930 last year.
Next month the Arlington, already Slo-
can’s biggest shipper, will begin on a
contract of supplying 1,000 tons a month
to the Nelton smnelter; the Enterprise
will soon be gending out coucentrates at
the rate of 200 tons a month as well as
100 tons of clean ore; the Hewitt will
continue to ship 400 tons a month, and a
carload a week can be counted on from
the Bosum. Besides these steady ship-
pers the smaller properties will togeth-
er add considerable to the total, so that
by the end of the year our list should
show a total well over 10,000 tons. o

Interesting Reminiscence of the Winni-
peg Boom of 1881.

From the Winnipeg Free Press, Monday,
Sept. 5, 1881.

The auction sale of lots on the Hud-
son’s Bay Company’s reserve on Satur-
day by Dufour was the largest of reat
estate yet held in this city, pggregating
$123,050. The lots.in the gore between
Portage avenue and Notre Dame street
ranged from $1,200 to $3,300. The Main
street lots.ranged from $165 to $310 per
foot frontage, the lowest price being
realized for a lot 'nearly épposite the Do-
minion lands office, and_the highest for
20 feet immediafely south of Stewart’s
drug store. A lot adjoining the Pacific
hotel property brought $277 per foot, and
the one between the Free Press office
and Chambers’ biscuit factory, $zv8 per
foot. ‘The purchaser of the last-men-
tioned took $500 premium for a half-in-
terest in his purchase before the sale was
over. Following the H. :B. ‘Co. sale, the
property known as the Turner property,
opposite the customs house, was sold
for $220 per foot, and 53 feet on Notre
Dame street east, known as the \William
Driver property, was knocked down at
$195 per foot.

THE COAL TRADE.

Deliveries of Coal—h—t[—ade Last Week at
the Golden Gate.

J. W. Harrison’s coal circular for the
weeking ending on Saturday, says: “Dur-
ing the week there have been six arri-
vals of coal at San Francisco from
Washington, 18,952 tons, three from
British Columbia, 10,176 tons: two from
Australia, 4,631 tons: one from- Swan-
sea, 3,020 tons; one from Cardiff, 3,006
tons; one from' Norfolk, Virginia, 1,800
tons; total, 36,442 tons. The deliveries
this weck of foreign and domestic coals
are about double the amount received
last week. This is pretty strong evi-
dence that some of our large consumers
are again entering the market, and are
becoming liberal buyers. Besides it
clearly demonstrates” that the difficulties
experienced by importers to take dis-
charge from the ea iers are being grad-
ually overcome, Householders are suf-
fering the most geriously*from the strike
among the drivers of coal carts, as those
most distant from the wharf of dis-
charge are unable to get sufficient fuel
for their requirements, and just about
this time most of their bins need re-
plenishing. It is sincerely to be hoped
that the hour of settlement is very close
at hand, as certainly neither the employ-
er or employee is being in any way bene-
fited by ‘its continnance. ''Coal freights
from Australia are fully one shilling per
ton higher this month than last, and
from English sources there is about a
similar advance. S are coming in
from the oil fields that buyers are be-
coming more generous in their views as
to values, and are solicitous to contract
at much better quotations than were re-
ported last month.”

Colony For
Malcom Island

Promoter -of Finnish Immigra-
tion Tells of Plans For the
Future.

The Scheme Is For Co-Operative
Work on Advancing Socia-
list Principles,

Among yesterday’s arrivals was Mat-
ti Kurikka. Before he left Helsingfors,
the capital of Finland, he was known
to thousands of Finns as a dramatist,
novelist and editor of a daily labor
paper. Now he is editor of a paper
published in the Finnish at Nanaimo
and circulated among his fellow coun-
trymen in the northwest. Mr. Kurikka
is the promoter of the Finnish colony
which he expects to found on Malcolm
Island, and when seen yesterday by a
Colonist reporter he spoke fat length of
his interesting scheme.

In Finland, he said, he was popular
as a writer, but, what room is there in
Finland for a man who has advanced
ideas? The Finn must remain under
the’' Russian espionage that is on all
sides of him, revolt or g0 away, and
what is there for it but to go away?
The 10,000 .soldiers of Finland eannot
fight the millions of Russia, although
in the winter time they could more than
hold their own.
winter garb they could go to St. Peters-
burg—but, to revolt is useless, the Fin-
lander must go away.

