London, April 1.—Despatches continue to come in from all 
parts of the Empire detailing the world-wide efforts being made to 
increase the eficiency of the sea forces of the Empire. So far no 
discordant note has been struck by any of the great self-governing 
colonies, although there appears to be a certain divergence of opinion 
as to the method which, in the long run, will be the most effective in 
producing the result aimed at by all.

At first despatches received here seemed to indicate that pres­
ents of Dreadnoughts to the Imperial navy constituted the mosl 
effective method of dealing with the situation created by the revela­
tion of Germany’s ambitious designs. Later it seems that the 
governments both of the Dominion and Commonwealth are of the 
opinion that they can best help at present by setting their 
houses in order by providing efficiept protection for their own ports 
and commerce.

New Zealand has made a definite offer of a Dreadnought 
has been welcomed with grateful thanks by the.

The nve Porter brothers will con­
tinue to manage the business under 
the new proprietorship. With the deal 
Just completed. Burns & Company 
will have markets in practically every 
centre in British Columbia as well as 
in Alberta and the Yukon.

D. Burns and Blake Wilson, of Van­
couver, members of the firm, the head­
quarters of which are in Calgary, ar­
rived In the city yesterday and the 
deal, which has been in progress for 
some time, was then completed. The 
cnangc takes effect today. The source 
of supply and the operations of the 
company will at least for the present 
remain precisely as before. The an­
nouncement was made last night.

The business of Robert Porter and 
his five sons, Robert, Jr., Henry, 
Charles, Fred and George has been in 
existence for about thirty-edVen years 
and in that time has steadily grown in 
size and favor. By consistently fair 
and kindly dealing with their , cus­
tomers, Mr. Porter and his sons <have 
secured a most enviable reputation 
and nothing but good is said of them. 
Hard work and straight and above 
board methods have won them a mul­
titude of friends.

Mr. Porter, senior, is 74 years of age* 
He came to this country over 58 years 
ago and few of the pioneers of the city 
have met with greater financial suc­
cess that has he, with the aid of his 
children.

Philadelphia, March 30.—The anthra­
cite coal strike committee’s award, 
which resulted in six years industrial 
peace in the hard coal field, employ­
ing 167,000 men and boys, will expire 
tomorrow at midnight. The operators 
at the joint conference held in this 
city several weeks ago offered to re­
new the agreement for another term 
of three years, but the miners in con­
vention at Scranton last week voted 
to allow the award to lapse.

The collieries at Schuylkill district 
will resume work on Friday morning 
after the Thursday holiday suspension 
in celebration of the eight-hour work 
day of the coal fields, and will work 
until the close of the week, informa­
tion to this effect being given out by 
the Philadelphia and Reading coal 
companies headquarters. This means 
that there will be no lockout, and if 
there is any suspension it will be by 
reason of the miners not reporting at 
their collieries.

As the sentiment in this region is 
strongly against a strike, if it is possi­
ble to come to an agreement which 
will not be humiliating to the organiza­
tion it Is certain that there will be 
a full quota of men at work, as long 
as the collieries are kept open for them.

No intimation is given of the condi­
tions which the operators will offer 
to the men after the expiration of the 
agreement, but judging from the policy 
of keeping the mines in operation 
without any ceremony of any kind it is 
inferred that the wages and other con­
ditions will not be changed.

St. John’s, Nfld., March 31.—The 
stormiest session of the legislature on 
record closed after two hours' sitting 
yesterday afternoon.

Gregor declared the legislature open 
and then Instructed the assembly to 
elect a speaker.

The airship left Friederichsharen

I have long entertain­
ed the opinion that such training as 
that you are striving for is of the 
highest value In developing the moral, 
physical and intellectual qualities of 
children as well as that valuable 
quality known as patriotism, and I am 
anxious to take part in the good work 
which is being done in that direction. 
I write therefore to inform you that 
I am prepared to place at your dis­
posal, or that of any competent body 
which you mqy be in a position to 
constitute with the object of encour­
aging such training, the sum of $10,- 
000 per annum.

