Harrigan & Ware's at New York Burned—
A Bilx NHetel i Danger.

New York, Deo, 28. Harrigan &
Hart's theatre comique on Broadway was
entirely destroyed by fire this morning.
The theatre cost $125,000.

The Colonnade hotel, which adjoins the
theatre on the south, as well as the build-
Ing on the north caught fire several times,
but the flames were put out.

The regular company of the theatre was
_reh'urdng Harrigan’s new play, McAllis-
ter's Legacy, up to 8 o'clock this morning.
Nothiug was saved from the wreck. The
_books and money belonging to the Actors’

nd assotiation are supposed to have been
totally destroged. The. safe in the treas-
urer’s office-of the theatre containe ' berides
the books of the establishment $2000 in
money and the manuscripts of several of
arrigan’s plays. Harrigar and Hart wit-
nessed the destruotion of their establish-
ment from the windows of the New, York
hotel. Harrigan said all their scenery and
other valuable property, the accumulation
of years, was destroyed, and their loss
could not be far from $25,000. They had
no insurance, the policy ba¥iog run out
some time ago. :

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NEN WHO WON'T EXEMPT

THE PUBLIC MRETING IN ST, AN-
DREW’S HALL,

g

A Resolution Passed Asking the Govern=
ment 10 Pass a Permissive Bl to
Allow the  Manicipaiities to Deal
Wita it

When Mayor Boswell entered St. And-
rew's hall at 8 05 last night to preside at &
public meeting there were but sixty three
people by actual count im the room.
Among them was John Hallam, James
French and Samuel Rogers, all apostles of
anti exemptions. The mayor then took a
trip downastairs to the western branch of
the public lbrary, in the same building,
and inspscted the room, which is comfort-
able and very well patronizcd by the west
enders, When his worship returned in
fifteen minutes there were probably 150
people present. J J, Withrow entered,
wnd wuas immediately surrounded by a
dozen persons. His worship took the chair
on the platform and read the proclamation
calling the meeting “‘for the purpose of
discussing exmptions avd muaicipal
matters generally.,” Mr. Withrow, James
Morris, James French, George Evans, John
Hatlam, Ald. Brandon, Samuel Rogers,
Alfred Boultbee, :Cipt. Hait and Mr. 8¢,
Leger took seats on the platform.

George Evans was the first speaker. He
did not want to confine himself to exemp-
tions alone, but wanted to have a go at
things municipal in general. Hachad
not made a very deep study of the question
of exemptions, but he knew enough of it
to say that they should be abolished, He
specially referred to the injustice of ex
empting the salaries of jndges, custom
houce officers, postcffice officials, ete. He
would move

1. That in the opinion of this meeting all
lend covered by places of public worship
and set apart for that parpose o dy, witi
buildings thereon and owned by any j eligivus
corporation, should be exempt frim runi-
cipal taxation, but no private buiiding be ex-
empt on account of occupait. 2. That no
salaried official shall be exempt, be he govern-
men official or rtherwise, 8o lo g#ss id offi-
cilsalary is sufiicient to be taxed by our pre-
sent law, :

John Hallam was the next speaker. Mr
Hallam fl jurished a cane over his head and
pointed fiergely at two diagrams he had.
oailed on the wall. One was a table of
figures of the assesements and exemptions
of the city and the other told the story of
two properties at the corner of 8therbourne
and Earl streets, One, ownei by the Ro
man catholic episcopal corporation of I'c
rounto, paid no taxes, while the one across
the road paid in 1884 $114290. Mr
Hallam then repeated his figares: The
rotal asse-sment of Toronto for 1885 is
$30 012 640, of which $10 787,540 was ex
-mpt from taxation, He suppoeed the
raxes nexs year would not be'less than 15
mills. Tnis year they were 15§ If tue
$10,787:540 paid taxes instead ot 15 mills
the people wonld pay 13. At the present
rate, counting the population of the city
at 110,000, the per capita tax wax
81454 He d!d not ses why the cibizens
snould light 1he streets and protect the
lives and property of judges (who received
fat salarie:) and goveroment officials, and
the latter not pay one cent in the way of
taxes on their salaries. Speaking of cler
zymen Mr. Hallam s«id he had met one
who thought he should be taxed. He re
ferred to Rav, James Cameron of the E.iot
preshyterian church. Thisrev, gentleman

ad told the speaker to tell the public that
he (Mr. Cameror ) though’ he ought to pay
his texes like any other honest man,

