that I had not been able to include in 
the list for honors the names of the .two 
officers commanding the Fronch-Canadian 
regiments. This, I was given to understand, 
would occasion trouble, which it was not 
thought advisable to incur. The recom­
mendations for brevet promotions were, I 
understood, to be considered. On Dec. 10,
1886, I personally submitted a letter to the 
Mi lster of Militia in which I drew atte 
to the fact which I had since discovered, 
a good many C. M. G.’s had been given for 
services in the Red River expedition of 1870, 
in which no flehtiug or loss of life had token 
place. In this letter I gave a list of officers 
with a recommendation for such honors as \ 
might be deemed suitable, together with the 
names of officers for brevet promotions. On 
March 11, 1886, 1 addressed another letter to 
the Minister of Militia referring to my com­
munication of Dec. 16,1885, and urging that 
some action should be taken thereon. I 
never received written official answers to my 
letters, but I had frequent conversations with 
the minister on the subject After one of 
these conversations I again, as late as April,
1887, personally submitted a letter to the 
minister in which I once- more brought for­
ward the subject of these rewards, drawing 
attention to the fact of its being the jubilee 
year of our Most Gracious Sovereign, when 
the Government might deem it an auspicious 
moment to ask for the decorations I begged 
to reconhnend, and to confer the brevet pro­
motions also. The latter would in some cases 
necessitate certain alterations in the regula­
tions. which I suggested should be made. In 
this letter I ventured to specify the decora­
tions and promotions as follows:

fiscation of the furs unwarrantable and il­
legal, and added that I admitted that I had 
recently become satisfied that it was not 
legally justifiable. I did admit that on con­
sidering the matter lately I supposed really 
and legally I had not the power to confis­
cate the furs, but, after all, whether I bad the 
power to confiscate them legally or not, I was 
obliged to put them in charge of the mount­
ed police, and if 1 had not afterwards 
formally pronounced them confiscated, they 
wouMhavestill remained (asthey did) in 
the mmds of the mounted police—that is, in 
the hands of the government,—minus the 
few I had allowed t ube taken as mementoes.

As regards the furs themselves, I may 
point out that their amount and fate seemed 
wrapped in mystery. Bremner’s own state­
ment to the Claims Commission is to the 
effect that he was made to go to Pound- 
maker’s camp, April 14, 1886, and that the 
Indians took possession of his furs, which 
were then worth *4874 (which valuation is 
derided in the Northwest Territories). 
When he left Poundtoaker's camp to go to 
Battleford he was allowed to take his furs, 
but he did not know how many bales or 
packs he had then. It was, he said, over 
ten and nearer twenty bales. Doubtless it 
is only reasonable to believe that the In­
dians took some of the furs, and after tbe 
furs arrived at Battleford a quantity were 
taken by the people about before they were 
handed over to the mounted police for 
security, so that it is impossible to know 
how many were really given into their 
charge.

coast. Speaking of the crop prospects, Mr. 
Dewdney says that everywhere he 
Manitoba and the Northwest the crops were 
excellent. The harvest was general when ht 
left, and there was an entiee absence of frost 
It was estimated by good judges that there 
were 900,000 acres in Wheat this year in 
Manitoba and tbe Northwest The general 
impression was that it would yield 36 bushels 
to the acre, or about 22,600,000 bushels in all 
Of oats, barley and peas there was also a 
large yield.

' ft tht Phopls of Canada:
To be silent under unmerited censure is 

often the pert of n soldier, and had I merely 
been charged with indiscretion or with hav­
ing overstepped my powers as a commander 
In the field I might have chosen to retire 
without saying anything in my defence, and 
to leave ft to the justice and generosity of 
the Canadian people to balance my general 
services against a single error of judgment. 
But the bitterest of my assailants and the 
organs of their party in the press have not 
stopped here. I owe it to my companions-in- 
arms and to all Canadians at parting to 
show that the Canadian militia has not been 
commanded by dishonor.

