Riscellaneons,
Taking Cold,

The following suggestions in_regard to
taking cold, which appear io the columns
of Good Cheer, are worthy of -special con-
gideration at this season of the year.

Sore throats, which are usually ascribed
to conditions of the lungs, in nine cases
out of ten are primarily from disturbed
conditions of the stomach. The throat,
or back part of the pharynx, is more ina
timately connected with the stomach than
with the lungs. The nasal passages con-
mect directly with the pharyox, and nasal
catarrh is usually a result of disturbed
digestion. Inflamed eyes, and itchng of
the eye-lids can often be traced to an irri-
tated condition of the stomach. Close
watching of the facte in the case will
often verify this statement beyoud a doubt.
Persons who are observant often find that
@ hearty supper will cause them to awaken
the next morning with s dry, sore throat,
and a bad breath, both indicative of ireie
tated stomach.

In children who are troubled with nasal
catarrah, or weak eves, there will usually
be found other and more direct symptoms
of a like catarrhal state of the alimentary
canal, torpidity of the bowels, alternatiog,
perbaps, with diarrhcea, 8 coated tongue, &
peculiarly bad breath, which an educated
nose recognizes’ as accompanied with
catarrh of ‘the stomach,

« Ob, don't worry over your boy's haviog
catarrab ' said one mother to another. ‘If
he don't have that he'll bave something
else.’ I wonder what that mother would
have thought if she bad heard some 'one
say, ¢ Don’t worry about your child’s lying.

If he don’t do that he will probably steal.
The argument is as sound in one case as
in the otber. If your child has catarrh,
it is an evidence that something is wrong
jn the moral nature. In both cases one
should seek the cause and endeavor to re.
move it. A person who takes cold easily
bas a weak digestion an irritable condition
of stomach ,and sympathetically of mucous
membrane in other parts of the body.
The circulation is easily unbalanced, the
blood having @ tendency to leaye the sur-
face and to stagoate in jnternal organs.
This condition is to beé temedied, pot by
local medication, not by ¢ catarrh sauffs;’
or ¢ pectoral balsam’; but by a carefal
study of the laws of health, and obedience
to them ; to learn when, aad  what, and
how to eat; how to dress, exercise and
rest, how to balance the cireylation, these
are the studies to be pursued if one wishes
to learn how to avoid * taking cold.’

Life Cars.

In a little gray house with a red roof,
which stands on adesolate stretch of beach
in Ocean County, New Jersey, there hange
an oval iron case which bas a singular
bistory. The house is a station of the
Life-Saving Service, and the case -is the
@rst life-car ever used in the world. Its
story is as follows ;—

After the organization of the Life-Saving
Service as a branch of the Government, in
1871, the inspectors visited every part of
the coast to examine into the condition of
the stationrhouses and their equipments.
One of the officers was on the New Jersey
coast during a heavy storm, when a ship
was driven on the bar. He saw the desper-
ate efforts of the surfmen to reach her in
their beavy life-boat. They. at last suc-
ceeded, and took oft as many of the passen-
gers as the boat would hold, but in return-
ing it was swamped by the forious break-
ers, and rescued and rescuers were washed
into the sea.

For weeks and months afterwards the
inspector went about like a man distraught,
intent on devisiog & model for a boat
which should be at once light enough to
haadle in such seas, and heavy enough not
to be overturned by them. The problem
was so difficult that he was 1n despair. But
one day he startled bis companions by ex-
claiming, ¢ Swing it on a cable, and put
alidito it?

The idea was at once carried out. This
lite-car was made—an oval, air-tight case
closed by a lid which screws down and
bung by iron rings on a cable extended
from the shore to the ship. On the first
day it was used, two hundred persons
escaped in it from the Ayrshire,a vessel
wrecked off the New Jersey coast, Tbese
cars, of an improved shape, are gow to be
found in every life-saving station, But
this old battered veteran is regarded with
a touching pride and affection by the brave
surfmen.

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John B. Gough.

The dramatic talent and the marvellous
power of mimicry which bad been the
delight of Jobn B. Gough's boon compan=-
jons in the saloons, and a curse to him
self, became, after he signed the pledge in
1842, the chief source of his far reaching
powers as an orator. We ray source; but
it would be better to call these the tools
through which his power was exerted.
The source of power lay back of them. It
has been the custom for rulesmakers to
account for his success on the plstform by
his stories and his mimickings alone.. That
is a mistake, We have seen him thrill a
large and cultured audience from the
centre to the circumference when, in
assailing the idea that every young . man
must sow his wild oats sometime, he step-
ped to the front of the stage stretched
one hand in one direction and the other in
a direction at right angles, and declared :
¢ Two diverging lines can never meet.
Start wrong and end right—no, never !
Stories and mimicry alone may smuse, but:
they will not suffice to move and reform
mep by the tens of thousands year after
year. In the first two years of his tem-
perance evangelism he induced over 30.-
000 persons to sign the pledge. In seven-
teen years he addressed 5,000 audiences,in
all sections of the Union, Canada snd
Great Britain. He was not an educated
man, not educated even, in the physiologi~
cal principles of temperance. In: onr
office only a few weeks ago he was telling
how ignorant he was in this regard when
he began to lecture. At one time, he suid,
he was before a large audicnce, sud trying
to convince them that alcobol was not a
food, but merely a stimulant, A keen in-
tellectual locking fellow aroge and wanted
to know how it was possible for a thing to
be a stimulant without beipg & food. For
& moment Gough' felt . cornered, but the
next moment bis answer was ready.

Brimstone kills every species of fungus io
man, beast and plant in a few minutes.
Justead of spitting out the gargle he re-
commended the swallowing of it. In ex-
treme cases in .which he had been called
just in the nick of time, when the fungus
was. too nearly closing to aliow the gargl-
ing, he blew the sulphur through a quil!
into the throat, and after the, fungup_hed
shrunk to allow of it, then the gargling,
He never lost a patient from dipbtheria,
If & patient cannot gargle, take a live coal,
put it on a shovel gnd sprinkle s spoosfual
or two of flour of brimetone upen it at #
time ; let the sufferer inbale. it, holding
the bead over it and the fungus will die.
If plentifully used the whole room mey be
filled almost to suffocation; the patient can
walk about in it inhaling the fumes with
doors and windows shut. The mode of
fumigatiog & room with sulpbur bas often
cured most violept attacks of cold in bead,
chest, etc. At any timp jt is recommends
ed in-cases of consnmption and asthmp,
T found a strong gargle of salt and waters
good thing for a sore throat in its early
stages, but after tbe dicease gets a firm
grip there js pothing I haye heard of tbat
will compare with the suiphnz pure, but
in all cases the chances of recovery are
vastly improved by. prompt application of
remedial measures.
