army, which is attempting to reach Kut-el Amara, in Mesopotamia, and Turks. 
The battle took place at Essin, seven miles from Kut-el-Amara. The British 
were unable to drive the Turks from their positions. The purpose of the British 
is to relieve the original expeditionary foice, which has been surrounded at 
Kut-el-Amara by the Turks.

British Troop* Drive Huns Into Spanish Territory
Paris, Jati. 27 A despatch from Madrid last night said official announce­

ment had lieerv made there to the effect that German troops in the Kamerun, 
retreating lit-if Me the victorious British forces, had crossed the border into 
Spanish Guinea, where they were to be interned.

A later message from Madrid correspondents of the Havas Agency said 
that the Spanish Ministers of War and Marine, on being questioned concerning 
announcement, declared they had received no news that German troops had 
actually penetrated Spanish territory. In any event, they said, British troops 
would not pursue them across the border.

Several weeks ago the French and British began a vigorous campaign for 
the conquest of the Kamerun, the only remaining German possession in Africa, 
with the exception of German Hast Africa. Official British rei«prts chronicle 
several victories over the Germans, who. at last accounts; were said to be fleeing 
towards Spanish Guinea, which adjoins the Kamerun on the south.

London, Jan. 24 -The following official communication xvas made public 
this evening; Last night we exploded a mine near St. Eloi, damaging the 
enemy’s trenches considerably.
