Song-Poems.

It is a noticesble fact that nearly all the songs of
foreign origin which meet with world-wide popularity
are built upon poems possessing in themselves intnnme
merit. A composer of ability way write good music
to sndifferent words, but his master-stroke is sure to
be tbe resalt of inspiration derived from the verses
he selects as his theme. Thbis is apparent in nine
out of every tem vocal pieces republished in this
country. Americans are not slow to learn, and much
of our succees is due to the fact that we strive to give
the pablic not only the productions of ¢he best com-
po<ers, but also words that would be eagerly purchased
by the leading magazines of the country. An example
of the foregoing will be found 1n the song entitled
+The Figherman's Bride,”” the words of which are
published elsewhe=e 1s this pumber. Mr. Vickers
received as much money for thir poem as mnst pub-
lizhers pay for a manuscript with the music included.

Proof - Reading.

None but 80 autboi can appreciate the importance
of correct proof-reading; and many’s the writer who
bas bad occasion to regret the typographical biuader
that distorted or made vague bis otherwise meritor-
iouy effusion. It 18 doubtful if A wnter lives, or ever
did live, who basnot had such experience. No matter
how careful the professional proof reader may be, he
is houad to overlook errors in his proef-sheets. It
may not be in s misspelled word, which is the least
oljcctionable mistake that occurs. for the scose is
generally preserved : nor may i1t be a misplaced cap
or lower caso letter, nor cven s ‘- wrong font,” for
any x0d all of these will be instantly detected by any
proof reader. The great difficulty comes when 2
wrong word is introduced, cither by the incorrest
reading of copy by the type-setter, or by the omiesion
or addition of aletter, thus: the word land, by leav-
ing out the 5. becomes and, & properly spelied word .
and band with the d onitted makes ban: while band
with the n wenting couveys & bad ides of the author's
intention, Now, few proof-readers would note an
error of this latter description, 83 not one in A bun-
dred reads Lis proof to get the semse of the matter
before him, but mcrely runs over the coluton mechan-
ically, and passes over the mistake because it is s
rightly apelied word. Of couree some copy 13 hard to
read. bat as & rnle any mRruuscript is liable to meet
with the same trouble. This is proved by the numer-
ous proveking mistakes that are met with in chesap
reproductions of foreign music, the price at which it
is mofil repdenng the examinaticn of tho proofs a
matter of impossibility. Even with the best talent 1o
America to revise our proofosheels, we occssionally
havo to mske & correction. However, our publica-
tions, both copyright and reprints, arc noted for their

Foreign versus American Music.

It will be a bright day for musical progress in
America when fair and adequate recognition is meted
out to the meritorious composers of our country by
certain so-called musical periodicals of the United
States. With unerring regularity are the works of
foreign writern lauded to the skies, while with the
samo oortainty are all native productions, regardless of
merit, sneered at, ridiculed and denounced ay crude
attempts—and by whom? Frequently by a poryon
whose chuef and only intorest lics 1o his weekly suipend.
That these adverse criticisms are often made 1 the
face of s storm of national appreciation 18 too well-
known to need any comment. Inb literature the case 18
entirely different, and instead of throwing cold water
on dawning genius, most publishers give encourage-

And by what standard urethese self-constituted arbitra-
tors ie be judged? By whom arve they tested? It is
the case of two westeru men who were about to bet;
the question arose as to who should hold the stakes,
but when tbat individual was found, the more momen-
tous question arose as 1o who was to hold the stake-
holder. Tho whole system 13 wrong, and evinces an
anti-American spint. It is & pity we have no National
Music Cumnmittee to whom appeal could be mnade, and
where decision on mooted musical merit would, in case
of worth, offset unfair comments, the object of
which seems to ba the vuppression of musicnl progress
on this gide of the Atlantic

Music from Engraved Plates.

Thers is a vast difference between printing music
from engraved plates and printing it from type. If
you have ever examined any music—and there are
few persons who bave not—you have noticed how very
black, clear and well defined some of the music ap-
pesred: in fact, that the characters seemed to stand
out from the paper in bold relief, and that the paper
was heavy and readily stood on the music-rack with-
out bending with 1ts own weight. Well, that was
music printed from engraved plates, by the same pro-
cess that steel engravings are printed. The other
music that you observed, perhaps 1u & cheap music
book, was printed in a grayish brown color, with here
and there a note or line omitted ; the paper was thin
and flimsy, entirely Iacking the elegance and neatness
so apparent in the engraved work: that was music
printed from type, & method identical with that em-
ployed in prioting & newspaper. Now, the cost of
producing plate-music. on account of 1ts being printed
by band, 13 many times greater than the cost of print-
ing from type, yet almost any mueician or teacher
will readily pay the difforence, as plate music, on
account of its clearness, 18 easier to play or sing from,
and therefore less burtful to the eyes. Nearly all the
sheet music, and many of the books contained in oor
catalogue, are printed from finoly engraved plates,
only the higbest grade paper being used. With musie,
as with everything else, the best 12 always the cheapest.

blowing over the country ever since Thomas got hold
of the elements? Is a musical festival only interesting
historically, that Spontini and Cimarosa and Botticini
and Bozzini and Trichinw shculd have s place in it?
Thomas, it is well known, does not believe in the develop-
ment of 4merican music by the encouragement of American
composers ! He holds congistently to the doctrine that
the best way to encourage music in America 18 to ig-
nore those who try to make it, and sccure as much
glory ay possible for those who only mark the time of
foreign compositions.”
