farthest capes of the St. Lawrence Gulf, from the
barren shores of Hud<on’s Bay and the fertile bordorg
of the Great Lalkes, the red men camo, drawn thither
by the wondors the{ had heard, until ofttimes they |

The gatherings that assemble at Ste Anue to-day
are of a far different character. The poetry and:
picturesquoness of bucklor and broeast-plate, feathered
head-gear and painted face arc gone. The peoplo with
faw oxceptions look as modern as ourselves; aud.
though we may not perhaps be vory clear in aar
understanding of their French patois, (1) it constitutes
about the only marked distinetion between us and:

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ramparts of Cape Diamond and tho forest-crowned
crost of Cape Tourmente is fringed with rich meadows
yising in terraces of verduve, slope after slops, to the
foot of the somber hills that wall in the vast amphi-
theater. In the foreground the north channel, hemmed
in by the bold cliffs of the Isiand of Orleans, sparikles
in the sun. Far away across the Traverse, as you
look between the tonsured head of Petit Cap and the
wint of Orleans, a cluster of low islands breaks the

In going down by stream you of course, miss much
of this beauty from the lowness of your point of
yision ; but you have recompense in the refroshing
- ‘coolness and comfort of the voyage, and in the
-magpificent view of the Montmorenci IFalls as the

yast volume of water harls itself hendlong over the
lofty eliff which forms the river-bank, in its mad haste
to join its forces with the mighty current sweoping
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by. The distance is but twenty-one miles either way,
and three hours at most suffice for its accomplishment,
Indeced, to the majority of pilgrims their visit to Sto,
Anne falls within the compass of a single day. Thay
lea o Quobec by boat in the carly morning, reach thy
village in time for breakfast, go fir-t to confussion,
then to ma:s, and thea to the communion, pay dpe
reverence {v the ~hrine and its sacred surroundings
and retarn in the afternoon, having first had dinner
in one of tho numerous inns, whero an excellent mey|

can always Lo obtained at most reasonable charges,
It is estimated that no less than one hundyed
thousand pilgrims seck the gracious offices of Sainfo
Anne every year. From north, south, east, and wast,
from all parts of the ("nitel States, as well as from
the Cahadian Provinces, the halt, maimed, blind, and
dumb, aye and those whose troubles lic deeper tha
the mere miseries of tho flesh, gather in pathelic
crowds, at the sight of which one is strangely stirred,
not only with natural sympathy for their ufforings,
but because of tlLo suggestion of those days when
“ they brought unto Him all sick people thet wre

taken with divers disenses, anl toirments.”
. Throughout the long day the church ix crowded
with relays of worshipers, the most of whom. ar
‘there in a spirit of unquestioning faith and trustful
-expectation, although the ubiquitous tourist who . hu
_como to seo, if not {o scoft, may often be observed:
,%azing about him with a half puzzled, half-pitying air.
or such thero are many interesting objects in- tho
charch bosides the devout congregation. Over the chief’
altar is a famous painting by TLeb:un, ropresenting
two pilgrims, one of cither sex, kneeling in supplics-
tion at Ste. Anne’s feet. Above tho side-deors hang
much less artistic ex votorepresentations of marvelous
oescapes from “ perils by waters; " at the side-altars
are other paintings by the Franciscan monk Lefrangois,
_who laid down his brush so far back as 1685.. But
towering high above all the rest, and commanding:

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" gitention not only by their impesing appearance but
by theiv deep suggestiveness, stand two pyramids of
sticks -and crutches, rising tier above tier, snd
.containing huundreds of proofs that Ste, Anno's

- In 1662, as AbLS Casgrain tells us, & young named
Niocho!
