Notwitlîstaudilug it StLands upen -a foundation diviniely solid, forcsliadowed
by plans and specifications the înost minute and fault!ess; but a tithie of its
mlaterial is il, shape to-day. Adrnitting the Continigency there "'sin the
funite capacit.y of th)e agencies, chosen ini its erection, it is equally truc that
cvery sectirity 'MIS givenl that botix wisdoni aîîd power frein the iMfaster-bililder
would be furxislied. And wheu wev(, kxiow tha-'t not onlly wvas the inispirationi
of the presence of the Ma%,-ste-r-builder vouchisaféd, but that the wvorkineîî theni-
solves, arc professedly consecrated te work in lharnîony w~ith luis designs, is it
not natural to expeet thiat the wvalls shouild, to-day be highler thiai they aire?

Tak-iîîg into accoint, tliat results are cxpected from. the evangelisin of the
xnembership as -%vell as the ministrations of a ninistry, the Christian olit 0f

holy orders attractizîg by a Inagnetisin, as inited in i Matt. v. 16, is it a cau1se
of congratulation that in twelve nionths a force nearly 90,000 strong can olnly
report an increase of a littie over 3,000 to the communion to whiclî thley
beloiig,? Snrely iii so inany nxonths each consecrated wvorkinan ighrt h)y sornle
ineans have placed one stoile iii tixis buildin.g Thoin would the increcase be
estimated by tens of thousands, and Uie mortification of reporting so snil an
increase would be saved the peu that construets the iPastoral. Adtiress of the
Church.

There must be sonie w'vay of accounting for this tardy growth, and sufficient
cause for holding inquest on the subjeet. For the growth is so waîxting, ini
proportion te the professed power enmployed, that it can hardly be0 called
stuuted; it amounits to a stagnation. Aîid althoughl it would be within the liimits
of such enquiry te guage the share takexi iii tlis building by the tiîdividulal
Christian, and it would be easy to show tiîat out of the pulpit but littie coin-
paratively is done to advaîîce the Churcli, it is the purpos'- of this îmîIer to
deal especially -%vit1î the departrnent of the work that bas been conîxniittcd to
the care of the pulpit of the Church.

1 ain free to say, howvever, that %viat often passes for fallure in iniis-
tratian is flot wortmy that cag.For apparent inaction is iiot alivays sinch.
Progress mnay obtain wiLhout ocular denonstration iii a spiritual work. Tiat
as a row of brick miay bc laid around an entire building, costing a dIay's
work, without a perceptible différence i iigit, 30 may tue xiinmistry of a
period accomplish a wvork no more evideut to the ordinary spectator.

Alterinug the figure hiere, may it flot be said that growth occurs iniper-
ceptibly in the seed sownl? In hiusbandry, it is not necessary that the shoot
shiould immediately follow the casting of the seed. I know there are soine in
the Church. ready to, express hlorror if the blade is not siniiult-anconis wvitl the
sccdI-castinig. Bu.t a turning aside the soil, if sucli are iiot too JIazy, wonild
save to sucli the trouble of complaint, and the Clmurch a pain> a they (liscovor
that the root lias begun te grow downlward ; and on close inspection it wolild
occur to suzlh critics tlîat the root is as important as the blade, inasnueli as
the safet.y of tie blade depends uipon the root.

lIn this connection, inany iii the ministry of every branch of tixe Chiurch
Lave been misrepreeîted, if not thoroughlly ignored; because, with more apt-
iles5 te teacli than arouse, aud dealing( more witlî tue intellect thian the
emiotions, tlîey have succeeded iii rooting well the seed for a hiarve.st to b)e
reaped by others -%hlo, with the lxoe or hiarrow of appeal, are better adaptcdl to
bring te the surface and te ripencas the moral cflèct of well-digested truth.
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Tuie Iharvester gets the credit; and tie more if biis shieaves are the stronger

[for die tltor-oiI grotunding iii doctrine the secd obtained 'ncath the convincing
logic of a th)otughtful forerunniier.

I ain nuL coluîting Nwitholt nîy hiost iii this, as I can. point out certain
îneînbcrs of our ownl nî1inistry who rarcly enjoy the sight of conversion, but
lvlIioSe mnistiy is iiivariably followed by extensive ingathieriuîgs duringr tie
inauzuitbenicy of thetir successors. And 1 believe that the sheaves expected by
soille wiIl bc borne by otiiers iii the day of hiarvest, to the surprise of înany w~ho
tire ready to denouxiice Uic iniistry -%vlieroiii but few accessions to the Chiurch
occuir.

yet after ail this parenthectical reference, there is stili reason for complaint
over the nicagre returns ixiade froiii year to ycar, ini the "n ?l?CflUiîq up ehoe

jcl."Ani tiiere is nu doub)t but the efrect of a gospel miiiistry is painfully
iniferior te wîhat the waîits of a world aîîd the evideîît desigus of the Hlead cf
thie Chultrch deinand.

