Euls professorsbip) is devoted tu
instruction in tbe relation of philosopby and science lu
religion. Dr. Patton is a native of Bermuda, and received
bis preliminary training in Toronto. lie took bis theolo-
gical course at Princeton. On being liceused be îook charge
of tbe Presbyterian congregation aI Nyack-on-lhe Hudson.
His rising fame preceded biai tu Brooklyn, wbere he hel(l
a charge tli bis appointaient lu a chair in the Theological
Seminary of tbe Northb-West, Chicago. île is aregular con-
Iributor to the higbest theological and philosophical litera-
turc of the day, and bas taken a prominent part in the pro-
ceedings of the Pan-Preshyterian Couricils.

TiHE annual report of Chaîmers Churcb, Kingston of
wbicb the Rev. F. McCuaig is pastor, records steaIy and
subslanlial progress. The membership, by the net increase
of cigbteen during the year, now nuinhers 223. The weekîy
prayer meeting bas increased in interest and attendance. A
woaien's prayer meeting bas been begun during the year and
wcll susîained, a young meu's Sabbaîb morning prayer meet-
ing bas also been added. Anuther new organization con-
nected with Chalmers Cburcb is the Woarien's Home Mis-
sionary Society wbich bas accomplislied excellent work.
Committees of ladies have also been fornied for visiting
strangers and those living in neglect of Christian ordinances.
Tbe reccipîs repurted for the year are $3,860- 55, with which
the expenditure almost balances. The Sabbatb school bas

were enliveued by excellent music by the choir. The pro-
ceeds amounted to $130.

TuiE fourth annual report of St. Andrew s Churcb,
WVinnipeg, represents a very favourable state ut matters.
Considering the disadvautages with which the congregation
had to contend, owing to the numerous removals from the
city, the degree of prosl)erity is remark-able. In his opeuing
address, the Rev. C. B. Pitblado referred to the harmonious
working of members and adhereuts, and the excellent feeling
prevailing. The report l)resented by the Session Clerk,
Rev. W. 1). Russell, shows that (luring the year thirty-one
had joined the Church ou profession of their faith, many of
them being young peuple. Members of Session and those
couuecte(l with the Ladies' Aid Society had doue good work
in thç, way of visiting. The latter body have also rendered
effective aid in securiug contributions for the building fund.
The total reported is nuw $5,28 1. 15. The Sabbath School
is in a lourishing conditiou. The roll coutains the namnes
of i 5o counected with the Bible class ;iufaut class, 140
intermediat e classes, 480, with furty-eight teachers and
officers. Tbe total offcriugs fromn the Sabbath Schoul
amouut to tbe handsome sum of $658.9o. Tbe total con-
gregatioual receipts for th e year are reported as $9,532.62,
and the expeuditure $9,488-21, leaving a balauce Of $44. 47.
The evideuces of spiritual life are no less gratifying.

OI.D St. Audrew's Church annual rep)ort shows that the
cougregation during the past year has been blessed with in-
creasiug prosperity. Iu aIl departaients of cougregatioual
Nvork, progress is reporte(l. A feature of the report calling
for notice is that it contains a concise staterrent of the
objects and requirements of the various Scbemes of the
Church.

TUiE annual missionary meeting of Knox Churcb congre-
gation, \Voodstock, was held recently. The financial state-
ment of the Ladies' Missiouary Society was read by- Mr.
George White. A stirriug address on the mission work of
the Church wvas delivered by the Rev. Dr. Cochrane of
lrantford. Mr. Mi\cMullen m-ade a statement of the amount

given by, tbe Sabbath schuol and Bible class to missions,
Viz., $126. Ou motion of Mr. John Douglas, seconded by
Mr. George White, the congregation made the followiug ap-
propriations, viz. :Home Missions, $170, with $67 from the
Sabbath school, and $îo. 50 from the Bible class, making a
total for Home Missions of $247.50; Foreign Missions,
$i00, and $20 from the Sabbath school ; College Fond,
$8o ; Aged and Infirai Ministers' Fond, $40; French Evan-
gelization, $30, and $î8 from the Sabbath schuol, and
$1o.-50 from the Bible class; Assembly Fond, $12 ; Synod
and Presbytery Fund, $13. The contributions for the Aug-
mientation Fund are not yet complete. $52 havîug heen re-
ceived, and $98 on Endowment and $5o by the Women's
Foreign Missionary Society, making a total of $73t. The
current revenue of the cougregation for the past ycar aînounted
to $3, 149.84, giving a total for current expenses and mission
work of $3,89o.84. The Cemetery Trustees reported a
balance ou hand at january îst, 1885, Of $ 1,005.23. The
parlour social in connection witb the Foreign Mission So-
ciety of the congregation at the residence of F. R. Bal, Q. C.,
on Tuesday evening, was a very great success. Ladies and
gentlemen supplied excellent music; ail preseut enjoyed the
thoroughly social and pleasant evening. A collection ut
$21 was taken for the benefit of the society.

IT is seven years since the Rev. R. J. Laidlaw was in
ducted to the pastorate of St. Paul's Church, H-amilton. On
Sabbath week the services bore special reference to the
occasion, lu the miorning Mr. Laidlaw gave a brief review
first of tbe work of the past seven years and then of the
work uow before the cougregation. In referring 10 the past
it was mentioned 1that the total iadditions to the member-
ship in seven years lîad becu 500.
