The recont strength in
American Tobacoo has induced considerable
short selling and thore is gradually going
to be a pretiy well distributed short inter-
estin this stock. The raid in Sugar in the
Iate afternoon, which carried prices down
several points, was without satisfactory ex-
planation. . .
