A mmali paddle whcel steaîn
tew, Jolù, Fraier, bad beon useo on
Lakea Nipissing for general passongor
purposea ; ebe was then soîri and after
wards ompîoyed te detiver supplies te
tho lumnher slîsnties andi bring bacir
rafts cf legs te tho mille aut Cache Bay.
On Tundsy, the 7th instanît, whon on
ber way froni Callondar, towing a
sctow fillhia with supplies, fire breke
eut in the englua recrû. Iho alarm
was at once givon, sud efforts mnade te
guench Lb. fiâmes, but in vain. One
of tho boats wias tiiereupen lowerea
aud ixteen or eigbtcen mon geL inte
lier, whan she driftoil into the padrilo
whld dwas capsized. Of the nmen
who wora tiîrown into ths «ster by
this accident oui>'oea as savaid.

iincaso in the already cruehing
burtiiens. The Triple Aliancoe'wil
soon turn eut liko the great TA'umvir-
ato. Cesar wvli alono raie and Cieear ie
Germany. Insisting that the Italian
loan be madie at lierln and intorfering
in the d3mestio polioy cf Italy wbilo
Italian silver drifts te France, show
that tho Eniperor is making a cote-
paw cf the country.

A very eminont Englisb Jesuit,
Fiather John Morris, wae ',alled sud.
deniy te bis reward on thie morning cf
the 22nél uit. Bie badl been etaying
et Wimbledon quiotly proparing maL-
ter for tha lif ofo!Cardinal iseman,
upon which lie wau engagea. The
day was Sunday snd rFstler Morris
was te preaci. He bail nearly finish-
ea bis sermon wlîlie hoas acon te
gasp for broath. Some gentlemen
rushed forward juet in Lime te catch
hlm, and carried bim inte tho cao-
risty whore there was cnly timo te
administer conditionai Extrerne Une-
tien, 80 sudden was tho end.

IFather Morris was boni in 1826
near doa, and was the son cf a gentle-
man i» theaEast Irîdia Service. At
an early ago ha was brought te Eng.
load wliera lie wus eucated, nt Herrow
first and thon at Cambridge, whore lia
liait for tuLer F. A. .Paley. wivbD fter-
warde aIse hecame a Catbolix. At
the end of his firet yoar's undorgradu.
ateshîp Mr. Morris wau recoived iuto
rbçr Churoh. Ris conversion Lrmed
tho subjeot of a dobate in Parliamant.
After studying at Reome lie was or-
dained sud assumcd duty i» thie
dioceseocf Northampton. Ho subse-
quently hecamo private secrerary te
Cardinal Wiseman, with wbom hoe
remained until the dcath cf lus
Eminçnce. Iu 1867 ho entered the
Jesuit, novitiate. Hie great learnîng,
especially ini Canon Law,. mado himu a
man niuch sought after both by
Bisbops aud lawyers. For sanie years
ha wau nt the Jesuit housa on Farmi
streot, ounaon. Ho bail a very easy
gift cf languiga; ana besides soveral
bocks whiec a wrote, ho was a «cl
known contributor to Tite Month, the
Dublin Rerinw snd Thé Table£t. Re-
gaz iescat in pace.

Blut tho courso pursued by the Pro.

Protestant missions are
ahiefly ilitcrested in Catholie countries,
but %vhat do thoy accoxplsh ? The
results are certawply discouraging.
The only proselytes îhoy tonae oon
becoune infidels. Tho Protestant
Church abould devoto more attention
te its own membera.

In thic course of tvonty-five years
passedl among Protestants. (for the
great maj.ority eofnuy co-labourers were
Protestants 1 have heard about one in
twenty express implicit beliAf in the
existence of God and a future hife.
The others were doubt.ful. or sneered
ait'avat they termed "Ildoubtul thco-
ries." In thuse twenty.five years 1
bave met but one Catholie who was
incliiued to doubt the grest truth
taught by flic Soruptures

Now, the efforts of the Catholic
missions are airnost entirely confined
te the conversion of thieheathons.
There is no organized etfori directed
towards the conversion of the Protest-
ants. The Protestants who join the
Catholie Churclà are generally drawn
to il by thicir own intelligence and by
unsolicited enquiry. Well, where do
these fada plaeo tho contentiori of
Protestanîts that Catholica believa the
memnbers of the Christian Churcli out-
sida of Iheir own have no chance of
Heaven, while they freely sadmit fliat
Catholica May cherisli sotte hope if
their conduct is bccoming a Christian.

If the Protestants really beliave tbis
why do they not leave the Catholica
aloneanard linit their attentions ta the
heathens'Il The Catholie missions,
believing that the salvation of tha
Protestants depende upon theuiselves,
do nlt troable about tbem, but confine
their efforts te the conversion of the
heathiens, who are without knowledge.

broached. In a Protestant office there
ia but one subject toleratea, and that
la religion. Eîther in jolie or earnost
il îs always thea subjeot of conversa-
tion or dispute If 1 amn makiung a
now triend or new acqusintance 1 can
teil very soon whther lie is a Catholia
or a Protestant. If ho isafnot curions
about my religion hoe is a Cathoho. If
he is inquisitive ho is certain to be a
Protestant.

The dlock by which the .bellts
are mnade to play is said ta hoe a. won-
derfal bit o! mechanismu. It was
botigbt by the late Benbon Springer
au d dqnatea ta the Cathedral. The
whole apparatus is saud ta hbave coat
.him 8$20.000. The, power is turniab-
.ed 'by weights, and thorao .reo.ibree
différent powyera .which produca the
striking of. the great dlock, the rnnniug
gear sud thà mecbsnism which prn-
duces the chimea. Theo dock move-
mont lu eight and one-haif feet long by
tbrea and a, quarter .feet in 'width.
