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The Annual Convention of the Dominion Council of the
Alliance is being held at Ottawa.

We hope to have next week a full
report of the proceedings.

Mr. W. G. Fee, who so ably manag.d the Carleton campaign,
has gone to Durham and Northumberland. Mr. Fee has directed
the work in six Scott Ac’ contests, and in every one of these the
result was a splendid majority in our favor. We look for the samé
in Northuinberland and Durham.

We want again to emphasize what has bien said about the im-
portance of pushing through with all possible expedition and
thoroughness the petition movement. Many thousands of names
have already been received, and every day more &re pouring in. If
any one, who can get up a petition, has not received a form, let him
write to the Secretary for one at once.

Mr. Wm. Burgess, who has done such signal service to the
Scott-Act cause in many countics, is still at work, and has arranged
to spend some more time in the fight. Counties securing his assist-
ance will have an unusually effective and well posted Scott-Act
spea’-er He cannot fail to do good wherever ke goes. Mr. Burgess
is at present away from the city, but letiers addressed to the office
of THE CANADA CrTiZeX will be promptly forwarded to him.

We publish clsewhere a report of the Annual Meeting of the
Quebee Branch of the Alliance. Tho statement of progress made
is remarkably encouraging.

The year 1885 has been fixed upon by our American friends
for a grand femperanc: celebration, it being the hundredth year
since the publication of Dr. Rusl’s celebrated “ Essay on the Effects
of Ardent Spirits on the Human Mind and Body.” The publication
of this remarkable pamphlet is considered as being really the com-
mencement of the great temperance reformation in the United
States, and Dr. Rush as being the father of that wonderful move-
ment. This noble philanthrophist did much more for the temper-
ance cause. It was direstly through his cfforts that there was or-
ganized in 1813 the Massachussetts Society for the Suppression of
Intemperance, the beginning of systenatic agitation; aud he also
visited many church conferences, assemblics, and urging them to -
take up this important question.

A circular has been issued by Dr. Daniel Dorchoster and en-
dorsed by a great pumber of leaders in all departments of temper-
ance work. 1No precise date or place for the celebration has yet
beon fixed, nor have any details of proposed proceedings been pihi.**
listed, but the matter is in good hands, and will no doubt be a
grand success.

THE JANUARY CONTESTS.

Six Scott Act votings took place in January. In every case
the temperance party won, and the majorities agaregate over four

“‘thousand.

On the 15th day of the month there were four pollings. One
of these was in Brome, Que., where the Dunkin Act had for a long
time been in operation. This county has a strong and healthy tem-
perance sentiment. * It is represented in Parliament by S. A. Fisher,
a thorough-going prohibitionist, and one of the most thoughtful
and best informed members of the present House of Comnmons. To
his successful advocacy is duc o great deal of the overwhelming
success that attended the recent agitation. Brome was the fifth
Quebee county to vote, and the third to carry the Act. Quebee, so
far as polled, has given us a majority of over one thousand, and
several campaigns are now in progress, with daily brightening pros-
pects for the prohibition cause. The other three contests of the
15th were in Ontario. Lanark gave the splendid majority of over
four hundred.  This county, too, has as Parliamentary representa-
tive a consistent and determined Prohibitionist in the person of
J. Jamieson, of Almonte, who was our chosen and effective leader
in the recent contest.  Lennox and Addington recorded the smallest
majority by which the Scott Act has yet been adopted, but Lennox
and Addiagton has a whiskey-seller for representative, and so had
to fight against the influence that ought to have been exerted in
the interest of the county’s benefit and reputation, instead o. for
its dmnage and disgrace.  All thing. considered, our friends in this
county did nobly and well. They fought against the vilest and
meanest tactics to which a cowardly and desperate enciny could re-
sor$, and not only was the Scott Act carried, but an advance was
made in temperance sentiment by the whole electorate, such as will
we believe, make it fmp-ssible for any one again to represent this
constituency and the liquor trafiic at the samne time. The other
contest was in Kent.  Kent is a thoroughly representative sounty ;
it has large and flourishing towns, an cxtensive, wealthy and long
occupied agriculiural district, and no small area of newly settled
territory ; all religious denominations have strong support, and con-

-duct extensive operations; the .greater .proportion. of the popula-

tion is white, but there is an unusually large percentage of colored
voters ; part of it has been badly cursed by the liquor traflic, and
part of it has for many years had the Dunkin Act in force; but
every municipulity in the county gave a majority for the Scott Act,
which was carried by the largest mejority that has yet been re-
corded in its favor.

