The people of Almonte say that the Rosa-
mond Woolen Co. lately suspended, and the
mill of Elliott &- Sheard will resume operations
shortly. The inhabitants are auxious to have
these mills started againi and a petition to the
Council lias been circuhuted for signatures, witlh
a view to granting a bonus of $10,000 to a joint
stock company wlhich was being formed for the
purpose of purchasing and managing the insol-
vent estate of Rosamond, Miller & Scott.

WVe lenra that the Canadian Mutual Pire
Insurance Company of H-amilton bas resolved
to extend its sphere of operations to the whole
of the Province of Quebec, instead Of conining
itself, as bitherto, to the city and district of
Montreal. In view of the cnlarged exporience
necessary in the management of this wider
field, the company bas been fortunate in secur-
ing the services of Mr. James Grant, a gentle-
man of undoubted ability, and long and favor-
ably koown as the manager of the Reliance
Mutual in this city, who enters upen his duties
as manager of thc Canadian Mutual for tis
Province on the Gth of November.

The Minister of Public Works, in accordance
with the powers given by the Railvay Act of
last session, lias caused arrangements to be
made for procuring full and comnplete returns
fron the varions Railway Companies i,. the
Dominion. The returns will be tabullated and
publisbed in Blue Book form, and will be
preceded by a complete and accurate railway
map of the Dominion. The first volume is
expected to be ready toi be placed before Parlia-
ment at its next sitting. This information
properly arranged and placed in a form easy of
reference, wvill be of ic first importance to
commerce and vill supply a want which has
long been felt.

J. B. Caya, a manufacturer of shoes in a small
way, is trying to compound liabilities of about

$8,000 at 70 cents.

The prominent music publishing louse of Les
& Walcer, of Philadelphia, lias failed, with
liabilities estiniated at S175,000 and assets at
$250,000.

Correspondence is progressing between the
Dominion Government and that of Newfound-
land, with a view to the colony's entering the
Confederation.

We learn that Mr. Watson, late manager of
the Nev York branci of the Merchants' Bank,
bas been appointed joint manager in this city
with Mr. Ras. The system of having two joint
general managers is already in practice, te
seme extent, in some of the larger cities in
England and the United States, and we bave
no doubt that the enormous business donc by
the Mlerclants' will b much facilitated by this
arrangement.

The coolest and apparently one of the most
premedidated cases of absconding within our
knowledge, has been exercising the public
mind for the past few days. We refer to the
case of C. E. Pariseau, furuiture dealer, of this
city. How a man in bis position, a successful
trader of 20 yeara standing, mie could, as in
one instance, lend $20,000 at six psr cent and
who had of laite years refused te buy on credit,
could commit such an act of insane folly is
impossible to comprebend. In June last he pur-
chased the business, property, &c., of the Coa-
ticooke Lumber Co., iho were unable te

continue of themselves, assumiung their liabilities
amounting ta $112,000 on which be got an exten-
sien, the original promoter of the enterprise, the
Rer. P. Chartier, endorsing bis notes therefor.
Glowing accounts were tbrown out of the
immense profits he was te realize from the
transaction, estimated in seme cases at
$100,000. Latterly Mr. P. lad evidently found
out that all is net gold that gîflers, and in
the letter written to his attorney the day of his
departure, ha stales that be was led into tha
operation through falsa representations, and
that liabilities ta ino nt of $85,000 were bidden
from him. If such were the case Mr. P. hlad
lis recourse against the parties making the
representations ,but in either case it is bard ta
believe tbat a mai of Mr. Pariseau's known
character for extreme closeness should
bh led into a transaction of suchb extent, and
involving such great responsibilies with bis
eyes sbut, and we must therefore reject the
above excuse for Mr. Pariseau's strange
course of action as insuflicient. Some parties
incline to the belief that lie las adopted the
plan of action ta b able to dictate ta his credi-
tors, compel them to relieve him of the liability
incurred through his purchase of the Lumber
Co., and then return ; but from the nature
ofsome of bis transactions just prier ta bis
leaving, of whluich me are avare, we imagine bis
personal safety would he in danger sbould ho
return ta Montreal. His largest creditor, who is
interested ta the extent of$56,000, boldssecurity
to nearly double that anmouit, s0 that the pros-
pects for general creditors are none of the
brightest. Well may it be observed thalt the
standard of commercial morality is at a low
ebb.

