The
cause is now ready for hearing before the Aroh-
bishop of Canterbury and his assessors.

Trae Rev. @ A. Wilkios, lately of Salisbury,
Vt., has dissolved his connection with the
Baptist denomination. He was received into
the Church by the Rev. Wm, B. Walker, of St.
Peter’s, Bennington, was contirmeu by Bishop
Bissell, and has become a candidate for orders
in the ministry of the Cburch, Daring the
time preparatory to his ordination, he i8 serv-
ing most acceptably a8 Lay resader in the

Tas General Thanksgiving has been said,
customarily, in St. George’s, Grace, St. Thomas’
and other New York oity churches, by the
people with the minister. But now the rectors
of the St. George's and St. Thomss' have
requested of their congregations that the cue-
tom be digcontinued. on the ground that the
action of the late General Convention had
praotically condemned it as unrubrical.

Enguanp AnD THE Pore.—The Standard cor-
respondent, writing from TRome, assorts
positively that General Sir J. Lintorn Sim-
mons’s mission does not go beyond that which
is already publicly known. His instructions
were precise, and he has adhered to them with
soldierlike clearness aprd brevity. ‘The object
of the present negotiations with the Vatican,”
it 18 added, * is simply to obtain in a friendly
manner that the ecclesiasuical government of a
diocese in which Her Majesty has so many
Catholic subjects shall be brought into con-
formity with British laws, and oarried on
harmoniously with them., General Sir. J. L
Simmons has no mandate to treat of the pos
gible renewai of diplomatic relations between
Eugland and the Vaticsn ”

As an example of the importance which the

Churoh attaches to all departments of the work
which she undertakes in the Name of the
Lord, we quote from Bishop Whipple's ser-
mon &t the opening of the General Convention :
“ There was nothing which more impressed
your bishops ia their late visit to Eogland (lhe
late Lambeth Conference), than the service in
the Cathedral at Darbam. The church with
ita thousand years of history was thronged.
The chants were sung by two thousand chor-
isters in sarplices. The rermon was preached
by the Bishop of Western New York. This
grand service was—for what? Not the con
secration of & bishop, or the ordination of
priests—bat to set apart some Bible Readers
and Lay preachers to go into collieries to tell
those underground toilers of the love of Josus
Christ,"”

Tax Rev. Ailan Pitman, M.A., vicar of
Christ Chaorch, Tanstall, the Rev. M. Cecil
Dickenson, and the Rev. Alfred J Knight,
ourates of the same church, have forwarded
their resignations to the Bishop of Lichfield,
with the intention of proceeding to Canada to
labor in the mission field. Mr, Pitman and

Mr. Dickenson go to €anada in March next,
and Mr, Kpight will join them later. Mr,

Pitman was educated at Magdalen College, Ox-
ford, and has beon vioar of Christ Chmrobh for
about two years, boing previously curate of St,
Mary's, Tuustall Mr. Dickonson, who was
trained at Lichfield Theologioal College, hus
been curate of Christ Church for threo years,
aud Mr. Knight who was 4 studeut au Chi.
chester Theologioal Colloge, has been curate at
Tunstall, Stoke, and Southampton,

Tae LaTe Brsgor Liaarroor.—The death of
Bishop Lightfoot was not unexpooted. A yoar
ago he was very ili, and hie hfe hang upon a
single thread, He reccvered so far thut he was
able last Spring to bring out & volume ontitled
** Hesays on Supernatural Religion” in which
he brought togethor papers of a4 controversi.l
character that bad been published yeara before,
and which had boen pronoanced tho sblest dis—
cussion of the patristio questions involved in
the bel ef in Christianity vbhat has been uoder—
taken in recent times by any Hnglish writer.
The pupers v ero originally written 10 exposo
the shortcomings of the book entitled *Supor-
natural Religion,” and havo beon pronoaaced
an adequate reply to the sathor of that volume.
This was not his oaly olaim to recoguition as
an English soholar. His editions of “The
Apostolic Fathers” have given him a unique
reputation among the groat scholars of modern
times, In 1879 he suvceeded Dr. Baring us
Bishop of Darbam, in which offive ho displayed

gifis a3 a Christisn statosman which mude him

hardly less prominent in the English Caarch
than he had already boon in theology und
sacred learning. His scholarly acquirements
did not weigh down his originality aud in-
dependonce a3 & mun, and thero was u large-
ness and breadth in his eareer us aun Huglish
bishop which were approcisted quite us
thoroughly outside of the Enghsh Unurch as
within its Jimits, Ho hus passed awav in his
sixty second year, sud smong tho Jeaders in
scholarship and in ecclesiugtioal affairs in Eng-
land ho will be grest! missed, He was known
in this country mainly as a soholar, and his
volumes are almost in the hands of every olergy-
mun who makos the slightest pretension to &
knowledgo of theology. His lutest buok made
bim atill more widely known as a Christian
apologist. He will pass into history ss'one of
the gresat scholars ot the ago, He died 22ud
December.— Boston Herald

ABOUL SUNDAY SCHOOLS.

——

Some yoars ago, s molher, s communicant of
the Church, told the writer, in the most matter-
of.course way, that sho guve h 1r child, then
gome ten or twelve years of age, no religious
instruction, becanse she cxpocted her to get it
in Sunday-school. In other words, she tried so
far to throw off the responsibility for tho wel
fare of her child'’s sonl, which God had laid
upon her with her motherhoed, and to hand it
over to strangers. With constant oppor.iritics

for teaching her child, *“hero a little and there
a little,” daring the wukieg huurs of every
seven days, she thoaght it enough that for one
hour ot esch seventh duy the chiid should be in
the Bunday-school,
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This cuse suggests an abuse of this valuable
institation which has led some almost to regard
it agtan_evil rather than a good. Itisto be
feared that parents often regard the Sanday-
school a3 & subatitute for their own teaching,
inatead of seeking to make it an aid to their
work aad an enforcement of it.- At the best,
the teaching cannot take the place of that of
the home for geveral reisous, Parents must
first teach their children about God and their
sonls, ubout Christ and His Charch, and all
that ‘ they ought to know and believe to their
souls’ health.,” Then the Sanday-school,
through God's blessing, will acoomplish s great
deal moro thuuo it now does, Home training, it
is never 1o be forgott n, is & thing of God's
own appointment. This was one great purpose
of the establishment of the family in Eden.

Another error inregard to the Suaday-rehool,
into which peoplo often fall, though Charch-
men less often, perhaps, than other Christians,
is that of muking it & sort of Charch, or of put-
ting it in tho place of the Church. The sohool
iteelf may, uncoosociously, fall into this error.
Io fact, it should be but a preparation for the
Church and a help 10 her. All the services and
all the instruotion of the achool ehould have
for their parpose the building up of Christ’s
Church with living moembers. By its means
young obiidron muy be bronght vo holy bap-
tism, us older ones who are unbaptized shoald
be 80 tanght that they shall seek this sa~ra
ment for the blessinga attached to it. The
buptized shouald be carefally instructed in their
privileges and duties as members of the Cauroh,
with a view to their coming with trae hearts
and right koowledge to Confirmation and Holy
Commaunion at & proper age.

