The Board of Managemont of the above
Society met in St. Jobn's Hall, Ottaws, on
Wednesday, April 4th, 1894, at 10 o’clock a. m.

There were prosent:—From the Diocese of
Fredericton, A. P. Tippet, Esq. ; Huron, the
Lord Bishop; Nisgara, the Lord Bishop and
Rev. Goo, Forneret; Nova Scotia, the Lord
Bishop ; Ontario, the Archdeacon of Kingston,
Rov. Rural Dean Pollard, R.T. Walkem, Esq.,
Q. C., B. V. Rogors, Eaq., Q. C.; Quebec, Capt.
Carter ; Toronto, the Lord Bishop, Rev, Canon
Cayley, Rev. A. J. Broughall, the Rev. Canon
Mockridge, D. D., secrotary-ireasurer, The
Dioceses of Algoma and Montreal were unre-
prosented.

The Lord Bishop of Toronto presided, and
opencd the proceedings with prayer.

The Lord Bishop of Saskatchewan and Cal-

ary, Rev. Canon Sweeny, D, D., and Rov,
fﬂ. ., Crawford were invited to seats at the
Board.

The secrotary-treasuror road the minutes of
tho last rogular meeting of the Boura, and of
thospecinl meeting hold lust January in Toronto,
both of which, on motion, were confirmed,

The secrolary-treasuror rond lottors :—

1. From Rov.J G. Wallor, giving a roport of
his work at Nagano Shinano for tho yonr 1893;
also & lotter {from Bishop Bickersteth, of Japan,
rogarding Mr. Waller's work, and recommend-
ing that & sum of monoy be ruised, if possible,
to procure u residence iu Nagano for Mr. Waller,
tho cost of which would be about one thousand
or fifteon hundred dollurs.

11, From Mius Jonnio C. Smith, asking for ar-
sistance in procuring nurses, nutive doctor, und
drugs necossary for her work.

A rosolution to the offect that Miss Smith's
application do lie on tho table until it is settled
that the mission building ut Nagano can be pro-
vided, so that sho may romove thero und work
under Mr, Waller, sy recommended by the
Bishop of Japan, having been lost, it was ro-
solved :—

[1] That tbis Bonrd grant Miss Smith the
sup of one hundrod dollars quartorly inac vance
for payment of nurses, native doctor, and drugs,
while sho remains in Kobe, as mentioned in
Miss Smith's lottor.

[2] That the Board grant out of the balanco
now al the credit of unappropriated foreign
mission fund ~dollars towards tho purchuse
of tho lot and oreotion of tho mission buildings
at Nagono, a8 recommended by tho Bishop of
Japan, and that an enrnost appeal bo mado for
tho balanco at the missionary meeting this even-
ing, and through the Church papers, so that
theso buildings, which are 80 necessary to the
work of tho Canadian mission in Japan, may be
provided without delay,

It was resolved :—

[8] That the lotter of tho Bishop of Japan be
rotorred to u special commitlee, whoso duty
shall bo to necortain what title can  bo obtained
to mission land and buildings, and how the
views of tho bishop can bo carried out; and
that, it in the opinion of tho committee & grant
oan bo gafoly mado for the purpose, the com-
mittoo bo authorized to sanction such a grant,
not oxocoeding two thousand dollars,

That tho committee be tho Bishop of Toronto,
the Bishop of Huron, tho Bishop of Niagara,
Dr, R, T. k)Vulkom, and Mr. R. V. Rogoers.

A dotail statement of the financial condition
of The Canadian Church Magazine and Mission
News, and also of the Canadian Church Juvenile,
was laid upon-the table, and shows that the re-
coipts are substantially gaining upon the outlay,
there being a small balance of $11.65 to the
good. It is to be romembered, however, that a
note of §500 given by the directors ofthe Board
to meot past indebtedness of the magazine is
still outstanding against the society. Both
periodicals, however, are increasing in circula-
tion, and renewed interest in them is evidenced.

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A well-attended missionary meeting was held
in St. John's Hall in the evening ; The Lord
Bishop of Toronto in the chair, Good, practical
speeches were made by the Lord Bishop of
Saskatchewan and Calgary, Nova Scotia, and
Huron. The collection amounted to $45.14.

The Board reasembled on Thursday morning,
April 5th, when it was resolved :—

(10] That the unappropriated fands for
Domestic Missions be divided as last year,

Regarding the application of St. James'
Cathedral W, A, it was resolved ;—

[11] That, in the opinion of the Board, the
applicution should, more properly be made lo
the Woman's Auziliary of the Diocese ot
Toronto.

By resolution :—

[12] A grant of $480 was made to the Bishop
of New Westminister for Chinese work in bis
diocese,

In order to remove misunderstanding as to
the distribution of the funds for Foreign
Missious, it was resolved :—

[18] Thatthe secretary-treasurer be request-
ed to publish in The Canadian Church Magazine
and Mission News, and elsewhere, a statcment of
such distribution, showing clearly the sub-
stantial reasons for the apparent inequality of
grants to the varions English socioties.

It was resolved :—

[14] That tho secrotary-treasurer,in conjunc-
tion with the Bishop of Toronto and Dr.
Walkem, be authorized totake such steps as
may be necessary to got the Domestic and
Foreign Missionary Society of the Church of
Englund in Canada incorporated in the various
provinces,

[15] The application of Rev. F. W, Kennedy
to be sent as a missionary to Japan was con-
sidered and accepted, subject to the usual condi-
tions.

The secretary-treasurer introduced the ques-
tion of the free distribution of pyramid mite
boxes among the children of the church., It
was resolved :—

[16] That the secretary-treasurer be authoriz-
ed (o procure and distribute, gratuitously, boxes,
similar in character to the pyramid mite box,
to the children for their Lenten offerings.

The letter of Rev. W. A, Burman, secretary
of the Missionary Committee of the General
Synod, was discussed. It was resolved :—

[17) That a committee, consisting of the
Bishop of Toronto, the soeretary-treasurer, Rov.
A. J. Broughall, and R, T. Walkem, Esq., Q.
C., be appointed to draw up suggestions asked
for by the joint commitice on the missionary
work of the Church, and submit them to the
noxt meeting of this Board.

Captain Carter introduced the question (of
which he had given notice) to reconsider the
whole matter of the appointment of a secretary-
treasurer, but withdrew it,

Certain necessary alterations were mado in
the order of business for the proceedings of the
Board, and the following resolutions were
adopted :—

[18] That Messrs L. H, Baldwin and Geo. B.
Kirkputrick, members of the Board, from the
Diocese of Toronto, be the auditors of this Board
for the ensuing year, and that they have
authority to employ a professional accountant
for the purpose of assisting in the auditing of
the accounts of the secretary-treasurer.

[19] That inview of the statement of tho
secretary-treasurer to this Board that it is im-
possible for himto retain his position on the
salary of $1,800 per annum, be having been
obliged to give up all parochial duty acd give
his whole time to the service of the Board, he
be allowed the sum of $2,000 for the ensuing
year.

[20] That the secretary-treasurer be instruct-
ed 1o forward, annually, to each of the bishcps
whose diocese is receiving aid from this Board
the form adopted at the meoting in 1886, and

to request that the same be returned to bim
before ,and to inform the bishops that
the Board cannot consider the apportionment of
their unappropriated funds in the case of any

articular diocese until the statement asked for
18 before the Board.

