A STRANGE DEATE.
A FARMES ALLs ABLEEP ON His WAGGON, FALLS

OFF AND 1s PIcKED UP DVING.

A. farmer naned Patick Curran, wa
found on the Lachine Boad on Sunday
morning at an early heur, ln an insensible
condition, with a number of bruises on his

ead. After having been conveyed te the
St. Henri Police Station, the unfsotunate man
breathedb is lust from the affecta of his
wounds. Yesterday, Coroner Jones proceeded
to Lachine, where an Inquest waa held. From
the ovidence adduced, the case was a very sad
one, Curran only having beu eight menth
ln the country from iris native place, County
Wexford, Ireland, and leaves a widowwitih
three young chidren to mourn his base.

A jury having been empanelled, the first
citness examined was
r. Jos. LENom, of St. Henri, who testi-

lied that on Sunday morning a policeman
came ta Lis residence and requested Lin mer-
vices for a man who Lad been found on the
Lachine road ln a dying condition. Be im-
mediately proceeded thither, and found the
deceased ln a very low condition. He at-
teUnded te his most pressing wants, and Lad
him conveyed to the St. Henri Police
Station, whre heattended te him in company
with Dr. T. J. Alloway. Notwithstanding
their combined efforts he expired ln about
two heurs. On examination of the body Le
discovered a wound on the rear of the bod,
whic hadt been caused by falling te the
groundonsome hard substance. Ths shock
fractured the skul and caused death. The
wound had nt beeu dons by an instrument.
Over the right eye was alight dark coloring
caused by concussion.

Dr..T. J. ALnowAy was next examined and
correborted the evidence.cf the. previous
witaes. Death was cansed by the fracture
of the boues of the sull, with effusion Of
blood on the base of the brain.

Ar.anar BARls, policeman -and fireman oa
st. Henri, said that on Bunday morning ha
saw the, deceased drive pat la a vahicle on
tihe road toards Lachine. Wanting to go to
his bouse on that road he got on vith him
and drove as far as Cote St. Luo road.
There le got off and went bome, and the
deceased proceeded ou his way. The de.
crased had hie feet wrapped in a buffalo
robe ad seemed very tired and aleepy. (E
had gone to the midnight service on Christ.
mas Eve, and had taken very little rest). He
then saw him Iying lia the police station and
identified the body as betng that of the same
man.

Witness had, ome timea
prevlous ta this, analyzed Rome of Taylor's
milk, and found it adulterated on that occa-
sion.

The defenco consisted mi maklg proof to
the effect that the milk compla'ned of might
have been that of other mlkmen, as the de-
fendant sometimes bought from othera ta seli
it over again.

Bis HoNoa said that from the evidence of
Dr. Edwarde he had ne doubt that the miLk
had beenuadulterated. Thir duty vas to
protect the public and see that on no account
adalteratud milkv as sold. Mr. Taylor,
would, therefore, be found gultty, bathe would
take into consideration his good faith in the
natter and only sentence hii ta a fine of $5
and costs or eight days' imprisonuent.

Mr. Thomas Gleason vas next charged
with having sold diluted milk. Mr. C. L.
Gothing sappeared for the defence.

Dr. EDwARD5 testified that on the 24th of
November last he had received a sample of
mtik from Mr. Millier, labelled, No. 23, and
belonging ta Thomas Gleason. He ad an-
alyzed it and found it deficient in cream uand
containing water. The amountof cream was
only five per cent., the usual minimum
amount of cream being ten per cent. and the
average 12 per cent. Good milk usually con-
talned 10 or 12 per cent. of cream.

The one-half of the cream in this milk had,
therefore, been removed. The milk alo con-
tained 88.9 per cent. of water, the amount of
solide amounted ta 10 per cent, whereas lin
good milk the amount le trom 12 ta 13 par
cent. The deficiency in the cream pointed to
an addition of vater to an excess of 10 or 15
per cent. The amount of ash ln the milk
amounted to 5 per cent., while lu good milk
It vas 7 par cent. arad rarely fell below 6.
From his analysis he would ay that creasm
had been removed to one-half its quantity
and water added t anu extent of 10 or 15 par
cent.

Cross-examined by Mr. GETmNGS-Milk
taken rew from the cow and mlk kept for
30 hours or so contained the same constitu.
enta. The length of time made no difference
In the analysia. e head no doubt that the
milk had been adulterated.

A couple of customers of accused testified
that he alwaya sold good milk.

The Court held that it would not accept
nch testimony ta confront scientific evidence.

The matter vas Important ta the citîzens and
before giving judgment would adjorn the
case until to.day, te allow the defence to pro-
duce evidence by experts in bth cases, and
the Court then adjourned.
