newspapers have lent me utterances, but their
assertions were not anthorizad and are not
mige. I would willingly have continued
to remaia silent bad my name not been used
in & manper cqually unjust and disloyal i
the debates to which the attitude recently
taken in the Previcce of Quebec hus given
rise. Notwith-tacding my sincery desire to
keep vut of the way of etrife aund agitotion, I
find myseli cowprlied to say whai L think,
since others persist in  forang upon e
idess which I never entertained, feclings
which I reputiate,

Y am no party man and I have Lot the

I neovpt
beforehand the unpleasant responsibitity, hut
on the coodition that the consequences will
weigh o1 ly on mvself personal -y,
EVILS AXD DANGERS ATTENDING

LELLION,

During the past nine months our country
has expericoced shocke, misfortunes, disasters,
which have been vivleatly re-echoed all over,
and sad to say, this country so dear to us was
exposed to dangers, which, although not sur-
mised by the greater number, were vot the
less real and dreadful.  As s people we have
cxpericncee profound humiliation ; as men, a
cry of horror escaped from our hearts at the
aspect of cruel minssueres ; as citizens, we
had to deplore civil war, which brough.

THE RE-

mourning and desolation to pumerous
families,  Generous blood  was shed,
snd  with it abundant tears flowed,

Then the scaffold was raised to receive
its victims, The prison cells are closed on
honorable men ; men whose lives were blume-
less until this day. Allthese misfortunes, all
this horror, which seemed an impossibility o
year ago, have nevertheleas taken place, and
there iz not one amengst ue who has not had
a shere of moral or phyeical suffering smidst
these disasters, I have had my large shure
of the mental sufterings which have beeun en-
dured. It would be dilticult to express the
painful emotions, the cruelanguish, the bitter
regrets I have experienced for the past
year, Obliged by my position to maintain
an apparent calmness which everything
banished from 1y mind; remaining
silent while there wus 80 much to
say; relying on A  remedy wnich
might have been elficacions, but which it was
not in my power to upply ; nxcepting without
hesitation the impreseripible exigencies im.
posed by duty ; being ncither able nor willing
to banish from my heart the affectionnte
sympathies of my whole life ; dreadiog every
moment complications regarding which the
authorities seemed quite vnconterned, from
which we 8o narrowly escuped and which
might have brought about the complete ruin
of the country, Not knowing (snd this was
the key of the situation) the material means
that might be placed under eoatribution
while n few hundred curbives und a few
thousand cartridges sulliced to complete our
ruin; the public will never kanow what 1
suffered and the apprehevsions I endured.

I anm, moreover, convinced that what has
occurred may be repeated with an incrense of
all I dread in the past,

Oua the strenzth of this conclusion, I carn-
estly beseech all serious mep whe have at
heart the bappinees and prosperity of our
dear Canads, to refleet on the causes which
have occasioned our misfortunea,

VARIOUS CAUSES OF TIIE TROURBLE,

Minds, too superficial, alus ! or toc inter-
ested to take a serious und impartial view of
our difficultics, consider that they have ac-
complished thdir duties us citizens by ex-
claiming : *¢ el is the cause of all the harm,
it was he who id all, he has paid for it, the
country is sufe now.”

L'iuis cxplanation ig 50 unreasonable, that if
it were accepted, we might expect new dis-
turbapces in the near future.

The recf on which a vessel strikes is not
the only cause of the wreck, The mode of
construction, the violence of the storm, the
lack of nambers, or the inability of tho crew,
the ignorance or the negtigence of the pilots,
in a word, the aggregation of circumstances
attending the neviration has apart in causing
what is attributed to the reef, Supposing
the rock on which the Algoma perishea
ghould be removed by explosion, that would
not render the navigation of Lake Superior
free from 8ll peril.,  Therefore it is
deceiving one's melf or sbriving
deceive others, to throw on one man
alone the canses of the misfortunes
which we all deplore. In my estimation the
responsibilities of our disasters and of our
shumes are attributable to several sourc:s.
They rest not only on the active agents of the
rebeliion and the administrations succeeding
in their turn in the government of the coun-
try, but also to many other parties. The
people of Canade and their rufers, while
negotiating the acquisition of the North-
‘West Territories, considered but the extent
and the riches of the wvast domain of
which they were taking rossesdon, They
did not comprehend the situation, because
they Lkoow little or nothing of what

hey mneeded to know, The ambi-
guities, tlio modifications, the contradictions,
etc., ete., found in the statutes, are evidence
a8 to what I affirm, One of the greatecst mis-
‘takes on the part of the aunthorities was to
act in accordance with the prejudice of entire

Aunather cause of our diflicultics came from
the diseontent of the new settlers themselves.

The Government Colonization  socieiies
aud cthers Lave published  pamphicts
more or lese eyact on the counury
and its advantages, The unforiunate

boon of Manitobs slso got u fuoting
inthe North-\West, Many looked furward
to this vountry as the promised land to
teckers of riches with or without labor,
Eutived by the sllurements, many people
came to the North-West, Lhe couniry
wag pot prepared to  receive  them
in such pumbers at the time, [Fatigue,
loneliness, seclusion, disappointment, so
much the more felt thut they were
the Jess expected, were the result of a too
hasty immigration, and began the series of
deceptions for which it was sought to make
the goveroment entirely responsible. Real
f.ules disposed people to credit imaginary
wrongs, I'mence » nustural tendency to
general disntistaction, To be nvenged, very
regrettable meuns were resoried to, The
most brillixng hopes had been deceived, 'The
fortune dreamt of was not comiog. The real
and nomerous ditliculties of a new establish-
ment io the Jone land, the absence of the
fomily, unensiness for the future, com-
hined to increase the bad feeling.
Then came the esrly frosts. Ou
whut harm those frosts have done to
the goverument und to the governed. With
out saying it openly, people ucted as if they
considered the authorities responsible for
themn. Indignation arose, numerous snd fre-
quent meetings were hetd, cluguence to the
pitch it can be carried in w voustitutiomal
country wus not spared, It is, however, to
be understood that no revoltagaiust nuthority
was intended, but an evalution of some kind
was wanted, constitutional agitation and

apother fortn of it soon to follow.
Suggestions wmore or less  bold  were
made. It was known that in the coun-

try there were yarties who would talk lees but
act soaner, There was no wish of shedding
blood, hut a strang desire to have a shedding
of crowns from the pablic treasury. 1t was
not considered that in sowing the wind they
would reap the whirlwind, This is so true
that now the storm has subsided, notswith-
standing its past violence, not & few among

the settlers say:—*‘ After all we have
gained by it. Somethiug of the kind
is  wanted once in  ten years, We

were ruined, but  business iz reviving.”
As o consrquenca every one professes
loyaity which dufies cven that of their Royal
Hishueszes themeelves,

Oh ! to what depths human frailty can go !
People who pushed ethers to vebellion, who
rejsice at the advantages it broughs to them,
the hetter to dissemble their joy, clamor for
vengesnce and praclaim their loyalty, I
preswme the government knows this, but it is
well that the whole country should know i
in order to give o share of tho responsibility
to a1l those who deserve it.

Oa the other hand, I wish to ba rightly
vadorstood. If there are settlers who acted
a vile part in the whole niluir they furm the
exception.  The greater number of those who
complained had renson to cemplain, dhey
nave exposed their wants, and their pelitions
huve been heard, Now there is every reason
to hope that confidence will be restored, and
that if the early frosts do not prove too
severe, the settlers will enjoy the prosperity
they hod expected.  Thisrctnrn of prosperity
seems to me all the more likely that experi-
ence persuades me that kind Providence has
always in store a compensation proportionate
to the misfortunes it permits to visit us. Dur-
ing the forty years that I have passcd in the
country I have often had oceasion to dread
the sad asp:zct of affuirs, but in every cage
the same causes which excited alarm brought
about unexpected advantages.