To found a colony to which his coun-
trymen might emigrate Mr. Kurikka
went to Queensland. The Queensland
government were desirous of induecing
emigrants to go there, and the agent-
general of' that colony in ILondon ar-
ranged that he should write a book
for his countrymen on Queensland, but
when he went there, he found the faces
of the people set against the coming of
the Finlander. They cried against, what
they thought, was cheap labor, a half
barbarous peoples  That the Finlanders
could read and write, were educated,
and were good citizens surprised them,
but the country was not good in the
eyes of Mr. Kurikka, and he advised
his people not to go there. Some two
hundred or thereabouts had followed
him, but few others went.

From Queensland Mr., Kurikka was
going to New Zealand, when he receiv-
ed letters from Finns in British Colum-
bia.. People who did not know him
other than by his writings, and to Brit-
ish Columbia he came, arriving in this
province last October. All through the
northwest he found ecompatriots, miners,
farmers and otherwise’ engaged, but in
every man’s mind was the idea of get-
ting a_home of his own. The Finnlander,
says Mr, Kurikka, is no business man,
but he is a worker, and is willing to
work from 2 a. m. to 9 p. m. if he is
working for himself, and not for an em-
ployer. \

‘When these ‘people heard that Mr.
Kurikka had secured the assurance of
a land grant for a colony in this pro-
vinee, they fell in with his scheme at
once, Now arrangements are being
made for the establishment of a colony
and an agreement having been made
with the Industrial Pulp Company for
the purchase of the pulp wood on this
large northern island, whereby the colo-
nists are to bark the wood and deliver
it on the shores of the island, a co-opera-
tive company will be formed. In all
150,000
taken by the company.

The idea of this socialistic community
which is to make its home on Malcm
island is wunique. Eveérything will be
done co-operatively. There will be co-
operative meals, co-operative ‘cooking,
in fact, co-operative everything. The
company will employ all the men and
women, and the. rate of pay to all will
be the same, but the hours of labor
will be gauged in proportion to the
work. In the more arduous employ-
ments the workers will have less hours,
and in the more dangerous employments
the hours of labor will be shortened, for
instance while a fisherman will have
a four-hour day, a man engaged
clerical work will work for nine houg
and both at the same pay. ‘The child-
ren, the sick and those over 55 years:
of age will be’ fed, clothed and kept
free. The meals will be all supplied by
the company, washing, eclothes, every-
thing, being a part of the payment for
the work.

LETTERS TO THE EDITOR.

THE CODE OF MINE SIGNALS.
Sir,—On August 25th you published cer-
tain comments on a letter from Mr. E. B.
Kirby, manager of the War Bagle and
Centre Star conganles, and endeavored to
show that Mr. Kirby’s present attitude of
opposition to the new signal code is the re-
verse of his original attitude when the code
was under consideration.

Mr. Kirby was absent from British Col-
umbia when your comments were made,
and as he has not yet returned, I think it
only fair to him to so inform you, lest his
silence on the subject should be miscon-
strued.
At the same time let me point out to you
certain facts which ought to have weight
with you in removing the impression that
Mr, Kirby was guilty of any misrepresent-
ation regarding that important matter.
In preparing his letter, published by you
on the 22nd wult., Mr. Kirby requested me
to assist him in looking up all the corres-
pondence on the subject. He weil remem-
bered. the letter which he had written
nearly a year before, and which now ap-
ears to have been written to Mr. John
irkup, the government agent here. But
he was under the belief that the letter had
been addressed to the Proyincial Mineral-
ogist or possibly to the Mifister of Mines,
and consequently I failed to find it for
him. He did not, however, omit to refer
to it, but gave ou ad outline of what it
contained. This, then, was the reason why
he failed to include his letter to Mr. Kirk-
up in his Jetter to you.
You apparently have convinced yourself
that the signal system recommended by
Mr. Kirby, and the code adopted by the
Minister of Mines, are practically identi-
cal. Permit me, in the absence of Mr.
Kirby, to point out that this is not so, but
on the contrary, Mr. Kirby was fully justi-
fied in protesting vehemently against the
new code.
A single instance will suffice, and I will
take the first subject matter dealt with
in the code, viz: hoisting.
(a) Mr, Kirby’s system: 1 bell, hoist: 1
bell, stop (if in motion); 2 bells, lower
men; 3 bells, hoist men; 4 bells, blasting
signal.