Some contemporaries are already 
speculating upon what the Dominion 
government will have to,do in view of 
the proposed changes in the United 
States tariff. We are told that there 
will not be the slightest use in making 
any commercial ' arrangement with 
France and Germany because it would 
be unwise to sacrifice the advantages’ 
of the proposed minimum tariff of our 
neighbor country for any advantages 
that might follow from improved 
trade .arrangements with any European 
countries. It seems very mifeh too 
soon to say anything upon this point 
except to direct attention to the pos­
sibility of its arising. We do not 
know just In what shape the tariff bill 
now before Congress will become law. 
Doubtless pending the passage of the 
measure it would be unwise to conclude 
any agreements with foreign powers 
Which might have to be- varied .be-- 
cause of the policy which the United 
States may adopt. We cannot afford 
to ignore in our commercial arrange­
ments the possibilities of business 
with the eighty and more millions 
Of people,. who. are separated from us 
only by an imaginary line. We have 
seen a statement in the Toronto News 
that it is proposed to provide in the 
new tariff that any preference which 
Canada may grant to the Mother 
Country or of any parts of the Em­
pire shall not deprive the Dominion of 
the benefit of the minimum schedule. 
The trade Interests of the United 
States in the Dominion are so great 
that we would not be at all surprised 
if this were to prove to be the case. 
We do not think the temper of the 
Canadian people is such that they 
would abandon the British preference 
under pressure of a fiscal kind, and the 
Congressional leaders may be trusted 
to appreciate this very well. But it is 
much too soon to say anything at all 
definite as to the effect of the proposed 
tariff changes. It is not yet even 
certain that there will be a maximum 
and minimum tariff.

As the Society has been organized 
in Vancouver, it is right that the head­
quarters -of it should be in that city, 
but as it is a British Columbia organ­
ization it seems a pity that, with the 
exception of Hon. Richard McBride, 
there is no name on the list of “pa­
trons” or officers who is not a resident 
of Vancouver. A British Columbia 
Society of Fine Arts ought, we think, 
to be based upon a broader founda­
tion. Frankly we do not like the ex­
pression “patrons” in connection with 
such an organization or in fact in con­
nection with any sort of an organiza­
tion, unless it is something that is 
purely social, in which case it may be 
useful sometimes. to have patronesses. 
The idea of "patronage” is transplant­
ed from England, where long usage 
has made the association of names of 
social leaders desirable for the promo­
tion of certain undertakings, but in 
this democratic country it ought to 
have no place. If the new organiza­
tion-is to be the suedess that it ought 
to be, it should have in addition to 
the honorary president, if it is thought 
desirable to have one, an acting presi­
dent and a board of officers constitu­
ting an executive committee. A Board 
of Patrons is very much like the fifth 
wheel to a coach.

We hope the members of the Society 
will take these observations In the 
spirit In which they are made. The 
Colonist has repeatedly expressed its 
opinion that the time Is ripe for the 
development of British Columbia art 
in all lines, and that the., natural con­
ditions of the province 'may be ex­
pected to produce in time a distinct 
type of artists. We believe the first 
step in that direction is the formation 
of such an organization as has been 
inaugurated in Vancouver. But the 
organization to be a complete success 
ought to be representative of the 
whole province from the very outset 
and it ought not to depend even to the 
slightest degree upon the “patronage” 
of a few ladies and gentlemen, how­
ever well known they may be.

INSURANCE BILL
Sun Life Manager Gives Further View» 

to Committee—British Com - 
panics’ Position

Ottawa, March 29.—When consider­
ation of the insurance bill before the 
banking and commerce committee was 
resumed this morning, T. B. Macaulay 
of the Sun Life, emphasized the value 
of deferred profit •plans. He said that 
the twenty.year dividend policy was 
extremely popular; .70 per cent, of the 
insurance written An Canada being on 
that basis. He opposed retroactive 
legislation, 
plus profits be stated each .year, but 
not distributed until such time as the 
policies called for’ It. In regard to 
rebates, Mr. Macaulay suggested that 
discrimination against, and especially 
heavy penalties on managers be done 
away with. « Rebating proper, or an 
agent dividing profits with the policy 
holder, he had no sympathy with, but 
there were special cases, such as a 
man taking out a policy to secure an 
loan, which might be treated with less 
rigor. ' f.

Dealing with policies that lapse in­
advertently, Mr. Macaulay said that 
in the United States the extended term 
of Insurance plan was adopted, but 
this was not considered satisfactory. 
Under the provisions of his company 
a policy did not lapse until the re­
serve was exhausted. The danger was 
in letting pdlicy holders think it did 
not matter whether policies were paid 
up or not To meet that they pro* 
posed to • maÿe a man who was tak­
ing advantage 'of the company bay 
for his carelessness, but not so far as 
to make him undergo another medical 
examination, ae in the United States.

Washington, March 30.—Information

the manufacture. If the ad valorem 
duty is to be continued, the actual

From the G.T.P. wharf the waters 
can be seen teeming with them and 
every sort of contrivance is brought 
into play for the purpose of catching 
fish.

While the small boy contents him­
self with lying flat on the wharf and 
dropping an iron washer attached to 
a string down through the wriggling 
mass, then jerking It quickly upwards 
when a herring is usually found stuck 
half way through the hole, the larger 
boys and men move around in boats. 
While going through the motions of 
paddling with a stick into one side 
of which sharp nails are driven, they 
scoop the herring out and drop them 
into boats a dozen or more at a time.