[Cneers ] Aitheugh Mr. Hallam did not

pelieve iu exemptions of any kind, yet he
was willing 10 comprowise at exempting
the house of worship and the ground is
stood on. The British gevernment
in 1880, paid $16,000 000, not as a. tax,
but as a “‘contribution” for the
protection its  property, etc., re-
ceived. Mr. Hallam then spoke of ex-
emptions in Earopean countries and wound
up by launching out into historical facts
on the subj-ct, <

James Frerch spoke as an out and out,
uncempromising anti éxemptionist, bat to
make peace he would draw the lingat the
church edifice, é’

The mayor here read a letfer from A,
W, Wright, secretary of the A#ti-Exemp
tion association of Toronto #egretting.that
none of its representatives were pre:ent,
and stating that his association were ar
rangipyg for a puolic ypecting on the subject
at Shaftesbury haiddn Friday evening,

Alfred Boulthee, Mr. S:. Leger, Jamex
Morris, s.nm’«l Rogrs, Ald. Brandon,
Capt Hail gfd Me. Withrow also made ad
dresses, giid Ald. Brandon and Capt. Hali
offeredsthe following smendment to Mr.
Evag#’ resolution : *‘Tnat this meeting is
ofpinion that all exemptions should be
aboiisbed, and that the powor be left in
the hands of municipal councils; and that
the government should pass a permissive
bill enabling this to be done.”

The amendment met with a good dasl
of favor from the last named speckers, Mr,
Withrow said he would exempt the church
building and the ground it stood on, but
they should be made to pay their share of
the local improvements around it, He cor-
dislly supported the amendment. I
putting' the . resolutions the mayor
said  Mr. Evans had 1o  sec
ounder to his motion James Thompson
then rose in the audience and said he
would second it. The amendment was
pus first and carried almost. unznimously

It was now 10.10, and Mr. Evens once
more mounted the stage, He said he was
prepared to commence. a discussion on
mupicipal matters, H@a‘held in his hand
the printéd address of Mr. Manning to the
electors,.and he proceeded toread it, The
muyor said he was not going to tarn the
meeting iuto a political one tor either one
candidate or-the other, The mecting was
called to discuss . citvy matters, mot Mr.
Maoning’s candidature. Mr. Evdns would
vot be suppressed, read the document
through, and then delivered himself of &
twenty mioutes’ tirdde aysinst the city
fathers aua th-ir doings geveralily,

The meeting adjourned ut 10 30 in rather
an uasettled state, many wonderiog no
doubt what had been accomp'ished,

Countries which have
been mother-countries to colonies for cen-
turies are now devising new “schemes ot
binding them together; and countries
whose maternity dates back .only a few
years or evem not at all are making strenu-
ous efforts to gain settlements in foreign
lands, 3

It would be interesting to analyze and
claesify the numerous incentives to coloni- 1
zition.. One of the strongest is the succees
which has attended British colonies. Sir
Rawson W. Raweon, in addressing the sta-
tistical society recently, educed from s
oompreheneive series of: statistics some
highly valuable data on this subject. He
showed that the area of the British colo-
nies was nearly eight millions of equare
miles, and more than thxge times as
large as the - combined area of
the colonies of all other countries,
ot the mother countries of these latter and
6f the United Kingdom, while the popu-
fation of the British colonies was more
than four times that of all foreign coun-
triea. - While during the eleven years
1872.83 the foreign import trade of Eng-
land had increased 9 per cent., its colonial
import trade had increased 15.4 per cent.,
and while its foreign export trade had in-
preascd only 1.6 per cent., its colonial
export trade had increased 20 (19.9) per
cent., or more than four-told that of the
trade, The total value of the
eolonial teade for the years 1881-83 was
£429 501,000, which ~was  £4,000.000
greater than that of France, and: exactly
three fifths ‘(60 pet cent ) of that of the
United Kiogdom; the values Jof the
{import and export trades were equal,
£214,555,000 and £214,946,000 respec
tive'y ; and tha proportion of the im-
port trade with the mother country was

Sunlight’
should never be excluded except when
80 bright as to be uncomfortable to thLe
eyes. And walks should be in bright
fuulxghl_;, so that the eyes are protected
by a veil or parasol when the light is too
intense.