An indictment comprising four charges 
was brought against me by Mr. G. W. 
Lister, M.P., before a committee of the 
House of Commons. Besides the instruction 
to Mr. Hayter Reed to confiscate Bremner’s 
furs and to appropriate a few of them at 
Battleford, I was charged (a) with the ap­
propriation of furs at Batoche, (6) with the 
appropriation of horses, (c) with having 
licensed the appropriation by CoL Bedson of 
a pool table and horses taken from the 
settlers at Batoche.

The case of Bremner’s furs, Mr. Lister said, 
“was not an isolated transaction but one of 
a series." The inference to be drawn from

The prisoner Smith bears a most unsavory 

record. Some years ago he was a candy 
butcher on the Grand Trunk loop line and 
resided at St. Thomas, where he was accused 
of conducting a disreputable 
run out of the city. Subsequently he con­
duct^ a similar establishment near Til son- 
burg and was fined several times. After­
wards he came to Norfolk and conducted 
houses of ill-fame in various places, including 
the one in which Mary Colville is supposed 
to have met her death. One house became 
fiwch a nuisance that it was set on fire by in­
dignant neighbors and burned to the ground. 
Smith was afterwards arrested for crimin­
ally assaulting his own daughter and was 
sentenced to the lash, receiving the punish­
ment in Cayuga jail.

Mementoes for the Officers.
Before the select committee it was proved 

that only about one-eighth of tbe furs in 
°barge were packed up as mementoes for the 
officers, that I myself never received any of
them, and that the remaining seven-eighths 
disappeared, and yet it has been alleged, in 
part of the press of tnis country, that I had 
personally appropriated $5000 worth of furs 
belonging to Bremner!

It has also been alleged that some furs 
which Mr. Devlin of Ottawa took from me 
as part payment for dressing other furs, etc., 
were part of Bremner’s lot. Of course they 
were not an t could not have been. They 
were not even of the same kind as t hose ôf 
Bremner, said to have been packed up at 
Battleford. They were part of some skins 
that had been given to me in the Northwest 
and some that I bought myself.

An attempt was made to connect me per­
sonally with these furs by the statement that 
I went to look at them at Battleford on my 
wav home, that I complained 
had not been put up for me, and 
further order for a large saddle-bo 
filled with them for me. This is all false, 
and its falsehood is attested by Colonels 
Dawson, Smith (“D” School) and Grasett, 
two of wnom were with me during the whole 
day on which this is said to have occurred. 
Mr. Ronald Macdonald, who made the state­
ment, had U> admit, under cross-examina­
tion, that his statement was not based on 
his own knowledge.

This Macdonald was the only witness 
brought forward in support of the ooarge 
before the committee, tie was not a trust­
worthy witness, for he declared that be had 
no interest in the matter, whereas 
it came out that he had been appointed 
agent for the prosecution of claims tor losses 
incurred by Bremner in the rebellion, and 
that he was to receive 5 per cent, on the 
amount recovered; moreover, according to 
bis own account, he was implicated in the 
disposal of the furs. It will be found that 
there are other prevarications and incon­
sistencies in his evidence calculated to cast 
doubt on his credibility.

The order for the confiscation of the furs 
had been lost, and its contents had to be 
supplied from- memory: I did not see it at 
all, and I positively deny that any injunction 
of secrecy was inserted by my directions. 
Neither did I know to whom the order was 
addressed, but I naturally must have thought 
it was addressed to the officer of the mounted 
police at Battleford, who baa been ordered 
oy me to take charge of the furs, and who 
was really thé person answerable for their 
s&ie custody, and not the quartermaster 
sergeant, who was only a subordinate. As 1 
have already said, I never had tbe furs, I 
never saw them, and I never enquired after 
or thought of them after leaving Fort Pitt. 
I dismissed the whole matter from my mind 
and have since had great difficulty in recall­
ing it How could a man, occupied as 1 was
then, amidst the confusion and excitement of 
war, recollect accurately every small matter 
that was brought before his notice?