Coiîfining our treatniexît of this question to the Methodist Church, lhow
reasonable the question, 'I Whiy so littie success ivith a mnîxuiisterial power
iricli is 51piipl'3ineted by the valuable elemient of a lay ininistry, and a
varicty of subordinate oficers whili open Up chiaunels of iusefiulness ? " For
thiere is nothiigi more sure titan tixat thc success of a înînistry is dependent
111)oil the provision niade to intact the good efféked by its effort; and in. n1e
Chuircli is this niore ailly I)ruvidc<l for thaîi in the 'Ciiurch referred to, wlîerein
by a local iuiistry tAxe services are more coinînon, and by the leader-s tuec
iiienbership), in Nir. GuitIrie's words, «« are ltcldfast."

But I fancy I hiear te readc-r say, "s ui ot the miinistry itseif sornewhat
te bManie iii this inatterV" Lt niay be se. And if so, there is no disposition
in thxe writer to burke the question. Indeed, tixere is sonie reason to fear thiat
te the pulpit belongs a measure of blarne. Lt -'vould be strange indeed if,
aniong a iniiuistry as large as iii the Canadian Wesleyan Chiurchi, thiere w'as
not a measuire of defect. Aîîd iL îvould be equally strange if the defeet were
perfcctly concealcd. And it is but the credit due to the faitlhful ini thiis
iniquiry te, be plaini iii deatliiug witli those iniihoni correctioni is necessary.
For instance, if the ininister evinces by bis influence thie suspicion at least
thlat there is a wvant of conforinity betveen Iliuiself and Ilis office, it does but
defend the mian whose influence declares liîî to bc within bis calIling, if the
peu or Uie toxîgue deals f-,itliftilly witlh the mnai suspected, as ont of place.
And who, witnesaingr an iieig-rttity in Uic iinisterial office, is net liable te
suispect citixer that the maxi lias broken Uic trust coîîfided in himi by the Spirit
tliat called Miin, or wvas- never called at ail by that Spirit? And if
in the pulpit, withoub' divine sanction, there is seme bMaine at least ,,)
the door of the Churchi itself, iniasmucli as Methiodisni. has ample means for
proviiug its ministry bcfure it is entrusted witli the functioîîs of ordination.

But it rnay be said tlîat, whiether called or not to, the holy offic.e, there are
somne wl'ho seem at leaist te liimit the aim of' tie pulpit to the niere inteilectual
idea of preachiing-satiqfied wlîeii a sermon carefully prepared is delivered tO
a deligbited crowd powcrless te criticise its rhetoric, logic, poetry, or theology,
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I arn rorninded of the Possibility Of -31cbl limitation 'bY the recoh1cioli
of honaring a iiiiste,,r congratulating Iiniseif oii lIaving te pi'Ofclt oe.,tiol~ily
in a siiburbani chutre-h ini a city to whichi hie hnd just becît appointed, on tuie
grounld t;lîat hie could try his sermions before tie liiungry few cri, hie coiiiiiiij
liis compositions to the criticisîn of the hutndreds i the principal clhurcli.

These are anionq the causes of stagnation ini the Cbiurch, anId are
inentioneti first because iL is Ulic reasonable denanti of lionesty to owil the
faults thiat lurk auinii ourselves ere we deal witiî tiiose tiîat are as truiy scattereti
amlong the pewvs of our churciies. To these I inay Luriu attention it a t'uttre
article on titis subjeet; titis paper beiîîg alroady of sufficiont lengtb.

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tion of fudien liumaiiity as licre given by the inspired Apostie, should WC not
lie julstificd in sayilig, tliat siniful, unrci-deeîned miln is the fouiest, blackest spot
in the universe of God ? If lie wvas alone, lie wouild be scornied and. dreaded,
and Do olXC would corne nigli lus dwellimg; buit, because tlîey are mauîy, people
take refugoe il'ii nuxnbers, in muultitudes, <' for wide is the gate, and broad is the
way that leadetlî to destruction, and niany there be 'vhichi go ini thiercat."