Guelph voted on the 22nd. No Ontario city had yet carried the
tho Scott Act. There was abroad an impression that no city could
carry it. The anti-temperance party threw themstllves into the strag-
gle with desperateenergy. They foughtlike madmen,on the platform,
in the press; they brought-into-the-conflict again, the vaunted
orator, who had lain in seclusion since his wretched failures in
Halton, Simcoe, and the western counties; they vilified temperance
men, and maltreated temperance women; they had cowardly insult
and abuse for those whom they dured not attack in any other
fashion, and ruffiu.nly assault for ladies who had -not physical
strength to retaliate ; all was done that could be done by skilful
sophistry and bratal rowdyism, but in vain. The decency and
intelligence of the clectorate rose in sheer indignation and buricd
the whiskey-party under o magnificent majority out of ‘the largest
vote the Royal City had ever polled, giving in favor of the
Scott Act, ballots from a clear majority of all the electors on the
assessment roll.

Last week closed up the month’s series of victories. The
liquor-men had hoped that they could hold Carleton at least. This
county has a large French-Catholic population, and in some unex-
plained way the whiskey sellers had convinced themselves that they
were going to have the support of the French electors, but they
failed to convinee the French electors. The loyal men of Carleton
indignantly resented the drink-traffickers insulting assumption.
No people on the broad continent have proved truer toany cause
that they have espoused than have our French-Canadian brothers.
No church has spoken more earnest.y, strongly or effectively for the
temperance cause, than has the Casholic church. The earliest in-
ternal struggle that Canadian histor7 hasrecorded, was the struggle
of the Catholic church to free this ysung country from the curse of
a liquor tiaffic, that claimed the pvotection of the civil power, and
that struggle is not ended yet. Jt will never cease till every grog-
shop that disgraces our country has become a thing of the past.
The clectors of Carleton were true to their past, true to themselves,
true to their homes. * Nearly a thousand majority” was the crush-
ing blow that drove home the iast nail in the coffin-lid of hopeful
opposition to the passage of the Scott Act in any county wheoo
temperance men and women do their duty to the cause.

The lessons of the month are plain. Lennox and Addington
have shown us our danger; the other counties have shown us our
strength. Let us carefully notice both. Thorough organization
was the “ hand spike” of the counties that rolled up the best ma-
Jjorities; we must have “ thorough organization.” The “ men of the
people” must be the men for the people, if the people are to rule;
let temperance electors support only right men, as well asonly right
measures; 1f we stand by men, who will fight against our cause,
we arc traitors to the cause. Muny mighty influences are working
with us, let us recognize and concern them all, and let us bend to
our work with redoubled energy and vigilance while we “thank

Ged and take courage.”

THE OTTAWA EXCURSION.

It has been announced that the liguor-men are arranging for
an excursion to Ottawa for the purpose of interviewing the
Dominion Government and asking for some legislation in favor of
their business. No public statement has been made of what they

-
-
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propose o ask. The simple facts of the case are, that their traffic
is being curtailed by the operation of the Scott Act, and they want
some legislation that will stop this diminishing of their business.

The liquor traffic is our country's greatest eurse. There, is no
political fact Letter known than this; there is no proposition of
political science more fully or more clearly demonstrated. Men
who ate working for the extension and perpetuation of the liquor
traffic are working against all the best interests of society; they
are working in the interests of our country’s ruin and shame,
Legislation in favor of drink would be retrograde, unpatriotic and
sinful.

Our parliament exists for the conservation and benefit of
society. In the carrying out of these objects it has been steadily
restricting and curtailing the awful curse of drink-selling. Any
other line of action would be a turning aside from the legitimate
functions of a legislative body, and would be treason to the com-
munity that elected it. The drink traffic antagonizes socicty, legis-
lation is for the protection of society, legislation must be against
the drink-traffic. Good government must antagonize the liquor
business, and every one knows that the liquor business antagonizes
good government. The audacity of the whiskey-sellers is un-
paralleled. It is a direct insult to a government that exists to pro-
tect society against cvil, to ask it to protect an evil against socicty.
The people are sick of the whiskey business, and the whiskey busi-
ness must go. If any government tries to keep it from going, that
government will go along with it, and we have no fear that any
government would rathier fall with whiskey than stand without.

Two things are clear, (1) efforts are about to be made to have
retrogressive legisiation enacted, (2) we must resist such efforts
with all energy and persistence. We have little fear of Govern-
ment heeding the selfish and unreasonable requests of 2 beaten and
dying cause, but it is our duty to do all we can to strengthen the
hands of Government in their opposition to such proposals. The
liquor party-have been beaten at every game that they have yet
attempted to play ; if we stund united and immovable we will win
another signal victory in the contest they are now about to
inaugurate.