At the meetingof creditors.of lessrs. P. Joly
& Co., held last Satirday,'*an extension of 3
6 and 9 months, with interest,-was asked for
and readily obtained. There mas a general
feeling of satisfactionexpressed by creditors at
the manner in which Mr. Joly met theni, and at
the straightforward statement of ..his laffairs
submitted ; expressions of this kind have of late
bee so unfrequent, that me think the fact
worthy of note, and; give honour wbereit lis
due.

Hall & Co., luîmber merchants, are -endeavoutr-
ing lo arrange a compromise at 30 cents on
the dollar, in 6,12,18 and 24 months, with
interest after 6 months ; and at the meeting of
creditors held in Boston last week thosepresent
signified their willingness ta accept this offer.
Their total liabilities (including the concerns
of Shepard, Hall & Co., and Siepard, Davis
& Co.,) amount te $1,615,000. Their.nominal
assets fall short of this but a very small
amotunt. The inspectors appointed ta investigate
bave, however, in estimating their assets et
realizable value, reduced the figures as shown
by their books by more than half. The shrink-
age in sema items bas been enormous, especially
in the case of the Eddy liability.

The price agreed upon under the new con-
tract for the llontrcal, Ottawa and Western
Railway is $29,000 a mile, which isl $5,000 less
than by the old one. The nom contractor and
chief engineer bave gone to Quebec to sign the
contract with the government. Employees
will be glad that the work is ta progress on a
cash basis.

GENERAL AVERAGE.

The subject of general average is oee
of the very lighest interest to the coin-
mercial classes of the Dominion, Every
year vessels laden with v'aluable cargoes
for Quebec and Montreal meet with acci-
dents on their passages, and the owiers
of such vessels are not slow in endeavor-
ing to make the owners of the cargoes
conti-ibute towards making the necessarv
repairs. In many cases dlemands, extra-
ordinary in their nature, are made and a
systen of coe-cion is exercised towards
consignees, in order to obtain payment.
It has become absolutely necessary that
publie attention should now be directed
to the subject, and sone steps taken to
abate the crying abuses of the present
systeni.

li order thoroughly to understand ice
injustice to which owners of cargoes are
subjected, it is essential in the first phice
l to define what, in mercantile parlance, is
called lGeneral Average."

By art. 2,552 of the Civil Code of Lower
Canada it is declared that e contribution
by the ship and freight and by the goods,
whether saved orlost, rateably and accord-
ing to their respective values, is made for
calmages voluntarily sustained and extra-
ordinary expenses incurred for the com-
mon safety of the ship and cargo."

The definition given by Mr. Justice
Lawrence, in the case of Berkley v.
Presgrave, 1 East 228, in the following
words, is better:

IAll loss which arises in consequence
of extraordinary sacrifices made, or er

penses inciirred for the preservation of
flic slip and cargo, comes witliin general
average, and inust be borne proportionably
by all who arc interested'.

Under our law, and in tlis respect it is
similar to the law of England, the ship-
owner has a lieu on tle cargo while in his
possession, or imi that of his servants as a
cari-ier, not only foi' flic freiglit but also
for the cargo's shaire of general average.
This righit of lieu authorizes the ship-
owier in all cases where a general average
loss has occurred to refuse delivery of tle
goodes, unîîtil lie las been paid the propor-
tion of loss for which such goods were liable,
if at the timne delivery is demanide lie is in
a position to state the ainount of sucli pro-

portion. I.n the words of M'r. Lowndes, in
lis work on G eneral Average, 2id Ed., p.
262: el Practically this riglt of lien can
only bo used as a means for enforcinîg the
giving of satisfactory security or other
ecuivaleiits for a payment before delivery.
The termis usually required as the con-
ditions of delivery ai-e, tlat flic con-
signees shall either sign an agreement to
pay thei shares of the genci-al average,
accoruding to the adjustiment of a person
naned, or tlat they shall pay by way of
deposit a sum suflicient to cover ithe
amount of thei' liability wlien ascer-
tained."