To make true Caristians of the scholars, and
as 8 necessary foature of the Christian life,
enrnest, devout, and intelligent communioants,
is, in brief, the true purpose of the Sunday-
school. This it is at whioh clergy, teachers,
apd parents should aim in all their work for it,
with constant prayer for the blessing which
only the divine Head of the Church cun give.

“MEEKLY KENERELING UPON YOUR
KEMNEES”

Wheon this special reminder is read in the
sbort oxhortation before the Confession, in the
Offi 5o for the Holy Communion, we have fre-
quently remarked that many people go down
on their knoea who have bheen persistently sit-
* ting daring all the rest of tho service. Why is
 this? It may be that some persons feel that
.. they are then approuching the mpst solemn
portion of the service. But surely the attitnde
of the body that is becoming in suppliants in
the most solemn portion of the service, would
be tho attitude a:sumed in all portivna that
have to do with supplication, if we realiz:d
more fully that God is present in Hissanctuary,
and that we are suppliants botore His Majesty.

Wo think that the resson really is, gene. ally,
not any couscions distinction as to the grea.er
or lees sulemuity of different portions of the
service, but +imply that the definite order con:
tainoed in these wordu calls to mind 8 duty that
hubit mukes men very apt to forget.

Now let us think why it is our duty to kneel
at ai times of pruyer, uuless hindered by some
bodily tirmity :

In prayer we are either confessing our sin.
foluess and unworthiness of tha least of all
God's benefits, or are petitioners for some favors
at His hands,

Kneeling is now the recognized attitude most
indicative of humility and supplication. Tven
before our ocurtbly sovereign, the man who
comos to receive some favor or to present a pe
tition, bends at least ono knee as he does so.

How much moroe should we use the attitade
of humiliiy, reverenae, and supplication in all

approaches before the Msjesty of the Almighty
Ruler of the Universe?

1t is true that men used, in Eastern counutries,
to pray standing. We have scriptars! antaority

for this attitade a8 fitting to prayer. Lt was
then recognizad as reverential. And certsinly,
for those who cannot koeel, or kneel for lung
together, to stand to pray is still undoubtedly
allowable, and the attitude moat indicative of
reverence nexb to keeeling, Buatihen we must
remember that in those duys, und in Eastern
countries, when men oftea stood to pray, they
frequently also prostrated themselves, with their
faces on the ground, at times of special solemn
ity.

yDo we not, indeed, instinctivoly feel that now
at Jeast we ought to kneel to pray? Doosany-
one ever think of saging hia private prayers,
or even family prayers, sitting dowa ? What
shonld 'we think of the clergyman who sat down
sll the time he was cffering up the prayers in
church 7 Acd why should we think an attitude
becoming for us as suppliante in charchk which
we should feel utterly out of place in private?
Or why should we think un attitude allowable
tor & layman, as member of the congregation,
which we should esleem very irreverent in the
minister ? All members of the congregation
are &3 much worshippers as the min:ster,
Whatever other attitude may be allowable in
prayer, certainly sitting. and still less that
posture that is now only 100 common of making
pretence to koeel by inclin g the upper part
ot the body forward, has never been sanctioned
[t is undombtedly very irreverent. Suppo-e
God were visibly present, as He is invisibly,
would anyone dare to assame that attituie
while profussing to address Him ?

Why, even in the presence of nn earthly sov-
ereign subjects are never allowed to sit down
without express permission.

1f men would only try to realizs more fully
that ** God is in the midet of His holy temple,”
there wounld be no need of &ny verbal reminder
that when they confess their sins, or make their
supplications, they should *‘ meekly kneel upon
their knees.”

Yot we have even such a verbal reminder
every time we come to charch in the morning,
when we sing the Venite.

O coms, let us worship, and fall down, and
kneel, before the Lord <ur Maker.”

Dr. Liddon is the author of the following on
the above subjact :
“ Burke has shown how various attitndes of

ent with deep emotions of the human suul.
You cannot for instance, sit lolling back ia an
arm chair, with your mouth wide open, and
teel s warm glow of indignation; and if you or
I were iniroduced suddeniy into the prosence of
the () 1een, we should not keep onr hats on and
sit down with our hands in our pockets, on the
ground that the genuine sentiment of loyalty is
quite independent of its oulwurd expression.
And if people come to churoh, and sit and talk
and look ab)ut while prayers are being address-
ed to the infinite and eternal Being, it is not
because they are 8o very, very spiritual as to be
able to do without any cutward forms, They
really do not kneol because théy do not with
the eyes of their souls see Mim, the sight of
Whom awes first the soul and then the body
into profoundeat reverence.

“ After all thero is nothing very spiritual, as
some people seem to think, in the practice of
outward irreverence. Church riles on the sub-
jeot are but the natural outcome of deep interest
of the soul of man when it is confronted by the
greatnes of its Maker aud its Redeemer —Cur

WHAT CAN MEN DO FOR THE
CHURCH ?

Rev. Dr. Yan De Water, *rector of St. An-

drew’s churoh, New York, who has hald “Mis-

the hnman body correspond to or are inconsist: |

siong " in Virginia with great satisfaction to
our people, sends us his parish. letter, in which
he gives brief mention of the services and the

various organizstions of his psrish. A busy
churoh it is, with committes of various kinds,
notably one—the 8. Andrew’s Brotherhood—
‘ which aims to provide opportunities for Chris-
tian work.”

Many parishes have societies in which the
women meet, and if they do mothing else, they
sew. Moen cannot sew, and, with the exception
of a few men who teach a Sanday schoo] class,
what are the men doing to extend the ivflasnce
of Christianity in their congregations and
neighborkoods ? A matter worth locking into,
and which is discussed by Dr. Van De Water.