QUEBEC.

Caurcr Soctery.—The annual meoting of
the Church Society on the 6th inst, in Victorin
Hall, iu the city of Quebec, was a gralifying
success in every particular. The Lord Bishop
of the Diocese occupied the chair, and there
were with him upon the platform the Bishop of
Vermont, the Very Rev. the Dean of Quebec,
the Revs. Principal Adams, Cunon Thornloe,
Canon Foster, Canon Von Ifland, Cunon
Richardson, A. J. Balfour, J. B. Dobbage,
Norrie and Parroch, and the Hon, George
Irvine, Hon. H. G. Joly and John Hamilton,
Esq. The Bishop expressed his regret at the
absonce of the Von. Archdeacon Roe, who was
too indisposed to attend tho meeting ; and also
at the absenco of Chancellor Henneker, who
was to have been onc of tho speakers of the
evening, but had been ordered to Bermuda on
account of his health. His place was most ably
filled by Jobn Hamilton, Esq., who delivered
an oxcellent and practical speech oxplanatory
of the position and aims of the Church Socidty.
It was established some fifty yeurs ago, and had
now about one-half million dollars invested, the
interest of which they were using for various
purposes, having paid stipends last year
amounting to $25,592, besides 82,500 to infirm
clergymen and $3,087 to the widows and or-
phans of clergymen. Aid wagalso given to six-
teen schools in poor districts, and §740 had been
contributed towards the education of the chil-
dren of the clergy. Outfits of 8100 had been
given to four young men, and the building of

three churches and two parsonages had been
aided. The Society also had circulated many
hundreds of Bibles, Prayer Books, etc., and a
sum of §40,000 had been raised for the Bishop
William’s Memorial Fund, All these funds had
to be maintained and increased, Though there
was an incroase in the stipends paid to the
clergy, thoso were still too small, and though
tho regularity of their payment was cause of
satiafaclion, it was mainly because the amount
was so small. Ho bosFoko not only money,
but also active, personal interest in the work of
the Society. He roforred to the liberal response
made in St, Mathow's and the Cathedral to the
appeal of a clorgyman from Rupert's Land,
who had told a number of interesting and pa-
thetic stories of his work, but ho knew just as
pathetic tales in relation to the Diocose of
Quebec. He urged more systomatic colloc-
tion for the funds of the Society, believing that
gome people could and would give five and ten
times moro than what they actually did if neces-
gsary information were placed before them. Ho
appealed to those present to scoro ont their old
subscriptions and begin anew.

Mr. Hamilton was followed by the Rev.
Canon Thornloe, M.A., Rector of Sherbrooke,
who delivered a vory cloquont addross, and was
greoted with loud and prolonged applause, o
spoke of tho similurity of the position of the
Church in tho Iastern Townships and in the
neighboring Dioceso of Vormont, the See of
Bishop Hall, who was present and was to ad-
dress the meoting. Tho difficultios to be con-
tended with in both places wero much the same.
In spouking of theso he noted tho sectarian
divisions which led poople to becomo utterly in-
ditferent 1o religious forms, inducing unsteadi-
ness and lack of constuncy, and indiscriminate
going to all Churches, and finally coming to be-
liove in none in particulur. Another difficulty
was tho old and unfounded prejudice agninst
the Church of lingland, which wus regarded as
formul, exclusive, unspiritual, which projudice
was becoming extinet, and the people wore
learning to love, npprecinte and roespect The
Church. Ho reforred to a case in the Hustorn
Townships, where there had boen no Church of
England, but where there wore Adventists,
Luthevans, Unitarians, Mothodists, Presby-
teriany, Baptists, Congrogationalists, Roman
Catholics, and no religionists at all. In this
township activo work had been undertaken by
the Church, and funds raised largely in Quebec
city for the ercction of a pretty little Church
building and a comfortable parsonnge, and o
clergyman had boen placed in charge, and the
worlk was prospering. At another place, pretty
much of the same character, the Bishop had re-
cently been called upon, and a mission had been
held, and many had come forward and joined
the Church. A prominent resident of the place
had himself ofterod to undertake a vory large
share of the cost of the building, and there wus
now a flourishing mission at this point,

Another difficully was how Lo get mon and
meuns to answor the calls which were made
upon the Church. This in the past had been
largely obtuined through the private munifi-
conce of individual laymen and through tho
noble Church Society in whoee interosts they
wore guthered. Mo spoke of the admirable
management of its funds, not one cent of which
had been lost through bad investments during
the fifty years of tho Society's existenco,
Although this was due largely to the business
wlent of the able and noble laymeu connected
with the Society, yet it had also beon because
the hand of God was upon it.

The third address was delivered by the
Bishop of Vermont, whoso cloquence is well
koown, IHe commenced by referring fo the
fact that, as ncighbors and friends, there was
always a cortain amount of intercourse between
Vermoant and Quebec, one Mission in Vermont
being actually served by a priest from the Dio

)
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cese of Quebec. Ho also referred to his having
beon an English priest, though now an Ameri-
can Bishop, and not being a stranger of Canada,
having preached missions and held retreats
both for clergy and laity from Halifax to New
Wostminster, He had heard much of the ox-
cellent plan of the Church Society for the pay-
ment of country clergymen, the * Quebec plan”
80 called, and had come up tolearn all about it.
He coincided in Canon Thornloe's views 28 to
the similarity ot the work and its difficulties in
his own Diocese and that of Quebec. S]genking
of the tendehcy of the peoplo in both Dioceses
to go West, he said ; Lot them go, only givo
them something to take with them. We owe
somothing to the West. Let them be well in-
structed Churchmen when they go, dovout
Christians, gocd Quobec Churchmen, good Ver-
mont Churchmen.” Reforring to the fact thot
in both Dioceses tho Church was o small body
in the midst of hostile populations, ho said that
in order to accomplish her worlk in this parti-
cular the Church must be truly reformod and
yeot truly Catholic.

He expressoed his approbation of, the assoss-
ment plan adopted by the Church Socioty for
raising and paying the stipend of the differcnt
clorgy, feeling thal & clorgyman should not be
altogothor dependont upon his congroegation if
he was to be {roe to rebuke whore robuke was
nooded, to speuk out independently when neces-
sarys “ A rich ungodly laymun who had per-
haps contracted nn unholy marriage, or who
had offended in some other way and could
niot endure to have his pot vico denounced,
would perbaps hold his purso-strings s0 tightly
if his 0{’ergyman dared to spenk that the lutter
would be either equeezod out or sturved out.”
Ho was decidedly opposed to ullowing the con-
grogation the power to starve out u clergyman
when they were tired of him. Ho referred also
to tho Pension Itund and the Widow and Or-

han's Fund, and advocated the interests of tho

attor, although himsolf & colibuto; but ho
plonded for n cluss of unmurried clorgy, who
oither for & number of yours or tor lifo would
give themsolves up ontirely without any
thoughts or afloctions, dividod by domestic tics
and human comiorts, to the promotion ulone of

God's glory, like the saintly Bishop Stewart, of

Quobec. Church people in this Dioceso had ox-
cellent traditions, and to them he begued Lthem

to adhoro.