THE METIS,

the Metis are those firat thought of, and that
with the result of exciting ill-feeling in some
quarters, and the liveliest sympanthies in
others. All those acquuinted with me know
that I love the Metis population, and I shull
always side with those who sympathize with
them. Before speaking of the part taken by
the Metis in the North-West troubles, L shall
here guotc the words pronounced by Lord
Dafferin, referring to them in his farewell
discourse to Manitoba, the 28th of Sept.,
1877 :—

RIS TENANTS (- USING TO PAY THELIR
LANDLOKDS FXCLPT AT GLRENT LEDUC-
TIONS,

Duerrs, Dee 16 —Sir [Uchanl Joha Mua-
grave, the fifth barones sinee thut honor
way cauferved on the anthor of the ** His-
tory of the lrish  Rubellion of 1788
and  who i3 now iu the Uoited States
on n tour, was to-day  practically in-
vited by the teounty of his estate at
Tourin, Cappoquin, county Waterford, to re-
torn bome. A procession of tenants went in
a body, headed by two priests, to Lady Muss
grave aud demanded w general reduction of
thirty pur cent. This she refused, thongh
promising a gencrous consideration in indivi-
il cases of ddistress. The tenants then left
vithout poying upything, sud bauked their
rents, less the thivty per cont.

Iu the sume connty, at Lismore Castle, the
Liish seat of the Duke of Devonshire, the
futher of the Marquis of Hartington, the
tenants held o meetiog and refused the offer
«f a reduction of twenty per cent.  ‘Lhey de-

mauded a  forty per cent, reduction,
and  declined to pay  anything un-
less that was conceded. On the pro-

perty of the Harl of Huntingdon, Mr.
Woodrotfe, Captuin Palliser, Major Chum-
ley und many other londlords a similur course
has been pursued, though in many cases
reductions of from fiiteen to twenty per cent.
were offered by the owners, Since the elec-
tions have been decided in favor of the Na-
tionalists it will undoubted!ly occur that hua-
dreds of tenants, emboldened by Mr, Par-
nell’s success, will fullow this lead.

LET TRUTH PREVAIL AND JUSTICE
_ BE DONE.

UUR esteemed contemporary the Montreal
Herald, atter Tteading the Gmm‘a two
columa article on Archbishop Taché's letter,
to which we referred yesterday, could not
repress its just indignation at the dishonest
and treacherous use made of His Grace's ut-
terances by the Government organ for party
purposes, The Herald has manfully placed
its protest on record against this improper
and discroditable attempt at juggling with
the venerable Archbishop's letter by the
Guazette, and warns the public againat the de-
oaption which the Tory organ has tried to
practice upon its readers. The Herald says :

Ve have seldom read & more dishonest, or
more grossly perverted, summary of & public
address than that given yesterday by the
Guazelte of Archbishop Taché’s lotter. Our
contemporary, having pnblishegi the letter in
full, appears to have thonght it necessary to
publish, under the editorial head, an offset to
some of the points made by the Archbiehop,
especially in connection with maladministra-
tion io the North-West. The summary was
specially prepared for partisan purposes and
in the hope of confusing the public mind in
regard to mstters in which the public are tak.
ing a deeper interest day by day.

We can vouch for the trath and cerrect-
ness of the charges thus hrought by the
Herald against its morning contemporary.

Notwithstanding the solemn protest of
Mgr. Taché against the unwarranted and

disloyal use of the pames of Father.
André and Fourmond, and also of
His Lordship Bishop Grandin, by the

Government organs and attorueys, to
make out a case of *selfishness” against
Lounis Riel, the Gasette bolds up Father
André as an uccmsing witnsss against the
viotim of Regina. The missionaries who
suffered the mest from the rebollion never
cried for vengeance, and as 27gr. Taché says,
‘ they gawe testimony, of which the natural
conclusion was certainly not the scafold.”

Let the Canadirn people ponder well these
subjoined words of the Archbishop, and see
what justification the partieans of a gailty
government can plend in misrepresenting
the sentiments and views of the nohle and
self-sacrificing missionaries, to create religious
and rational prejudice against a man who is
no lopger alive to defend himself, and to
bring odium and dishonor on the name of the
dead chief of the half breeds,

“in favor of the defence Why as-

“ing the trial of the unfortunate
“ victim before the publio by invok-
“ing the evidence of the Rev. Fa-
“thers Andre and I'ourmond who
“both, under oath, gave testimony
*of which the mnatural coxnclusion
“ywas certainiy not the scsaffold?
“- hings are carried vm so far as
“to torture one so kind as Bishop
“ @randin, by ascribing tn him a
“role equally unworthy of his posi-
“tion and feelinus. And ail that, it
“is boldly eaid, is in order to have
‘“the truth prevail. The Govern-
“ment ailowed the execution; it
**hgs, therelore, the reaponsibility
“ot the act, 2and it is shameful to
“ strive to make it weixh on others
“whom it was never thought ne-
¢ cessary to consult in the matter.”

But where the Gazelte mingles effrontery
with dishonesty is where it asserts that the
Archbishop had no sympathy with Riel, and
that His Graco did not question Riel's ronss
of the responsibility of his conduct, thus leav-
ing ite readers under the impression that
Mgr. Taché did not believe the Metis had
grievances, and that he concurred in the
execntion of their leader, How far this is
from the truth may be judged from the fact
that Iis Grace deliberately says that ¢ the
‘¢ troubles conld and should have been pre-
¢ vented,” and adds :

« It ig sad to think that nothing short of
‘¢ bloodshed and expenditure of millicns
‘‘ could brinyg those that have the manage.
*“ ment of public affuirs in one or another
‘¢ capacity to comprehend that the Northwest
“ is not only a vast tract of country bat,
‘“ moreover, thut there are vast social ques-
‘¢ tions which are far from baving obtained a
¢t satistactory solution.”

And further on, when dealing directly
with the person of Riel, the Archbishop re-
pudistes distinctly and cmphaticaily the
gentiments attributed to him by sauch papera
a8 the Gazette. Hia Grace says:—

“For my part, an observation of twenty
‘¢ years' duration has led me to convictions
 diametrically opposed to those which are
¢ invoked. * * The Datural conseguences
- of my convictions on the sad subjsot were
‘¢ rejected, and the hope I had entertained to
‘¢ the end vapished.”

The task of blinding the Canndian people
to the true aspecta of the most momentouns
question raised in our history, and of trying
to shirk the real issue, will not suocceed,

Truth will prevail and justice must be
done,

SETTING THE WORLD RIGHT.

W had no idea that there was so much of
the bad egg about the Toronto World. A
bad agg passes as good until it is hit and
cracked, then rushes forth an odor which at

Edgar’s visit
to Montreai, and the Cabinet Minister’s
wife's letter to ‘*stop the paper,” Qar
western contrere, for what reason or purpose
we do not know, startled Ontario one morn-
ing with the ntelligence that the
Montreal Posr had been whooping ° it
up one week for Mr. Edgar, and then
spurning and jeering at the gentleman the
next.

As s matter of fact, we ncither endoraed Mr.
Edgar’s action in the Riel question, nor did
we extol him for his abandoument of the un-
holy ways of Orangelam. Consequently the
IForld does not tell the trnth. Our want of
mention of Mr, Bdgar was, however, not due
to any opposition to his line of conducton
either question. Oa the contrary, now that
the occasion offers to svy it, we consider that
Mr. Edgar’s views and sentiments on the
Northwest troubles are honorable to him as a
loyal citizen and a true Canadian. Hisefforts
to bring abont the downfall of a guilty and
mischievons administration are highly com.
mendable and will mcet with popular appro-
val and support.