It is very possible, says Mr. Har
Jand, that the right of way will  be
cleared before the snow flies, and before
spring comes contracts will have been
let for the grading of the road bed. .
The Pacific & Omineca touches salt
water at Kitamaat arm to the south of
the Skeena river. _This location was
the one chosen by Mackenzie & Mann
for the terminus of the all-Canadian
road to the Yukon, and as is well
known it is also the terminus deter-
mined upon by Mackenzie & Mann for
their projected transcontinental  rai
way, which is destined to reach British
Columbia from the plains to the east of
the Rockies by way of Ye}low'hgad pass.

A NARROW ESOCAPE.

b Ci of Hankow -Aground for a
'lhghor:y Time in Vancouver Harbor.

Tug {Lorne returned yesterday from
the f‘raser after towing the bark Ha-
vila to Steveston to load salmon, and
the city of Hankow to Vancouver to
load lumber. In towing the City of
Hankow up to Barnett mills in Bur-
rard inlet, the vessel was'stranded for
a time because of the breaking of a
tow line. For convenience in towing in
the harbor the Lorne was towing along-
side with lines fore and aft. While the
two vessels were proceeding through
the second narrows, off Hastings, the
forward line broke, the strong tide run-
ning immediately caught the bows of
the two vessels, swinging them apart,
and before a new line could be got
aboard the City of Hankow, she had run
her mose aground.

Mr. John Burns has been startling
English temperance people by his state-
ments in the House of Commons that
London’s night coffee stalls are often
centres of rowdyism, hooliganism and
crime.. He wants the present number
reduced by one-fourth, all properly li-
censed, not to open before 2 am. at the
earliest, and let only to reputable peo-
ple. Mr. Burns has auwning to say
against the old-fashioned early morn-
ing coffee stalls, which meet the legiti-
mate needs of a large class of the peo-
ple. ‘The coffee stall he objects to comes
out early in evening and goes away very
frequently early in the morning, hav-
ing catered for all classes of people
who either ought to be in bed or out of
the streets. At present there are about
1,200 night coffee stalls, many of which
are mainly used as a rendeézvous for
thieves and other bad characters., In
some cases the coffee stall keepers have
acted as receivers for stolen property,
and, in one year, such stalls bave been
the scene of three murders and a man-
slaughter.

Mr, Justice Martin handed down a
judgment yesterday morning in the
case of Ludgate vs. the Attorney-Gen-
eral of Canada, quashing Theodore
Ludgate’s claim to Deadman’s island.
The judgment was very voluminous,
covering some twenty sheets of type-
written manuscript, but'in brief it
quashes Ludgate’s claim and places the
ownershio of the isiand in the province,
of British Columbia. The case has been
going on for several years, since Theo-
dore Ludgate,” representing Chicago
capitalists endeavored to secure a site
for a sawmill on the little island in
Vancouver harbor opposite the ity
front. ‘The defendant, Ludgate, for
whom D. G. Macdonell appeared, and

COW CASE DISMISSED.

Long Pending Charge Against Dairy-
man Alexander Falls,
After dragging along for many
weeks,the Alexander cow case has been
dismissed. The police magistrate yes-
terday morning ruled that the section
of the by-law under which the com-
plaint was. laid was ultra vires, being
contrary to section 64 of the Municipal
Clauses act, and providing he keeps his
premises in sanitary condition, and does
not infringe the public health by-law,
the dairyman may keep as many cows
as he likes in his Spring, Ridge dairy,
complaints of the residents in that sec-
tion to the contrary notwithstanding.
The case arose out of the complaints of
residents, and action was taken under
sub-section’ B of section 76 of by-law
No. 344, which says that no person shall
keep more than six cows within the
city limits without the permission of
the council.