When the run started the herring 
found ready sale at five cents per 
pound, but now the fishermen can 
not give them away. Halibut and Sal­
mon are also running well, and many 
good haqle of both have been made by 
the local fishermen. The presence of 
the larger fish «drives the herring into 
shallow water until they become a liv­
ing mass. Hearing an unusual commo­
tion in the water early one evening a 
camper recently went to the beach and 
saw the fish actually sticking out of 
the water, while farther out two big 
fish splashed and fought. Seizing a 
garden rake that lay handy he com­
menced raking the water and in a few 
minutes had sufficient herring to fill 
an ordinary bucket.

Of the gold find.He had not long to 
wait—for in 1896 a courier arrived at 
the coast with the, news that gold had 
been found in great quantities on 
Eldorado creek, Klondike, by men 
named Carmack and Henderson, and 
in the twinkling of an eye, figuratively 
speaking, Skagwky became the most 
important point on the entire Pacific 
coast. How It became thronged with 
gold-seekers from all parts of the 
world, how thousands gathered there 
and took up the long wearisome 
“mush” over the White Pass to the 
land of allurement is an old story— 
suffice to say, it was the most won­
derful stampede in history. Hundreds 
of squatters took up land on Mr. 
Moore’s townsite, and then began an 
era of litigation for possession of the 
property which Mr. Moore and the 
squatters carried through all the 
courts in the United States. The re­
sult of the many trials was that Mr. 
Moore got title to but a fraction of 
which he originally possessed.

To accommodate the shipping which 
assumed such vast, proportions as soon 
as Skagway sprang into prominence, 
Mr. Moore headed a company which 
constructed the first large wharf. 
This property proved very remunera­
tive. , Mr. Moore became so involved 
in litigation, however, that he shortly 
disposed of his interests in the wharf.

Some four years ago, his health fall­
ing, he disposed of practically all his 
interests cut Skagway and took up his 
residence in Victoria, where he re* 
mained until his death. Though far 
advanced in years, Mr. Moore dreamed 
of some day returning to the Yukon, 
and he repeatedly told his friends of 
his belief that much gold was yet tb 
be found in remote sections of the 
country with which he was familiar.

A widow, three sons—William, Ben­
jamin, and John—and three daugh­
ters—Mrs. (Capt.) Meyer, Mrs. (Dr.) 
Taylor and Mrs. Joscelyn, survive him. 
William is in the Yukon, John is pur­
ser of the Princess Beatrice, and Ben­
jamin is living at Tacoma. Mrs. Meyer 
lives in Victoria, Mrs. Joscelyn in 
Chicago, aaid Mrs. Taylor in San 
Francisco.

Santos Dumont sometimes expressed fear.

At the present time the most controversial 
question that exists in connection with the 
dirigible touches precisely on the point under 
discussion ; there-are two rival. systems, the, 
rigid and the non-rigid. In the former, of 
which Zeppelin is the leading exponent, the 
envelope is stretched" over a crinoline or cage 
made of aluminium, and the form of the bal­
loon is maintained by the said cage, the gas 
inside being at approximately atmospheric 
pressure ; in the latter, which is the system 
more generally .adopted, the form of the bal­
loon is maintained"by the pressure of the en­
closed gas and to some extent by the use of a 
long keel to which the car, is attached, while 
the internal pressure is maintained by one or 

air bladders contained within the bal­
loon and fed by a centrifugal fan driven either 
from the motor, or independently. The ad­
vantages claimed for the rigid system are, first, 
less danger of a “cold explosion” owing to the 
comparatively ; low 1 pressures - employed, and 
counterpart to this the practicability of higher 
speeds than are possible with the rigid sys­
tem ; secondly, a Jess rate of gas leakage 
ing to lower pressure differences ; and, thirdly, 
the abolition of the centrifugal fan, lessening 
complication and conducing to safety. Against 
these advantages must be set down the great 
weight and unwieldly nature of the rigid frame 
and the greater liability to irreparable injury, 
both of which objections recent events have 
shown to be only too well founded. The dura­
tion of the flights made with dirigibles during 
the last couple of years have very greatly ex­
ceeded anything previously known ; the Zep­
pelin (rigid) and the Parseval (non-rigid) in 
Germany, and the “Patrie” and the “Ville de 
Paris” (both non-rigid) in France, have shown 
that there is no difficulty in remaining in the 
air at cruising speeds for several hours, flights 
of about eight hours and upwards having been 
made with all these machines. The improve­
ment in this respect is mainly due to the use 
of the modern rubber-proofed fabric. So 
perfectly is this material now manufactured 
that a balloon may be stored and retain its 
charge of hydrogen for several weeks.