A sun-bath is of more importance in
preserving & healthful condition of body
than is generally understood. A sun-
bath costs nothing, and that is a mis-
fortune, for peoplo are deluded with the
idea that those things can only be good
or useful which cost money. But re-
men}ber that pure water, fresh air and
sunlit homes, kept free from dampness.
will secure you from many heavy bills
of the doctors and give you health and
vigor which no money can  procure.
It is now a well established fact that
the people who live much in the sun are
usually stronger and more healthy than
those-whose eccupation deprives them
of sunlight. And -certainly there is
nothing strange in the result, since the
law applies with equal force  to every
animate thing in nature. It is qujte
casy to arrange an isolated dweiling so
that every room may be flooded with
sunlight some time in the day, and it is
possible that many town houses can be
s0 built 88 to admit, more light than
they net receive.

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Curious’ Bibles.

Besides 7hc Breeches Bible there are
other issues remowned for curious mis-
prints. There is Zhe Place Makers Bible.
“PBlessed are the place makers,’ etc.
(Matt. v. 9). This extraordinary. mis-
print occurred in the second edition of
the Geueva Bible, publishod at Geneva
in 1561-62. The mistake was never cor-
rected, and recurred alwavs. Again
there is The Vinegar Dible. “The Parnble
of the Vinegar,” instead of *“The Parable
of the Vinevard,” appearsin the chapter
Heading to Luke xx.,1n an Oxford edition
of the authorized version which wae
published in 1717, "The ok was pub-
lished by J. Basliett in . imperial folio,
and is said to be the most sumjiuonz
of ail the Oxford Bibles. The printiny
is very beautiiul, and some of the copies
were printed on vellum, but unfortu-
nateiy the proofs were carelessly read,
and the book printed lry Baskett was
called ‘“‘a basketful of printer's errors.’
Tho book is now prized on account of
its typographical faults. There is, too.
Lhe Wicked Bible. 'This extruordinar)
name has been given to an edition of the
anthorized Bible, printed in London, by
Robert. Barker snd Martin Lucas, iu
1681. -The negative was left out of th:
Seventh Commandment, and William
Kilburne, writing in 1659, says that
owing to the zeal of Dr. Usher the
yrinter was fined £2,000 or £2,000. In
Laud’s published works there is a copy
of the King's letter directing that the
printers be fined £3,00Q, but Dr. Scriv-
ener, howerver, asserts, we know not on
what anthority, that the real fine wus
one of £300, inflicted “by Archbishop
Laud, “to be expended on a fount of fair
Greek type.” Omly four copics of this
scarce {iible are now known, as the
edition was destroyed, and all the copies
called in a8 soon as the mistake was dis-
covered. Dr. Scrivener declared that a
copy existed at Wolfenbuttel. This led
to- a search being msade. No -such
English Bible was discovered; but a
German Bible with the very saine mis-
take was found in its sicad. There i3
also The persccuting Printers’ Bible.
“Printers have persecuted me without &
cause ' (Ps. cxix. 161). The word print-
ers instead of princes has given occasiol
for the above mame. All we know of
this edition is stated by Mr. H. Stevens
in the catalogue of the Caxton exhibi-
tion of Bibles, where he says that thece
words were put into the mouth of Cot-
ton Mather by a blundering typographe:
in a Bible printed before 1702. Tiiere is
also 2he Lars to Ear Bible. “Who hiath
ears to ear, let him ear ’ (Matbl. xii. 43).
This adaptation to Cockney usuge ie
found in an 8vo Bible published by the
Oxford Press in 1510. And -amons
others we may note 7h: Stending Fish:s
RBible. *And it shall come to pass thai
the fishes shall stand upon ib,” etc.
;E}.ek. xlvii. 10). |The word fishes is
used for fishers in a 4to Bible printed by
the King's printer in Loudon, in. 1806,
and reprinted in a 4to edition of 1813,
and in at\8vo edition of 1823.