Cholera's Ravages—A Cyclone In the Alps 
—A Requiem Mass for Cardi­

nal Newi
Cairo, Aug. 20.—There have been 48 

deaths from cholera at the quarantine sta­
tion at Eltor since the pilgrims were in­
terned.

At Mecca yesterday 10 deaths from 
cholera were reported, and at Jeddah nine.

A Cyclone in Switzerland.
Berne, Aug. 20.—A cyclone swept through 

the canton of Vaud to-day domg fimmense 
damage. The villages of Lavallee and Ioux 
were devastated and whole forests were de­
stroyed. Many persons were injured. The 
storm lasted three minutes.

Manning Eulogises Newman.
London, Aug. 20.—A requiem mass for the 

late Cardinal Newman was celebrated to-day 
in the Brampton Oratory. Cardinal Man­
ning delivered an address. He said although 
it was too soon to measure fully the work 
of Newman it was certain no living man 
had so changed the religious thought# of 
England. It was the inspiring genius of the 
tractarian movement that was shaping the 
Church of England into its present life. But 
for him rationalism would now reign su­
preme in the national religion.

Will Abandon His Visit.
Paris, Aug. 80.—The Figaro says Che 

Count of Paris will probably abandon his 
proposed visit to the United States, owing to 
the feeling here against the McKinley Bill.

Cable Flashes.
In a speech at La Rochelle President Carnot 

said France was gradually ending her fruitless 
party,struggles, and all Frenchmen were uniting. 
It was their duty to show the world that France 
was calm in her strength, inspiring sympathy as 
well as respect. Jules Ferry, presiding it a 
meeting of the Vosges Council, made an opti­
mistic speech in which he used almost the same 
words as Carnot.

A death from cholera has occurred on a British 
steamer at Malaga from Valencia. The disease 
has also appeared at Tortosa and Tarragona.

The potato disease is spreading with alarming 
rapidity in the southern portion of county Down. 
In all parts of Armagh the blight has amnmu»H 
serious proportions.

A great storm has devastated the region ex­
tending from Exciteduil to Miremount, Fiance.

Intense heat is reported throughout Austria 
There have been many fatal cases of sunstroke.

Owing to the strike at Melbourne the Tasmania 
Shipping Company has laid up its boats and 
many steamers have stopped running. Ship­
owners are vainly making offers of prolonged 
engagements at high wages.

A Russian Imperial ukase, just issued, in­
creases the import duty on sugar.

Buffalo to Get Light and Fuel from Canada.
Buffalo, Aug. 20.—The Provincial Natural 

Gas Company of Toronto, with large pro­
perties in natural gas in Welland county 
has entered into a contract with the Buffalo 
Natural Gas Fuel Company and the papers 
have been signed and approved by the various 
parties thereto.

The Q.C. Loses His Case.

At Osgoods Hall yesterday, Mr. Justice 
Falconbridge rendered bis decision in the 
suit of John Bain, Q.C., vs. Ætna Life In­
surance Company, an action tried at 
the Toronto Assizes, in which plaintiff 
claimed that he was entitled under the en­
dowment participating plan policy in the 
company held by him to a full share of all 
the profits made by them in that branch of 
business since 1868. The company admitted 
that the profits accruing from year to year 
had not been divided since 1871, but claimed 
the right to hold a portion of their apparent 
surplus to ensure the future stability of the 
company. The actuary of tbe company 
drew up a plan of dividend and submit­
ted it to the directors for approval. 
The question for decision was whether Mr. 
Bain was bound to Submit to the discretion 
of the actuary and directors in this regard, 
or whether he was entitled to all the profite 
and therefore to an account. His Lordship 
holds that Mr. Bain Is bound to acquiesce in 
the discretion of the actuary aud directors, 
exercised in good faith, and to take his share 
of what is allotted or apportioned as divisible 
surplus. The action is therefore dismissed 
with costa.