The inost prouiisizîg and encouiraging contempllation 0o1 what the Apostie
cal, dwell is, that tlîis disorderly and utilappy state of things is nîo more,-
tluat lnew 1iriniciples ani habits of life and cluuractcr are broughit ito proziuuiient

actin,-hatlie is r-aist'd froîi tliis condition to one of peace> and satèty, and
digiiity il, Christ. Hie lingers on this thoughit, and accinulates expressions
to (rive expansion and cm phasis to its grreatiicss and nraîîdeilr. Hie enideavors
to ixuprint on thleir niindi.s the great obligation undfer whichi they are placed to
thle great Mover and 1)eliveuer-", God, wlio is vicli iniiiercy, for If is great
love wlierewitli Ile loved us, even whien we wvere dead iii sinis,qitickenied us te-
gether with Christ, (by grace are ye saved), anud raised us up together (with
fiîn) aund nmade us- sit together (with lliiii) iii lieaveniy places ini Christ
Jesus." Oi reverent tlîouglut falters as We attenipt to grasp the fulil inîiport
of these words. Tlîey are intended (no douil)) to rivet oui' attention on the
fact, that se intimiate is the union betweeui Christ and Ris people, so ciosciy
are thecir initerests and destiny linked wvith lis, that iii the very facts of Ris
resurrectio!i and exaltation, God lias acconîpflied the resuirrectien aud exal-
tation of ail whio are in Liiii.

The Apostie is very particular in the description of tlieir salvation,-that,
it is ail1 of grarc,-tliat is not bestoved as tli'3 rewvard of hurnail inent, but
brouight about by the alvmunding kindnless and love of God, upon those wvho
were utterly umwortlîy of it,-tliat it is perfectly gratuiitous and free. Hie
grocs on te showv that. oui' faitlî also is 1'ilot of ouirselves," but is " the gyift of
God." It is not a priIicil oî'iginated by ourselves,-it is not a me-re initel-
lectuial execise, a nmore asseut to trthl upon suflicient evidence; but ivolves
an operation of God uponl our souls, calliîg it into existence and sustaining
its exorcise; yet ini ne vay superscding our voltuuutary agency. Neitiier is it
of works, lest any nliauu sliouid boast. Onme of the most })eruicous and iinsinu-
atiig tendencies of our depraved nlature is, to regard wîth fond coînpiacenicy
wlhat wve ouirselves do> iosiiig sighit of the fact that all we ]lave is the gift of
God. Nowv, the very niature and object of the grace of God iii accomuplislîing
our saivation is, to strike at thue root of tîuis baneful tcudency. If our Sal-
vation were of werks, then we slîould have soînethixig whiereof te glory, aud
the grlace of God wvou1d be of nonme effeet; but thîe fact, thiat oui' sa,,lvation is
atogether of grace, that wve receive it by triustincg iii thme sacrificial deatli and
righitcoisness of another, and tliat thiat trust is foriiied 'vitin us by a Divine
power, shows us that we iîust utterly renouince ail glori1ýiuîg in ourselves, and
give the g]ory te God aloiie.

MVhile thîe Apostle is very careful to disclaini grood Nworks am being ineri-
torious, lie does îiot intend it to be uîîderstood timat a course of hio]y obedience
to the Divine precepts was a Inatter of indifférenîce, or did not forin a part of

set upon this principle. They are so accustomed to a cold spiritual temnpera5-
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tuire thcrinselves, that they takze the iiew couiverts, especially if they corne
forth wjth a gloiv of spiritual life aind poveir about thon'i, aîîd pluinge thern
illto a cold bath of «' goîîteel proprioty, auid admloiîishi theoni agaiuist '« giving
way to thoir ad arnl theoîn againist beiug' deoistrative, anid caution
tieni nlot tj be too confidcjit, sugges tiuig iiudirectly that doubts are better
evionilc or heilng a C1hristiani than <'fti assuranice of failî qotingc-out of
Coliuiection i-Gol OISWord, "ýlet hit thiat thiiîîkoth hoe staildeth takze lieed," etc.
If this docs not cool thuor of' stiffleiutly, aniotiier bath is resorted to aiîd so on
unltil the ne' couverts are coîîiplutoly sInbduodC( auld they grow up into
colnsistenit colnformlity to, the icy mlotiior. 1010hoas brouglit thenil fortt otus
abanidon the Esquimnaux~ iolicy. lr your chîurcbos live in the frigîd zone,
îuistead of tryig to liairduil your couiverts inito, ice, botter miove iuito a
more toinperate spiritual climîate, wliere the cold bath wvil1 nlot be necessary.