The Rov. Mr. Lucas congratulated the Alliance in having elected Mr.
J. R. Dougall, and he now moved that that gentleman take the chair.

J. R. Dougall thanked the Alliance for having sclected him for so

honorable a position as that of president. Business might prevent him
from giving that time and attenticn to the work of the Alliance necessary
for its success  He, therefore, hoped that the committee would reconsider
their choice and try and find sonie prominent citizen for the office whe
might have the assistance of a chairman of commitiee.
Mr. D. V. Lucas, Secretary of the Alliance, read his annual report.
This document detailed the prohibitory work done in the Dominion

during the year referring specially to Quebec as follows :—

In the Province of Quebcee the work has not advanced quito so rapidly as in
some of the other provinces. This has not arisen, however, from the lack of a scuti-
ment favorable to prohibition of the traffic in spirituouns Yiguors, but from other causes.
In a province where two different langnages are so widely spoken, and where religious
and cven politica) distinctions are so marked, hannomous and united action in any
given direction is not so casily and e0 quickly gecured as where these peealiarities do
not exist. \We are glad to know, however, that the truly philanthropic work in
which we are engaged so fully commends itself when thamug\»ly understeod to the
hearts of all Christizn people that a)) these obstacles are being overcome, and the good
cause is daily rising bigher and higher above all ccclesiagtical and palitica) distine.
tious. Since the campaign of tho stinmer of 1884 began, the ** Scott Act™ bas been
submitted to four counties and canied in three. It iz a suree of pleasure and en-
courageimnent to us to report that in this Provinee, where g0 mauy of our fellow-
citizeus arc of the Catholic faith and speak the French lunguage, that the county of
Arthabaska, where the electurate is almost entirely composed of Trench-speaking
Catholics, was the first to adopt the prohibitory Yaw by a majority of 1,252, Dur.ag
the past year His Grace Archbishop Taseherean, and romc of the bishops also, have
carefully studicd the nature and the sitn of the Canada Temperunce Act, and tho re-
sult is, ilis Grace, »s also Bishop Lafleche, of Three Rivers, and Bishop Raciie, of
Sherbrooke, bave declared themselves the warm {friends of the Act, and have po.
mised their hearty co-aperation.  We anticipate, therefore, uring the present yeora
much more rapid advanceraent of prohibition rentiment and work than herctofore.
YWeare morc bopeful in this respect since His Grace hax kindly ziven his consent to
allow his imprimatur to accompany cach copy of an edition of 20,000 of the Scott
Actin the French language.  \We contidently expect o see large aud henctical re-
sults from this action.  Oar best thanks ave due Dr. Masden, president Q. V. A, for
the valuable assistance given our scerctary in this matter.  We have during the year
held in several parts of the province four picmes, at which addresses kave heen de.
livered by inany prominent gentlemen, both clerical and lay, among the latter several
mwembers of our E‘cdcml and Provincial DParliaments.  The number attending these
gatherings have been large; in some instances as high as 2,500 persons have been pre.
sent, all of whom were apparently deeply interestad in the subjdet alimost exelusively
dwelt on, the cutire proliibition of the liqunr tmffic. A few inecetings have also beel
held in several parts of the ity of Montreal. By meauns of aur temperance literature
depository, kept by Mrs. Gales, several hundreds of volumes of valunable literature
have heen distributed.  We sincerely urge upon our friends thronghout the province
to avail themscelves of the opportunity which the depositoy offers them to secure very
uscful and reliable literature on the temperance question at very cheap mates,  Mrw,
Gales’ address is 105 Mansficld strect, Muntieal.  Our secretary has during the vear
travelled largely over the provinee attanding conventions, assi-ting in amd dircéting
campaigny, and stirring up by lectures and s.crsmml visitation an active interest
everywhere inour very important and laudable movement. We have been greatly
assisted and encouraged Ly the persevering encrgy displayed by our sisters of tlie
W.C. T.U. We fcel that they are a power in_the land in sccuring the abolition of
this terrible curse to humanity, and we aincerelv hope that every well.wisher of our
people and of our race willrender them all possible assistance in the mmltsphicat:on of
unions where they may desive assistance in this dicection, and otherwise, if fcasible
add to their ncans for uscfulncess. '

The Rev. Mr. Campbell moved the adoption of the report, which
motion was scconded by Mr. McNaughton, and the Rev. Mr. Jamieson.
The report was-considered to be very satisfactory, and was carried unani.

mously.
Resolutions were passed
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That the review of the work of the Quebee Branch of the Dominion T'emperatico
Alliance during the past year ¢alled for tho expresaion of sincere gratitude to Al-
mighty God :

That the Allianco rocognized with pleasure the great succesz and hearty co-
operation of tho Women’s Christian Temperanco Unton—assured that the probibition
tido which was sweepiug through the Province was largely due to the powerful cfforts
put forth by this organization -

That the Alliance would emplasize the importance of the press as n powerful
agency for tho furtheranco of the work, hailed with thankfulness the increasl advo-
cacy on the part of the Freuch and Euglish papers, and cspecially recognized tho help
given by the Witness and its publication, War Notes,

‘The Rev. Mr. Kines, in moving the last resolution, remarked that
there was not another agent of the temperance cause that had done so
much good as the blood and thunider little War Nofes. He was satisfied
toat it had donc a very great work, and hoped it would long live to con-
tinue it.