The practice in England, as ientioned
by Mr. Lowndes, appears to be ouisonable,
but the practice at the Port of Monti-cal
is quite the ireverse. The iaster or agent
of the vessel claiming a gencral average
contribution requires, as a general rule,
the unfortunate consignee to sign an
average bond, and also to miake a deposit
in his liaids of a per centage on the value
of his goods, varying froin five to seventy-
five per cent. befoi'e delivery. He very
rarely vouchsafes to the consignee any
reliable information as to the mode in
whicli lie arrives at the amount lie de-
mands, but insists upon immediate pay-
ment of the sum lie fixes as the probable
amount of contribution. hie sunm so fixed
is paid into the hands of the agent of the
ship, there to remain until tle adjustment
is inade, wler, if the contribution does
nîot amount to the total of the deposit, the
balance is ieturned to the consignce, but
if, as frequeiitly liappens, the deposit is
insufficient, the consignee is then re-
quired to inalke up the ainounit.
As the naster or agent of the ship is the
person Nylo appoints the average adjuster,
the adjustimient iii very miiany cases is
inanipulated to the disadvaitage of the
consiilee, for, if an average adjuster neg-
lects the interests of the class which
employs him, lie is not likely te be
enployed by thei again. Morcover it

may be, especially in a season like thsis, et
great icvantago to the agent of a vessel
to retain in his hands the deposit, and,
consequently, a pircimiuim is offered for,
delay in making up tie acinstient.
Shoild thse coisignee consider theo
amount required from him by way cf
deposit as excessive, lie is deprived Of bis
goods unless lie chooses to imake a tender
of what lie may consider just, aiid tak
ont a revendication, in wihicl latter case
lie has a suit at law to look after, which
imiay terminiate in six or twelve mionths.

To put au end to this state of tlings il
is ilecessary tliat the matter should he
takeln in land by the Dominion Tarlia-
ment and statutory provision inade foi-

1. The appointnent of oe or more
average [adjusters by the Coicil of hie
Board of Trade.

2. That in aIl cases of general average
the average adjuster' should fix thc
ainount of lle deposit, after sunnurl-y
inquiy listo the causes giving rise to coi-
tributiin.

3. Thiat tise deposit enacited should be
deposited in Bianlk to bear interest in the
joint naimes of thle agent of the vessel
and of tie adjuster.

4. That in all cases the average adjuster
s1.1all complete his adjustmnent witliii a
certain limited tiie.

5. That in the eveint of thse deposit
exceeding tie contribution, thse balance
should be returnied to the consignee witli
tIhe linterest accrued uspon it.

LIFE INSURANCE.

Duriiig the recnt insurance conven-
tions ini ew York and Chicago tie busi-
nîess of both fire: and lifo insurance was
pretty well reviewed inall its piases, and
much liglt let in on many of its clarl
corners. The underwriters of lire poli-
cies, congregatel at Chicago, presented
sone very interesting topics for considera-
tion, but they failed to get their discussion
up to the lively point reached in the con-
vention of the state superintendents and
commissioners, which met in New York.
These gentlemen adifiitted a select na-
ber of tise iisk-takers to their councils,
and as they lad representatives from both
sides of every. question, eac speaker
mnaiogec to strike fire if he didi't succeed
in touchiig off a regular explosion. The
sensation -caused by the Indiana State
Supei-intendent is still alive, land his
blimt and i inany respects very truthful
statement of facts will have no-little
influence in reforming certain abuses well
known to insurance men, and in making
people generally. pay more attention to a
business of such magnitude, all of wlicl
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is nceessary for the protection of those

e-lio neeci legislation the iost as Weil as

for the reputation antd protection of

thorouglly reliablo compansies. Lifr

iisurance lias grown ta vast proportions
in a comparatively few years, and is yearly

gatlering' into its hands additioail mil-
lions of capital, tho cggregate accinula-
tions of ail the life compaiies of the