Withont geing into particnlars, there are
some things the men in the churches can do, to
which we call attention,

‘t'hey can come to church on Suudeys every
time it ia opened, The second servics ut most
of our churches is small in comparison with the
morning service. Granting that men have no
fingers t) sew with, they have fcet to walk
with—1io ohurch. And if while worshipping
ing in charch they be devout and glad to wel-
como others, we think men can be useful in
this way

Men can be useful in financial matters, If
they were to tarn to St. Matthew's Gospel,
chapter twenty-fifth, thoy would find there a
germon of Cbrist abont money and its use—
“ The Paruble of the Talents” it is called. Let
us no% take the figurative use of the word 1a-
lent, bat take the word in its plain, originul
sense ; & talent here, and everywhere else in
in the Bible it is used, if 80 muach money—
monay, and nothing but money. So much
money was given to one man, less to another,
and atill less to a third, And when the master
of the servants came to find out what they hai
done, his inquiry was, What have you done
with your money that I gave you? Nome had
made good use of it. Oae had done nothing
with it, the man who hsd not used it right was
pan shed, not as lazy, but as wicked, All this
our men cat read in St. Matthew xxv,

* Money is character,” said Balwer. Did we

not quote & few weeks since that ¢ character
for the most part is determined by one's rela-
tion to money ? Find ount LLow one gets, saves,
gives, londs, borrows and bequeaths mouey, and
you have the character of the man in full out.
line. Nea:ly all the virtues play about the use
of money—houesty, justice, generosity, charity,
fragality, forethoaght, self sacrifice,”
Now, we kno « men cannot meet on Wednes-
day mornings to sew, but each one has a
mouth to ask how he rets his money. Any
short outs or dishonest dealings? How he
spends his money. All on self and family, to
pumper pride apd vanity snd worldiiness?
Honesty, jastice, generosity, selfeacrifice—are
these your virtnes, O men without needles, It
is manitest Christian men in the churches oan
do a great deal in the way of church work, if
they go devoutly to charch, and get their
money honorably and spend it wisely and with
generosity. -

There is another matter in which Christian
men can do some Christian and church work,
They oan keep out of bar-rooms, they can be
sobe-, thoy can keep awsay from bad company,
they can be polite and kind husbands aud good
fathers, making home the happiest spst on
earth to all the family. Church work is not
sowing merely, or teaching & Sunday oclass;
church work has no meaning save as Christian
work, work whioh testifies for Christ, and
makes the character of Christ, as developed in
us, known to others. ’

Dr. Yan De Water tells his men of one or
two other matters :

*“ There hes about us a field for work by men
a8 yet bardly touched. Men ought to be reach-
ed in some way, and inflaenced by Christians to
onme to charch. Social clubs for laboring men,
amusements for suoh given one night of each

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week, epecial services for them, personal invi-
tiops to them to atiend tbese sorvices, Bible

7 flass on Sacday for these ; here are some of the

things that men ¢1n do, snd ough to dn."

it ia ar if, in poirting ovt some well-knowa
ohisranter in & crowd, one should be obiizod to
say, Lhero is vhu body that contains the sonl of
such and suoh a person; instead of saying,
briefly, There is the person himself. Tho Bible
ir not merely like a chest containing & medley
of acoidentals, but it is the embodiment of 8
living force, and a8 in common parlance we
point to the living haman figare saying, That
18 the person, so when we point to God'srevels-
tion of Himself in the Bibls, it is both common
sense and good English to say, Tuatis *‘ the
Word of God.” It is not necessary when Qaeen
Viotoria passes along the street in her oarrisge
to say, *** The oarriage containing the Queen 18
going by ;" but briefly, ¥ The Qieen is going
by.” If she were riding in w very rhubby
vohicle utterly incompatible witk her royalty
and the rabble might forget her presence, it
might be appropriate to ray, * That carriage
contains the Queen; dopn't forget it.” Unless
we tnink the Bibie a very shabby conveyance
fur Divine truth, there 1s no use of making a
distinction. The method we advooate is to re
tain the phrase, ¢ The |Bible is the Word of
God,"” and to show its capacity for tran:mit.
ting Divine light. Acocept ail that modern re—
search his accomplished. Let us rejoice in the
broad view that God's revelation of Himsel!
buas had an actoal muvement in haman history
bsfore it was recorded by the soribe on parch-
ment. Lt us recognize that not only by voioes
orying in the wilderneces and by the pens of
ready writers, but also by types, by national
institutions, by siow historic developments ss
well as by great orsis and epochs of transition,
by every service of humun life a8 well as by
gpeech, G:od has besn manifesting Himself 1o
man, This manifestation, in its annonncement
and sccomplishment, has been commitied to
writing, snd the writien record is s0 snimatcd
by the force that is revesled that the lotter is
t0 the spirit as & wellshaped bady is to the
msnifestation of the living suul, So permested
is the letter by the spirit of revelation that the
form of the record has grown with tae epirit
as budy and soul grow together, until thoy have
bscomv &s inseparable s the vital organs und
the functions belopgiog to them. Of such s
blended form and aubrtsnce we cannot say less
than that it is **the Word of God.”

This useis also sanotioned by the long-or~
tablished habi¢ of Hebrew and wreei thought,
in which the Word ot God hay always stood tor
mors than the mere utterance of the lips and
the written record. Hebrew literature contains
examples of his ueage, which Edersheim hus
treated at length in his “ Life of Jesus;" and
every reuder of the New Teatament is lamiliac
with St. John's usage in his application of the
Logos to the divine nature ot our Lord. No
theologian denies that vhere is a pervading ref-
erence to Christ in the Old and New Testumenis
as * The Word of God behind the mere words of
Scripture, binding the writlon pages into a
living unity, ever more and more olearly re~
vealed and progressive by realizing His mani-
festation of the Futher in all the childron of
God, and, finally, 1o glorify creation iwel! by
illaminating and lifting all crestion into the
glories of redemption., Both the baok of na~
ture sud the book of grace haye in them & pro-
gressive hope, which moves on toward & trans-
parent condition, in which @od’s presence shall
shine out in an unhindered revelation,

The devout stndent of the Scripture sees in
its pages fresh gleams of eternal light, radiat-
ing from the temple of God, making its walls
translacent 80 thut its stones become & mere
veil, a curtain ever growing thinner and more
transparent until 1t is refined in the flesh of
Jesus Christ to 8 medinm absolutely tranepar-
ent to faith, The granite rock becomes as

orystal, and the dusty stones of stumbling are
turned into jewels that shine with Urim and
Thummin rovelations. The new heavens and

CampoBsLLO.—Every year you are good
enough to publish a brief account of our Christ
mas Services, so I hope this will not be an

exception. We should have an unprecedented
time if it had not been for the rain, which
to say the least of it, alloyed the gold of our
endeavors, Tne yonng men and women of the
place worked hard to beautify the Sanotuary,
and with entire success. The wreathing was
regular and abundant, without being heavy;
the texts were plain and elegantly disposed : &
soreon, of the ordinary desigm, graced the
ohaneel arch; it consisted of as it were twu
compartments, tbe dividing space being rai-ed
g0 83 to resemble an inverted V, the apex of
which was finished in & Liatin ¢ross, the aprights
were clothed in fir, the horizontal and oblique
parts, were covered with Tarkey-red, edged
with ground hemlock and wide enough to admit
of the text, cut oat of cardboard and pasted on,
“ Uato us & Child is born, unto us & Sou is
given,” The cross, the calminatinng feature,
was trimmed with variegated mosses, with
intersscting lines of small whie roses. We add
no more on this point, except to say that the
oharob looked lovely, and to acknowledge most
cordially, the good will and good work of our
fellow aids, both mascnline and feminine. In
gpite o! the rain the morning service was well
attonded : it was fully choral with theexception
of the prayers not being intoned. O.d hymuos,
cheery curols, and favorite, bat good, chants
elicited all the vueal powers which wind and
storm left. A short snd timely address, of 4
few minutes only, was prudently substitnted for
the sermon. There had been & thoroughly
enjoysble service on Christmas eve, when near-
ly eixty persons was present, and joined in
a sacred relay of ourols. 1t should be waid that
the music, as heretofore, was araanged and pu.
in pract.ce by Mrs, . Pember, the organist,
who works in this department, as well as in
others, with the utmost perseverance, zeal, aund
wisdom. She indeed deserves the thanks of the
Purishioners, and she gets them, alvhough they
way not always be put into words. She hus
the welfare of ibe people at heart, and in that
cause she labours moust abunduntly for Jesus
Christ’s sake. We feel inclined when she loaves
us, a8 we hear she is likely to do in the Spring
10 say, * Quando ullam invenies parem?