Aftor tho singing of a hymn and the taking
up of tho collection, & ‘cordial voto of thanks
was proposed to the spenkers of the ovening Ly
the Hon. Mr. Joly, seconded by the ﬁon.
Goorgo 1rvine, and the Lord Bishop of the Dio-
cose, bofore putting the motion, spoke of tho
solf-donying lubors of the country clorgy, and
urged moro considerntion for their condition,
roforring to tho privations thoy endured and the
diffienlt work thoy hud toundertake., IIo mon-
tioned that last year ho had confirmed 1,150
onndidates, who a8 n rulo wero better and more
carofully propared for tho holy rite than cou-
firmoes in lingland ; and ho was reported to
have concluded by saying: ¢ When such excol-
lent work was going on it was u shumo that it
should be hindered in romotlo country districts
whore the truth was not known, by the drivel-
ling nonsonse sont out from Quebec, which
horo, of course could not be productivo of any
harm. It was indeed sad to think of God's work
hindered by the wickednoss of man, In conolu-
* sion he asked for daily prayor for the Church
Sovigty and for Church work in the diocese,
and said that all qualified Churchmen in the
oity should be ready to serve upon romo of the
Commnitteos of tho Society.” (Applause.)

His Lordship closed the mooting with the
Bonodiotion.

BISHOI'S’ COLLEGE.
A meoting of tho Trustees,and of the Corpora-
slon of tho Colloge was held in Montroal on the

4th inst., at which the Lord Bishop of Montreal
the president, presided, and there was a full at-
tendance of trustees and Council.

The accounts for 1893 were submitted, and re-
ceived ; & resolution of condolence passed in
connection with the death of Rev. Canon Robin-
gon, M, A. of Abbotsford, and Col. Kippan, of
Lennoxville, members of the Corporation that
have died since the last meeting; Reports
wore roceived as to College and School, all of
which were satisfactory. The attendance at
theschool is now abont ninety. A vote of thanks
was passed to the Hon. Geo. Irvine for a gift
of books to the library.

MARBLETON.

From the reports presented at tho annusl
vostry meeting on Iaster Monday it was ap-
parent that during the six months of Mr,
Weary's incumbency, & decided and energetic
rovival of Churchwork had been attained and
the prospect for the future were very premis-
ing. The total outstanding debt against the
church and parsonage wus now reduced to
only 8145, which it wus confidently expocted
would, though the Ladies, Guilds, bo wiped
out during the summer. [t was decided that
the Ruv. 1. S. Chupman should be rsquested to
prepure un historical account of tho past history
of tho parish, to bo kept of record in the Purish-
book, = A specinl vote of thanks was tendered
to the Rev, Mr, Chapman for his many genorous
gifls and untiring zeal in church work, and to
tho Rov. 6. Wounry, tho incumbent, for a new
and beautiful baptismal font. Thanks were also
roturned the Lindies Guild,the choir, Miss Chap-
man, und My, G, P, Hunt. Mcssrs Bennet and
J. . Burkor woro re-clectod wardens.

Sho told many tales of
Indinns suffering and dying without & know-
ledge of tho truth, and of the need of more
workers, the field boing so large.

St. James,—The roctor in his fourth annual
roview of tho work done in the parish, which
appeurs in the Parish Magazine for April, notes
with sutisfaction the continual incroase in at-
tendanceat Holy Communion,of which he says:
#The 1oly Communion is the Lord’s own servico
and should hold the first placoe in the services of
tho Lord’s Day.” At the Eastor vestry mool-
ing, the Church warden's report showod totnl
recoipts 82,664 and exdondituros 840 less.

Biocese of Furon.

LONDON.

St. Paul's,—The services in connection with
the re-opening of St. Paul's Cathedral here on
tho 8th of April wereimpressive and interest-
ing, and woro attended by enormous congrega-

tions; every sont in the magnificent edifice be-
ing filled, and yet many being forced to stand,
and others unable to obtain access.

At the servico at 11 a.m, thero wore present
the Lord Bishop of Toronto, the Lord Bishop of
Huron, and the following clergy : the Very Rev.
Dean Innes, M.A., Rector of 8t. Pauls; Canons
E. Davis, J. W. P. Smith, J. B. Richardson,
London; W, A. Young and Rev, W. R, Hicks,
Simcoe; W. E. Srott, Ridgatown ; Rev. Mr.
Jacobs, Sarnia; and J, P. Curran, Brantford.

The Lord Bishop of Toronto acted as cele-
brant, and Bishop Baldwin as speciul preacher,

The music was very fine; being rendered by
a large choir of men and boys, assisted by ladies,
uuder the direciion of Mr. Geo. Buckley Sippi,
F. 8. 8c., Eng. The splendid organ filled the
building with sound, having been enlarged and
beautified. In tho afternoon the Rev, Principal
Miller was the preacher, and the building was
again crowded, In the evening the Right Rov,
Dr, Sweatman, Bishop of Toronto, preached ;
tho throng at tho two services preceding being
oxcecded, hundreds boing turned away unable
o obtain entrance, and it was with difficulty
that standing room could be found inside. The
musiec wag Again mugnificont. His Lordship
preached an able sermon from Haggaiii. 9:
*The glory of this latter houso shall bo greater
than that of the former, saith the Lord of
hosts,” The accnustic propertios of the Cathe-
dral appoar to bo all that could be desired; tho
proncher of the day being ensily heard in all
parts of the building. The offertory at the sov-
eral sorvices was large. T'ho organ, which was
built gomo twenty years ago by Warren & Son,
of Toronto, and always considered & very fine
one, has beon improved by tho addition of the
latost applinnces, and & wavoe arch filled with
pipes has been added, The key-bourd has been
glucod on & line with tho front row of the choir

oys, in such a position as to enable tho organist
to seo tho wholo choir, Within the organ thero
is no meohanism seen. As a primary part of
tho rystom, tiny magnots are provided which
have their magnet circuit completo, and require
but tho fuintest impulse of olectricity to oner-
giso thom, but on the romoval of the pancls of
tho organ, u net work of wire is scen, all of
whioh are laid to tost boards at the sides of the
oonsolo and aro then formed into n cable trans-
mitting the current to the magnots .above de-
soribed. The koys are hinged at the back so as
to allow porfoot freedom of regulation, and they
aot when turned up as when in their proper
position, Tho response to tho touch is instan-
" taneous, Tho pedal combination innovations
are tho crescendo and full organ pedals, the
former of which brings on the stops one after
another, commencing with tho softest and work-
ing up to the full orgun, including all couplors
as may be dosired by the playor, and reducing
again at will.  The full ergan pedal brings on
tho full.power of the instrumont instantane-
ously.