Now, as to Mr. Edgar's abaudovment of
Orangeism. Twenty-five years ags, at the
age of 19, Mr. Edgar was proposed as a mem-
ber of su Orange lodge. e attended two
meetivgs at the time, and has had no sort
of vovniction with the Orange order eince.

they do snceeeld in preserving their indeven-
desce, it is & 2ad disappointment to the wire-
pullers of the ordi e, In Cunada wo have too
many ditfferenern of race, creed and language
to be eblenufely voinfreduse other elemente
of discord, I believe that it is not by the
extension of an order that is regarded as a
menace to large bodies of our fellow-citizens
that we can promote the welfare of our
country, but by earncstly trying to find a
common ground of loyalty to Canads, her
present and her future, upon which good
Canadiana of all creeds and of all races may
heartily anite.”

For that action Taa Posr, in common with
every trae lover of Canada, does extol Mr.
Kdgar. As soon as he saw and underatoad
the unholy aims of Orangeism, he did mnot
hesitate one moment, but cast aride the demen
of atrife and discord.

Perhaps the World cannot say as much, and
that is why this public denuniation of
Orangeism puts it in such bad hamor. The
World hos been 30 haxd pressed that it has
taken one of our articles, satiriziog
the political efforts of poets, to prove
that we disapproved of Mr. Edgar's
political course.

GLADSTONE AND HOME RULE. -

THERR is no sstonishment in the ranks of
the Irish party at Mr, Gladstone’s present
solicitude to settle the Lrish question. It has
long been an acknowledged fact that the ex-
premier yearned to undo the nefarious. work
of Pitt, and to pose as the one British
statesman in almost o contury who was
capable of grappling with the stupendous
problem. Hia vast ambition, fired by the
splendor of the work, hag made him desire to
vound off his public career with the settle
ment of a question which has ever been
a source of trouble and weakness to
the Empire.

Tho proofs are now plain that
Gladstone has Qefisitely decided noi only
to deal with the quession of Home Rule, bub
to grant lreland her Natiopal Parliament.

¢ those who have a4 vote to give,
¢ whethor in parliamentor on the
< hustings, weigh all according to
¢ their inmost conscience, and in
“the balance of their love of
“ ecountry, and then let thom vot
“according to their convictions ;
“such is thelr right and their
“daty.”

Let thoge who Lave a vote to give, whether
in Parlinment or at the polls, vote according
to their convictions—such is their right and
theiv duty. That isall we ask. And it is
simply to establich tkat right and to secure
the performance of that duty, of which Ris
Groce speaks, that the political movement,
which pives the Gazette, aail aud other party
organs so much displeasnre, hus been inavgu
ratod and sustained by the people.

PROVINCIAL RIGHTS.

Oxe of Sir John A, Macdonald's most
cherished objects and his favorite policy have
been to limit and ourtail the leglslatire
rights of the Provinces. e has always |
sought to centralizo authority at Ottawa, ]
The governments of the Provinces have had

oo mote insidions apd persisent enemy
than the Federal Premier. He has
time and again originated or iathered

legislation which was calcnlated to put the
brakes oo the powers of the Provinces.
Fortunately, however, he is not always sue.
cessful, Hlis last attempt at robblog the
Provinces of their rights was in aiding and
countenancing the passage of the McCarthy
License Act. But the Privy Council, to which
the matter had been appealed, has just
issued a decision by which the right of the
Federal authorities to legislute on the subject
of licenses is denied to them and i confirmed
to the Proviocial powers. The McCarthy
Act has been declared unconstitutional by the
Judicial Committes of the Privy Council,
and the contentions of the provinces are
sustained all along the line as
againat the olaims of the Dominion,
Thers must be very little knowledge of the
constitution and very little respect for its
provisions in the Dominion Parliament, or we
would not find onr representatives yielding so
readily to ambitious and unserupulons minis-
ters aud votlng for measures that are uncon-
stitutional on the face of them.

DISSOLUTION OF PARLIAMENT.

SIR JOHN AND 1BE METIS,

Archbishop Tache’s manifesto throws o
flood of light on the vexed question of North-
Weat affairs generally, but particalarly on the
oriminal neglect and misgovernment which
led to the ill-starred insurrection. No
suthority in the Dominion is equal to
that of the great Archbishop on the sub-
ject whereof he speaks—and no copdemnea-
tion of the Uoverpment could be more
overwhelming than the array of factscon-
tained in that memorable letter. To use a
homely phrass, it *“knocks the bottom out”
of all the special writiug done by the organs,
and all the special plesding made by the at.
torneys of the Giovernment, including that o
Mr. Cbapleau and of Sir Alexander Campbeil.
It lays the blame for the rebellion where it
justly belongs—partly,on the last, but chiefly
and principally on the shoulders’ of the
pressnt Dominion Goverument. It cantra-
dcts flatly and squarely the bold
asgertion so often made, even by Cabinet
Ministers, that no complaint of a serious
nature was ever preferred, no petilion con-
cerning the grievances of the Metis ever
reached the Government at Ottawa.

Omne s the cold,
heartless, anacropriouns pollticlan ; the other
the statesman, the scholar and the sym-
pathizer with humanity.

THE MYSTERY OF LAW.

The Evening Journal, Ottawa, permits its
intense conservatism to make it sneer at the
decizlons of the Judicial Committeo of the
Privy Council, apparently because it has de
cided against a theory concerning the Do-
minifon Licence Act, which has received the
endorsation of Sir John Macdenald, It
gravely announces that *“ The results which
havo followed appeals from the decisions of
the Supreme Court of Cauada te the Judisiul
Committeo ot tho Privy Council, have excited
surprise in local circles in this country, and
roust prove dichoartening in tho extreme to
our judiciary.”

So far as this is concerned, it of coursc
makes o great difference whose ox is gored:
Not long sgo the alleged perscpal organ of
Mr. Dalton McCarthy, Q.C., denounced the
Judicial Committee ar an < efiste body." Mr.
McCarthy hed not at the momont born very
successful in his arguments copcerning the
Boundary question. Bat a very large portion
of the press of anothor whade st the same
time Iauded the same tribunal with a syco-
phanted adulation that suggested Shylack's
compliments tc his supposed ¢‘Daniel come
to judgment.” Now, howover, the recent case
elicitsthefact that the judgmentsof the Judicial
Committee are often ‘capricious and incon-
sistent.” This canon of criticism is a rather
dangerous one, and when applied to a particu-
lar court may open up the way for grave con®
siderations of legal caprice in general. The
Evening Jowrnal seema to think that the ap-
peal from its decisions must havea demoraliz.
ing tendency on the Judges of the Supreme
Court. We doubt this, and fail to remember
an instancs in which a Judge took bitterly to
heart the reversal of his decisions or depre-
cated an appeal from them. On the contrary
they generally aiford facilities for it. And so
far as the lesser lights are concerned in the
multitnde of appeals there is money and their
fomentation of appesls will never cease. But
it seems to ua that the Evening Journai rather
misses the point it might have made. Once
a comio paper, given to perpetnally satirizing
volunteer military forces, contained a cartoon
representing a company being inspected by its
captain, who, with all the dignity of ama-
tenr's pomp and panoply of wer, sddresses his
subordinate thus :—** Private Jones, you
really must not come on parade like this
Your uniform is coming to pieces.” The
anawer of the insubordinate, snd nettled,
private was, ¢ I can’t help it—you made it.”