, drive| A Wicked Invention of the Enemy.
Furthermore, it has been asserted that I 

have employed agents to destroy the evidence 
against me. This is a wicked invention. I 
have no agents, aud there is no evidence 
to destroy. I have already protested 
against the report of the parliamentary 
committee when, tendering my resigna­
tion. The House of Commons is not 
a court of justice but a political assembly in 
which party necessarily prevails, and if my 
character were at stake I should prefer a 
different tribunal. It is a patent fact that 
tbe bitterest attacks on me have proceeded 
from that party and from most of the organs 
of that party which protested against Riel’s 
execution and courted the Rielite vote.

By those who demanded my dismissal it 
has been urged that the appointment ought 
not to be held by an imperial officer and that 
there are Canadians ready to fill my place. 
I hope there are, but surely this change might 
be effected without a political attempt being 
made to injure me, an attempt which I am 
sure no true Canadian would sanction or 
encourage, even to gain the appointment for 
ffimself. A false impression appears to have 
been created in some minds by my retention 
of office for two months after the report of 
the committee, as though I had clung to the 
position until forced to retire. I felt that an 
immediate resignation would look like a 
consciousness of wrong doing on my part, 
and that I had better, as it were, challenge 
the opinion of the Government on my con­
duct by continuing to do my duty. My 
position was a difficult one, but certainly, 
after what had happened, retention of office 
had no place in my mind.

There is another point on which I wish to 
right myself before leaving the country. It 
is with pain that I have lately learned that I 
have lam under the imputation of having 
failed to do justice to my companions-in-arms 
in not having recommended any of them for 
promotion and honors, such as I myself re­
ceived. Now this is very far from being the 
case, and I am sure that the Minister of 
Militia will himself help to clear me from 
such an unmerited charge. In reality I 
almost- exceeded military official etiquet in 
my anxiety to obtain rewards for those who 
had so ably and gallantly helped 
tain my own, as 1 shall proceed to show. Iu 
my despatches concerning the action at Fish 
Creek and the taking of Batoche I brought

Coroner Lynd resumed the Inquest into tbs 
deaths of the three Brock-avenue victims 
last night in Scholes’ Hotel, Queen-street 
west County Crown Attorney Badgerow 
represented toe people, Assistant Solicitor 
Caswell the city, Lawyer Anglin Dowling’s 
relatives, Hon. R. M. Welle the Canadian Paci­
fic, Rev. Father Finan for the Sunnyside 
Home, and Acting Detective Porter the 
police. The proceedings were tedious and 
slow, not a little time being wasted in pre­
liminaries. Mr. Wells submitted voluminous 
documents forming the correspondence be­
tween Ottawa, the C. P. R. and the city 
authorities touching toe question of gates 
at the Brock-avenue crossing. These were 
first handed to the coroner and from him to 
the Crown Attorney. Mr. Wells laid special 
stress on the fact that the railway's proposal 
to gate the crossing had been rejected by 
the city on the advice of its solicitor. ~

One thing which delayed matters con­
siderably was the non-appearance of two of 
the jurymen. After waiting until 8% the 
coroner finally resolved to go on without 
them. Engineer Greenshielil#, who was in 
charge of the locomotive which did the 
killing, was recalled. In answer to Mr. 
Wellshe stated that at the junction he was 9 
minutes late, and when flying over the Brock- 
avenue crossing at the time of the accident 
the speed was greater than nix miles an 
hour.

Mr. Wells then proceeded to read the 
correspondence between the two railways 
(G.T.R. and C.P.R.) and the city and the 
correspondence between Superintendent Tait 
and Local Manager Wragge touching the 
proposition to protect the various crossings 
on a basis of share and share alike for the 
three parties concerned until such 
times as the Railway Committee of 
the Prtvv Council would fully place the re­
sponsibility for their maintenance. The 
general drift of the documents went to show 
;hat so far as the C. P. R. was concerned it 
was willing to enter into an amicable ar­
rangement and the responsibility for the 
fatal delay rested with the city. Mr. Wells 
not only held up the end of hie own com­
pany but aleo.tuat of the Grand Trunk,

Mr. Caswell took exception to certain in­
ferences which might be drawn from the 
correspondence. He claimed that the 
shorthand notea of the conference at Ottawa 
should be produced. His recollection of the 
matter was that Mr. Ball, for the Grand 
Trunk, and Mr. Wells, for the C. P. R., 
agreed then to have men placed forthwith 
at the Brock-avenue crossing.