The Rev. Mr. Chambers said that throughout the country the press
was giving a great deal of help to temperance workers. He was glad to
notice that Evenement had said, * Forward, the Scott Act !"

Resolutions were also passed rendering thanks to Mr. T. S. Brown,
the retiring president, for the marked ability with which he discharged the
responsible dutics of his position, hoping that he would long be spared to
give the benefit of his great mtluence and valuable counsel to the Alilance;
1o Mr. Lucas recognizing his great adaptation to the work in which he had
proved himself to be a worthy successor of the late Rev. Thomas Gales;
and to the ladies of the Women's Christian Temperance Union for the ex-
cellent tea which it was expected would be given to the members of the
Alliance in the evening,

The Rev. Mr. Chambers called the attention of the Alliance to the
pettion to the Senate which was being circulated by the tavern keepers and
liquor-sellers, asking that a threc-fifths mujonity of the polled vote should
be required to carry the Scott Act.  This was an instance of the “cheek’
and impudence of the Jiquor party. Some strong resolutions should be
passed on this matter, though he did not believe any such petition would
be for a moment entertained by the Parliament.  Mr. Irwin thought that
this resolution should commence by expressing the thanks of the Alliance
that the liguor men were forced to such-an extremity by the Scott Act, as
t2 resort to such a measure as this. They would hardly get any one to
present their petition in the House of Parliament

‘The Rev. Mr. Campbell said he was in the Senate during the debate
on the Scoit Act, and he saw that quite a large party was in favor of the
petition. .

Mr. J. R. Dougall thought there was very little danger from this peti-
tion in the House of Commons, as none of the members would dare to
face their constituents after voting for it.  But, as had been shown, there
was danger from it in the other quarters. ‘The matter was referred to the
committee on resolutions.

Mr. T. Brown having resumed the chair, the following resolutions were
adopted :— '

YWhercas certain pctiti?nx have been cirenlated and signed praying the Legislature
f0 to alter the Camada Temperaner Act, 1878, that a three-fifths majority of the
votes polled atan clection under thesaid Act shall be neceseary to secure its adoption
jn any city or county, we hereby place upon record cur protest against the unfaimness
of the.alteration asked for, our detenmination to oppose 10 the utmost such legislation
and 2t the samo time our conviction that the I'arlinment of this Dominion will not
crant a request o forcign to British fair play, and that a copy of this resolution be
szat to the Prime Minister. .

Sccond. That thia branch of the Alliance heartily endorse the counter petitions
that arc bring circulated, and urge 2ll fricads of prohibition to xign them promptly
and forward thesame to their representatives in Parliament.

Thas we offer our sincerest felicitation to our I'rencheapeaking fellow-citizens and
fellow-subjects throughout the provinee upon their encrgetic action and distinguished
suecess in the temperanco causo during the past year, and that we are desirous of
cordially co-operating with them in the promotion of this necessary reform.

That wo hail with profoupd satisiaction the progress of a sound temperance
aeatiment as cvinced by the series of brilliant siccesses of the Scott Act throughout
tke land, and we invite our friends in all countics still without the bencfits of that
Act to take moasurcs for its submission to the clectors, and this Alliance pledges it.
self to co-operate with all movemcents in that direction.

That inasmuch as the decision of the Supremo Court affirms that the power to
grant licenses ia vested in the Provincial Govornnients,

Rasolred, That application be made to the Government of this province praying

for tho passago of a law that no shop liconse for tho aalo of intoxicating drinks v’
granted in the future,

Dr. Potts then said that he had seen Sir A. T. Galt to ask him to ac-
cept the position as president, as Mr. Dougall was reluctant to accept that
position.  Sir Alexander told him that he could not, on account of his
health®ind his work, accept the position this year; he might, however, do
50 next year.  Mr. Dougall then would nave to accept the position and a
competent chairman of the Executive would be appointed in order to make
.the work as light as possible for him.

The Chairman (Mr. Brown) asked if he was to understand that Mr.
Dougall did accept.