Unsiteci States at the pr-esent day beinsg
estimiatod at $-400,000,000. With this
enormous aggregItion Of capital in the
hands of the insurance compansies, it
emsinently behooves the law-making
powers to exercise overy possible care
that the interests of the millions of poor,
whos hard--arened savings male up this
esnornous fund, ar fully protected. This
protection in sa far as it relates ta Ameri-
ean companis is not now given, however
in, anîy adequato degree, by the statutes of
the United States or of Canada. The
policy iolder nay not bo quitc so deifence-
loss as the Indiana Superintendant made
out, thero is quite a genoeral imprs-
sion that lie is compiLtely at the morcy
of the insuranco company. The policy,
or contract botwoees the parties, is
aie of thoso dleeply mysterions things
whiclh is completely boyond the compre-
lionsion of the averago ian. It is formed
with all the cunning of skilled experts who
havo given yoears ta the study oflife insu-
rance as a professional specialty. The
object in overy case is ta present ta the
insured the most attractive scheme possi-
ble, and ta thon se bind hii clown in the
policy with adroitly wordced and ingenious-
,y planied conditions, as te increaso tie
chances of tise. company's coming out
acad in the end ta a point that gives the
insurer small show of profit from iis in-
vestment. " The policy binds the holder
as with a chain of: riveted steel, and the
companyi with a ropo of send.' Irrespon-
sible,and not unfrequently unscrupulous,
solicitors present the schsemes and policies
to the unwary with such favorable inter-
pretation as is noedd to conviice tlem
tiat the special schseme preesnted is bot-
ter than ail others-knowlecdga of lis full
rights and of the duties of the coispany ta
hii cannot possibly bo possessei by the
insured where lis cotlraect is s0 sodged
about with conditions. But once the
holder of a policy, a man. finds Iimsseif
about in the sanme tenptinig positioil ta
whiich the bunko gamblers lecad their
prey-lie is always au. the point of break-
ing the bank but still conistantly putting
up more money ta savO that Irhicls lias
gone bofore. Iow often the life insurer
w'ins in the endimay be gathred from the
fact that but little mar- thiai sevn per
cent. of the policies issued in tie Unlited

States ever reachs naturity, anid of the
total iniiber issuet nea-ly seventy pier
cent. ter-minato every year. In the
yoar 1874, 144,7S3 policies were issued],
and 152,555 were termiinated, and only
8,555 of thoso by death. Tho holdors of
the 14-14,000 terninated by other causes
than death iad to accept the comîspanies'
calculation of the surrendor value of their-
policies, for in many cases the failura of
peinent absolutoly forfeits the policy.
Year after ycar people thero grow more
clistruistfuil of life insurance, and it is
seon how it i, already gona to tait stago
of discreclit that the number- of policies
issued last year was loss than the number
terminatecd. Canotinsurcecapitalists
see that tieir business is ruined if soine-
thing is not donc ta stop the progress of
popular dissatisfaction? The original aim
of lifa insurance was solly the paynent of
its policies ; the prosent aim is in reality
too ofton the enriciient of the mon wlio
run the machine. Mutual companies as
well as others drift into this channel and
run on the saine commercial basis on
whicih ordinary business undlertakings are
conducted. Ticy siouldi neveri be money-
making machines, and sa long as teicy are
such the tomptation srill romain ta swindlc
the policy-iolde- wien the smiallest
possible excuse offers. The Iliana Sup-
erintendent is rigit in the main, howevesr
wrong ho is in same of his details, and
the laws of the country should provide
that protection for tie policy-iolder whici
is now denied iim in tho one-sided con-
tracts ontered into. When leading Amer-
ican writers speak thus plainly of their
own institutions it is higi time that they
roquired a little looking afiter on this side
of the line.

INSURANCE SUPERINTENDENCE.

The najority of Our subscribers are no
doubt aware that at the last session of the
Dominion Legislature an Act was passed,
authorizing the appointioent of an rnsur-
ance Superintendent. WC had intencded
ta have given in this issue a synopsis of
this Act, and of whbat the person holding
this impoitant position is required ta doi
but press of business lias pIrevented our
carrying out our intention. We would
only now say thiat nany companies are
wonderinîg that not a single visit of
inspection lias yet beau mdice, altIough
the inîcuibent lias lsold his oflico for se-
eral montis at least. How iany inspec-
tions, if et ail thorangh, lie expects ta
make beforc Parliament mecets, we are at
a loss ta kinow. We refrain fron makiig
any further remarks at present, but we
ecrtainly slil loolk for some action on the
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part of the Superintendent. Eithesr theer
is work t o di in inspecting, a- th oflico is
usel ess.

(f aniy) ta the Caompany will not exceecd
$50,000, and tihey have made a gain in
investments ane way or other of upwards
of $70,000, so tiai thsere will be no real loss
arisinsg out of the transaction, whici was
aîmartgage loai isi WVaslingtoi, D. C. The
Company's last statenent, January, 1875,
shows over $10,000,000 of assets, and a
surplus, after providing for reinsurance
and every other liability, of nearly a
ixllion-in w-hii case the loss cannot
possibly have any injurious effect.