DIOCESE OF QU'APPELLE.

MepiciNne Har—A very successful bazaar
and faucy fair was held at Medicine Hat, on
Tuveday and Wednesday, the 13th and 1l4th of
November, A box from friends ot the Mission
in Bogland arrived just in time, and gladdened
our hearts with the beantiful things wh eh it
contained, There was also another great at-
traction, Mr, Futt had kindly brought from the
cousst & large assortment of Jupanese goods
which he had selested with great tsste. The
members of the Women's Gaild of St. Barnabas,
under the able and energetic presidency of Mrs,
Cochrau, had prepared a large number of useful
and fancy articles for aale, and their work
seemed to be in great demand.

Moosomin,—On Sunday, November 17:h, the
Bishop administered the Holy Rite of Confirm-
ation to thirteen persons (five males a1d eight

females) at Moosowmin, and the tollowing day

to five persons (three males and two females)
at Rocanville, in the same distriot, about 22
miles north of Meosomin,

RzoiNa.—A Confirmation was held at Rogina,
on Sunday, Nov. 3:d, specially for adults,
There were five presented —two men and three
women.

The above Confirmutions maka the total num-
ber of Confirmations for this year, sixteen, or
gix more than in uny previous year: and of
pergons confirmed, 178 just one more than the
whole number previousiy confirmed since the
formation of the diocese.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Churchman, N Y., under the title ‘ Signs
of the Year among the Nations' says:—

An earnest Chrietian will not, at this scason,
make his thoughts toe exclusively personal,
He will consider * the things pertaining to the
Kingdom of God.” He will ask the watchman,
“ What of tho night?” He will desire to know
whether the banner of the Cross is moving
onward; whether any new conquests have been
made ; or whether any promise of sucoess to
the Church militant rises before us. Some
signs of the year now almost gove are wholly
encouraging ; none seem to us to be wholly
discouraging.

Christ sont His Gospel “ to all nations,” and
the trinmph of the Gospel is most strikingly
exemplified when  nations” show the influence
of the G.spel in their national concerns. It is
no sign of Christ's power that the nations of
Europe koep millions of men ucder arms in
what can hardly he considered other than an
armed truce; und yet it suems to be s growing
love of peace rather than dread of deteat in
war which keeps those armies from the work
of death,

It is permissible to believe that the sovereigns
who hold the power of life and death to so
many willions of their fullow beings are more
controlled by Christian principle than is com-
monly believed. At ali events, and in spite
of all their armaments, a deep desire for peace
does most as-uredly exist in all tho pations of
the world. So far, at least, Christ’s Spirit rules
the nations.

The Chu-ch Year, Jucksonville, Fla, says: —

A Christisn people onght often, and sericusly,
to think of what they require iu, and expact of
their pastors in connection with the returns
made by them at & ressonsble resuls from their
reqairemonts and expeotations. Thoy require
charactor, education and ability; they expect
social qnalities, infinenco and attractive preach-
ing, (o business principles, these are first-
ciass goods in uny market, What are they
worth? Looked upon simply as a profession,
no professional class is 8o poorly repaid tor the
expenses of education, training, labor and per-
sonal quality as the clergy; no class is so
sevorely criticised, aud no class 8o entirely at
the mercy of its clients. They expect per-
fection, and yet pay only the vaiue of* spotted,’
‘damaged,’ or ‘shelfworn’ goods. Muny sa
individual commuaicant, and even warden or
vestrymun of a parish, pays more for the ser-
vices of & salesman, or book-keeper, than his
congregution of 300 people pry for the entire
day and night parochial services of their pastor.
It it is asked, ““does it pay to fill such an
offive, on such terms?” the apswer i3 * they
must not work for flithy lacre, but for the
Master.” Wao admit all that, It is an accepted
snd aotmal fact in the overy day life of
thonsands of educsted, refined, and useful
clergymen, who, with their families are exisi-
ing and working faithfully on salaries which
sre hased on the wages of an unedacated
laborer in the field, or on the docks. Bat
what of the members of the congregation?

They are to be saved, if saved at all, by the
law, and on the same line of duty in life a8 the
olergy. How much are they individually
gaorificing for the Master's sake ? What are
the privileges and blessings of their religious
life worth ? 'What are they paying for them ?
To an American citiz'n nothing is worth any-
thing which oosts nothing, and oost is accord-
ing to value, If you value your rights, in
tercsis and privileges “ asa child of God, and an
inheritor of the kingdom of heaven,” return
into the treasury ofthe kingdom, something
commensarate With the estimate of their value.
Once in the “far west,” we met a man who
handed us half a dollar and eaid : “I am not
much of a Church goer, and no * professor,” but
I want you to get me credit for this mach in
the better world. We gaid yes, ©* wo will ask
God, Who has bestowed on you an income of
$5,000 a year, to oredit you with fifty cents as
interest in the life eternal.’” There are many
who attend Chureh regularly, who can apply
the incident to themselves, So the Church
does well in culling her people to the daty of
thanksgiving to God, in the second lesson for
the day to repeat St. Paul's exhortations to the
Christians of Thessalonios * We boseech you,
bre:hren, to know them which labor among
you, and are over you in the Lord, and ad-
monish you; and to esteem them very highly
in love, for their work's sake,”

The Irish Ecclesiastical Gazette says:

If we are to judge from the protests pouring
in from every Xpglish diocese the prospect of
the Archbishop of Canterbury sitting alone in
jodgment on one of his soffragans, is not re-
garded with complete equanimity by the clergy,
at least .f the Church of Bogland. The Church
Association has brought thisabout, with several
other remarkable results, thut the See of Can-
terbury bas suddenly been invested with all the
avteeracy of an Eoglish Popedom, The presont
admirable occapant of the chair of Si. Angus
tine, withoat seeking for i, finds himseif placed
in a position from which the most learned and
able prelate might well shrink, He is com
mitted tothe ardaous task of sitting in jadgment
on a brother Bishop, one of the most learned and
devoted prelaies of the Anglican Communion.
As a rule, the Bishops of the Province are mnot
in & hurry to ratity the enormous power thus
claimed tor the Metropolitan Ses, Among the
other Bishops who have spoken out plainly is
the learned Dr. Ellicott, who, replying to the
clerical protest addressed to him, writes thus:
“ It will not be forgotten that at a oritical pe-
ried in the history of the Church of England,
and in a question of the gravest importance, &
numerous budy of the official and the beneficed
clergy of one of the larger diocesos of our
Church recorded their protest against a decision
which they sinceroly believed to be contrary to
the primitivediscipline of the Church, and alien
to the spirit which has always appealed to the
practice of tho primitive Church,” The clergy
of the diocese of Chichester, headed by Dean
Pigou, bave also addressed their veuerable
Bishop in a protest, in which the fullowing
sentence is 1o be found: ** We recognise the
historic digni y and canonical privileges of the
Bee of Canterbury, but we view with spprehen-
gion the position which his Grace the Arch-
bisoop has thought it right to acoept, of trying
in person, withont his snffragans, & Bishop of
the province, in matters which cuncern the
doctrine aad discipline of the Church.” The
Charch Association has brought about msany
remuarkuable dinowements in the Church of Eag-
land, but none sirunger than the above,

A Nova Scotia advertiser and subscriber

AMERICANIZING ROMANISM.

Bocaunse it will be oar duty to review the
late proceedings in Baltimore at some length,
and not to suffer them to be soon forgoiten, we
have forborne to express ourselves hastily on
the subjsot of Romanism in its new movement
towards Amerioanizing an alien religion. The
good-natured credulity of many, and the ser
vility of politicians generally, have accepted in
good fuith the outward show of loyalty to
American institntions and laws which was such
a foature of the demonstration, Woe also shsll
accept them in good faith, in a fair degroee
of confidence, for two reasons: (1) Becsuse it
is all important to hold them to the compaoct

which they are understood to have made, that
is, to be bourd and limited in their Romanism
by a sincere loyalty to the American Con.
gtitntion : and (2) Bevause we doubt not there
wore laymen among those who figured in the
demonstration who are sturdily resolved to be
Americans first and Rymans afterward. So far,
all i8 good. By this compaot they are bound,
henceforth, if they wers sincere in half that
«ag professed. And if so, while we differ with
them theologically, we cordially ascept them
as good citizens, and will ever maintain their
rights to equulity with all other good oitiz:ns :
eqnality only.

In 8 word, then, we understand the Cardinal
and his sabordinates as having professed Gal-
lican prinociples, so far as their political re
lutions to their native or adopted country are
concerned. Their professions amount to just
this, or ibey amount to nothing. For the
Gallican maxims, from the time of St. Lozis to
thogsa of the present republic, have beon
accepted (in spirit, and not 1n the letter) as
rightfully applicable to the government of the
people as well as to that of sovereign princes :
o that, a8 well under the republics as under
the crown, * all balls, breves, rescripts, eto,”
proceeding from the Roman pontiffs, have beer
held void and ineffeétual in France if contrary
to the laws and government of the nation. It
is nonsense to 1eply— * Bat since the Syllabus
und the Valican decrees, we have changed all
that"; for by professing loyalty to the Amer-
jcan Constitution they profess that the syllabas
olc,, wherever else they may be binding, are
not binding in the United States, and cannot
be binding on loyal citizens, Every political
principle of the American Constitution is_pro
gcribed by the syllabus, and hence the Balti-
more Congress has taken the (Gullican) position
—*Qur country first, and foreign obedience
only as consistent with il8 constitutions and
laws,” Lot every American Roman Catholic
reflect on this good resolution-—The Church-
man, N. Y.

A MODERN BABEL,

In our last article we spoke of the origin of
a number of the religious bodies outside of the
Churoh, showing that they had been founded
by men in the sizteenth century. We concluded
by saying that we would next examine into the
origin of the Church of Hogland, a church that
is classified among those religious soocieties
that are opposed to the Churoh of Rome. We
olaimed that if we could show (of course from
history) that the Euglish Church was not
founded by Henry VIIL at the time of the Re-
formution,, we were then confronted with a
unique fuct in the history of *  rotestantism.”
By the torm ‘'Protestantism” we must be
understood @8 meaning all those religious
bodies not in communion with the Church of
Rome, but fonnded by men as & protest againa®
the corruptions of the Roman Catholic Charch,
The word © Protestant” really has two mean-

ings. The first and technical meaning is one
who protests againsi any error. In a second-
ary sense, it means all those who protest against
what are considered Romish errors, As the
Church of England condemned certaip of these
errors at the time of the Reformation, it is ous-
tomary to olassify that Church among the

Protestant bodies, But *‘oustom without

truth is bat the rastof exror.’, If we examine
into this matter we shall see that nearly all of
the dissenting sects really condemn, as Romish
and soperstitions, certain dootrines and prac-
tices held by the English Church. There is
thts a difference, and & very marked one. be-
tween that Church and the Dissenters. Bat if
history should prove taat Henry VIIL was
really the founder of the Church of England,
and that she has been in existence merely from
the Reformation to the present time, then the
difference between her and the seots is purely
one of preference for Episcopal government
and certain dootrines and usages, It will be
admitted by all that the Charohin this coun
try, (the U. 8.) at present unfortucately known
by the term ‘ Protestant Episoopal,” is & por-

tion of the Angiican communion, and also that
the Church of Zngland has existed since the
Reformation. . Therefore it wiil only be neces
gary for us to examine into her history at the

time of the Reformation. At the outset we are
confronted with this fact: Some t'me ago a
story went the rounds of the Churoh papers to

the effect that some land in Eogland, which
had been leased for 999 years, had recently re-
verted to the Church of England. As the Re-
formation took place some three hundred years
#go, this would imply that the Churoh of Hog-

land, the very identical Church that is there now,

wns in existence before the reign of Henry VIIL

Wo take the tollowing from the preface of
the present English Prayer Book: * The ser-
vice in this Charch of Englaod thess many
years hath been read in Latin to the people,”
“and whereas therefore there hath been great
diversity in saying and singing in churches
within this realm; some following Salisbary
use, some Hereford use, and some the use of
Bangor, some of York, some of Lincoln; now
from henceforth all the whole realm shall have
bat one use,” all of which goes to prove that
the Church of England claims to have had an
existence previous to the Reformation,

In examining, briefly, the history of the Re-
formation in England, it is essential that all
prejadice be laid aside and that we approach
the subjeot impartially. All that we want to
show is that the English Church was either
founded at the Reformation by Henry VIIL or
else that she was not, In cleaning or reform-
ing & house, it is not usual to pall down the
wals, The outside and inside msay be
thoroughly cleansed and many improvements
may be made, and yet the honse is identically
the same house after the reformation as it was
before. It must be understood, therefore, that
the term °*reformation,, really implies 8 prey
ious existence, Probably our opponents would
say that they adnit the existence of the Church
of Eogland previous to the Reformation, bat
that it was ** Catholic” before and Protestant
after, Their lapsus lingue will be exoused this
time, but we deny that the Churoh of Eng.and
ceased to be Catholic. She was tainted with
Romanism, we admit, But in throwing this
off she neither lost her identity nor ceased to
be Catholie. \