The following letter has just been received
by the Genoral Cor. Secretary of the Woman’s
Auxiliary from Mrs, Sillitoe :

“I regret exceedingly to tell you that
the Bishop is again suffering from an at-
tack of pneumonia, the third within the last
iwelve months. He has been terribly over
worked lately owing to baving the whole work
of this parish on his hands, besides his own
proper work. A fortnight ago yesterday
[March 31st.] he returned from taking a confir-
mation in Kamloops, with a cold and although
feoling very ill, got through the early celebra-
tion and morning service at the Cathedral on
Palm Sunday and then went to St Pauls,
Vancouver, for a confirmation, After that he
returned home and went to bed and there he
still is. Ho is quite unable to attend to busi-
ness,and since Mr. Irvine left at Christmas has
had no secretary. Consequently there is an
alarming pile of unopened letters. Would you
send a notice to the Church papers, otherwise
people will wonder why their lotters remained
unanswered. The doctors say the Bishop
must iake a thorough and long rest and must
go away for next winter. Itis much easier to
order such a change than to carry it out. The
new rector for this parish arrived on Friday
lnst, so the Bishop has that off his mind,

THE RESURRECTION AND HUMAN
LONGINGS.

The nobler man's little life on earth is made,
the moroe inoxplicable it becomes if there is
nothing boyond. If *‘to-morrow we die,” it
woro wise enough to ‘“‘eat and drink;” but
mere wasto and folly to *fight with beasts at
Liphosus.” Tt is by a perfectly wise instinct
that mon regard pain as & warning that some-
thing is wrong; the pain of hunger and thirst,
tho pain of a hlow, the obscure and often ex-
crucialing pains of various forms of disease, all
put them on their guard. A life of continued
suffering, regarded as & whole, would not be
worth living ; and solfinflicted suffering, for no
future and permanent benefit, would be empty
folly. Indoed, foremost among the natural in-
dications—why may we not say proofs ? of im-
mortality, is this sense of incompleteness, which
incrouses with the incrense of all that is noblest
and best in human purposes and lives. There
must be something beyond ; there must be some
opportunity of finishing what has been so well
bogun ; the best of earthly life is manifestly but
u part of some beautiful whole, which some-
where must be attainable,

Such hopes are inextinguishable, and the
noblest of men have lived in the spirit of this
bolief; but still the spirit longed for some abso-
lute demounstration, some one conclusive in-
stance, of a lifo that death had no power to
break, No mere poetry or metaphor can sat-
isfy that demand of intellect and heart, Jesus
Christ proclaimed Himself the very Son of God ;
Ho lived u pure and blameless lite; His meat
and His drink was to do the will of Him that
sont Him. He lived for eternity ; His teaching
was for all time; His Kingdom for all mankind,
As in life, so in death, He was unalterably
faithful : ¢ Father, into Thy hands I commend
my spirit.” What was to come of it? Was
such a life to be extingnished? Was the im-

mortality of Jesus to be like the immortality of ,

tho autumn leaves which reappear in the ver-
dure and tho blossoms of the next spring?
Was He to *join the choir invisibly;" and,
dead Himself, to live only in the lives of others ?

“Risen, indeed " 1n every fact; not in the

new life of His disciples, not in the future of the
human race. -In them truly He does live, but
only becauss He Himself the very Jesus who
was crucified, dead, and buried, was * alive
again for ever more.” There He was, to be re-
cognized by those who had known Him so well,
to whom every look and tone of voice had be-
come so familiar, And so, sufficiently at least
for their present needs, He shows to all men the
life to come, So will His disciples rise.- So
will those whom death has sovered meet again,
and know each other, and find all that was
noble in the old life raised to & loftier level and
assured of victory and permanence. It is the
real, liberal, bodily resurrection of Jesus that is
the hope, the confidence, of the individual and
of the world.—Y. Y. Churchman,

IS CLERICAL LIFE MONOTONOUS?

For our own part we are quite disposed to
answer this question decidedly in the negative,
Wo know there are many buperior people who
regard the surroundings of a country clergy-
man's life ag supremely dull, and the clergyman
himself as one of the dullest of the unhappy
beings condemned to such banishment from the

realms and resources of civilization (this is the
way of them), but our eslimate is different,
What, such people exclaim, can be more mono-
tonous than presching week after week, year
after year, to a congregation limited-in number
and still more limited in intelligence, of coun-
try bumpkins; who never had & new idea all
their lives, and then, as for the school-work and
visiting, what is it better than the other; is it
not sure to pall with constant repetition? Ard
then you wear out all your little cirole of friends
and acquaintances whom you are of necessity
meoting over and over again; all freshness 1s
gone ; you have travelled over their minds and
they over yours repeatedly until all charm of
novelty is hopelessly gone, Waell, there may be
a good deal of truth in all tl‘nis. but * Audi al-
teram partem." In the first place, then, a cer-
tain amount of sameness or monotony pervades
all worl, professional, mechanical, &ec., call it
by what name you will. But this is by no
moans altogether an objection to it; the con-
stant repetition, if & mau has any capacity of
improvement in him, begets a facility of execu-
tion that is very valuable; and also it may be
very agreeable, This of course holds with a
clergyman ; if ho have the makings of a public
speaker in him, in due time he becomes a good
one by constant practice, and the mere ability
to do a thing well, if we have any taste for the
thing to be done, is a source of pleasure. Con-
stant preaching to a man who has neither taste
nor capacity for it, we grant, must be almost as
dreadful to the man himeelf us to his hearers.
The same holds a8 regards catechising children.
The person who regards this as dull and mono-
tonous work can know very little of the feelings
of a clergyman interested in his parochial school
in which he is found almost every day regularly
catechising. We have no hesitation in saying
that the work of teaching & number ot lively,
bright, sparkling, quick-witted, affectionate
Irish children is as far as the poles asunder
from anything like monotony. Parochial visit-
ing, too, that is worthy of the name—we speak
especially of the help that God enables one to
be in times of loss, sickness and death—it would
be little short of profanity to describe as mono-
tonous, No one can calculate what a roal pas-
tor will learn himself by sick-beds and death-
beds, aud there are numberless times when such
a man will really feel and say to bimself, Well,
I know that I have made little or no mark in
the eye of the world, I am not in the running,
or a rising man, but I thank God that I have
undertaken this work for Him, and if I had two
lives instead of one I would spend them in it.
We believe there is an affectionate relation be-
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tween clergy and people, that does not to the
same degree hold in other professions, A trusted
lawyer or doctor may be much liked and re.
spected, but the intercourse which a clergyman
bhas with people in their childhood gives him a
closer and more affectionate hold upon them,
We have said enough, we hope, to refute this
charge about the dulness of clerical life; of
course it immensely depends on the taste and
capacity of the individual; the square man in
the round hole is never happy; a man, we ad-
mit, may be unhappy because he has far too
little to do. He may be beating his head and
wings sgainst the bars of some little cage for
lack of other employment. There ar:, it may
be, too many such places with us, and we be-
lieve they are very dangerous places for young
men, A man must be firm with himself, and if
so situated must say, Well, T will wait, but in
the meantime [ will try to employ my too abun.
dant Jeisure in certain lines of professional study.
I know there is an old proverb that * the stone
that is fit for the wall will not be left on the
road.” I will try to use this period of irksome
and enforced idleness in fitting myself to such
a charge should it ever come to me. After all,
certain men might bend such unfavourable cir

cumstances to their own advantage. A man
may be so over occupied with purely official
routine work, that he has no time at all to read,
his mind consequently is feeding merely on such
experience and practice, and has no stream of
literature flowing into it to fertilize it. This of
course must tell, and we therefore advise any
of our younger brethren who may apparently
be laid aside for a time, to occupy it laying in
and laying down, a stock of good, sound, solid,
professional reading, that will tell later on.
Clerical life is certainly as interesting as any
other professional life ; it is as many-sided, and
to men who take high and true views of it, it is
itsownreward. Itismnotasa rule onein which
men cap make much money, and thereby pro-
cure much variety or change; its chief interest
can only be found in itself, but to those engaged
in it, whosee it in this light, it needs no apology
or defence.—Irish Eccl. Gazette,