I'he moral would seem to be that we need
not blame the judges so much as the clumsy
legislatora who draft lawa which are almost
unintelligible even before the billa become
law if indeed they ever were intelligible at
all. It isnotorious that many of the framers
of the British North America Act are slive
to-day. Did they know their own intentions?

What were the limitations they intended to;

put on the ‘provincea ! Thero are
lawyers to-dsy who had much fo do
with that charter, end who at times
speak much of the ¢mpirit” of an Act of
Parliament. Is it possible that none of them
could baye at the outset olearly stated
whether n Dominion Licensa Aot was and

mentary on legislation in general, and this
very momentouns piece of legislation in par-

ticnlar. So lomg as legal interpreta-
tion in pgeneral iz 80 uncertain - and
c.«pricious, and Ilsw capable of heing

wresied and twisted in 8o eccentric a manner
it might be well to draw the line of appeal
rigidly at certain points. If the Provincial
system, so determinately upheld by the Privy
Council, is the trne theory of the B. N. A.
act, then the metto in uno plura does not
seem to apply sufficiently to require a Sa-
preme Court at all. For example, it must be
euperfluons to appeal from our own courts to
six judges, unly two of whom are necesearily
versed in French law, when our vwi Queen's
Bench in appeal haa six equally goud luwyers
of our own Provinee,

A VISIT TO THE BATTLEFIELD OF
LUKDY’S LANE,
OFER FORTY YEARS AGO.

On our return from a Sunday morning
gtroll to the Falls we found a oard frem a Mr.
Anderson, or Captain Anderson, waiting ns
at our ian at the Village of Drommondriile.
Anderson wap a noted character at the Falla
and acted as guids te strangers, He had
served in the British Artillery on the field of
Lundy’s Lane.

This card wae an intimation that ho was at
onr command, and as a recompensc for his
services our host informed us that he had
arranged that matter. The captaian liked his
dram, as all old soldiers did, and our host
satlefied him that he pod a friend of his would
have the honor of drinking to our health
every day do.ing our stay.

The Captain proposed a walk to the field
of Lundy's Lane, within a mile of the Falis,
belng clese by and bordertng on the village
ot Drummondville. Although it wae Suaday
we c+nld mot resist the temptation, remem-
Lering that Waterloo was fougi.t on n San-
diay, We noticed that th~ Captuin had
fortified himaelf by a visit o :Le bar before
starting.

** This is the fisld of Lun4y’s Lane," said
our guide, as he took his stand on tha fron
steps of the old church, in which the country
peaple  were then at morning service
¢ Thera,” said our gaide, directing our atten-
tlon to & certain part of the field, ** was Gen-
eral Sir Gorden Drummond's positien, and
there——pointing to another part—was where
our artiileay was posted, on the front of the
hill, close by the church where we were then
utsnding." ““There, to the right in front of
the hil},” he said, ** was the way, or rozd, by
which the Amorican Colonel Miller advanced
with his regiment, at n bayonet chuarge, and
captured our artillery, bayonetting mos$ of
aur men and making prisoners of the rest.

‘i Hurrak, boys " he crie , forgetting uu-
der the excitement of the moment that he
way standing on the steps of a church filied
with worshippers. The old man waa netusdly
ewrricd back sume thirty yeurs to the resl
drendfu!l struggle of that desperate buyonet
charge, of which he was an eye wituess on
that very epot.  ‘Hurrwh, boys !"” he cried,
tirre—pointing to the left of the British
position—there come the 89¢h red coats, at &
mnd charge, with a wild, ringing British
charging cheer ! This outburst of enthusivem
soon emptied the church ; the country people
were anxious to learn what was going on out-
wille und to hear the old soldier ight Lundy's
Lene ove:s again.

The country people appeared to enjoy it
very much; so did we. The whola &cene
wrssomething new and strange to us, Juat
there in front of us, sald our guide, across that
rond—Lundy’s Lane—Colonel Miller, elatud
hy his firet snccess, had advanced to meet the
British §9th Regiment—bayonet to bayonst ;
it was a short but bloody struggle. The
Americans were repulsed with dreadful
sluughter and our artillery recaptured.

It was nearly thirty years before our visit
that tha battle of Lundy’s Lune was fought
on this spot during the evening and night of
the 25th July, 1814, To muke this article
more interesting to the young Canadiap
reader, we shall give & short wecouut of the
veveral affairs and movements of the two
armies on the Niagarn frontier during the
month of July, 1814, preceding Lundy's
Lane.

The emall British force under General Ria!
had full posseseion of the Canadian side of
the Ningara frootier, from Fort Erie, opposite
Buffalo, down to Fort George, at the mouth
of the Niagara River, on Lake Ontario. They
also held Fort Niagara, on the American side
of the Niagara, opposite Fort George. The
American army, of about 6,000 men of all
arms, under General Brown, crossed from
Buffalo and Black Rock, three miles below
Buffalo, on the 3rd of July ; part crossed
above Port Erie, the main body below, at
Black Rock, completely esurrounding ard
cuttin
small body ot British (less than 200 men) in
Fort Erie, and the British advanced post at
Chippewa.

QOa learning that the Americans had crossed
the river, Gen. Rial immediately advanced
his headquarters to Chippewa, three miles
above the Falls, and on the 41h, the day alter
the Americans had croesed, marched up the
Canadian bank of the Niagara to relieve Fort
Eria. It waa then he learned of its surrender.
Gen. Rial was forced 1o fall back on Chippewa
before auperior numbers, not harving over
1,600 men, There, at Chippewa, on the after-
ncon of the 5th of July, he made a halt and
#eok & atand to arrest the onward progress of
the Americans, but after s desparate fight
was repulsed with a loss of about 500 men,

After the battle of Chippewa the British
votreated to Fort George. The Americana
advanced as far as Queenston, having made
themselves masaters of the whole surrounding
country, which they retained for three weeks.
During this tlme they committed ravages
which remain a lasting diegrace to the Amer.
iean army. Besides plundering the farm
houses and ocountry homesteads, the whole
villsge of St, Davids, containing about forty
houses, was burned to the graund !

These three weeks, from thildrd to the 25th
.of July, 1814, wae the darlkeé@¥iperiod for the
Britgah arms during the whole waxr of 1812 to
1815,
then at Kingston, about three hundred miles

off all communication between the |

QOun the first intelligence of the reverses
reaching Kingston Sir Gordon Drummond
posted for York (Toronto), from which place
he sailed on Sunday, the 24th, reaching Fort
George on the 25th July, 1814. Previous to
his arrival the Americans had retrested from
Queenstown to Chippewa. General Rial had
also, after leaving o force in the two forts,
Forts George and Niagare, retreated or fallen
back to form a junction with parts of the
103rd and 104th regiments advancing from
Burlington Heights. Having met with the
expected relnforcements at the Twenty Mile
Creek, he, General Rial, faced about and
teok up his march on Lundy’s Lane, having
learned on the road of the Americon retreat
from Queenstown to Chippews,

‘Tiz American Genersl, having also learned
of 1:)'s retreat from Fort George, advanced
susinthatafternoon, the 25th, from Chippewa
tlauce the meeting of the andvanced bodies of
the now two advancing armies on Monday
-L\-ening, the 25th July, on the field of Lundy’s

Ane,

Luoody’s Lane! Ever to be remembered
Canadian battle field ! ¢ Is the spot marked
¢ with no colossal bust, nor column trophied
“ for trinmphal show? Nonel” Resader,
young Canadian reader, have you ever stnod
on a battle field of your country—one on
which you could claim to have had over s
score of relatives doing battle tor thefr king
and cvuntry, and among them some of your
nearest kindred? The writer conld claim
thie, and prided himself, us a boy, while
standing on the field of Lunby's Lann, of
kaving had, besides muoy dietant rolatives,
twe of his mother’s brothers foremost in the
fizht on that ever glorious battle ficld | These
twn—then young eoldiers—afterwards became
resprotivaly the Colonel and the Major of the
1st Begiment of the Glengarry Highlanaers.