“Bui afterwards Mr. Wragge 
thought that the crossing difficulty should 
be all settled at once.”

The Coroner: “I do not think for a moment 
that there could be any doubt even by the 
railways themselves that they were bound 
to protect the Brock-avenue crossing.”

There is one local industry that is a poli­
tico-economic paradox, for no person desires 
it to enjoy the advantages of either free 
trade or protection. But it does enjoy both, 
for it is carried on under protective laws, 
and is practically a free trade. We allude 
to the manufacture in this city of fevers and 
other diseases. There is not a ward in To­
ronto without its fever garden, where ty­
phus and diphtheria seeds are regularly 
sown, and the plants and fruit of which de­
velop all their malignancy. Ohr attention 
has frequently been drawn to such danger­
ous places, but The World office is not the 
Board of Health or they would have been 
suppressed long ago. 
that in dealing with matters of this 
kind the great necessity is not scientific 
attainments, but business habits on the part 
of the official in charge of the Health De­
partment. It does not require a duly quali­
fied physician to detect a foul stench; the 
average human nose is as fully equipped for 
this service as that of the skilfullest surgeon 
or chemist. As a mat$fer of daily observation 
the physician of the Board of Health does 
not personally inspect those fever gardens 
that are complained of. The custom is to 
send a young official to view and smell the 
place and its miasmatical products. His re­
port is presented, and a form of notification 
sent to the owner of the garden, after suf­
ficient time has elapsed,for the whole district 
to be thoroughly supplied with the seeds and 
fruits of disease.

The Board of Health is very tender in Its 
treatment of this fever-making industry, so 
much so, indeed, as to suggest reflections 
upon the text, “The tender mercies of the 
wicked are cruel.” One revolting case has 
been detailed to us. A nuisance of the 
most dangerous class has been under treat­
ment by the city officials for several years. 
The inspector again and again visited the 
spot, condemned it as most offensive in re 
peated reports, and there the business of the 
Board of Health stopped. Now, we have no 
desire to belittle that department or its 
officials, but we beg to differ with them as to 
the pbwer of their condemnations. We all 
know about the curses of a certain arch­
bishop, for which “ no one was a penny the 
worse,” so with the Board of Health, its re­
ports and its resolutions are wholesome in 
their way, but as disinfectants they are an 
utter failure.
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Dowling

obliged to put them in charge Of the mount­
ed police, and if I had not afterwards 
formally pronounced them confiscated, they 
wduld have still remained (as they did) jn 
the hands of the mounted police—that is, In 
the hands of the government,—minus the 
few I had allowed to be taken as mementoes.

As regards the furs themselves, I may 
point out that their amount and fate seeihed 
wrapped in mystery. Bfemner’s own state­
ment to the Claims Commission is to the 
effect that be was made to go to Pound- 
maker’s camp, April 14, 1888, and that the: 
Indlanstook possession of his furs, which 
were then worth $4374 (which valuation is 
derided in the Northwest Territories). 
When be left Poundmaker’s Camp to go to 
Battleford he was allowed to take his furs, 
but he did not know how many bales or 
packs he had then. It was, he said, over 
ten and pearer twenty bales. Doubtless it 
is only reasonable to believe that the In­
dians took some-of the furs, and after the 
furs arrived at Battleford a quantity were 
taken by the people about before they were 
handed over, to the mounted police for 
security, so that it is impossible to know 
how many were really given into their 
charge

often the part of a soldier, and had I merely 
been charged with indiscretion or with hav­
ing overstepped my powers as a commander 
in the field I might have chosen to retire 
wrihoutsaying anything in my defence, and 
to leave it to the justice and generosity of 

-the Canadian people to balance my general 
services against a single error of judgment. 
But the bitterest of my assailants and the 
organs of their party in the press have not 
stopped here. I owe it to my companions-in- 
arms and to all Canadians at parting to 
•how-ti^at tho Canadian militia has not been 
commanded by dishonor.