Mr. Dougall replied that he would fill the position, fully recognizing
the honor the Alliance had conferred on him. He thanked them heartily
for this honor, hoped that the suggestion of Dr. Potts concerning a chair-
man of the Executive would be acted upon, and sat down amid applause.

The Treasurer's report showed a balance on hand to the credit of the
Alliance of $123.26, :

The Finance Committee’s report showed that a large part of the
maney collected was raised in Montreal. In the past year only $1,700

. was collected, and the committee had to recognize that if they were not
satisfied to let the work lag, the Alliance would have to raise $s,000 this
year.

The committee suggested that as so much of the money had been
raised in Montreal, there should be more work done in Montreal, instead
of in the country. -

This report was considerably discussed. Mr. Brown, who was in the
chair, expressed his opinion that the counties should not be asked fora
cent to help the work of the Alliance. The counties had enough to do in
raising the money necessary in a Scott Act campaign without asking them
for anything further.

‘The Rev. Dr. Potts thought that it was time that the counties should
be expected to contribute to the general work done by the Dominion

Alliance.
Later in the afternoon a tea-meeting was held in the lecture room of

St. James strect Methodist Church, and subsequently there was an im-
mense mass meeting presided over by Mr. J. R. Dougall, and addressed
by Rev. D. V. Lucas, Dr. Potts, Mr. H. Macl.ennan, and Dr. Robins.

CuzBerLAND, N. S.—The annual meeting of the Cumbeiland
Prohibitory Alliance was held in Greenfield's Hall, Amherstburg, on
Thursdayafternoon, with a full attendance of delegatesfrom thediffer-
ent sections of the county, a goodly number of the elergy among them.
The President, Rev. Geo. F. Miles, called the mecting to order and
requested the Rev. F. Hills, Methodist, from Southampton, to offer
prayer. The Secretary read the minutes of the previous session,
which were duly approved.

The report of the Executive Committee called for a lively and
earnest discussion relative to the lack of impartial justice (if the
past is any criterion) that.may be expected from the present occu-
pant of the bench in this county, in cases of violation of the Scott
Act. As proof of the strong disapprobation of the members of the
Alliance, an extract from the report may be in order:

“ Av the recent appeal case of Casey vs. Calhoun, after hearing
the evidence the judge admitted that the offence had been fully
proven, but ruled in favor of the defendant on technical grounds.
Little objection could be taken to this, had not the animus of his
Honor against the temperance people been so plainly shown, in con-
trast with that " the ideal possessor of the ermine when discharg-
ing his duty in the taxing of costs. In summary suits the average
costs in the county court are about 810.60 for each counsel. In the
above named event his Lordship, knowing there was no appeal from
his decision, taxed for the defendant’s counsel over 84400 and for
the plaintiff $37.00 making a total of $81.00 or four times that of
ordinary suit. In other words making a difference against temper-
ance, morality and Christianity of about $60.00.”

Notwithstanding the many discouragements met with in trying
to enforce the law, the delegates were full of zeal and fire for the
success of the cause and prayers were offered up that God would
open the eyes of our poor unfortunate and benighted judge that he
may behold the iviquities of the traffic and be led to exccute law
with the fear of God before his eyes.

With an Executive of seven inclusive of the president and seeretary,
who are ex-officio members.

S1. Jonx's N.F.—Movement has been inaugurated that pro-
mises to result in the effort to get the Permissive Bill in operation
in this liquor-cursed city. A few ycars ago, the mere mention of
such a proposal would have been scouted as quixotic, but times have
changed. Although there is still a fearful amount of Jrinking here,
and a large number of public houses, yet temperance sentiinent has
been gaining ground quietly, the traflic is more and more looked
down upon and held in disrcpute, and the possibil.ty of putting a
stop to the sale of intoxicants ardently urged. A comnmittee, charged
with making arrangements-for the immediate testing of the ques-
tion, has alrcady been formed, and it is probable that a general can-
vass of the voters, to feel the public pulse on the matter, will cre
long be made. It is too carly yet to say what the result will be,
or cven to hazard an opinion on that head, but rumor says that the
publicans are feeling anxious, and that a mecting has already been
held among themn and a large fund has been subscribed to help their
side of the struggle. There is little doubt that if this question is
put, as it ought to be, away entircly from all issues of creed ur poli-
tics, the conscience and reason of this community of all creeds and
classes, and shades of politics will vote solidly for liquor selling to
cease. Whether-this effort succeeds or not, it will strike a heavy
blow at the traffic in this city.—Nfld. Cor. of Clarion.