The Phconix lias donc business in
Canada now for nearly ton years, and lias
paid over $200,000 in death claims with
proniptitude and satisfaction. Thra is a
deposit at Ottawa for $130,000 in United
States Bonds, rodeomable in gold in 1881
and it has loans as- policies in Cansada for
nearly as .much more.

In 1871 the Spectator made a violent
attack upon one of ou- leacing Life com-
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panics, statiiig that Il for years it lid been

trembling on the verge of disaster, and1 that

the canker wlich was cating into its vitals

vould soon complete its work ; and vet
the Canada Life, after an examination by
Icading Americai Actnarics, was found to
be. not only in a satisfactory condition,
but actually showed a considerable suirplius
foi division anongst ifs policy ioldeirs.-

INSUIRANCE LEGISLATON.

Tiiere is a rumour that the Ontario Govern-
ment purpose et tiheir next session to intro-
duce a Bill requiring Fire Insuraice Companies
to adopt an uniforn set of conditions. Whilst
we admit that there is a great deal to lie said
in favor of tis change, ve are decidedly op-
posed to its heing a condition precedlent te a
Company being allowed te Iransact business,
iliat tley should adopt suci " uniftorm condi-
tiens." We believe that tise Committee
specially named by the Dominion Board
of Trade to consider and report upon this
matter will recommend that a general form
be framed, and that any Company adopting
it shall bc required to print in, say red
ink, across their policy " Uniform Forn." Every
policyliolder woultd tlius sec t a glance
whether lie heldi such special fortu or iot.
Tley have no intention, however, ns far as we
can iar, te ask for legislation compelling
every Company to adopt such form. Such a
course, we are convinced, -wouldil eny have the
effect of driving somte of the very best and old-
est British Compnnlies out of Canada-the
very lind of Comîpanîies indeed that -we cau
least spare. This view of the subject will, we
think, commend itself to every impartial man
of business. Every one will be at full liberty
to insure either in a Company retaininîg its own
conditions or with another taint may decide to
adopt the form approved of by the Board of
Trade.

FAILURES.

The following interesting figures in regard to
the state of trade are published in the New
York papers, gleaned froin a circular of one of
the Mercantile Agencies. They show the num-
ber of failures bwhich have occurred throughout
the United States and Canada for the past nine
monstls, together With the amount of liabilities.
Some American journals have taien advan-
tage of this exhibit of Dun, Wiman & Co. to
prove, as in tise quotation lerewith fron N. Y.
Jlerald, the comparative unsoundness of Cana-
dian as compared wsith American trade, and in
this connection we should expect a more careful
discrimination from this agency. It shouîld b
taken juto consideration that tihe tern Itrader,"
as defined in our Insolvent Act is mric more
comprehensive than it is in thai of the United
States. For example, fariners uînder certain
conditions and even boarding house keepers are
traders under tise Canadiain Act, and were the
law of insolvency to apply to this latter class
of people in the United States who constitute
ialmost a moiety of the iouselolders, ie should
see a considerable ose rat lirns.

In the last nine montlis there have
been 1,569 failures, with 822,000,00C liabilities
This implies thiat thirty in every thouisand
traders have failed, while in the United States,
during the saile period, only eiglt out of every
thousand have gone under."

ECONOMY. 

A writer in Cassell's Ffamnily Afagazine says:
If people who read those lincs are conscious
that their pockets are made of surc materials
that whatever money is put into them will burnl
a hole until it gets out, I would advise them,
whenover they take the air, to leave their
money at home, or botter still, te keep an exact
account of every halfpenny they spend. It is
astonishing how. foolish sinall extravagances
appear when they have to he put down in black
and white, after the temptation to indulge in
them is over. And they must be put down li
dotai!, and not conveniently classed together
utier the general heading of " sundries." The
item "sundries " is nover admitted loto well-
ikept household acconts. No one who lias net
triei it would believe what a check it is upon
personal expenditure to keep a thorough ac-
count of money spent, and not only a check
but a help ; for prices may ba compared and
thus lessons learned from exporience.

Generally speaking, whenever large savings
have been made, they have been effected in
little sumes. Very few persons, of ordintry
honesty deliberately set to work to make large
purchases which they cannot afford, and yet
numbers spend just as much in the long run in

little things tlint they scarcely think worthy Of
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notice. It is vory difficult to realize fully the
ralue of smail sums. If the ialf-penlnies and

pennies that lic loosO in the pockets were pro-
perly appreciated, there would not be se mueh

pecuniary emobarrassinent in the -world as ther
is. ilany a inickle matkes a mnuckle ; this is
true of nothing more than lalf-pennies and
pennies."