The question before us nowis: Did Henry
VIIL tound the English Church ? That king
ascended the throne April 22, 1509, and auled
to 1547. The starting point of the Haglish Re-
formation dates from the year 1612, when
Desn Colet advocated Charoh reform. The
watohword then was “ Soriptare and the Prim.
itive Fathers.” In 1516 Erasmus published his
Groek Testament, In 1521 Henry wrote a
book agaiast Luther, for which he received the
title *‘ Defender of the Faith” from the Pope.
In 1531, when Henry rought to be the supreme
head in England, Convooasion refased to ac-
cept - him as anch exoept in *go far as it is
aliowed by the law of Cbrist.”. The same Con-
vooation forbade the payment of Annates to
Rome. Then in 1532 appesals toc Bome were
forbidden by statate (24 Hen. VIIL o. 12},
Two years after, the Convocation of Canter-
bury declared that  the Bishop of Rome hath

no.greater jarisdiction conferred on him by
God .over this country than any other foreigh
bishop." Some months after an act was passed
prohibiting the publlcation of any more papal
balls, In 1538 tho Bible was set up in churches,
In the same year, Convooation issned the Ten
Articles. Tne Articles were followed the next
year by the * Institation of a Christian Man,”

a -paraphrase and exposition of the Creed, the
Paternoster, Ave Maria, Ton Commandments,

and Saoraments, In the same yesr, 1537,
Parliament passed the statate that terminated
forever the Pope's jurisdiction in England. As

s national Churoh the Charch of Eagland had

a right to do this, For many yeara she hag
protested agsainst it. In 1542 a committee was
appointed by Convooation to revise the Litargy,
Tne next year the Litany was published in
English for use in public worship. It was not,

however, until Edward V1.'s reign that the
Eoglish Communion Office and Prayer Book

were pat forth.

We have briefly sketched the various steps
in the Englisk Relformation, Weo hope our
aketch will show that mnch time was consamed
in the movement, which began in 1631 and
lasted until 1662 I+ was a growth, and 8o dif-
fered from the reformation on the Continent,
In no sense was it an ecclesiastiosl revolation,
but & restoration, & retarn to what was primi-
tive and Catholie, History proves that it was
a growth, and that it was condnoted in striot
accordance with ancient precudents,

Duoring Hepry's reign the services were the
same & those used in medimval Hogland, the
same ord nal and vestmerts and ceremonies
beng used.. Hven wxen, in the reign of
Edward the Sixth, & change took place, the
services being then in Hoglish, the same vest-
ments and most of the ceremonies were still
ueed, also virtually the same ordinal. The
succession of Bishops was also preserved,
These taots go to prove the continuity of the
Hnglish Church, and a8 history does not record
the dute or the faot of the foundation of the
Courch of Hagland by Henry ithe Highth, we
conclude thut the Charch of Cranmer, Parker,
and Laud, was identical with uwhe Charch of
Augustine, Tneodore, Lianfranc, Anselm, and
Laungton, Thas we aie right in this, and that
the Church of England never separated from
the Church of Rume, but merely intended to
preserve the Catholic faith pure and undefiled,
us well as her own identity und indepenavace,
is olearly seeun trom the following extracts from
Cunons 4 and 30 ot the Engl.sh Charch :

“ Whosoever shall hereatter affirm that the
Church of England, by law estublished under
the king’s mujusty, is not & true snd Apostoli-
cal Churh, tesching and maintaining the doot-
rine of the Apostles; let him be excommuniocat-
ed fpgo facte. and not restored, but only by the
Arcnpisnop, afier his repentance and public re-
vocation of this his wicked error’ (Canon 2).
* So far was it from the purpose of the Church
of Eugland to forsake and reject the Churches
of Italy, France, Spain, Germany, or any such
like Cnurches, in all things whioh they held
and praotised, that as the -Apdlogy of the
Church of Huogland confesseth, it doth with
reverence retain those cerew.onies, which doth
neither endunger the Churoh of God nor of-
fend the minds of sober men ; and only depart-
ed from them in thuse particular points where- _
1n they were tallen, both from themselves in
their ancient integrity and from the Apostoli-
oal Churo hes which were their firat jonnders”

{Canon 30),

The chief thing that was done in Henry’s
reign w 8to deulure that tne Bishop of Rume
haa no authority in Kngland. Tne reforma-
tion of the Church of Hogland, as we have
seen, was gradoal, extending through several
reigns, Now, it should be remembered, as we
have suid abuve, that the very term ‘reforma-
tion” implies a previous existence, We do not
gpeak ot a thing e xisting for 1he first time as
being reformed. Now, the law of England

knows of bu: one Chucch existing'in England
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from the beginning of -that nation & history un-
til the present day—<he Church of England.
At the Reformation no one im#fgined that this
same Church had come to an end and & new
one taken its place, -

As people ins18t on olassifying the Church of
England among the Protestant religious bodies,
we olaim that we &re met by a unique faot
in the history of Protestautism when we ex
amine the history of the English Church, for
upon investigation we find that that Churoh did
not originate at the Reformation, and that it
was not tounded by King Henry VIII, ERvery-
one is willing to admit that the Anglican
Charch has existed from the time of Henry
VIIL to the present. History not only proves
this 1o be so, bat also that the Church of Bog-
land existed previous to her reformation. We

“have already seen that all of-the rincipal sects
of to day arose soon after the Reformation, be~
ing fonnded by man, In the case of the Eng-
lish Church, it is just the opposite. Now,
something must be wrong with Protestantism
to classify the Church of Bogland in the vast
army of those who are opposed to Episcopal
government and Cathohie dogma,  Either
Protestants are willing to misrepresent facta in
Eaoglish Church history, and so obseure the or-
igin and Catholicity of that Church, or else
they are willing .to concede to Rome all that is
Catholic, thus plainly showing their ignorance
of ecolesiastical history. Bnt Chnrobhmen
should kuow better, and they should even vin-
dicate their mother—the Church—from unjast
allegations brought against her by Romanists
and Protestants.—Church Critic.

APOSTOLIC RITE OF OONFI1RMA-
TION.