Str,~—With the observations of your corre-
spondent “Pro Ecclesice Doi” I am in full ac-
cord, and deem it my duty to strengthen his
protest by stating that while the meeting of
the Board of Management at Halifax, at which
the combination of the offices of Secretary and
Treasuror was made, was a small ono, the
Board was not unanimous on tke question. It
was very forcibly argued that the abandonment
of the sound business principle of the check one
officer exercises over the other was to weaken
the confidence of Church people at large in the
care which the Board is expected 1o bestow
upon its financial responsibilities. It was also

pointed out that when $2,000 was deemed an
adequate income for a Bishop and that the
greatly needod division of Dioceses wus held in
<beyance for lack of this amount, the expendi-
ture of $1,800 to maintain a paid Secrotary-
Treasurer would not be well received by the
supporters of the Missionary Board,

1 myeelf pleaded carnestly for delay, and
made a motion to postpono the consideration of
the maltter to a special meeting to be held in
Montreal a month later, My object as I stated
was {o give time to any members to look out for
a Treasurer, and I gave the name of a gentle-
man of exceptionally high standing and qualifi-
cations, who I thought would—from a sense of
duty und love of the Church—undertake the
work, Thbe will of the majorily was, however,
in favor of immediate action, and without re-
gard to constitutional objections the appoint-
ment was made—the by-luws, without previous
notice, being hastily amended to suit the altered
condition of things. I am convinced that the
action of the Board was in conflict with Canon
X1X, which in reciting the composition of the
Board of Munagement includes ** the Secretury
and Treasurer of the Board,” which seven
words till October last have been deemed to re-
fer to two individuals, 1t will be for the Pro-
vincial Synod at its next meeting to enquire
into this subject, and either confirm or disallow
the step taken by the Bourd at the Halifax
meeting, '

That disuster made such de-
mands upon churchmon outside of 8t John's
that they are not prepared for a more rocent
one among themselves, and the people of the
capital though sure to do sumething, cannot be
expected to do much, Honeco this appeal to
your readers outside the diocese of Newfound-
land. Will Newfoundlanders in the Dominion
be good enough to tako advantage of this oppor-
tunity to show our remembrance of our deur old
home, and our love for the oven dearer old
Church, And will Dominion churchmen kindly
unite with us in sympathy for our and their
brethren in the Faith in this their time of need.

. passage bofore us contains (@) a declaration (b)
an oxhortation based thoroupon, Iirst it points
to tho genoral truth thatall “good gifts,"” ¢.e., all
« gruciousnoss of giving,” and overy porfect gift
thus given, is from ono oternal and unchange-
ablo God, called emphatically tho ** Father of
Lights," (both physionl and spiritusl). The
gonorul truth applying to the wholo croation,
Tho Providonce of God, The Apostle had been
douling with tho question of temptation, and hud
given n oaution ngainst supposing that we aro

tomptod of God.” ‘‘God,"” he says, *“cannot
bo tomptoed with evil, neithor temptoth he any
man.” Hois not in any dogreo tho author of
gin; on the contrary, overything that is good
proceeds from God, ovon as gho sun is the source
of warmth, and light and faithfulness. As God
oroated tho materinl light, so is he theauthor of
allintollectual and spiritual light, The * lights"
of roason,consoienoe, Divine knowledge, virtuous
digpositions, sl issue from God, as the Foun-
tain or ¢ Fathor of Lights.” To God we must
look for light In Thy light shall wo soo
light."—Ps, xxxvi. 9.

II,—Of tho “good gifts ”und * blossed lights”
whioh issue {rom this source of all reul illumin-
ation, the Apostlo instances our “mnow birth

unto righteousnoss"— of his own will bogat He
us with tho word of truth, that we should bo a
kind of first-fruits of his oreatures. “ Wo aro
bogotten of God—a now principlo of life has boon
convoyod into our souls; and this by the “word
of truth,” or as it is afterwards called, ¥ the
ongrafted word,’ which is able to save our
souls.” The supernatural life of the Lord Josus
Christ is tho “seed ” by which we are thus
born *again,” 1 Poter i, 23, and this is * en-

rafled ” into tho soul, and so conveyed by tho

oly Spirit in baptism to ench individual, that
the soul is made partakoer of & *“new uature,”
2 Poter i, 4, being joined in Christ to God as a

branch is joined to the living vine, St. Johnxv,,
and in this begetting us to a new life God acts
of his own will. *“ We are born not of the will
of man, but of God,” St. Johni. 33. The end of
this new-birth—that wo should be & kind of
first-fruit of his creatures. The first-fruits were
that portion of the offerings of the Levitical
economy, which were set apart for God, being
the best of their kind, and thus it is intimated
how excellont is that nature of which the regen-
erate are partakers, and how precious theseare
in God's sight.

I11.—God acted of His own sovereign will in
electing man to, the grace of life, and begetting
him anew in Holy Baptism as first-truits of His
crentures, But it is yet necessary that man co-
operato and act wilh God in this ratter. The
‘“Free-will"” of man, his noblest endowment,
must bo used in harmony with the Divine pur-
pose concerning Him. The heart must be wil-
}ing to accept the promptings and leadings of
grace, or else the gift will have been bestowed
“in vain,” Divine grace and man’s submission
10 its influence must be ever inseperably joined
if the man is indeed to rise to his original des-
tiny as the *f first-{ruits ” of all created beings,
Tho ** ongrafted word,” the power of tho risen
life of the oternal sin, given vhrough fhe sacra-
mentul channels of the Church, is able *‘tosave
the soul” ¢ My grace is sufflcient.” “There
is no sin which that grace cannot removo in
power or consequence, no doubt whioh that
grace cannot change into confidence, no woak-
noss which that grace cannot repair, no breach
in the spiritual life which that grace cannot
strenglhon,”

1V.—-God has done his part. Our part is set

out for us, thus [1] “ Lay apart all bittorness

and superfluity of nanghtiness”—rooting ouf
all ovil affections which would choke the now

life, St. Mark xiii. 23, [2] Receive with wenk-
noss the word "—us little children, feeling deeply
our need of teaching, our ignorance by nature
of whut is true and right and salutary; being
. gwift to hear, slow to spenk.” Slow to con-
trovort in holy things. The plant of Divine
grace is very sensitive. It can only thrive in
an atmosphere of pure calm, sweet faith and
holy obadionce.’ The world to-dny is suffering
from a multitude of “ teachors "—who are car-
ried away with & zoal which is too often without
knowledge, and who presume to intrude officos
which do not bolong to thom. But there are
gigns that men are already wearying of this
“utrifo of tongues” with reference to what is
Truth and what is Duty. Above tho tumut
rives the voice of authority, * Hear the Church,”,
—* Roceivo withjmnekness the engratted word "
“ Abide in me,"—One Tord, One Faith, One
Baptism. “Thora shull be one Fold and one
Shepherd.” ‘

THE FIRST EASTER AND THE LASTING
CHURCH.