(General Sir Gordon Drummond, immedi-
ately after bis arrival at Fort George, toog up
his linn of march by way of Queuvnstown to
aupport the advance of General Rial from the
Tweaty-Mile Croek on Lundys Lane (the
heat under a broiling July sun wus axcessive)
tnt on his (Drummond’s) arriving within threo
milea of the field, he foued that Rial had al-
ready decided on o retrogade movement be-
fore saperior numbers—that he was actually
agsin in retreat. This backward mover »nt
was arreated by General Drummond, who
crdered & face-sbout nnd a return to Lundy’s
Lane. The British force was now increased
to a little over 3,000 men. The Awmerican
{ocrce amounted to 5.000.

Then begasn in earneet that fearful straggle
on Lumdy's Lane. The Americans fought
with & sure certainty of victory. They had
been avccessful in every affair during the
moanth, The Canadian militla fought with a
demperation, Fhey were goaded on mearly to
medness by the outrages perpstrated on their
homes by the Americans. Revenge! was
thelr hattle cry. We shall mot attempt to
describo that fearful hand to-hand aod foos-to-
foot deadly etraggle—the giving and the
toking of death !

Every man in the Britiah ranks fought as if
the fate of the Empire rested on his bayonet.
Scattered bards, Eghting independent, here,
there, and everywhere over the field, wero
blazing at each other within pistol shot range,

' and bayonetting or clobbing with the butt

ends of their muskets or riflee, in the dark.
¢ It was biordy butchering work,” eaid an
old soldier, Taere, within a small compass,
and in eatic piaces in henps, over 1,700 men
lay dead and dylng on the field, being ever
cne filth of the combatants engaged !

Tho Amoricens, worsted at all points, with-
drew ahnut midnight to Chippewa, leaving
the littlo British force mesters of the field,
of a field covered with the dend azd dying of
hoth nraies, and oo which the victors sank,
totally exhxusted after rheir six noura hard
fighting and their long merch during tho early
part of the day, from Fort Geovrge and tne
Twenty Miie Cee vk,

Whno cea picture that tield ! The thunders
of Niagara, silenved or drowued during the
rage of battle, wure cace more heard, and
the atil! nenrer soands, the groans of the
wounded end dying, rang in tue ears of the
survivors ns they satk down exhansted on
the won fi<ld to seek repose.

At carly suurire on the 2Gth of July, 1814,
the field of Lundy’s Lun: prestnted a ghast—
ly sight. The desd svd the d ing lay thick
wround ! The heat was zo ictense that the
bodies hod to be dieposed ¢f without delay.
The dead were collecterdl and placed in two
heups to be burned—the British dead in one
-—the Americans in the other. The fires
wero then lighted, aud what remained of that
maga of ** living valor” of yesterday waa soon
reduced to a smouldering pile of ashes, A
fearful necessity ! 1t had to be done. Putre-
fication had set in; a terrible stench arose
from ull parte of the ficld.

Long before breuk of day of the 26th,
and even before the crowning cheers of the
victors had reached the camp followers, the
field of Lundy’s Lane presented another sight, |
perhaps the saddest, the most affecting one,
full of hopes and fears, connected with o
battle ficld. Close by, in the rear, as camp
followars, listening in fearful suspense to
evary volley and cheer from that fatal field,
were hundreds of women and childeen, the
mnothers, the wives, the daughters, the sisters
of the brave men of the Ningara District.
These were early on the field, searching
among the living, the dying and the dead for
loved ones! Even these forgot for the mo-
ment their dead in the general rejoicings of a
great national victory!

Tho victors had not much time for rest.
The British force prepared immrediately to
sdvance to follow np the enemy. The Amer-
icana had retreated during the niget to Chip-
pews, but the next day they continued their
re*reat in great disorder to Fort Erie, throw-
iog all their artillery and heavy baggage into
the Niagara. The greater part of them
crossed the river at Black Rock and Buffalo,
leaving a strong forece in Fort Erie on the
Cunadian side of the river.

vas y good balanca on hand this year of $411.35,
The mincipal fentures cf the work of the
society this year have beeu firat, the inspection
of farms and green crops, The judges were two
very practical and abie men, who reported great
progress in the manner of farmingin the coun-
try, mauy of the farms and the manser in which
they were cultivated being highly hoporable to
our country.

Toussant Catudal, warden of the ceunty,
was called to the chair, and Mr. A, Merizzi an
T, T. Moivant acted as secretaries, The rese-
lutions adopted at the Champ de Mars maes
meeting were read amidst much cheering, The
chairman having exposed tho object of the

Hon. Mr. Marchand was then introduced.
He alluded first to tho fact that the patriots of
Napierville hod raut in that eame hall ia 1887,
He was glad to see that sons of those brave
Canadiana had not degenerated and that they
wonted alsy justice and liberty for everyonme.

He said that the instigators
of the present national movement want only to
ovarthrow the Macdonald Government and form
a strong party that will give justice equally to
Seotchien, Irishmnen, ¥nglishmen and French-
men. The hon. gentleman’s remarks were very
well recerved.
Mr, Bergeron, M.P., said that Riel did mot
incite the half-breeds to rebellion ; thathe acted
constitutionally until the first shet was fired by
Crozier’s men, which was in fact the beginning
of the bloodshed ; that he wanted only justice
and fair play for his people. He alluded to
Riel's trial, and declared that the half-breed
leador was not tried {airly. He said that the
Conservative members of the Province of Que-
bes had received the assurapce from Frenck
Ministers that Riel wonld not be harged, be-
canse a medical commissivn was to beinstituted .
and that such a commission could not help to
declare thas Riel was non ¢compos mentiz at the
time of the open rebellion. He coocluded by
Baying that it was a duty for the French mem-

toba, happily for the honor of the Metis,
there were no palace cars,

in the country, and he guite naturally tra-
velled with the Metis. \Yith them he crossed
the plains and the forest ; he mounted the lied
River cart and tbe birch bark canoe ¢ he did
pot disdain to speak with his guides, know-
ing the French language he needed no inter-
preter ; being intelligeat he conmceived a
just idea of the population ; & statesman, he
aaid to the country nnd to the advisers of
Her Majesty's representatives: * Here is
what the Metis were in the past, their useful-
ness, some of their noble qualities ; see how
yon should treat them in the future.”

The suggestions made by the great diplom-
atist were not understood. It was thought
more advisable to continue in the strain of
the happy soldier who entered Fort Gurry
long after the Metis had opened its gates for
him, Colonel Wolseley had styled the Metis
¢ banditti and cowards.” This stupid asaer-
tion, and it is the way in which it was char-
acterized by the then Minister of Militis,
found its way in all directione.

Several newspapers repeated it; officials
of all grades received its impulse and in-
stead of granting the Metis the justice to
which they were entitled the most elemen-
tary prescriptions were overlooked in regard
tothem. Instead of tresting them, ns gentle-
men treat everyope, they were met in too
mapy instances only with insclence and
roughness enough to wound the bluntest
susceptibilities, = A rode and scornful *I
don't talk French™ was the only answer
to be obtiined to legitimate requests, It
was forgotten that being the natives
of the country, they had special titlcs
to consideration, Frven in their own ic-
terests people should have remembered
that the Metis, being the naturat link between
the Indians and the VWhites, their assistance
was nceded. Iostead of recaliing what Lord
Dufferin so justly esid in speaking of the
peaceful condition of the country, it was
thought more becoming to invoke what was
called the Canndian Indian Policy.