An indictment comprising four charges 
Was brought against me by Mr. G. W. 
Lister, M.P., before a committee of the 
House of Commons. Besides the instruction 
to Mr. Hayter Reed to confiscate Bremner’s 
tpre and to appropriate a few of them at 
Battleford, I was charged (a) with the ap­
propriation of furs at Batoche, (6) with the 
appropriation of horses, (c) with having 
licensed the appropriation by CoL Sedaon of 
a pool table and horses taken from the 
settlers at Batoche.

\ The case of Bremner’s furs, Mr. Lister said,
/ “was not an isolated transaction but one of 

a series.” The inference to be drawn from 
the series, taken collectively, plainly was 
tnat 1 had been guilty of systematic plunder­
ing or licensing plunder. Not a particle of 
evidence has been given in support of any of 
the last three counts, which are absolutely 
false. I never touebed or saw any 
furs at Batoche, and the only horse I toon 

. Was one to carry me during the campaign, 
'and which was afterwards handed over to 
the Uoverment auctioneer at Winnipeg. As 
regards the billiard table, from copies of tele­
grams which I have lately come across 1 am 
enabled to state that the Minister of 
Militia bad sent a telegram to me (which I 
have not kept) about tue troops looting, and 
in answer thereto I telegraphed as follows;

Camp Fort Pitt, June 84,1885.v 
The troops were not at saint Laurent or Duck 

Lake. 1 had that a billiard table was taken out 
of Gabriel Dumont's house before ft was burned 
and one was taken at Batoche. They are both at 
Prince Albert, and certainly no woman’s clothes 
were taken. The little property at Batoche was 
the property of undeniable rebels who had just 
beeu shooting down our nyn and, according to 
the usage or war, might fairly be taken by the 
soldiers. The half-breed women end Indian 
women with their children were admirably 
treated—not a thing waa taken from them, and 
when they moved upon the plain the soldiers 
helped them to pack their goods and tents sad to 
bring them up. 1 issued an order toroidding 
plundering on the march and have every reason 

P — to believe it was obeyed. My experience of the 
conduct of troops In the field permits me to say 
that on this matter my troops have behaved ex­
ceptionally well, as might be expected from their 
superior class and education ss compared with 
other armies

Billiard Tables on the Battlefield.
I must then have received another telegram 

from the Minister relative to the disposition 
of these table», as I find that on June 30,1885,
1 sent him the following telegram from Fort 
Pitt:

As regards the tables, considering the way the 
white settlers and friendly breeds’ houses and 
property have been treated by the rebels, 1 do 
not think It would he judicious, but X will carry 
eut your wishes if you still desire it.

Subsequently I received a telegram from 
- the Minister, dated Ottawa, June 30, in 

Which the following passage occurred;
About the tables, do as you think best. ,
I found, on enquiry, that one of these 

n tables had been used to assist in rendering 
bullet-proof the bulwarks of the steamer 
Morthcote, which took part in the advance 
on Batoche, and, as far as I can remember, I 
took no further steps in the matter, which 
passed out of my mind.

Mr. Lister’s last three charges were 
(truck out by the committee on the ground 
that there had been no authority given 
to investigate them, but as they had been 
formally preferred, received and printed by 
the committee I was surely entitled to a

acted and how far I was from any disposition 
to license plunder.