TeXAS.—A writer in the Ohio Good Templar says: “1 believe
that o constitutional amendment submitted to the people of Texus,
separate from all other propositions, would be adopted by an over-
whelming majority. Governor Ireland, who is re-elected, is u staunch
Prohibitionist.* And petitions for such submission are rapidly pass-
ing into the Legislature.

W. Bain, Esq., of Kentucky; Mrs. J. Eilen
Foster, of Iowa, Gen. C. B. Fisk, Rev. C. H. Mead, J. N. Steains,
of New York, and others. These are among the ablest speakers in
the nation, and the friends of temperance throughout the country
shoul.l appear in New Orleans ot this time in large numbers. The
meetings in the Exposition Building will be held during the day,
and at night in the various churches in the city. A week of meet-
ings is in contemplation in and around the city. :
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This Socicty, thoroughly non-partizan and non-sectarian, with
Vice-Presidents in every State, covers the nation with its work and
ity hterature. Its missionary work among the colored people of the
South is wortiy of all commendation. It has reached directly over
five thousand colored ministers and hundreds of thousands of colored
people. Meetings will be held in the coloved churches and institu-
tions at New Orleans. Over fifty thousand tracts and papers have
already been sent for free distribution during the Exposition, and
money is solicited to send many more, which arc greatly needed.

mittee recommends all Prohibitionists, clubs and temperance organ-
izations in the State to cstablish this rule of action, and to follow 1t
in all nominations and elections.

3. That the Prohibition issue be made in the spring election of
1883 in this State, and that this Committee wi.l, at the proper time,
call a delegate State Convention to nonnunate State officers.

4. That the large vote of the Prohibition Party cast in the late
Presidential election is a cause of gratulation.

5 That the Prohibitionists in the several towns and cities be
requested to organize Prohibition clubs in their respective localities;
to secure new members of clubs alreudy existing, and earnestly push
the work of the party by all honorable means, especially by the
difiusion of temperance information.

The State Central Comnuttee will meet again jn Providence
Jandary 28th, when plans of work will probably be formed—

League, the Good Templars, and the Sons of Temperance, all sent
delegates. About 400 altogether were in attendance. The Con-
vention was in no way under the aupices of the Prohibition political
party. 1t was the object of its promotors to obtain a full and fair
expression of opinions from all the friends of temperance. This

was the more to. bo desired beeause of the present emergency in
Iowa. Many Republican politicians have been stoutly insisting
that they will no longer uphold Prohibition ; and it is also a well-
known fact that, on account of recent adverse judicial de isions and
of great activity among the rich liquor men, who wish to have Pro-
hibition abolished, many various tdiscouragements in the way of the
enforcement of the law have been encountered. Tt has been threat-
encd that summary steps would be taken by the Legislature. In
view of these circumstances, the Convention last week took an ex-
ceedingly bold and agressive stand. It challenged and defied both
the secret and covert enemies of the Prohibition law, and declared
squarely that Prohibition must be embodied in every pe itical plat-
form, or clse temperance men will oppose the party. This means
that, in the fullest meeting of temperance men ever®eld in lowa,
notice was served on the Republican party that, unless it maintains
Prohibition, it cannot com . and' tlie support of the .riends of tem-
perance. The resolution in which this declaration was made elicited
very warm debate. A number of Republican politicians who had
come to the Convention opposed it bitterly, and chair sided with
them. But it was carried with a rousing vote. Another resolu-
tion, touching upon the conflict between Kederal and State courts,
was also vigorously discussed, but it passed. The address of the
Convention, while recognizing and deploring that the enforeement
of the Probibitory Iaw is neglected Ly the authoritics, prouounced
in rirging terms that Prohibition is practicable aund is the only
remedy for the evils of the liquor trat®e.—T%e Voice.

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MEN, WOMEN, AND THIKGS IN GENERAL.

“Hear both sides,” is sound advice, and o this principle I ask atten-
tion to the recent utterances of two men who happen just now to enjoy a
good deal of social prominence. Mr. Ross Winans, a citizen of the United
tates, having become very wealthy, determined to enioy the life of an
aristocrat in Scotland, and to this end leased a large estate near Kintail.
Sheep-farming is the staple industry of that picturesque locality, and one of
the crofters named McRae, persisted in pasturing his pet lamb in Mr, Winang’
deer forest. To this the millionaire objected, and he took steps to prevent
the obstinate crofter from exercising this privilege. The decision of the
Court was against him, however, and he had some thousands of dollars of
costs to pay. Here is hjs version of the matter to an interviewer:

“If you will allow me I will state the damage the pet lamb has done. 1 took
Kintail with the right to use it cither as a deer forest or to keep sheep uponat. 1
intended to use it as o deer forest. This is the sirst case that has ansen upon the
matter, and I want to scttle the question and nip it in the bud. If I get one po
lamwb, I may have a Lundred, but without the pet lamb the cotters would do a cer-

tain amount of harm. What I desire is to get rid of the cottages and their inhabi-
tants. I shan’t lcave a stonc unturned until I get rid of them,”

Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, a prominent member of Mr. Gladstone’s
Government, and recognized leader of the advanced Liberals, in a public
address a few days ago, made usc of the following language :

“What are the rights of property? 1Is it a right of property which permits a
forcign speculator to come to this country and lay waste 200 miles of territory in
Scotland for the grutification of his love of sport, and to chase from the lands which
their fathers tilled long before this intruder was ever heard of, the wretched peasants

who were convicted of the crime of keeping a pet lumb within the sacred precincts of &
deer forest ¥

A few years—scarcely more than a few months ago such language
would have startled the whole civilized world, and shocked the greater part
of it ; now it is listcned to without excitement of any kind cven when the

speaker is a prominent adviser of the Queen of England. So rapidly docs
public opinion move in these latter days on social questions, Mr. Cham-
berlain, it need hardly be added, was very severe on the game laws, which
protect the rich in amusements carried even to barbarouexcess, and send
to jail “men who are made criminals by this legislation though they have
committed no moral offence.”

Coming to this side of the Atlantic we find the United States Con-
gress engaged ir: considering the expediency of enacting a luw to prevent
English lords and capitalists from acquiring large tracts of land as« means
of investing their capital, and the fecling in favour of imposing a similar
restriction in Canada is rapidly growing.  The policy of keeping the land
for the tiller of the soil, and withdrawing it from the clutch of the mere
speculator will sooner or later prevail, and the sooner the better for the
future of both Canada and the United States, Some of Mr. Chamberlain’s
remarks in the course of the specch above quoted, may serve as a warning
on this point :— )

Is it an esasential condition of privato ownership in land that the agrienltural
lIaborers of this country, alone »f civilized countries, should bo :ntirely divorced from
the soil they till; that they should be driven into towns to competo with you for
woik, and to lower tho rato of wages; and that ahke in town and country the labor-
ing population should bo huddled into dwellings unfit for man or beast, whero the
conditions of common decency are impossible, and whero they lead directly to discase,
Intemperauce, and crime?

It is not in England only that the laboring classes live on poor fare,
and are badly housed.  We have too much of both kinds of hardship in
a'l our large cities in America, and the evil is so great as to be well worth
the attention of Governments. If the class who live by their brains form
the apex of the social pyramid, just as certainly its base is formed of the
class who live by the sweat of their brows, and it is in the Jast degree un-
desirable that the latter should be left to ferment in a condition of chronic
and increasing discontent.  That the laborer is placed un der disabilities by
a lezal and social system over which he has very little cantrol, and which he
did little or nothing to shape, is clear to every thoughtful observer.
Whether that system can be modified so as to relieve him without injuring
anybody else, is a question well worthy of consideration.  What he nceds
is not protection so much as freedom ; and careful inquiry into the opera-
tion of time honored lats, traditions, and customs might show unexpected
ways in which obstacles could be removed from his path, and burdens
from his shoulders. If the Hon. Oliver Mowat wishes to secure the good-
will of the working classes—and their good-will is worth something to a
Government—he should make a move in this direction, as he did with
begeficial results to his Government as well as to the country, when he ap-
pointed the Agricultural Commission some years ago.

There was very little said in the debate on the address in the Legisla-
tive Assembly about the extension of the franchise in Ountario, and what
was said was not all satisfactory. Mr. Meredith avowed his willingness to
acsist the Government in enlarging the electorate, and blamed them for not
extending the franchise to the sons of mechanics as they did to farmers’
sons 2 few years ago. It is difficult to sce how the electorate can be made
much more comprehensive that it now is without doing away with property
qualification, basing the franchise on residence and registration, and giving
it to every man over a certain age who is not a lunatic, a convicted crim-
inal, or a pauper in receipt of public charity. To this it must suon come,
and the step is now so short that it mught as well be taken at once as at
twice.