These little savings, as a rule, must be made
in personal expenditure more than i nnytinig
clse. What is spent over the houseliold is
generally neoeded, but the small personal itx-
uries which cost se little are not. And wlhen
any saving is made in this way, the money
should ib put aside as saved, instead of being
mixed with the spending fund, and additions
made te it as frequently as possible : that will
malke you uiderstand as soon as anything wht,:
small economies amount te.

Whluen mony is put asido te be saved, it
should be put in some place where it cannot
be directly got at! I cannot speak too highly
of the Post-ofUco Savings bank for tIis pur-
pose: The Tery fact that a little trouble and
formula has te bc gone through before it can
be.obtained, prevents it being spent nany a
time -when it Most certainly wouild bu if it Nre
close ot band:

I said just now thalt what was spent for the
househlîed was generally a necessary outlay,
and yet there are two or three ways in wlich
money csn bo saved iere that I should like to
mention:

'The first is by buying in large quantities
Of course the danger is that wh-en there is a
stock of things te "run at," as servants say
they will be more extravagantly used. Ail I
cen say on this point is that they must not b
"run at. A proper quantity must b por-
tionei out and the rest put away. Then it
will be found that articles may bo boughlt both
cheaper and botter in large quantities thao in
small ones.

Another way to Save expenso is to pay for
everytbing as you get it. If you do this you
'Mill avoid overchargeo and will buy far less.
If the money hadl to be put down at the io-
ment, nany an unnecessary purchase wvould be
be avoided. People -Who have Jimited incomes
are those who can least afford te live on credit,
and unfortunately they do it more than any
others.

I beard of a w-orkingman tise other day whio
Was very desirous.to Save, and yet in looking
over lois expenditure ho could not detect any
extravagance in nny part of it. le cone te
the conclusion that the only way in which ie
could possibly economize n-as te walk to his
work instead of riding, and to take bis dinner
with hima fron homo instead of buying it in the
city. 11 did this, and put away the inoney
thus saoved, and in a fow years he found ho haid
in his possession enough te buy the cottage in
lhich ho lived. le was besides such better

in icaltl for the regular exorcise ho liad takcen.
Speakçing of dinners rominds nie tu say tiat

it is no ecouomy to live poorly. Nature re-
qares a certain amtount of nourishment and
will have it or ho revengod, and the revenge
'Mill in all probability take the forem of a long
doctor's bill or diminished -working power.
This sort cf saving is " ponny.wise and poud

foolisb." The things te save ont of are shaiims,
fhlse appearances and self indulgences, not.
necessaries. Where is the saving in working
in a diiim lightt to save candles or gas, and lin-
jurinitg the siglt? In wearing boots that take
lit water and bringing on rlieittic fever 7 lin
living on.poor food and lowering the systen?
Far botter wCar a shabby bat a week or two
lotger than usual, or dispense altogetier with
that piece of linery yon were contemplating.
'flic worse of it is, however, that people are
geneally tmore w-illing to dispense -ith tneces-
saries that iakie no show, than wit sless
extravagances that afford ais :opportutIlnity for
display whicl every one-sees tbrough.

Belfore I conclude, I mustsay elle word of
watrning in reference te sinall economies. Wc
coîntinuitally rend it the newspapers~.of ipieopîle
wio die in msisery and poverty, who have per-
haps roceived help from tIe inrish ;' and after
their death mony is fouînd, which they have
hidden in all sorts of odd noois and corners.
With these usnfortunales.saning as_ becone a

aiîunia, and of all.manias I thiiiit'is ene of
the iosti deplorable, for after all money in
itself is worth absolutely nothing-it is only
valiable for wliat it can procure. If it wilt
only bring comîforts and nccessaries for iliose
we love whilst n-e are able te work, and itustre
indepeidece for ourselves whein we cannot
do se, it is worth smaftll econonies, forcthoughte
hard work, energy, cae and self donial. But
eveu gold is bought too detar wlien the desire
for it is allowed te overpowser every other fuel-
mng.