By rag Riear REv. THE BisHop oF SpRIRG-
FIELD, '

The laying on of hands by Christ’s chief
minister, the Bishop, is the complement of
Holy Baptiem. It was recognized as of vital
importance by all the Apestles, who had stood
around our Lord, and heard His last command
on earth ; “ Go ye, therefore, and teach all na-
tions, baptizing them in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost,
teaching them to observe all things whatso-
ever | have commanded you, and lo,Iam with
you slway, even unto the end of the world.
Amen” (St. Matt. xxviii. 19, 20), These Apos-
tles, when they heard that Samaria had receiy-
ed the word o1 God, sent two of their namber,
St, Peter and St. John, to lay their hands on
the heade of those whom St. Philip, the inspir-
ed deacon, had baptized. 8t. Philip was pre.
eminently under the control of the Blessed
Spirit, The Holy Ghost direoted his footsteps,
transported him- from ome place to another,
and gave him the power of working miracles ;
and yet he deemed it to be necessary that more
shonid be done for his converts than he, a dea
gon, could do, and hence he invoked the as-
sistance of those above him in office, the Apos-
tles, They, in their aollective capacity, agreed
with St. Philip that it was neocessary that his
word should be supplemented by their official
presence and aots, and accordiegly we read
(Acts'viii. 14): *“Now when the Aposties,
which were at Jerusalem, heard that Samaria
had received the word of God, they sent anto
them Peter and John.” Let us face the facts,
An inepired deacon, who was especially the
child ot the Holy Ghost, snd who ocould work
miracles, preaches the Gospel in Samaris, thirty
miles north of Jerusalem, wins converts, and
baptizes them. One would suppose that such
a minister as St Philip could do ali that was re-
guisite for the salvation of his flock; bat so he
did not think, nor did the assembled Apoatles.
Tuey felt, St. Philip and the Apostles, that
something more was needed, and henoce, when

there were no canals, or railroads, or telegraphs,
or penny posts, the inspired deacon sends a
measage the best way he could to the Apostles
st Jerusalem, thirty miles away; and they
gend back in response two of tbeir nnmber, the
very chiefest of their body, St. Peter and St.
John, who make this journey of thirty miles
along a rugged and dangerous road to imparta
spiritual gift, which the inspired and miracle
working deacon could not bestow.. No oon-
clugion save one can be drawn from these faots,
nawely, that St. Philip, the deacon, and all the
Aposties thought it & matter of supreme im-
portance that those who had been baptized
should receive the imposition or laying on of
hanids from Christ's ohief ministers, the Bishops,
in the Church of God, _

Two other questions ought to be asked by

everyone who believes in the Bible. First,
did 8t. Philip, in baptizing his converts, or St.
Peter and St. John, in confirming them, give a
spiritual blessing of and from themselves, or
was it from God ? Of course it was from God,
and hence the gift came not because the per-
son administering baptism was St. Philip, or be-
cause the persone administering confirmation
where St. Peter and St. John, but because the
one held an office from God which empowered
him to baptize, and the others an office from
the same source which empowered them to
oconfirm ; that is, the offives bring the biessings,
pot the men who happen to hold those offises.
The same offices are with us now, here, and
they are capuble of conveying, and do oconvey
to those qualified to recerve them, the same
benefitsa and privileges which they imparied
when 8t. Pailip and Sc. Peter and Su John held
them, The offices do noi rise and fall n value
and power with the varying talents and accom-
plishments and circumstances of those who hold
them, :
The second question which every thoughtfal
person should press mpon himuelf is thus: If
ever external rites and sscraments were un-
necessary, was it not when inspired men were
living on the earth ? was it not when the
Apostles, who could work miracles, and by the
power of the Holy Ghost could discern the
spirits of men and read their hearts, wore here?
Was it not jast at that time and under thoso
circumstances that Holy Baptism and Confir-
mation, and the Lord's Supper, could be dis-
pensed with? Would not ihe Apostles’ in-
structions and sermons, falling #8 they did trom
inspired lips, be & substituie for all eXternal
rites and ssoraments ? And ye: of all lmes
when the Apostles were on earth, were those
when the Bishops, priests and deacons were
most osreful to sdminister these means of
grace and the people most eager to receive
tnem. Can we sappose, if we profess and call
ourselves Christians, that the inspired Apostles
and their associates and subordinates msade
long and periloas journeys to perform useloss
rites, and take part in mere ceremonies 7 We
have the mind of Christ in the teaching and
conduot of the Apostles ; and they taught both
by precept and example that the sacraments
and means of grace are of supreme importance;
hence their converts, we read, continued stead-
1astly in their dootrine and tetiowship, and in
breaking of bread, and in prayers; hence the
inspired deacon baptizes the HKunuch and the
Samaritans, hence St. Peter and St, John made
a long and tedious journey to confirm; hence
Saul ot Tarsus, after he was called from hesven
by the Lord Jesus in person, was commsanded
to be baptized and wash away his sins.

Have you been baptized? Have you been
confirmed? Are yon continuing steadtustly in
the ** preaking of bread”? If nos, remember
that you cannot plead that the Bible teaches
you that these things are unnecessary. It may
be that they are, but it 80 you have learned the
faot from some other revelution, for so thought
not the inspired deacon St Philip, nor all ihe
Aposties, nor St. Panl, nor our Lord, nor the
Holy Ghost, a8 we learn from the Acts of the
Holy Apostles,—Church Critic,

CANON S0OTT HOLLAND ON ST.
PAUL'S CATHEDRAL, -

A lecture was delivered lately at Toynbee
Hall, by Canon Scott Holland, on St. Puul's
Oathedral,

The leoturer divided his subjeot into three
heads-—the historical, the arohiteotural, and
the present uses of St. Paul's Cathedral, He
traced the early history of its foundation,
stating that it stood on the high ground or

hill, on the edge of the Roman camp. The old
Roman fort covered tho ground which Cannon
Sireet Station now oconpies. About the year
314 there was 8 sm-~1l Christian colony, with a
bishop at its head, but of which nothing was
known, its Christian bistory ending with the
departure of the Romane, The actuul history of
St. Paul's commenced with Pope Gregary the
Great, who altor his interviow with the English
oaptives, sent over Angustine, about the year
586-604, There were threo great churvhes
built on the spot ; the first by the Suxonsabout
the year 310, and the second by the Normans,
begun somewhere about 1080, and which
continned until the Great Fire in 1666, This
was the largest in extent, covering with its
oloisters and outbuildings the surrounding
ground now oooupled by Mossrs, Hitohoook
und Williams, and other firms. 1twus 120 years
before it was completed, in the year 1200. Ad-
ditions were conunaally made, and it was &
most magnificent siracturs, the spire towering
120 feet higher than the dome of the present
edifice. It was surrounded by six gates, one of
which was St. Puul’s Chain, deriving its name
from the faot that when the gate was open
8 chain was drawn aoross, 80 that foot-passen-
gers had to pass through tho narrow openings,
Paul's Cross was an open pulpit, und stood cut-
side the Cathedral At the oross a good deal of
the history of London centred. There a man
would preach, and tell all that was going on;
in faot he performed the tunction of the leading
article of a newspaper. Carlyle said that 8,
Paul's Cross was the Times, edited by heaven
itgelf. Here the Popes balls and excom.
munioations wore proolsimed, and every kind
of public snnouncement was mude, In the
time of the swesting sickness, which oarried off
80 many peuple, the Pope sent over his re.
medy, ana &t St Paul's Uross it was road, It
consisted of u vertain number of paturnosters,
pensncey, &o., and the psuent wus W fust on
bresd and water for # forinight durciog the
year, or get some ono olso to do so for him,
The spot on which the cross stood was long
unknown, but the founduation-stone was dis-
covered when some exoavations were being
made, and the Pigeons fountain in the garder
ocoupied the spot where the cross ouce stood,
Many exsoutions had taken place at tho cross,
In the reign of James IL. an attempt was mado
to restore the oathedral, and & lurge sum of
money was raised for vhe purpose, bat nothing
was done, Cromwell turned 1t into a barraclks,
Ou the restoration ot Chuarles 11. the King sent
for Christopher Wren, who proposed w0 olear
out the centre and baild a dome over it, but the
Great Fire of London occurred and put a stop
to the work, Wren then won!d have nothing
to do with thoe old stractare, but comsented
to build a newone. The lecturer then went
into the queation of the architectaral design.
The church took thirty~five years to build, and
was finished in 1710, Wren's work wus slways
done substantially ; in tact, he said he *built
for eternity.'—Church Bells,