And St. Peter has pnssod oninto the temple;
ho hus joined the other Apostles; he has told
them the secret, and on the first Sunday of the
Christian ora thoro is gathored togother the
nuolous of the future Church, and to them
Josus Christ appeared for the first time, St.
Potor being with them on this Easter Day,
Many things are being started into lifo to-day,
—Sunday instead of the Sabbath,—and now is

the inauguration of thut life and power of Christ
which has mado the Church such a blessing in
tho world. There they are met together in
foar and drend, huddled together for fear of the
Jows, talking togethor over the perplexities of
the day, and weighing the wild rumors that had
reached them. St. Mark tells us they were
sitting at meat, as if in fulfilment of His own

promise that where two or three were gathered
together in His name, there would He be in the
midst of them, There, from theirsimple meet-
iLg together, it has become an assembly of the
Church, a foreshadowing of the Christian as.
sembly which ever afterwards should meet
especially on,the Sunday. Christ’s risen self is
there to secure with His blessing and His pros-
once the assembling together of the faithful
and the burden of Christ's message to them is
peace and power, not to look into the deeper
mysteries of the moment, or to stpdy those
words of which we have each of us felt the
power at the most solemn moments of our lives,
This is the impression: it is the prevailing re.
sult of that solemn meeting in the assembly of
the first Easter—peace and power,~—and where
the Church has been true to hersclf these have
euer been the prevailing characteristics of her
life. Or if we look at the individual Christian,
we shall see even clearer Christ's presence
in His Church is to him a presence of peaco
and power- Sometimes we can see remaining
in some of our old churches, on the tower, a
ring which local tradition calls the sanctuary
ring, pointing back, if the tradition be true, to
the old days of sanctuary, when the pursued
might escape to the Church in days of imperfect
security, and there be safe from his enemies.
We know, at all events, what it is to be able to
escape to the Church from the pursuit of an
overwhelming temptation and the talons of pur-
suing care. Every day we live we have to
thank God for the help and the blessing of His
presence in His Church: those whose lives
have been moulded by the Church's service
kunow what a help it has been to them. Time
flows on, and the great round of feast and festi-
val. It rejoices when they rejoice; it weeps
when they woeop; the streams of life flow into
it and out of it, but still it goes on. Now it is
the seven Bishops imprisoned for conscience
sake. What cheer on the day of their dis.
charge! Or, again, it is the deliverance of the
Apostle from prison. The sgervice of the
Church, where it is allowed to be part of our
life, never grows wearisome, never seems to be
out of touch with our joys or sorrows. Here
wo learn, as we learn nowhere else, the deeper
truths of our religion; here Christ Himself
meets us and gives us power as of old. He
stood in the midst of His disciples on that
Easter Day and said, “Peace be unto you,”
and, breathing on them, said ‘ Raceive ye the
Holy Ghost,” turning their meeting of fear and
surprise into the foretaste of the blessing His
presence would be to the Church, and the peace
which would envelop their lives; so that even
when they met again eight days hence there is
no more mention of closed doors or fear of the
Jews. The peace of God is the garrison which
keops their hearts and minds through Jesus
Christ, Carist 1s RISEN; peak aftor peak has
flashed on the glorious news; the Magdalen, St.
Peter, the women, the two travellers on the
road, the Apostles; still the message speeds on.
There are depths of sin and degradation every-
where waiting for its cheering voice; there are
penitent hearts waiting for its comfort.

This is the song we shout,
earth axd heaven in one, on Easter Day; with
this we part from ourloved ones; with this they
answer us from the other land; with this we
lay us-down to rest ; the echo of this we listen
for from beyond the grave, There is,it is said,
o benutiful custom in parts of Sicily when the
fishermen are going on some expedition into
the deep sea; their wives and their children
accompauny them to the shore, and as they em-
bark they raise altogether their voices in &
hymn of praiseto God, and, as they put out to
sea, those in the boais answer those on the shore
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in an antiphon of devotion, verse after verse,
until their voices die away in the distance, and
the yearning sea carries them out of sight and
hearing. So we to-day stand on' the shore of
eternity, and as soul after soul puts forth into
tho deep, and passes from our sight, we raise
the song of confidence, ** Christ is risen /" and
the answer comes back from the bosom of that
boundless ocean,
Christ is risen, risen, brother,
Brother, Christ is risen indeed.

THE TRUE REMEDY.

In view, oo doubt, of the Apostolic custom of
fagting and prayer previous to the conferring of
holy Orders, as also of the disastrous con-
scquences which from time to time overtook
the Church of Christ through haste,inad vertence,
or even ginister motives in the selection of candi-
dates, therefore, the two prayers to be said
every day inthe Ember woeks which oceur four
{imes a year were added at the last revision of
the Prayer book, and are peculiar to the Church
of England, ‘“In the first of these we pray to
God ” who has purchased to Himself a universal
Church by the precious blood of His dear Son,

that Ho will mercifully look upon the same, and
go guide and govern the minds of His servants,
the Bishops, who are the pastors of His flock,
the eurthly fouutain of pastoral authority, that
they may lay hands suddenly on no man, but
fuithfully and wisely make choice of fit persons
to serve in the ministry of His Church. This
prayer was the composition of Bishop Cosin,
‘Thesecond is taken from the Ordination Service,
It acknowledges that of His divine Providence,
God has appointed divers orders in His Church,
and prays that He will give His grace.to all
thozo who are to be called toany office, whether
of deacon, priest or bishop, or any administra-
tion, I. e, a special charge, and so fill, them with
innocency of life, that thoy may faithfully serve
beforo him, to the glory of His great Name,and
the benefit of His Holy Church.”

By the 31st canon of the Church it is ordered
“thut deacons or ministers be ordained or made
but only upon the Sundays immediately follow-
ing theso Kmber fasts. Nelson, in his ** Festivals
and Fasts ' of the Chureh ¥ says:—* The ordi-
nation  of fit persons to serve in the sacred

- winistry of God's Church being of that vast
importance to the welfure of it, as well as to the
salvation of those souls that are members of that
budy, it is very necessary and fitting that all
Uhristians, who aro so much concerned in the
censequences of it should use their best endea-
vors 1o make it successful and efficacious;
which cannot be done better than by the united
prayers und fasting of Christians, which have
always been esteemed an admirable method to
procure Ged's favour and blessing upon such
occusions, Besides, the time of ordinations being
publicly stated, the people have the advantage
and liberty of making their objections, if they
hate anything material to offer against the
candidates tor Holy Orders ; a privilege which
the ancient Church always ullowed, and is very
much encouraged by the Church of England;
who gives free leave to every man to declare,
it he knoweth any impediment or crime in any
personis® presented to ‘be ordained ; and calls
upon them to come forth and shew the crimes
alleyed.”