Without
flattery or hesitation I say that there arc in
that department, as well as in the others,
honorable, devoted and intelligent men vwhe
do the best they can amidst the innumerable
difficnltics they cucounter in the discharge of
their duties,

1t is not fair to thraw on the Metis all the
blame o1 the Indian uprising. Their mutual
wlliance is patural, anet will develop without
any epceial cffurt ‘¢ ad hoe” There exists
between thess two ruecs o community of
lanpuage, of origin, and, I may wdd, of dis-
appointmeunt.

Ju the prairie nnd in the torest the Indjans
acknowledged the superivrity of the Metis
without being jealcus of i, und because he
wasarclitive, Accordingly, ngsoon asthe Metis
showed their discontentinent, the Ibdians
pecessarily drew » coscluston, ** u fortiori »
which ¢ould rot fuil to haveits cffect.  This
is one of the reswsons wiich rendered it eo imn-
portant not to alicnate the wifection of the
Metis but, on the contrary, to secure their

deepest feeling of aympathy for their present
position. They are the aboriyinal inhavitants
of this continent, They regard themselves,
and not without reugon, au the legitimate
occupants of the soil. We can acarcely be

good will as vreful in:ermedinrics,

Not only the uatural sympathies of the In-

dians for the Metis were munifested during
our troubles, but moraover, the different In.

1 dian‘ nations felt the'same sympathy for each
other, = = . - - R

The Crees and the Blackfeét for generations
pursued one - another with - savage hatr_ed.
“The missionaty had sucteeded in “weskening
their “ferocity, but without destroying the
national enmity., At the present time hatred
gives place to friendship; Crowfoot weeps
over the captivity of Poundmaker and of Big
Bear. The whole tribe of Blackfeet showed
signs of grief on hearing of the death of a
Cree or an Asiniboine killed in the war last
spring.

This fact alone says a great deal and goes
to show ihat the whites have become the
‘ common epemy, the only common enemy.”

It also proves thab it was a false and cfuel
policy to propoze arming the Blackfeet against
the Crees. Such a meseurs would have bad
no other issue than that of farnishing arms
to both tribes for the destruction of the
whites in the Northwest. .

I read a few duys ago remarks which ap-
pear to me very strange. Must it be said
that there were jokes over the hanging of the
Indians at Battleford. The author of the
fooleries neither more nor less than threat-
tened the Indians of the Northwest ‘“ to hang
everyone of them to give them a good lesson,
That * cannon should be the last reason of
kings,” is hard enough, but what can te said
of those who would have the rope become the
first reason of Christian civilization towarde
our Indians in tbe first difficnity we have had
with them. .

Before closing these observations I think I
am bound to give the impressions of the
Indians in reference to the Northwest trou-
bles. I am not yet aware of what they think
of the executicus which have just taken place,
but I know quite well what they think of the
military movement, Canada would be greatly
mistaken were it believed that the lndiung
of the Northwest are terrified, and that they
have a great ides of our armaments; quite
the contrary is the case. This result inny
astonish, but however astonishing it may be,
it has its dangers which it is well to make
known in order to avoid mistakes.

LOUIS RIEL.
I promised to tell the truth without ter
giversation, so I must reach the most dclicate
point of the goestion of our troubles and
speak of the man who wns the most prom-
inent feature and whom, it is said, concen-
trated the whole situation. Louis Riel was
chosen by the Metis us their leader They
went for him to a strange land, they brought
him to their midst on the banks of the Sas-
katchewan. This step was owing to the
uselessness of the cfforts made by the
Metis and their friends to have their
rights ackoowledged. The DMetis could
pot understand why they were s0
obstinately overlocked. They came to the
conclusion that they were played upon even
by those in whom they had so far placed their
confideuce. They believed that Riel, being
one of themselves who had suffered with and
for them, would embrace their cause with
greater zeal and thus be successful. Kiel
came to Batoche. Kucournged om one side,
pressed on the other, he fancied that a feeling
of **unanimity existed between every section
of the population,” and being convinced that
sueress must follow, he bepgan an agitation,
always dungerous, but still more o amidst o
population more inclined to act than anxious
to talk,
‘T'he agitation increaged the dizcontentment.
Rash pluts, silly boastings and secret encour-
sgements led to deplorable excitement. The
assurance that the Commission would be soon
appointed wus not believed, whilat credit was
given to the rumor that jvstend of granting
them their rights, the authorities were send-
ing irons for their leader and shot for those
who would protec: him. This produced the
result that might be expected. The bietis con-
templated resistunce and their own defence.
Badly srmed, without ammunition, without
provisions, they tovk possession of the stores
in their nrighborhood. The incoasiderate
attack made upon them at Duck Lake was a
declaration of war., What followed arrested
the attention of Cunada during several
months. It is perhaps, not the time to rec-
tify the pumerous errors which a teo hasty
publicity hos aceumulatial areund the history
of this puinful perivd. Whiat is but too true
is that nuble Jives were sacriticed, misery and
desolution 1eign where flourishiug establish-
ments Lus lutely stood.  Kespectable men en-
dure o paininl impriseement in the midst of
criminuis with whom they have nothiug in
common, uivl Louis Riel was execated at Re-
gina on the 16:h of November last.
Public opiuion is divided on this last event
and in divicing became embittered. In gen-
eral the English pressupproves the execution,
while tue Frepeh papers condemns it asa
uscless crucitv,  ()n hoth sides there ave
exceptions, The Americam prees is sll, of
nearly all, unanimous m consideriny this act
of our authorities as « political blunger. I re-
yret exceedingly that men from whom some -
thing butter mizht he expected should have
so far forgotten themselves as to attempt
to lay the rc.ponsimbity of this extreme
measure on the veiy porties the least capuble
of advising it. The missionaries have suliered,
but the missionrarics never cried for ven-
gennge. The only two among them summoned
to pive their evidence at the trial guve it
rather in favor of the defense, Why agsume
the shumeful ruic of repeating the trial of
the unufortunate victim bef-re the public
by mvokiog the cvidence of the Reverend
Fathera Andre acd Fourmond, who both
npder onth gave testimony of which the
natural conclusion was certainly pot the
seafiald ! Thiongs are carried so fur as to tor-
tur one 8o kind-hearted as Bishop Graadin
by ascribing to him a role equally unworthy
¢t his position and his feelings. And all
that, it is boldly s+id, is in order to have the
truth prevail. The government allowed the
execution, it has therefore the responsibiliry
of the act and it is shameful to strive te
make 16 weigh: on others whom it was never
thought neccssary to consult in the matter.
For my patt, an observation of twenty
yenrs’ duration bad led me to convictions dia-
metrically opposed to those which are in-
voked. I had too many reasons to study the
dispositions of my unfortunate protéyé in their
minutest details not to sce what he was and
what could have led him to the deplorable
puth he followed. For many yenrs [ am con-
vinced beyond the possibility of a
doult, that while endowed with briiliant
qualities of mind aad heort, the uno-
torttante lewder of the Metis wus o prey to
what msy be termed **megalomanis” and
‘‘theomania” which aloue can explaia his
way of ucting until the jast moment. My
convictiona ure sincere, but that js not to ray
thet they who do not shara in them are all
wanting in sincerity. The uvatural conse.
quences of my convictions en the suid subject
were rejected and the hope I had entertained
to the end vunished,  Noutwithstandime this
Geeoption, I will not utter uw word ju-oiticy
ty those who acted contrary to my convie-
tivna, I have not so little fuith in my countey
a8 to belicve that our public men are capable
of o ting solely uccording to the dictales of
hatred or the cold mcusares it inspires, I
am not swvare of what took place in tne conn-
cil of those who govern, Lut I cannot belinve
that they did but place themsclves fueo to
face with tihcir obligation, At all events
they have nceepted the responsilnlity, and 1
do uot wish to create or devilop embusriays—
monts to which it is diflicult to assizn a

experienced:  sitnce -the' beginning™ “of - “our
_roubles, instead of being relieved, was great-
‘ly increaged during the.last . three weeks. I
am pot making allusion to a movement which
would be only political’and kept within the
limits already so broad of 1he constitution,
Let those who have a vate to give, whether
in Parliament or in the hustings, weighall ac-
cording to their inmoat conscience, and in the
balance of their love of country, and then let
them vote according to their convictione;
such is their right and their daty, But be-
sides the purely political question there is a
social question with which 1 am too closely
connected to remain silent.