L Beved tneu that Bretuner was a rebel He

had been in the camp of Fuundmaker, who 
was in arms against lis, and he only came in 
after I bad made Pouniimnker a prisoner. 
He was recognized as having been present at 
Cat Knife, and be was also found in posses- 

of the rifle of a slain mounted policeman. 
I fuily believed then that bis property, i 
of a rebel in arms was forfeit, and tha 
warranted in afterwards giving effect to the 
forfeiture. That the property of rebels was 
forfeit was certainly the rule which prac­
tically' prevailed in India in 1857 when I 
served against the mutineers and rebels. 
Subsequently, as stated officially by Capt. 
G. 11. Young, secretary to the commissioners, 
Bremner’s claim for compensation for the 
loss of his furs was rejected by thé Com­
mission of Rebellion Losses, who held that 
he (Bremner) "was a party to au4 respon­
sible for his own losses, or in other words 
that lie wus a rebel,” and this decision was 
arrived at by a Royal Commission, which 
took evidence at the time and on the spot. 

Acting Under a Wrong Imprt selon.
It seems that my impression as to the ex. 

lent of my powers wus wrong, and of course 
I regret now that I exercised it as I did, but 
tbefnipression must have been strengthened, 
not only by the telegram already referred 
to, authorizing me to do as I liked about the 
captured billiard-tables, and by the fact that 
my idea, given in the other telegram, as to 
the rights of the soldiers to any property 
found in Batoche, was not controverted 
from Ottawa, but also by a telegram from

Before the select committee it was proved 

that only about oné-eighth of the furs in 
charge were packed upas mementoes for the 
officers, that I myself never received any of 
them, and that the remaining seven-eighths 
disappeared, and yet it has been alleged, in 
part of the press of tnis country, that I had 
personally appropriated $5000 worth of furs 
belonging to Bremner 1 

It has also been alleged that some furs 
which Mr. Devliu of Ottawa took from me 
as part payment for dressing other furs, etc., 
were part of Bremner’s lot. Of course they 
were not an I could not bave been. They 
were not even of the same kind as those of 
Bremner, said to have been packed up at 
Battleford. They were part of some skins 
that had been given to me in the Northwest 
and some that I bought myself.

An attempt was made to connect me per­
sonally with these furs by the statement that 
I went to look at them at Battlelord on my 
way home, that I complained that the best 
bad not been put up for me, and gave a 
further order for a large saddle-box to be 
filled with them for me. This is all false, 
and its falsehood is attested by Colonels 
Dawson, Smith (“D” School) and Grasett, 
two of wnom were with me during the whole 
day on which this is said to have occurred. 
Mr. Ronald Macdonald, who made the state­
ment, had to admit, under crose-examina- 
tion, that his statement was not based on 
his own knowledge.

This Macdonald was the only witness 
brought forward in support of the cnarge 
before the committee, lie wui not a trust­
worthy witness, for he declared that be had 
no interest in the matter, whereas 
it came out that he had been appointed 
agent for the prosecution of claims for losses 
incurred by Bremner in the rebellion, and 
that he was to receive 5 per cent on the 
amount recovered; moreover, according to 
his own account, he was implicated in the 
disposal of the furs. It will be found that 
there are other prevarications and incon­
sistencies in his evidence calculated to cast 
doubt on his credibility.

The order for the confiscation of the furs 
had been lost, and its contents had to be 
supplied from memory. I did not see it at 
all, and I positively deny that any injunction 
of secrecy was inserted by my directions. 
Neither did I know to whom the order wus 
addressed, but I naturally must have thought 
it waa addressed to the officer of the mounted 
police at Battleford, who had been ordered 
oy me to take charge of the furs, and who 
was really the person answerable for their 
sate custody, and not the quartermaster 
sergeant, who was only a subordinate. As I 
have already said, I never bad the furs, I 
never saw them, and I never enquired after 
or thought of them after leaving Fort Hitt 
I dismissed the whole matter from my mind 
and have since had great difficulty in recall­
ing it. How could a man, occupied as I was 
then, amidst the confusion and excitement of 
war, recollect accurately every small matter 
that was brought before bis notice?