Mr. Awrey, who moved the address, avowed his dislike of woman
suffrage. 12 would probably be difficult for him to give any other reason
for this feeling than mere prejudice.  So far as women have been entrusted
with the franchise 1n Ontario they have used it well.  No harm bas been
done by allowing them to vote at school meetings and for the clection of
school trustees. Three years ago they were given the right to vote on
municipal money bylaws, and no harm came of it. Last session they
were placed in possession of the municipal franchise - that is, those of them
who are widows or spinsters.  In several parts of the Province they tumed
out and voted at the late municipal elections, and there is no reason to
assert that they did not cast their votes as wisely and as disintercstedly a
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the male electors cast theirs. The distinction for franchise purposes be-
tween women with husbands and women without them is a purely arbitrary
one and before long it will disappear. Meanwhile all friends of social re-
form will rejoice to see that Mr. Waters, the author of the successful
Woman Suffrage Act of last s¢ssion has given notice of a bill this year, the
object of which is 10 confer the political franchise also on widows and
spinsters. It is not likely that the bill will become law, but Mr. Waters
has a good deal of staying power, and he has got hold of the right end ot a
good stick. He could not be identified with any better movement or
cause, for assuredly the participation of women in politics will work a revol-
ution for good, Politics is the highest occupation to which any thoughtful
mind can devote itself, and there is absolutely no reason for excluding
women from it, as we do when we prevent her from voting at elections.

According to the Free Press, ot Winnipeg, that city is still disgraced by
brutal pugilistic exhibitions such as were recently suppressed in "T'oronto.
The press can soon bring them to an end by describing and denouncing
them as it did here. The graphic descriptive reporter is a most useful ally
of the social reformer. ‘The latter might labor much longer than he has
even now to do, if the former did not help to arouse public opinion by
describing things as he finds them.  The journalistic dishes served up by
the reporter are not always savory, but it is impossible’to get along without
him. I dare say Hercules stirred up some very offensive odors while
cleansing the augean stables.

Montreal is to have a free public library as the result o a bequest from
the Jate Mr. Fraser, of Fraser Institute fame. Unfortunately much of the
motey has been squandered in litigation with his heirs, and the remnant will
ncc go far towards supplying the long felt want.  The Institut Canadien, a
celebrated French Canadian Association, has decided to hand over its collec-
tion of 10,000 volumes, manyof themrare andvaluable works,and other small
collections have been secured, making a total to commence with of 1,7000
volumes,  The revenue from the fund will be only $2,800 a year.  Hon.
J. J. C. Abbott, one of the trustees, is fitting up a building at his own ex-
pense, but it is evident that money from some source must be had it pace
isto be kept with current literature, to say nothing of making up a good
reference library.  The ways and means in Toronto are provided for by a
general tax ; but as the merits of this system have still to be tested, it is no,
likely to be adopted in Montreal, especially as the Mechanic’s Institute
there, instead of amalgamating with the free library seems disposed to hold
aloof. ONLOOKER.

The Montreal Carnival was a great success, far out-rivalling its prede-
cessors in the number of visitors from outside poiats, the nunber of whom
is shown by railway stauistics to have been between forty and fifty thousand,

A collision occurred between two Grand Trunk freight trains at Park-
dale, ncar Toronto, on Jan. 29th. By some misunderstanding the west
bound engine plunged squarely against the tender of the other train, ditch-
ing the locomotive, into which it crashed. The damage will probably reach
$4,000 or $5,000. Some of the train hands were injured.

Ransom Forbes and Albert Thomas, have been committed for trial at
St. Thomas, for the murder of Lewis -Stilwell, of Tilsonburg. Mrs. Stil.
wall, wife of the murdered man, has been implicated in the affair- in fact
from the revelauons of St. Thomas, she was the originator of the ciime.
She incited Forbes and Thomas to commit the deed by offering tham a
heavy bribe.

A despatch from St. Manin, N.Il, states thot the Amcrican three-
masted schooner Aracania, of Partland, Me,, for Bear River, N.S., went
ashore on Quacoa reef, on the afith ult,, and beeame o total wreck.,  Four
of the crew reached land, but three of them died from cold and exposure.
Not a vestuge of the dracania ramaing, "Tho captain, first and second mate,
the pilot, cook and four sailors perished,

A boy named Baptiste Powlln wan killed ot a toboggan slide on the
Ottawa river on Mondny, The slide I8 a private one owned by a man named
Secor, who closed it, by placing a threedieh plank across the bottom about
a foot from the level of the slide, dand went hume. Sume boys in the neigh-
borhood, not knowing the position of the plank, started to slide down on
their boots, toboggans not helng avallable, ‘I'he first boy to go down saw
the plank 1n time 1o fall un s butk and go under, gettisg only a slight blow
on the head.  Poulin, however, was sttuek by the plank on his upper lip,
his face being smashed, his skull crushied, and his teck broken.  He was
instantly killed.

Fires.—At a late hour on the 2gth Jan,, the residence of Mr. A, T.
Galt, on Sherbrooke street, Montreal, was discovered to be on fire. Before
it was extinguished the house was gutted.  Probable damage about $20,-
ooo, which is covered by inaurance In the Royal.

loss about $2,000.