qualitles, and, tihoigl stocks are noet large,

prices remain uiintaltered. The finishied iron

trade of Soultl Sttaffortisliire lias undergone
considerable imiproveieti, and many of the
works are ness iflly emjloyed jpo large con-
tracts. Siteets are li good demiand at prices

whici show a stiglit aivance upon those lately
qulloted, Bsurs are in better request, but there is

room for a decided increase in the demiand for

both mta rkei anda unlrkd. Copper is again
fsimer, and a large business muay be reported at

an advance of 203. te 30e. upon ast week's

quotations. At the Swansea sale on the 28th
ultimo, Bolivian ore and regulus realiseld 16e.

li ans article on the rice yield, the New York
Merciidle Journal of a recent date says that
comparatively few notail dealers are awu-arG
that se large a proportion of" Carolina" rice, as
in ost wliolesale deIalers cnll all rice of domestic
growth, is pro duced in the Statu of Louisiana.
The crop usually averages somewhat lower
than that raised in South Carolina and Georgis,
aitd wlien the price of East India kinds rules
relatively higi, the lower grades are often sold
as prime Pittnt, or even Rangoon. It ii really
of little monent by wbat nme it is called, au
rice is always sold according to its quality
prime Patna being ield ut as high a figure as
common Louisiana or Carolina. The crop of
1874-75 amountei to about 11;000 barres, of
which probably net one-tenth was sold undor
the namte of Louisiana rice. The quality
averaged poor, owing to slack cultivation, toc
eager iarvesting, an unfortunato wçantofwater
for irrigation, and unfavorable eather near
the close of the harvest; and yet somo lots
placedi on the market compared favorably with
the botter grades of South Carolina.

The crop of 1875-76, just harvested, ils re-
ported te ho the most abundant ever produced.
The area under cultivation was 39,000 acres,
or about sixty per cent, more than last year,
and the yield is estinated by competent judges
at 175,000 barrels. Tie yield would doubtless
have hee still larger, but for the fact that a
large portion of the land untder cultivation wam
for the first Cime planted with rice, and under
Cte manageet cf inexperienced plantors.

The present crop, different from the last, is
reported t e ho the finest in quality of any yet

produced in Louisiana, and is pronotunced equait
te the average arolina asti Georgia crops of
previous years. The season througlhoutt lis
heen all the planters could wish for, and the
grains are wcit filled out and tie heads lcavy.
The seed used ins been mostly of South Cauro-
lina growth, and to thiis j largely attributed
the improved qutality of the present crop.

We add a comparative statement of the
Louisiania rice crop for the past twelve ycans,
showing the steady and alnost uninterruped
increase Iromt 9,806 barrels in 1861265 to l75,-
000 barrels in 1874275; ithe figures having been
furnishted hy Messrs. Danuu Taluuage's Sons:

The total yield of American rice may b
safely estimated at 73,000 tierces and 175,000
barrels, or a gain over last year of 4,530 tierces
and 60,000 barrels.

IMPonTANT TO COUNTRY MlERcHANTs.-It is not
the quantity shipped that pays, but the quality
and order in which it is prepared for market.
It is generally best te ship reguarly, as there
will always he enough to stop ishipping, when
prices decline, te enable the market to recover.
Butter should always be packed with "F. F.
Salt,' and particular pains should bo taken that
packages are neat and clean, and properly mark-
ed. The leaving ofa fow pounds of salt on
the bottom or top of butter only detracts from
its value.

Butter should, if possible, be hipped as seon
as received.

Eggs should be packed in clean cut straw, or
hay, or white onts. Avoid ail chaff, sawdust,
or anytliing that has a tendency to moist. Eggs
carefully packed and sent while frosh, invari-
ably sell at an advance. If you Ialways put up
your goods neatly, carefully and honestly, and
mail a correct invoice to your commission
morciànt, you will receive returns promptly
and. without any liability of mistake.

In a word, cre, neatness, and promptness are
essential to success in shipping produce.

SkLrT Fn3.--Nó 1 mackerel should bo net less
than 13 inches in length from the extremity of
the head te the fork of the tail, free frem rust,
taint, or drainage.

No. 3 mackerel should be not less that 10 in-
cheslin length.

No. 4 mackerel'comprise all net in the above,
and should he free from taint or damage.
* The above is the standard established by law

in Mnssachusetts, and is generally accepted by
the trade elsewhere.

Mackerel ahould be kept covered with brine
and net exposed te the air, as itibecomes rancid
or " rusty 4 in a few days.

Mess mackerel-Tlho finest isi with hend and
tail removed.

Large number twos-Fish over thirteen inches

in length, and not good enougi in quality for
number ones.