The last number of & closing year

would seem to be a fitting occasion
" for taking a brief retrospect,and
for discovering where we stand,
and what we have done, and what
lies before us. While in this, a8 in
all other works of fallible men,
there is much room for humiliation
and self reprcach, there is, never-
theless, s0 muoh of assured progress
visible on any intelligent retro.
spection, that those who have
taken part in our work may thank
God for His blessing which has
rested on our labors. The exten-
sion of our empire, perhapsin some
oases againet our will, is a patent

faot, It would seem as thoungh,

however much statesmen may de-

precate the responsibilities of ra-

gidly extending dominions, those
ominions will grow in spite of all,
a8 by & law external and irresistible.
The same things are being repro-
duced, and the same feelings ob-
trude themselves, in the smaller
sphere of our work, In a valuable
paper on “ The Spiritual Counter-
part to Imperial Destiny,” which
appeared in our pages in January
1888, there ocourred the following
thonghtful passage : ** Divine Pro-
vidence see.:.8 to havo been leading
us forward, or we might almost say
hurrying us onwards, with broath-
less speed to a greatnoss and infla-
ence which grows day by day and
year by year; and we increase,
moreover, from time to time our
territorial possessions. And so we
have almost learned to look upon

-« ourselves ss being destined for yet

* higher eminence, and to believe in
what the Bishop of Durham called
gome time since the * Lmperial Des-
tiny of Great Britain.'! Nor can it
be meroly foolich pride when sunch
men as Bishop Lightfoot refer 1o
the idea at solomn seasons such as
a Churoh Congress; rather must
we regard the expansion of Eng-
land as an admitied fact on which
we should medilate bumbly and
golemnly, that wo may try to un-
derstand the Will of God concern-
ing it. “The outspread of the vari-
ous branches of the English speak-
ing race must have a wide inflaence
upon the futiure of the world.”

The Sooiety’s original constitn-
tion pointed to its expanding with
the growth of the British Empire,
and wonderfully has it fulfilled the
objects of its founders, It may
olaim the credit of having planted
the Churoh in the great majority of
ihe British Colonies; but being in
an unique gense the Missionary
orgsan of the Church of England, it
has followed not merely the grow
ing empire but the flag of Great

- Britain, which floats over all seas,
Whether it has been a wise policy
thus to sitempt to occupy regiouns
go vast that only enormous re-
gources can cope with their neces-
sities is & matter of opinion. As a

. maiter of fact 1t has been found
impossible to turn 8 deaf ear to
those, Bishops and others, who
have given themselves to the work

of earrying the ‘Gospel to remote

things material, The consequente’
is that the Missions eyerywhere-are.
woak and undermanned, snd patural
progreas is arrested by insnfficient
machinery.

This growth of the Society’s work
has been go gradual and nataural
that many of its warmest friends

may be pardoned if they have not|g

marked it, jast as many patriotio
citizens have taken the growth of
our empire 8s & thing of natural
development.

From the Society’s point of view,
such an saftitude on the part of
Churchmen is disastrous, Think-
ing that as the Bogciety has done
well in the past it will do well in
the future, they continue their help
on the scale of long ago, when the
field of its work was only a portion,
and a small portion, of what it is
to-day, and its income not propor-
tionately less but even much larger
than now.

We think, then, a brief retrospect
of certain features in the Sooiety’s
work and position 22 years ago,
and & comparison of its work and
needs to-day, will be interesting to
our readers, and possibly beneficial
to the Society’s exchequer, if it
impresses the moral whioh we shall
hope to deduce.

Taking, therefore, & glanoce at the
work twenty years ago, and com:
paring it with the story of to-day,
we find that there was in 1869 no
mexstion in the Annual Report of
the Dioceses of Lahore or Hangoon,
of Japan or North China, of Preto-
ria, or of Madgascar, There was
no work at all being done in Japan,
North China, or io Fiji. There was
Mission work being done on a small
scale in Lahore and Rangoon, which
formed part of the Diocese of Cal.
outts, and there was & feeble strug-
gling Mission on the low lying east
ocoast of Madagasoar. TneSooiety’s
respnsibilities te these countries in
the present year involve an ex.
penditure of mnearly £17,000; in
1869 probably ss many handreds
of pounds would have met all de-
mands,

In 1269 the Society’s grant to
Raupert's Land was £275—all that
was asked for, and probably all that
was needed. The colony was then
& vast hunting ground, from which
immigrants were warned off. The
great Canadian Pacific Railway had
not then laid its iron trail scross
that country and joined two oceans ;
it had not entered into the dreams

.of the most patriotic of Canadians,

In twenty years the single diocese
hag contributed greatly to the en-
dowment of St. John's College at
Winnipeg, and of the clergy in the
original Diocese of Rupert’s Land,
and its annual expenditure in this
ecclesiastical provinoe is now nearly
£6,000, as against £276 in 1869.

Canada, All the children should
be educaicd together, and Le
believed that the broad truths of
Christianity could be taveht with-
out offence to ary. Even the
seoularist most admit that if moral
and religions training of that kind
did his child no good it would do
him po harm. Capadisne had a
grand heritage, and our children
should be taught that this was a
country ' wortb living for, In

. geography and history, the teach

ing should be “Canada firat ;" then
enough rogarding the mother coun
try to show that it is the glory of
our Dominion to be a portion, and
an inoreasingly important portion,
of the grand old British Empire.
Canadian youth should learn that
our country acknowledged no supe
rior on this continent, and that if
need be she was abandantly able to
take care of herself in resisting ag-
gression from the great big fellow to
the south, as she had dome in the
past; that the tie which united us
to the Mother Land should never
be broken. (Heariy and ropeated
applause.) Moral education neces
garily included Temperance. The
ovils of drinking, the nature and
offoots of alcohol, the fact that
stimulants were never DEO0esBAry
except a8 medicine; trat health,
comfort and safety alike suggested
total abstinence, could and ghould be