At various times sinco the very beginning -

of Christianily, the spirit of Antichrist has mani-
fested itself, either by denyiug the Incarpation
of the second Person of the Holy Trinity, or
Impugning the wisdom of Jesus Christ or deny-
Ing the work of the Holy Spiritin the inspir-
ation of the canonical books of Holy Scripture,

In every case, 80 far,Grod has enabled His Church
to put to flight the armies of the aliens, and to
put to silence the ignorance of foolish men, no
matier how great their pretensions to learning ;
in every case God has shewn thata full belief
in the Incarnation is the sure test of & standing
or a falling Church. But faith is the gift of God,
and He works by means. Our Lord Himself
said that the most potent of evil spirits go not
forth but by prayer and fasting.

In our day we see clear indications of a
present visitation of Antichrist. Some will fall
away, but even by this means the faithful will
be made manifest. Their weapons, as of old,
will be prayer ard fasting, The most to be
dreaded of all Satan's temporary victories is
his power to draw from their Master's side the
ministers and stewarts of His mysterios. Are we
sufficiently usingthe means against this which
our Church bas provided ? In our rovival
soasons of Advent and Lent do we sufficiently
examine ourselves as to our use or neglect of
Ember week prayers and fastings, public and
private ? Gm}) only knows how far each one
of us is chargeable with the great evil, the ad-
mission of wolves in sheep's clothing as leaders
and pastors of that flock for whom Christ diod.

Let us hear more than we have heard of
Ember day work, and we shall soon hear less
of ill-prepared candidates for Holy Orders, and
expelled clergymen. Our laity, already aroused
to the danger of semi-Arian and unrebuked
clerical orators at Church congresnes, will make
ever-increasing uso of the means which their
Chureh so clearly points out for their protection,
and will look for its due public prominence,
Then will the dictation of the secular press sink
to its proper level in the nomination of our
spiritual guides,—IHalifax Church Work.

THE CONSECRATION OF POWER.

How much thereis which ueeds sanctifying
and rectifiying in our worldly and natural en-
dowments ; how much work is spoiled by pride,
mamed by temper, or frustrated by selfish-
ness! To have seen the Lord is the consocra-
tion of power; it is to turn natural endow-
ments into sanctified gifts; to have seen tho
Lord is to have something within us of that
enthusiasm, that God within which we so sorely
need in the conditions of our life. It is the

The fotish of undenominational-
ism has its votaries in the religious world;
whero to be indefinite is to be moderate; to be
moderate is to be safe ; to be safe is to be com-
mitted to nothing, but to be an honorary mem-
ber of all forms of religion. To have seen the
Lord, to have felt the onthusiasm of Haster, is
once for all to disperse this wretched paralysis,
to have the abiding prosenco of & sacred
memory which eclipses in its splendor all Jower
and lesser religious aims,—it is this which drove
the Apastles back in spite of blows and threats
in their obstinate persistency: * We cunnot
but speak the things we have heard.”

In view of the dark clouds which will come
driving even across the Eastern sun, when the
flowers which decked our altars are also brought
to deck the tombs of those whom we have loved
and lost, then we know the time is not far dis-
tant when round us, too, the mists of death will
be closing. We know what we need in view of
these dark mysteries : the strength of a per-
sonal conviction, the memory of 2 meeting with
Josus Christ, who is the Resurrecction and the
Life. Surely on this Easter Day we shall look
out for it ; look out for it in those places where

He 80 often comos to meet us—those avenues of
prayer, those avenues of maditation, of Sacra-
mental meoting, Wo shall look out for Him ih
the quiet walk; we shall look out for Him us
wo lay flowers on the grave; wo shall expect
the thin air to part where the ochoos of melody
and tho progress of prayer and the brilliancy
of worship Al His templo with glory. ‘' have
seen the lljord was the soal of forgiveness, but
also it waa the planting of a conviction,—I'rom
an Easter Sermon by Rev, Canon Newbolt, D.D,

I will pour my spirit on thy
soed, and my hlessing upon thy oftspring, und
they shull spring up as willows by tho water
courges,” Our Lord uses tho same fignre in
speaking to the woman of Samaria. *‘ Whoso-
over drinketh of tho water that Ishall givo him
shall nover thirst: but the water that [ shall
give him shall bo in him as a woll of wuter
springing up into ovorlaating lifo” [St. John
iv. 13, 14], aund agnin, * Ho that believeth on
me, as tho Scripture hath suid, out of his belly
shall flow rivors of living wa'er” [St, John vii,
38], and St. John adds in oxplanation @ *“T'his
spuke he of the Spirit which they that belicve
on him should receive.”

We hear a good deal said in these days ubout
tho needs of the Church, her need of preaching,
of lay effort, or earnestness and separation from
the wozld. All these things are good in their
way, just as tho money and the enginecoring nnd
the digging in the Mesa land wore good in their
way ; but as these would have availed nothing
without the wator, so all the means which the
Church has at her command are uscless withont
the Holy Spirit. ‘“ Not by might, nor by powor,
but by my spirit, saith the Liord” [Zech.iv. 6.]

Let us, thon, whoure called by the name of
the Lord bescoch lim earnostly to pour
out Hig Spirit upon 1lis Church und people,
These days between Jinster and Witsun-Day
aro, so Lo speak, waiting days. The Sunday
after Asconsion Day is sometimes called Fx.
pectation Sunday, Let us earnostly pray that
the Church may experionce 1 new Pentecostal
season ; who knoweth but Ile will repent and
return and lenve a blessing behind Him—a bless.
ing which will make the deserts of this world
rejoice and blossom as the rose with the sweot
flowors of praise and thanksgiving, and the
fruit of abundant good works, to tho praise and
glory of God ? Let us be faithful and oarnest
in doing our work, and we may confidently ex.
pect that the Lord will do His part.—Parish
Visitor, .Y,

NOTES FOR 8. 8. TEACHERS.

The xchool and its lessons, the Church ser-
vices for the children, and the scrvices in the
school-room should be:—

Simple, suited to the understanding of those
concerned. Long words should be shortened,
deep doctrines should be explained in simple,
clear, and definite language, difficult passages
and questions not avoided, but the confidence
of the children secured by the teacher. This
would either be by the teacher definitely ack-
nowledging *Ido not know, but I will find it
out,” or by giving a simple explanation. The
attempt to explain a matter which is not clear
to your own mind is a most hazardous enter-
prise, and children are able critics to detect a
a flaw, Again, be—

Bright : teacher, teaching, and scholars will
act and react upon each other. The lesson at
the fingers’ ends—indepondence if possible of
notes—teaching with eyes and hands and
gestures, a8 well as with the tongue,with sutit-
able and ready action; the picture of the sub-
ject graphically drawn, the lessons clearly en-
torced, the children individually remembered.
The improssion 'left on their minds should be
one of privilege and pleasure in belonging to
that school, in~ being taught by that teacher,
in the growing wiser in the Scriptures, and in
allegiance to their Church as they grow in
yoars, Again, be—

Short, Remember we have very young people
to deal with, with short memories and smail
powers. Brevity is a distict virtue, Again, be
punctual, both “in opening and closing the
school and services, Let it be known that you
give no law, have no favourites who are allow-
ed to be late, that all are treated alike, that the
bell for closing is not forgotten by a a minute,
all little thinge in their way, but all going to
make & happy time, and a confidence in fixing
the attention during the appointed space. See
tbat your lessons are—