I thiuk I'need only say that I love my
country. The province in which I waa born
bas still all my beart, and I only enlarge the
circle of my affections by assimilating the
Jand of my adoption to the land of my birth,
Consequently, all that concerns Quebec, all
that voncerns Manitoba and the Northwest,
interests me deeply, and it is for this resson
that facing an agitation that cannot be with-
out dangers, 1 take the egually respecttul
and aflectionaty liberty to tell my friends
themselves against what many be prejudicial
to themselves ard to the cause they embrace
with so much generosity.

Amidst all that has been said and written
since three weeks I admired the noble out-
bursts of a generous patriotism. Meanwhile,
to be sincere, I must confees that I deplored
many other outbursts, which, in my humble
opinion, are not the echo of the same feeling,
or at least do not denote the extreme prau-
dence enjoined to a true patriot in the critiesl
periods ol the history of a mation.

Quarrels of race and still more thosae of re-
iigon are very dangerous weapons to wield,
especially in a country where men of differcat
origing and creeds are in duily relations with
each other. Something the same masy be said
of different nationalitiveas of political parties,
Yaich one is satisfied with considering the
good aspirations towusrds which it tends
while losing sight of those of others ; just
as our eyes are eagily closed on our
own fauits to open them without
measure on the faults of others. A
sincere review of self would bring the
conviction that personnl egotism is ordinarily
the cause of national as vell as politic.! egot-
ism, This does not mean that we should
forget ourselves or those belonging to us, to
such a degree as not to feel or to endeavor to
silence abuse when it is lavished upon us.

THE ENGLISIO ELEMUNT.

I shall cause no surprice to thinking men
by saying that our countrymen of Epglish
origin, who accuse us of being too sensitive,
frebuently act and write as if we were unable
to feel the insult inflicted on us,

A great pumber of English Cinadiana who
never were in Europe, are eo impressed by
the word ¢* French” that they do away com-
pletely with ¢ British fuir pla7,” For in.
stance, aud I here appeal to Ebglish good
sense, are not the ** abuse and insinuations”
spoken and written against French Cathslic
missionaries, and agaiust the Fi2uch Cana-
dian soldiers and tne French popu'ation as a
whole in conneciion with the Nurthwest
troubles, and other mi:fortnnes which huve
beset the country, equally absurd and unjust,

Nothing chort of the sufferings endured 2y
cur devoted missionurics, and the cruel mur.
der of two of their number, sufficed to silence
the calumnies heaped on them, and accusing
them of being the abettors of rebellion and
disioyalty. It should have been known that
such crimes are loudly condemned by the
Holy Cutholic Church for near a score of cen-
turijes, not only when her children enjoyed as
we do the proteciion of wise and eyuitable
laws, but just as well when they were martyrs
to the crueity of tyrants.

As for our French origin it is noble enough
to commmand the respect of those who do not
shurz it. We cun Gud comfort in the fuct
that they who revile us know nothing ahout
ne. Let ns mnke ourselves knowa, not by
street clamor, but in such & way as to arge
even those who do not spenk our tungue—
and nuhappily for them and for us they are
too  numerous—to study the history of

Cuinada, not only the hernic epocht of
[rench repime, but, ag well, sjuee the
cenquest.  Qur  history is rife with noble

deeds, po scnsible Kaglishman can become
ncquainted with out history wiihous over-
ceming ut least a part of the prejuriices which
he and his o toudly hurbor. [t was the
study of our past that insnired the following
article of the London Zines as far buck as
1847 : —

us thus far? Not anything it bas derived
from this country. No political affinitics.

No similurity of race. Not community
of  justitutinna, NWot force of arms.
To Tue Frexar origiy  or  CaNava

Our institations have am-
plitude and elasticity ; the atmosphere we
breathe is, in ‘general, full of liberty. No
doubt all around ue is no$ perfestion, but
nothing opposes our using strenuous
efforts to improve the condition, pro-
vided always that we do mot go be-
yond - the limits prescribed by duty.
The majority has no right to oppress us, and
althoogh we are thelminority it is apparent to
everyone that our position haa its advantages.
Let us gusrd ourselves agaizst exuggerations
and of taking a stand which might gratify us
to some extent, but which might also lead to
results which the true friends of the country
would have reason to deplore.

Please accept what I suy here as flowing
from a pen held by a hand trembling with
emotion.

1t was for us, your friends, scattered
through the “great lone land,” that sym-
pathies were uromnged in the Province of
Quehec; it was to you that we so often
looked forward for help and support ; it is to
you that my venerable and belaved colleagne,
now in your midat, looks fur help in behalf of
thefsmishing population of the Saskatchewan,
and I kuow that your generous hand is never
closed. It was you who encouraged, honored
und supported e by your sympnthies in the
most sorrowful days of my life. I underatand
that perhaps you would have reason to say

Forgive me, my friends, for having fol-
lowed too far in the habits of o life passed in
the fur North-West. I can be silent with
those with whom | am not acguainted or
whom I mistrust but I cannob dizsemble
when speaking to those dear to me, and in
whom I have confidence, As you take
interest in Manitobs and the North-West I
am confident that what I have said instead of
cffending you will reach you ss the enfeebled
but sincere echo of an authorized voice,

GOOD FEELING IN MANITORA.

The entry 1nto Confederation of the Pro-
vince ot Munitoba took place under circum-
stapces most alarming for the peace and
contentment of itz inhabitants, The
denger was too imminent to escape
my notice, Seconded by the intedigent
devotednesa of my clergy: assisted by
the influential moe «f the cowntry wnd by
distinguished friends voming from Quebec, we
went to work united in 4 community of ideas
and means. Our action was understood. We
hushed many susceptibilities, stiflad many re-
sentoients, shut our eyes und eurs against
many provocutions and secured such a good
feeling that the troubles of the North-
west this yearj did not excite the slight-
est regrettable agitation, notwithstand-
ing the bitter sorrow they have caused us.

It is but justice to add that we have not
been the sole promoters of good {feeling, In-
fluestial men, differing from us in natiooalivy
and creed, acted us we did, and with us have
contributed to establish an order of things
which no one could huve anticipated at the
outset,

AMSESY,

Just a word more before takieg leave of
you which I um sure will meet your symputh-
ies as it does mnine. No doubt, we cannot
bring the dead to life, bat it may be possible
to give liberty to the prisouerv. Let us ask
forgiveness for all the political prizoners. Let
us ask forgiveness for all the Metis which
the insurrection led to the penitentiary,
to prison and to exile, Let us ack for.
forgiveness fur the poor Indians who tock a
part in the resurrectional movement, without
steepicy their hands in the blood of the vic-
tims of murder or of assassination. I think I
may assure that this act of clemency, fur
from provoking divergencies of opinivn,
would meet the assent of the sensible men (f
bl nationalities and creeds.

t?_ze arbitrary, sutocratic, and dishonest e
gime of officials, who tyrannize under the
pretence of governing them.