A Wicked Invention of the Enemy. 
Furthermore, it has been 

have employed agents to destroy the evidence 
against me. This is a wicked invention. I 
have no agents, and there it no evidence 
to destroy. I have already protested 
against the report of the parliamentary 
committee when tendering my resigna­
tion. The House of Commons is not 
a court of justice but a political assembly in 
which party necessarily prevails, and if my 
character were at stake I should prefer a 
different tribunal. It Is a patent fact that 
the bitterest attacks on me have proceeded 
from that party and from most of the organs 
of that party which protested against Kiel’s 
execution and courted the Rielite vote.

By those who demanded my dismissal it 
has been urged that the appointment ought 
not to be held by an imperial officer and that 
there are Canadians ready to fill my place. 
I hope there are, but surely this change might 
be effected without a political attempt being 
made to injure me, an attempt which I am 
sure no true Canadian would sanction or 
encourage, even to gain the appointment for 
himself. A false impression appèars to have 
been created in some minds by my retention 
of office for two months after the report of 
the committee, as though I had clung to the 
position until forced to retire. I felt that an 
immediate resignation would look like a 
consciousness of wrong-doing on my part, 
and that I had better, as it were, challenge 
the opinion of the Government on my con­
duct by continuing to do my duty. My 
position was a difficult one, but certainly, 
after what had happened, retention of office 
had no place in my mind.

There is another point on which I wish to 
right myself before leaving the country. It 
is with pain that I have lately learned that I 
have lain under the imputation of having 
failed to do justice to my companions-in-arms 
in not having recommended any of them for 
promotion and honors, such as I myself re­
ceived. ,-Now this is very far from being the 

and I am sure that the Minister of 
Militia will himself help to clear me from 
such an unmerited charge. In reality I 
almost exceeded military official etiquet in 
my anxiety to obtain rewards for those who 
hod so ably and gallantly helped me to ob­
tain my own, as l shall proceed to show. In 
my despatches concerning the action at Fish 
Creek and the taking of Batoche I brought 
to the notice of the Government the names 
of those officers who, by their rank, appoint­
ment, command and conduct, in my opinion, 
best deserved it In my final report of the 
whole campaign I again brought these 
officers to notice in the following terms: 

Nothing could have been better than the con- 
of all the troop», both officers and men, en­

gaged in this short campaign, but as it Is impos­
sible to name every one in a despatch I must, in 
accordance with military usage, coniine myself 
to bringing to yournotice the names of those who 
from their rank, appointment or special service 
are in my opinion deserving of such mention, and 
it will not be out of ulace if in this despatch 1 
again record those , already brought to your 
notice, and to whom my thanks are due for the 
zeal they displayed and for the services they so 
cheerfully rendered, together with others not 
before mentioned.

Honors for Brave Officers.

The despatches were all printed and given 
to the public in The Canada Gazette and pub­
lic press. In the imperial service a Gazette 
awarding honors aud promotions to those 
named in despatches would have followed as 
a matter of course without further action by 
the general himself. But I did not let the 
matter rest there. I had an interview with 
the Minister of Militia and the Prime 
Minister at Riviere du Loup shortly after 
my return from the Northwest, in which I 
pleaded for rewards for my officers. 
They decided against my request for two 
reasons, one being that they knew that 
ohly two or three C. M. G.’e would be 
granted, which would cause jealousy among 
those who did not receive them; the other 
that I had not been able to include in 
the list for honors the names of the two 
officers commanding the French-Canadian 
regiments. This, I was given to understand, 
would occasion trouble, which it was not 
thought advisable to incur. The recom­
mendations for brevet promotions were, I 
understood, to be considered. On Dec. 16, 
1885,1 personally submitted a letter to the 
Minister of Militia in which I drew attention 
to the fact which I had since discovered, that 
a good many C. M. G.’s bad been given for 
services in the Red River expedition of 1870, 
in which no fighting or loss of life had taken