Repeated, at frequent intervals. The same
leading truths must be taught again and again.
Little people soon forget. The homceopathic
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principle of “little and often” is
most useful, reminding us of the
Scripture maxim, ‘ Line upon line
and the regularity as well as the
frequency of the dose will all help
to impress the truth upon the minds
and hearts of the hearers.—From

It
deals only with historical or ethical
subjec.s; doctrine, and especially
such as relates to The Church and
to the Sacraments, ia purposely and
carcfully ignored. Every guide to
the elucidation of the lessons is writ-
ten from a secinrian standpoint, and
when our people, misled by a fulse
charity, encourage this series, they
are simply giving up every principle
for which The Church is a witness.
[ tind it hard, indeed, to have pati-
ence with men culling themselves
Churchmen, and then, despising the
precious heritago preserved for them
by the mercy of rod and the fidelity
of their foretuthers, hailing with de-
light tho poor, miserable mess of pot-
tare offered them by a committee
which hates The Church,rails against
her prerogatives, and struggles to
hinder the progress of her life. I am
thankful to say that out of more
than & hundred parishes in this dio-
cese, not more than three or four
—perhaps by this time not so many
—uze the International Series.” The
diocese referred to is classed as
Evangelical,

«With regard to the effect of
preaching Christianity to these Kols
of Chota Nugpur, it was quite possi-
hie—und indeed probable—that somo
of thom bocame Christians from un-
worthy motives, yet undoubtedly the
doctrinos of Christianity had obtain.
od o most vigorous hold over the
minds of tho tribe. Colonel Drlton,
the Chiof Commissioner, in one of the

most inforesting books ever wrilten
on the Nutive Races of India, publish-
ol somo yeara-ago, raid * the Atone
mont, the mystical washing away of
gin Ly the Blood of Clrist, is the
doctrine on which their simple minds
most dwell,’ and this was o most
striking illustration of the hymn
thoy had just sung :—

Of Thy Cross tho wondrous story
Bo it to the Nations told,

Turning to tho genoral prospects
of Christinnity in Indin, Lord North-
Lrouk said :—

“MThore was no doubtl there had
buen n vory marked progross, Not
only had there been a marked pro-
gross in the actual number of Chris-
tinng as khown in the Census of 1891
compnrol with that of ten yours pro-
viously, but anybody who lookud at
tho condition of miud of the educated
Mindoos—ho put on one side the
Mahomoduns—must bo aware that
groul progress had been made, if not
ubrolutely towards the embracing
of Christianity, at any ratoin the
dircetion of Christinnity, Io was
much struck tho othor day in con-
versation with ono of the vory ablest
and  most  distinguished  of  tho
ITindoos of the wholo of Indin, when
he told him his favourito book wax

Thomas a Koempis—although that |

man enlled himself a Ilindoo, ho
could not be vory far from a Chris-
tinn in his hoart, o had himself
always bolieved, in douling with
such tribes such as those ho had been
{nlking ubout, that diroct missionary
oftfort ~would gradually induce the
muin part of thoso tribes to embrace
tho Christian  roligion, In giving
any forocust of what tho prospects
of Chrislianity were with respect to
the "grost Hindoo community, ho
thought ho wna only oxpressing tho
opiaion ontertained by some of tho
wirost and best men In Indin whon
ho wsaid that in his boliof a time
would, in God's providence, come
whon thoro would bo a great wave
of Christinnity oxtending over the
whols of the Xindoo community,
But ho did vot bolieve himself that
that wave of Christinnity would
come actually and positively from
the preaching of missionaries belong-
ingr to the Fnglish Church, or of those
from tho continont—his belief was
that it would como from the Hindoo
thomioelves, that it would come from
gomo uble, cloguent, and ecarnest
Christinn  Hindoo, who would by
bimsolf Jend his fellow-countrymon

to embrace the Christian religion,
In saying this pray let them not for
a singlo moment think he depreciated
the offort of Christian missionaries in
India; he did not. be believed they
were paving the way for the great
movoement, but he thought the move-
ment itself was likely to be national.”

THE PROOIBITION QUESTION.
A Sermon Delivered by the Rev. James
Simpson, M. A., at St. Peter’s
Cuthedral, Charlottetown, P. B, I,

I suppose it will bo admitted tha
the more passing of a Jaw, at the re-
quest of a majority, and perhaps (as
in the caroe of the Scot{ Act) & very
small mujority of the electors is not
going to chango the opinions of the
minority on this subject. Of courae
it ought to do so. As loyal citizons
wo ought to submit at onco to any
law that is passed, so long as it doos
not conflict with the law of God—we
mauy do our best to repeul it, but so
long as it is law it i our duty to
abide by it.  But oven tho most san-
guino of us could hurdly hope for
such submission in tho present in-
stance—our own exporicnce under
the partinl prohibition of the Canada
Temporance Act; the oxporienco of
Now Drunswick, the North Wost
Torritorics and somo of the States
undor total prohibition, warn ug all
too pluinly that this will never be,
The minority, rightly or wrongly,
loole upon such o luw as an infringe-
ment on thoir rights as freco mon, and
proceed Lo rowist it 1o the utmost,
And so Iam confident, that not ten
nor cont. of thoso who now use stimu-
lants, would over think of willingly
discontinuing them because o Pro-
hibitory Act was pussod, and it is
oiary to test the truth of this slato-
ment by making a fow enquiries from
your friends ag to what courso thoy
would pursno under the circum-
stancos.  We must remembor that
vory many peopls, including num-
bors of those who would vote for
prohibition, will not admit that the
drinking of intoxicunts is sinful in it-
gelf) and so it is contonded that the
State has no more right to prohibit
thoir use, than it has the uso of any
other necessary, or, (if we profer to
coll it wo) luxury. And certainly,
onco wlmil tho right to prohibit
things notsinful, and it is difficult to
know whore tho matter will end,
Tobaceo may shorlly bo pul on tho
list, und what, i mon roalizing, at
longth, (and none oo soon, scoming-
ly) that the health of their mothors
and wives and daughtors is boing
ruined by tho excossive uso of tea,
also have this prohibited ? Or, to
put it another way: In the Pro.
vineo ol Quebee, o vory large major-
ity of tho clectors are RBoman Catho-
licw. Good Catholies counider the
outing ot flosh meat on u fast day to
bo quite ax sinful us some temper
anee wdvoeates consider tho use of
intoxicants,  Whother cithor or both
of theso nre right or wrony, is not to
tho point, the fact vomains, It would
be quity possiblo for the Queboe Liog-
islnture, thevofore, to prohibit the
use of flosh meat on fast days, but we
conld hardly expoet tho Protestants
ot tho 'rovince guietly to submit to
such n law, On tho contrary, wo
should lovk to them Lo rosist it as a
mattor of principle. Can wo then
be surprised if those who use wine or
beer in modoration, or those who
like to have some in tho housoin ease
of ricknoss—resist prohibilion as a
matter of’ principlo?

I think then that we must all ac-'

knowledge that there will be resist-
anceto thelaw. People of all classes
will not scruple to break it—even
those who think probibition very
good for others, will not all feel bound
to observe it themselves, and so we
shall have an immense umount of
lInwlessness and hypocrisy. Surely
the state of nur morals is bad enough
now without opening the door for
further deceit and shame, and double-
doaling. ,