In_ order 1o secure these great blessings, wo
copsider it essentinl to overthrow the (jov.
ernment, which has provoked the unhuppy
events deplored by all good citinene, and iy ¢
solely for the attainment of thia end that all
that is independent in this province have
joined hands. Tuis is further borne ont by
the fact that the composition of our commiri
tee includes Englishmen and Protestants
among whom may be mare epediaily menf
tioned our vice-president, Col. Rhodes, an
old officer of the British army. !

We wish it te be understood that if the
French Unnadiens desired to indulge in race
ostracism, they had many other occasions to
organize & movement such as the prescul org
is faleely represented to be. lor in-tance
we might have availed vurseives for the pur:
pose of the murder of Goulet in 1870 ny the
Winnipeg fanatics and scldiers from Onturiy,
s murder of the most cruel and reprehensible
character from every ypoint of view, since it
was perpetrated in cold blood and without
the slightest provocation. But we did roth-
ing of the sort, becuuse we looked upen the
outrage st one which fell within the pro.
vince of the police and crimiusl justice,
and whith was not of o nature
to endanger the great priociples of the poli-
tical order of things. We might also luve
risen againet the suppression of the French
language in the Legisluture of Manitoba, Lut
there again we took no action because the
issue only aflected the French race, and be.
cause the French Canadians have always acted
on the priuciple of never raising questious of
race.

It should not be forgotten, Sir, that if this
country enjoys the blessings of responsilie
government, it owes them to the Frenck
Canndinng, and that to the agitation of
1837-38 we ure indebted for the Consiitution
of 1548, which was us beneficial to Upper ue
to Luwer Cunuda, We conguered these
liberties at the price of our best blood, and
we hive ever been glad to see them shuted
even by those who led our patricts to the
scatfold.

In 1870 it was the French Canadians who
again headed the movement, aud who ritked
their lives to procure for the Proviuce of
Manitoba all the bencfivs of respousib'e gov-
ernmeat; nor did they utter a bitter word
when they perceived that that Government
wus being useld to proscribe their languige
and to ostracire the brave population who
had made 80 many sacrifices for its estalishi-
ment a3 theie sdwminixtrative system, In
fine it was once more French Canadiuns, whe
have just shed their bloed to re viundicate
the rights of British sul'jocts in favor of the
whole popuistion. of every race and ciecd
in the North-West, und to free them
from the antocratic, tyrannical, aml
dishopest rule of an irresponsible Administia
tion ; aud it is exclusively forhis reacon that
we have organized the sctual movement,
whose sole ol ject 18 to give clivet to the eflirts
to obtein justive, mude by the halr-brecds,
who, busing their aztion on the noble exaniple
of the sturiy Englishmen who obtatued
Magpa Charts, ouly vebelled and fonght
for those likerties of which the Koytosh
race are 80 deservedly proud and which
have ever been the glory and strength of
Great DBritain.

At the regular tri-weekly wmeeting of the
Central Board of Heulth yesterday afteruoon.
she chairmax, Dr. Hingston, made an_exten-
sive and interesting report of his recent visit
g0 Washingbon $o ahtenfl the meeting of the
National Health association of the United
States, 88 & representative of the Gentral
poard. He said that on his arrival
of Washington, as 1o Philadelphia and New
York, there were most erroncous impressions
regarding our recent cpidemi, its introduc-
tion ta tho city and the means taken to elim-
inate it from the province Oa the secord
day of our meeting he was afforded the oppor-
tonity of correcting these ercors and misap-

rehensions, He told them that smallpox
had not had spontaveous origin nor a per-
monent habitat in the Province of Qaebee,
por was it, ag some aeen_:ed to think, manu.
{actured here, that the city of Montreal had
been teputed free trom it for several years,
shat the first two cases wero tracenble through
the sister province of Ontario, 'to Michigan
and Illinois, thence thrpugh variou3 States of
the Union to the Atlantic seaboard and thence
to Germany. This freedlom from asmalipox
had led to carelessness and unpreparedness
sor its reception, und for several years tho
children in o Jarge aect&qn_of our population
were unvaccinated. This nccournted for
the large death rate in .M:nnt;ren.l, .!'lxo_ mor-
tality was chicfly in children hcrp_wtthm the

1st ten years, s period during which vaccing.

United States had anything like the coni
pletenesy of the arrangements that were made
in Montreal, and from none of them was the
dis ase eliminated so quickly ws from that
pillictel city. Here he rufers to the fact
thit the city had jpractically ersdicated the
disexse in June, but that it had continued to
return by the nvenues offered by the ontlying
municipslities, The creation of the Uentrul
Bourd tullowed, which enforced the formation
of local health boards i the municipalitiea
al! over the provinee. A  minnte
description of the work done by this
Central Board is then giveu, and of the
aid given by the railwuy companies centering
in Montreal. Judging from the discussions
which took pluce ut the congress, he goes on
{0 suy, this is probably the tirst time in which
3 measure of so great sanitary importance
was carried out in America. Compulsory
vaccinntion at an carly peried was ordered to
bz enforced by the local boards, but n for-
midable diffienlty suggested itself in the fact
that there was no system ol registration of
birthe in the Province ot Quebée, and the
michinery to carry out ebligatory viccination
was in counsequence wanting, This, it is
hoped, will be remedied at the next mecting
of the Legislature, for anything like an effec-
tive system of vaceination without a proper
rezistration of hirths is impossitle.

In the afternoon the same day (Tuesday,
Decermber 8), a meeting of the State boards
was held, Kaich Suate was called upan in
aiphabetical order to report progress, begin-
piny with Alabama, All the states having
boards reported; bus it turned out that
several stutes, includipg Nebraska and Vie-
ginie, had no boards, while it is ouly & fe7
months sioce boards were established in
Manine and Ohio, After euch Stute had told

its tale, four representatives claimed
that Quecbec had done more than all
the states pub together, for not only

had she created her own board and warke?d it
wnder extraovdiuvary ditlicultics, but had
foiced the creation of boards in Mszine and
Peunsylvania, and could Montreal be un-
ghiipperd  from her moorings and dropped
alougside the still rocreant states, bourds
would be crested thero without delay. From
the statemeuts made Dy varions representa-
tives ns to what their states had wecomplizh-
el it appeared to your representative that the
provinces of Oatario and Quebee had dune
their full share of the work, and this claim
seemed to bo readily admitted by the ropre-
gentatives of the various states,

Hid woy member of the Hunitary Associa-
tion huen ignorantof the extent of the epidenic
in Quebee, and of the efforts made to control
it thit ignorance did nos extend to the Uaited
States Government, The matter of ex-reising
sureciflance over Canada had heen delegated
bv the execusive to the Department of
Marine, rnd the surgeon-general and stail were
possessed of information the most correet,
From the United States Surgeon General
be bud veceived every evidence of sympathy
wd good will, and had obtained the assur-
ance that anything like a suspension of entire
{reeddom of relations would be made as little
onerous a8 possible, consistent with public
pfety. He hud oscertaiped  further-
more that mot only were these the sen-
fiments of the central Government, but
they were those of every State in the Union.
Your representative has with pleasure availed
himself of thiz his fret opportunity to ac-
knowledge thus formally the extreme courtery
¥ith which he wuas treated by the represonta-
lives of power in the United States,

The Central Board passed a vote of thanks
fothe National Board of Health and to the
Surgeon-Genersl of Army, Navy and Murines
and others for tho uniform courtesy which
they extended to their representative, Dr.
Bingaton, while in Washington.
